Tonquin Pirates Holding High Carnival—Hard
Times in China—Death of & Japarese

The Pacific Mail Company’s steamship
City of Peking, Searle master, arrived from
China and Japan yesterday afternoon. She
brought a large eargo and twelve cabin pas-
sengers.

The Foochow Echo says: China, we be-
liave, is at last determined to adopt a total
change of currency, at least the steps taken
by the authorities at Foochow during the
last two months lead us to believe that such
is their intention. The latest of the
numerous proclamations on this subject
is one that prechibits the circufation
of a certain kind of bank-note which
is called ‘ang-pin. These notes, it is
said, are circulated and used with the under-
standing*that 20 per cent of the change is to
be of bLroken cash; as their currency will
upset previcus proclamations prohibiting
the use of spurious cash, the authorities
have wisely npotified the banks thit from
the first of the second moon the use of such
potes is totally prohibited, and if any bavk-
ers dare to issue, or call in, all such notes in
circulation during the period mentioned,
they shall be arrested and punished. Though
this change should be highly praised, we
fear the measures are taken too late, tor the
trade, the pedple, and ideed the country in
general, is in too (lu.n) ing a state to stand
or appreciate suci an innovation. It is
very hard for a man who is accustomed to
an exchange of 1360 cashi for a doilar to
only receive 1020, In these hard times the
loss will no doubt be very serious.

How a Schooner Was Wrecked
Cff Madagascar.

Fate of the First Officer—The Captain’s Reso-
lution Saves His Life—Floating on a Spar.
Picked Up by a Passing Vessel.
