have passed it."”

SENATOR WILSON'S MISTAKE.

Old Senator Wilson of Tehiama, who does
everything the Farmers’ Alltauce asks hiin to
do, tols morning tried to have the upper House
pass a bill prouibiting gambliug in farn produce
and stocks. The old gentleman forgot that the
Legisiature was slmply seni here to elect Stan-
ford and Kill such bills, but he was sperdily
biought to his senses by De Lonz. The aged
financter fro:mn Marin saw maay evils following
the passage of such a bill. Why, 1t would cause
the ciosing of the Stock Exchauge and tne Boud
Exchange, and would reaily injure the farmer.

The blll was
sent to the grave-yard where most of the meas
ures demanded by ibe farmers and oppos=d by
the corporations #re nuw at rest,

Haviog settled this matter to the satis-
faction of 1ts employers, the Senate (0ok up
ithe interminable Couuntly Government Biil, and
consumed the remailnder of the day over its mul-
tituae of provisions.

Among the bills that have been put to sleep at
the botiom of the Seuate file is Campbell’s fa-
mous antl-boycott bill. Nothing has been heard
of it sluce the Sacramento Bee yielued to the
Typog raplical Untou, and the bovcoll that had
been deciared against 1t by the Federated Trades
ceased. Campbell told your coriespondent to-
day that the bill was as goud as dead. ‘It was
a good biil,”” he said, *aud every oue here said it
was good, but they were scared to vote for it.”

BELLING LIQUOR TO MINORS.

The Governor, awmong mauny others, to-day
signed the bili prohibiting the seiling or giving
of liquors o any quantity to minors under 16
years of age. The biit also makes the Keeper of
any place where games of chauce are played
gullly of a misdemeanor If he permits minors Lo

e present or take part In such games.

The bill granitiug the right of suffrage to
the women citizens of the State, whleh has been
passed by the Senate, was read a secoud time in
the Assewbly and will come up for final action
upon the close of the week,

A REPORTER'S BTORY.

J. H. Mackey, an Examiner 1eporter, testified
that be interviewed carmen Cox ana Moran on
March Hth. Moran at first refused to say any-
thing about the police force aftair, but subse-
quently he suswered tlie question, “Have you
been approached with something of the kind "
Cox toid the witness that he and two otlier men
on the road had been appruached by Jones
Mackey aiso met a driver named O'Meara, who
said he been offered a place by Jones for
$400. Muckey had spokén (o Lwo men named
franklin and Barbee, who sald they had bLeen
offrred positions on the foice. He gave their
names in the Examiner the next day, and the
next night two men, whom he bad never seen
befoie, came Lo the Examiner office and said that
they were Bairbee and Frankliu and demanded a
retraciion. They we:e the men who testified
before the commitiee last pight that they bhad
pever been loterviewed by Mackey.

Car-driver Moran, who said he had known Bar-
bee znd Fran:lin for years, testified that the
two men wno came before the cominities last
night were iegally eutliled to the names they

claimed. Mackey was tbe Examiner’s last wit-
ness. Otbers bad been subpenaed, but falled to
report.

BRUNER BEGINS.

Mr. Bruper submitied a certitied copy of the
bill for iucieasing the police force, which was
signed by the Governor on February 24th, and
Senator Malier of Ban Francisco was called as
Bruuner’s first witness, 1t was he who intioduced
the bill in the Senate, and he said that it was at
Lis request that Mi.

A few days later 1 visited San Franclsco
apd saw Chiel Crowley about Mr. Bruuer's de.
sire, and Le sald: "You Know we promise places
tono oue.’ 1 donot know the name of the per-
son Mr. Bruner wanted appolnted.”

WANTED A FRIEND APPOINTED.

