
HEARST'S REMAINS.

The Dead Senator's . Body Re-
ceived by the Citizens.

A Number of Distinguished Statesmen With

the Unostentatious Ceremo-
nies Indulged In.

The funeral train bearing the remains of
the late Senator George -Hearst, drawn by
Engine 92, Central Pacific Railroad, pulled
Into the depot at the end of the Oakland
mole at 11:45 o'clock yesterday morning.
The train' consisted of five car?, the fore-
most of which was the funeral-car, in one
compartment of which on a black catafalque
rested the casket containing the body.
Alout the sides of the car on the interior
black cloth was draped in heavy folds, while
directly above the head of the casket was
su-pended a lamp wbicn was kept dimly
burning during the entire trip.

Following the funeral van was tho smok-
ing-cir "Golden Gate," dining-car "Capi-
tol," sleepers "Africa" and "Conclio," con-
taining the Congressional committees, and
bringing up the rear was Mrs. Hearst's
private car.

Stump, Rev. Dr. Font?, General R. P. Ham-
mond Jr., Colonel Thomas F. Barry, Major
Frank McLaughlin, Alansui Phulps and
William;Crocker.

REMOVING THE JiKMAIXS.
A hearse Wiis in waiting at tha mole, and

the remains were quietly transferred to it
and diiven aboard the ferry-boit under
escort of a detail of soldiers from the Third
Infantry, commanded by Sergeant-Major
Middleton. |Mrs. Hearst and her guests
were escorted to carriages, in which they re-
mained until they reached the Palace
Hotel, where apartments bad been engaged
for them.

When the boat touched at the footof Mar-
ket street two companies of the Third Regi-
ment, under the command of Colonel Barry,
were drawn up, and they acted as an escort
until Grace Church was reached, where the
body was deposited to await the funeral
services, which will iKe place en Sunday.

Quite a throng baa gathered at the Market-
street entrance to thu ferry, but a detach-
ment of police, were on hand and found no
difficulty inkeeping order. Large numbers
also lined the route along which the body
was driven to the church, and many heads
were bared as a token of respect to the de.id
Senator.

The Congressional Committee willremain
at the Palace until Tuesday, when they will
start homeward by the southern route. \u25a0

Major MiKiuleyof Ohio, who was to have
been one of the party, was kept at home by
the illness of his wife. Th« latter is a con-
tinned invalid. Speaker Reed bad intended,
also, to accompany the remains, l>ut private
affairs prevented his leaving the East at this
lime.

The Late Minister Leaves His All

The willof John F. Swift, lato United
States Minister to Japan, was filnd for pro-
bate in open court yesterday, and A. C.
Freesc, the Public Administrator, petitioned
for special letters of administration. The
testament, which is informally written on
Pacific Club letter paper, re.ids as follows:

In the name orGod, amen. I, John F. Swift,
of the cilyand county of Sail Francisco, hereby
make and declare Mis to he my last will and
testament, hereby* revokine all former wills and
testaments by me at any lima made. IRive aud
bequeath all me property and worldly posses-
sion* that shall belong to me at my death to my
dearly beloved, wife, Mary A.Swift. 1 hereby
appoint her executrix hereof and provide that
she shall civ*no bonds of any klud as such ex-
ecutrix. Inwitness whereof Ihave hereto sub-
scribed my hand and lite same written and dated
In my handwriting and cinder the laws of the
Stale leqtilriiiKno witnesses, with the same to
stand 111 my oluKiaphlc will.

Mrs. EmilyPhillips' case, in the Justices'

Court, against Joseph McLaughlin and An-
drew Speck, to recover $100, was decided in
her favor yesterday.

Incourt tho defendants produced an alleged
contract sigued by Mrs. Phillips with her
mark, but itproved to be the most palpable
forgery. Mrs. Phillips swore she had never
seen itbefore, and luat Its fraudulent na-
ture must be apparent because she could
sign her name as well as anybody.

LYTTON SPRINGS.
How J. M.Donahue Came to Bny

. the Property.-

In December George S. Montgomery be-
gan suit against James M. Donahue's ex-
ecutors, Peter J. McGlynn and J. F. Bursin,
to recover 810.000 on a promissory note,
bearing date of March 7, 1887, and an answer
was filedyesterday averring that the note in
question was procured by false representa-
tions, and setting forth full particulars con-
cerning a transaction by which the purchase
of Lytton Springs, in Sonoma County, was
effected by Donahue.
Itseems that plaintiffwas desirous of sell-

ing the springs and employed au agent to
enter into negotiations withDonahue. The
agent represented the property to be worth
5215,000, and said that since Donahue was
engaged in the operation of a railroad from
the neighborhood of the springs to San
Francisco, the bottling and sale of mineral
water, thu business in which the plaintiff
was then encaged, and from which lie real-
ized no less than from SSOO to $1000 per
month, could be, carried on with great profit
to him. \u25a0

