Will Not
quired to Testify.

Robert Du Rose will not be called asa
witness in his own behalf, and his counsel
stated at the close of vesterday’s session
that the defense would close on Monday
after the cross-examination of one more
witness.

The elder Du Rose, recalled, stated that
Robert had always been weakminded. He
was run over when a child, had a sunstroke,

shock. **He was married about six vears ago

in my daughter’s house. He was always kina
to his wife, as I know, for he lived at my
place in Oakland once. About 5 o’clock on
the afternoon of the tragedy 1saw him at
the baths, and he told me he was going to
Sacramento, He brougbt his ehild, aged
about 314 years, to cur house across the bay
on Christmas eve, aird she has been with us
ever since.

WOURKERS TOGETHER.
Convention of Methodist Sunday-
Schooi Teachers.

The convention of Methodist Church mem-
bers interested in Sunday-sehool work re-
sumed its session yesterday afternoon in
the Central M. E. Chureh, on Mission street,
near Sixth. In the absence of J. W. But-
ler, Rev. W. W. Case, pastor of the chureh,
acted as temporary Chairman, and L. Beatty
as decretary.

After a brief service of song and prayer,
W. S. Bovard, in the absence of W. F. Gib-
son, who was announced to deliver an ad-
dress on “Effective Teaching in Sunday-
schools — How Seeured,” made some re-
marks on the subject, declaring that much
of the present work is somewhat inetfective.
It is not by methods but by results that ef-
fective teaching can be judged. Teachers
should study the pupils; at present much of
the teaching is only experimental. Success
in teaching depends greatly on the truth
and personality of the teacher.

Rev. Dr. J. C. W. Coxe believed that the
best teacling is by awakening truth in the
pupils and quickening their consciences.
I'rained teachiers are necessary, and he
strongly advocated the formation of a union
of all the Sunday-school teachers for pur-
poses of mutual instruction in teaching.

Rev. Dr. McGleish indorsed the ideas of
the previous speakers, and thought that
{riendly relations betweea teachers and
pupils are most desirable. Teachers shoula
have their scholars visil them at their
homes, and establish close social relations.

Mrs. N. B. Eyster made a strong appeal
for the inculeation of temperance principles
among the scholars, and urging them to
take the temperance pledges against using
aleohol or tobacceo.

A. R. Over next spoke on the relations of
the Epworth League to the Sunday-schools,
The league is organized for the improve-
ment of teachers and to induce the scholars

aot to sever their connection with the
sel.ools as they advance in years.

Rev. D. Buck spoke briefly on the
benefit of a thorough Biblieal training for
teachers, aud the convention then ad-
journed to meet again at 8 o’clock in the
evening.

C. B. Perkins presided over the evening
session. Rev, S. W. Leech made an open-
ing prayer hnd after the full church choir
bad sung some excellentiy renderea nymus,
ev. E. McClish delivered a very interest-
ing address on Sunday-school iustruction.

He alluded to the continued spread of
Christ’s gospel all over the world and the
gradual fuifillment of the prophecy that
the kingdoms of the world will be the
kingdoms of Christ. This latter thought
siould be dominant in the hearts of all, es-
pecially of young men and women. They
shonld all concecrate themselves to the
Lord in their youth. First impressions are
the most lasting and these should be based
on Christs truths. In tbis advanced age, it
is imperative that teachers should be equal
to instruct advanced pupils who think for
themselves, The demand for reasons for
Biblical truths by the young should be*met
with intelligent respect and answered fully.

Rev. J. C. W. Coxe followed with a brief
address on the important iactors that young
men and women are now in the present age.
The tendency is to put the young to the
front und this be illustrated by numerous
instances.

‘That pur-
pose is to contemplate nature with fresh
admiration, to regard humanity with inex-
haustible interesi, to study science and or-
der with assimilative enthusiasin, to im-
prove our own personality with the virtue
of an infinite taith. Or, to condense these
five pariiculars into one general statement,
the end and purpose of our being here is
that we may become perfect men and
women, that we may learn as much as pos-
sible of truth, beauty, goodne-s, right and
freedom, obeying them and applying their
rightful uses and enjoying them with all
the sense, intelligence and affection there is
in us.