E. B, Kecd of San Francisco, who Mr. Bruner
said, whea be made bis explavation before ihe
House, was ihe muu wio asked him for a place
on the force for a friend, testilied that he was a
friend of Mr. Bruner. Mr. Reed had a hiiend
who wanted to geton the foice and he asked Mr.
F. P. Boll to speak to Mi. Bruner about the
matter. He wrote a letter to Mr. Biuner, intio-
dicing to himm a man named C, A. Barnes, who
was (e would-be policeman. This letier was
produced. Reed teslified th:at Bruner wrote to
him in 1eply, promisivg to do all he eould for
Barues,

H. A. Melvin, one ol the Examluer’s missing
wlinesses, had made his appearance, and was
examived. He is the correspondent of the Oak-
land Tribune, aud he testified that, with Fremont
Older of the Post, he interviewed Mr. Bruner
just belfore the train bearing the accusing Exam-
ier reached Saeramento, and Mr. Bruner ad-
niitted to them that he had recommended a man
for the police force. Mr. Bruner deciared thal
there was no truth o the expose.

Jesse E. Marks, of 8 Eddy street, San Fran-
cisco, testified that about Febiuary 218t he met
Mr. Reed, who tola him that Mr, Bruner was go-
ing to get a friend of bis a place on the force.
Marks told Heed that he was well acquainted
with Bruuver, and would say & good wora for
the man who wanted a star. On the same day
Mr. Bruner came to the cliy and the witness kept
his promise.

THOUGHT THEY WERE BLACKMAILERS.

The next witness for Mr, Bruuner was ex-
Judage J. W. Armstrong of the Sacramento Su-
perior Court. The ex-Judge -aid he had known
Bouner intimately for three years. He conversed
with Mr. Biuper couceruing the Examluer's
charges on Thursday. Bruner sald to him: “The
Examiner's repoiters are trying lou-uP in+ on
this gullce business, but they wont do it.” That
was before the expose appeared. The witness
had no further conversation with him about the
matter. The day on which Bruner spoke to him
about the matter, a few hours later, Bruner's
broiher, Aivin, came to bim and said the Ex-
aminer’s reporters were urying to trap his
brother.

orter, Alvin said was 1u It, but he did not be-

iev- Isadore wouid do it. *I told bim,” said the

Meeting him in
the hall outside the House of Represeuta-
tives words passed between them, and Flen-
ner proceeded to knock Bonney down sev-
eral times, punishing bhim severely, and
demonstrating that for a corpse he is 8
pretty lively one.

WELLINGTON LABOR TROUBLES.

The Riot Act Read to Parading Miners by a
Magistrate.

VicroriA (B. C.), March 11.—A special to
the Colonist from Nanaimo says: The
Magistrate, Planta Cctiva, under instruc-
tions from the Attorney-General, to-day pro-
ceeded to Wellington and read the Riot Act
to the union miners, who were marching in
processions, giving them one hour to dis-
pverse. The men availed themselves of this
time to again march, but dispersed vefore
the expiration of the time specifed.

When the case of the sixteen Wellington
miners, charged with intimidating work-
men, was resuwed to-day, the attorney for
the defense asked for a continuance, The
question of bail came up, and Judge Cole
said if the defendants would promise not to
take any further part in processions and
would use all their influence to stop them
the matter might be arranged. The At-
torney-General was of the opinion that this
would not stop the processions. He was de-
termined to stop them if every man who
partictpated in them had to be arrested. The
law had been defied for some time and must
now be upheld. He had sufficient force to
stop the labor processions and would cer-
tainly do so. He dec'dedly objected to the
defendants being released on bail, The At-
torney-General also stated he hafl prepared
anotherinformation charging thed«feudants
with conspiracy. The case was then post-
poned until Saturday.

THE JEWEL SWINDLE.
An Unsuccessful Attempt to Work the Trick
at Marysville.

MARYsSVILLE, March 11.—Sinee the press
dispatches from Wilkesbarre have appeared
relative to the alleged burial of jewels in
Luzerne County it has been learned that the
swindle was attempted on a Marysville man.