The agent also stated that another party

was desirous of securing the property ami
had offered an increase of !o,tx)O in the
purchase price on condition of an immediate
sale, but Donahue requested delay in the
proceedings, he wishing to ascertain the
soundness of tho plaintiff's title. The. agent
would brook no delay, however, and itwas
nt last agreed that Donahue should haw
the property on depositing a note for 810,000
in part payment. The plant was not trans-
ferred, however, until $4300 more had been
added, and later on Donahue made pay-
ments inall aggregating $lti,i>7o si>.
Itsubsequently transpired that the real

value of the property didnot exceed So'0,000;
in fact, itwas assessed at but 330,000. and
Donahue, desiring to recede from the con-
tract, offered to rcconvey tho property on
the moneys being refunded. Up to the
time of his death th« contract was still in
force, but the 510,000 note remains unpaid.
So far from being willingto pay this, how-
ever, the executors pray that itbe declared
to have been obtained by fraud and that it
be canceled.

SENIOR PARTNER NOW.
Confirmation of the Firm Inter-

est Siile to Young Fuller.

The sale of the three-eighths interest of
William P. Fuller, deceased, in the firm of
Whittier, Fuller &Co., to his son, William
P. Fuller Jr., for 51.400,000, negotiated by
the widow, the executrix of the estate, was
confirmed by Judge Cofl'ey yesterday.
It will be remembered that upon Mrs.

Fuller's filinga report of the saie and peti-
tioning tha Probate Court for its continua-
tion W, Frank Whittier, the senior member
of the linn, asserted his right, under ths
articles of copartnership entered into be-
tween Mini and thedeceased, to purchase the
three-eighths interest in exclusion of all
other parties. Suit was commenced setting
forth his claim, aud Judge Wallace bsnecl
an injunction intended to restrain all fur-
ther proceedings toward th« continuation of
the sale.

Upon service of the same being made on
Mrs. Fuller and her attorneys, the former .
being on the witness-stand at the momeut in
Jii'lge Coffer's department. Attorney Lyous
representing the heirs by virtue of his ap-
pointment by the court, contended that the
injunction was of no effect as regarding him-
self, and insisted upon proceeding. Judge
Coffpy ruled that the point was well taken,
aud the matter was pursued to a final issue
yestprday.

Mrs. Fuller testified that sho was satisfied
itwas to the best interests of all concerned
that tlie sali' should be confirmed, and youna
Fuller stated that he thought SMOO.OOO a
fair price for his father's interest. Mr.
Whittier, when sworn, expressed his feeline
that under the agreement between himself
and toe deceased he was entitled to make
the purchase in preference to young Fuller.
but Judge Colfey, after listening to the evi-
dence and arguments of counsel, concluded
to confirm tha sale.

Mr. Fuller iias paid SIOO.OOO down and
given his notes for the balance, so that not-
withstanding Whittier's strenuous objections
the young man will assume a seniority iv
the partnership.

TISDALE ON THE STAND.

The Witness Contradicts Himself
in the Damn Case.

The hearing in the Dama willcontest was
resumed yesterday and Dr. Thomas P. Tis-
dale placed on the stand for further cross-
examination. He was plied withquestions
relating to his intercourse with Dama, and
particularly withregard to statements made
regarding the disposition of the decedent's
estate. ]

The witness said: "My only statement to
Dami concerning his affairs was, 'Profes-
sor, Ifear you willnot get well. While I
sincerely hope you may,Isay that Itis wise
for every man to have his business settled.
Have you your business settled?' Dama re-
plied: 'Ihave made my will:it is in Mm
hands of Mrs. Smith and is in her favor.'

Continuing, tlio witness said: "Iwish to

make an explanation. Ihavn been reported
in the news, apers as having testified Mint
Iasked Dama the question, 'Where is your
will?' That is false. Imade nosuch state-
ment."

At this point Mr. Kowalsky sniilod, and,
turning to the court reporter, directed him
to refer to his notes and read the doctor's
testimony given on cross-examination. The
reporter road :-

"Question— 'What else, if anything, did
he say to you?'

Circumstanced of the Stabbing of John

M. Kowen.
The trial of Frederick Charles Beck for

Henry Harm, the proprietor of the grocery
and liquor-store at Fourteenth and Mission
streets, where the tragedy occurred, was
the first witness called for the people.

"bowen was tending bar for me -that
n ight," said the witness. \ "When Beck lirst
came in he had a little trouble with Bowen
over ten cents that was due, and which he
finally paid to Bowen. Then some one sug-
gested that Beck should go home. Isaid i
thought that would be a good idea, as beck
had been drinking freely. Beck not mad at
this and threw a beer glass at me. 'Itstruck
the molding around the mirror back of the
bar. Then Bowen went for Beck, and with
my assistance, lauded him out on the part-
men t*

"Bowen and Ireturned to the bar-room
and Dr. Keeso came in. Wo all stood talk-
in* together at different places in rout of •
the bar. Presently Beck came In through
the grocery-store. Boweu said to me,
'You'd better keep him out; lie's looking
for trouble.'

"At this Beck stepped over to where
Bowen stood and made nsudden movement
ns though stabbing him in the back. Uovvrii \u25a0

fell and died in a few minutes. Isaw do
knife, but something glistened as Beck
made the pass."