About six years ago Fred Buttleman re-
ceived a letter from Spain concerning the
matter, but paid no attention toit. Two
years ago another letter came and was re-
plied to by Buttleman’s son in a spirit of
fun. The third letter soon came. Itrecited
a story exactly like that appearicg in the
dispatches from Wilkesbarre. It was trans-
lated by a young lady here and fouud to have
been written by one M. del Rio. Ha said
that Nal, the prisoner who wrote the letter
and buried the treasure, had died, and he
offered a third of the returns if money was
advanced to redeem the trunks from the
Spanish Government, which contained the
drawings giving the location of the treasure.

He cautioned the greatest reserve, and
wanted the answer written in Spanish, and
sent in two envelopes with different ad-
dresses. He also inclosed a copy of the will
dictated by thie dying prisoner. No more
attention was paid to the matter, and the
letters were forgotten until the dispatches
were published. The names were identical,
and doubtless the same individual has been
carrying on the swindle ail over the country.

INHALED THE GAS.

A Pickpocket Tries to Eud His
Life in Prison.

James Donnelly, the pickpocket, tried
yesterday morning to end his career of crime
by asphyxiating himseif in the City Prison,
where since his arrest on Sunday he bas
been confined in an iron cell in the ** tanks.”

When Sergeant Shields entered the cell
about noon he found the prisoner uncon-
scious and the place filled with gas that
escaped from a burner, which had been
turned on.

He further said that, being unable to
sleep, he had turned on the gas and in-
tended to inhale just enough to put him in
the arms of Morpheus, but this was consid-
ered a rather flimsy story by the prison-
keeper, and he ordered that Donpelly be
hereafter confined in Cell 4, which is
crowded with occupants and has no gas-jets.

It is believed that Donneliy was despond-
ent and desperate because he has been de-
prived of opium during his confinement. On
Monday his brother attempted to smuggle a
small box of the drug into his cell, and was
arrested for misdemeanor. -

Jchu Elitch of Goodyear, Elitch & Schill-
ing’s Minstrels died un Tuesday afternoon
of consumption at the Melville House in
this city. He was 43 years old, and for
many years was a special policeman at the
California.

A FLOATING FURNACE

The Cargo of the British Ship
Iverna on Fire,
—a

Narrow Escape of the Vessel From Destruction.
Fighting Fire in the Hold—The
Flames Subdued.

‘While the men at work unloading the ship
Iverna, lying at Harrison-street Wharf,
were taking off the hatches of the lower
hold on Tuesday afternoon, which is filled
with coal, they noticed that the hold was
hotter tham it should be.

The matter was reported to Captain John-
ston, who at once ordered an investigation
and the coal in the lower hold was found to
be very hot. Captain Metealf was sent for,
and although there was no sign of fire at
the time he advised the captain of the ves-
sel to notify the Fire Department.

This was done and a line of hose was left
on board the ship in case it was found
necessary. A gang of men were at once set
to work getting out the coal and at 2 o’clock
yesterday alternoon the cargo was found to
to be on fire.

WORKING IN A FURNACE.
The men worked lika beavers in spite of

the heat, which was growing greater every -

moment. There was very little sinoke, or the
men would have been driven out of the
ship’s hold. By 6 ¢’clock last evening about
eighty tons had been got out of the vessel.
A iresh gapg of men went to work at 6:30
o’clock and the fire was located soon after.

The hose was stretched and a stream of
water poured on the burning eargo for some
time. The coal was so hot when the men
went to work again that coke hooks had to
be used in order to dig down into the fiery
mass. In a short time the fire was uncovered
and it was found that the ship had a furnace
in her hold.

MORE WATER POURED IN.

Again the water was turned on and
clouds of steam arcse from the burning mass
of coal now fiercely blazing. By 8 o’clock
the fire was again under control and the
men were put to work once more. Tub after
tub of the ccal came up from the ship's
hold all ablaze, and water was poured on it
through the hose.

At 10 o’clock the heat in the vessel’s hold
became so great thatthe men had to come on
deck, and waler was played on ihe cargo
again for half an hour. A fresh lighter was
then hauled alongside the ship and soon
after the men were glad to see the last of the
burning coal out of the ship.

The captain gave orders for half of the
crew to remain on watch with the hose
ready in case the fire again broke out.
