BALLOT REFORM ASSURED.

Governor Markham has signed the Ballot
Reform Billas was expected. The Dibble
amendments to the Senate bill weakened
the measure in some respects, but the law
as itstands willenable the citizens toappeal

from conventions to the people at large.

The fact that such an appeal is possible will
g} far to remove the cause for appeal. To-
liti'.-al bosses willbe careful what kind of
men they put on a ticket when they know
tlmt a bad nomination will surely call out
an independent nomination by reputable

voters of their party. When we consider
the record the Legislature lias made since
the Ballot Reform Billpassed we are sur-
prised that it was allowed to go into the
Lands of the Governor.

THREE METHODS.

Ex-Minister Pheli s has described the three
methods by which the Behring Sea dispute
may be settled. First, by putting an imme-
diate stop to depredations upon breeding
seals; second, by conceding the right of for-
eigners to destroy the seals, and third, by
continuing diplomatic correspondence until
the seals are destroyed. There is some
point in the ex-Minister's satire upm the
1 resent course of negotiations. Letters are
exchanged a' intervals of about six months
in which side issues are discussed. Mean-
time poachers are rapidly removing the
question from contention byexterminating
the si-Hi-. Mr.Phelps has done the Admin-
istration the justice to admit that if the
third of his three methods is adopted the
fault willlie rather with public sentiment
than with the Administration. The Tribune,
in commenting upon Mr. Phelps' letter.
In pcs that it willbe the means of silencing
unpatriotic criticism and enabling the nation
to present a bold and united front in sup-

port of those who are its constitutional
voice. Itmay perhaps be urged that it is
the part of the Administration to present au
issue. The American people are not in the
habit of leaving their constitutional voice in
the lurch. Whenever the State Department

has taken a bold stand ithas found the ieo-
pli- right at its back. The American people
now know that Russia protects its sealing
ground by force. Its right to one-half the
so. iis no better than the right it sold to the
United States of the other half. But Russia
sinks poachers and hold herself in readiness
to talk the matter over afterward. The ad-
vantage ofRussia's method is that poaching
is stopped while the discussion goes on.

GETTING KM.

Iti-now settled beyond reasonable doubt
that boodle was divided in the ba. k office of
the State Librarian on Tuesday morning.
The sum of $C'JOO in currency has been
traced right into that back office and there
all traces of it were lost. Itis not clear how
the money was used. But Attorney-General
Hart is iertain that the money was brought
to the Capitol by W. B. Carr and Harbor
Commissioner Brown. Mr. Carr has been
the recognized agent of the Southern Pacific
Railroad Company and Mr%Brown has been
conspicuous in his support of Mr. Stanford's
candidate for Senator. It is possible that
evidence may nut be sufficiently conclusive
to convict either Mr. Carr or Mr. Brown in
our courts st law. Itmay rot show how the
money which Mr. Carr carried to Sacra-
mento was used; Carr is .'in old hand at the
business and knows as well as anybody how
to cover his tracks. Butit does not follow
that such evidence as may be furnished will
be less productive of good than a conviction
in court. There is a point insuch proceed-
togs at which public sentiment is touched to
the Quick. The tranquillity with which the
people have witnessed the purchase and sale
of public men by the railroad company is
like the apathy ot a giant who does not
think it wor while-to make a show of his
strength on small occasions. But a ions
course of petty exasperations bring the
giant to his feetat last. Tin; (ai.i.ventures
the prediction that the railroad company
has received its last seat in the Senate from
a California Legislature.

CHINESE IN AUSTRALIA.

A dispatch from Sydney, New South
Wales, says that permission has been given
by the Privy Council, which provides a way
by which the British colonies may restrict
Chinese immigration. Tbe exclusion of
Chinese will be made under cover of a
general law by which the customs officers
are permitted to lejcct any immigrant,
though tendering his poll-tax. This isnot
a manly way of keeping Chiuese out, but it
is as much as the British Government can
foe expected to do in the face of protests of
the Chinese Government In this case, as
lvmany others, the interests of the colonies
and of the mother country conflict En-
gland wants to maintain friendly relations
with China in the interests of commerce,
while tbe colonies realize the necessity of
restricting Chinese immigration in ths in-
terest* of tlieirown people.

AX OBSOLETE MAXIM. J
Itis a legal maxim that there is no evil

for which the law does not provide a remedy.

The Call recommends a consideration of
this maxim to Judges Hunt and Hoge. In
December last the Board of Supervisors pro-
posed to give a printing contract to tho
Stock Report lot the two years ensuing.

An application was made to Judge Hunt for
an injunction restraining the board from
awarding the contract. Judge Hunt found
that the proposed contract was illegal, but
found, also, that the court had no power to
issue the. injunction as requested. The
Supervisors then awarded the contract to
the Stock Report. InJanuary a new Board
of Supervisors proposed to disregard the
contract wliich Judge ntint had declared
illegal. The Report went to Judge Hoge
and asked for an injunction restraining the
Supervisors from disregarding the contract
the Hunt department of the court had de-
clared to be illegal. Judge Hoge found that
he had power to enjoin the Supervisors from
disregarding an illegal contract. Judge
Hunt had not power to restrain the Super-
visors from performing an illegalact, but
Judge Hoge had power to restrain the suc-
ceeding board from performing a legal act.
An illegal contract is an evilfor which tliere
appears to be no remedy. Possibly, how-
ever, a remedy might be found by putting
men on the bench disposed to keep inview
the object of courts— the procurement of
justice.

I3tFEDIMKKTS TO TKADB.

A bill is now pending in the Legislature
requiring all foreign vessels sailing between
San Francisco and a foreign port, and all
vessels sailing under a register from San
Francisco to another port of the United
States, or arriving here from such port,
to pay full pilotage if a pilot Is em-
ployed, and half pilotage if the captain
ciicoses to dispense with the services of a
pilot. The object of the bill is to compel
every vessel arriving here to pay pilotage
fees, whether they are earned by pilots or
not. In oilier words, itproposes to lew a
tax on the maritime trade of the port for ilie
benefit of a score of pilots ami the owners of
a few tug-boats.

Against the bill theChamberof Commerce
has entered a protest on the ground that too
much has been dona already to drive ship-
ping from San Francisco. The pilots want
the bill passed, and witha frankness worthy
of all commendation their spokesman, ad-
dressing a Call reporter, assigned as their
reason that they

"
were not in the business

for their health."
The plain citizen, who is neither pilot nor

ship-owner, regards every im pediment
throwu in the way of ships coming here as
injurious to the port, to the State, to the
mercantile community and to the pilots
themselves. It is for the interest oi mari-
time trade thai vessels should not be wrecked
at the entrance to the port, ami therefore
that a body of expert mariners, familiar
with the channel, the tides, 'the shoals and
the currents, should stand ready to pilot
strange ships into tho harbor, and should be
properly remunerated for their work. But
where a captain is familiar with the entrance
to the haibnr and is so confident of his
capacity to bring his ship in safely that he
is willing to jeopardize his insurance by
dispensing with the services of a pilot, it is
not fair to compel him to pay half pilotage,
as the code does, much less to place coasting

vessel's sailing under a license on the same
footing as foreign ships sailing under a
register.
Itwas stated at the Chamber of Com-

merce that the power of the pilots to influ-
ence legislation at Sacramento was such that
there was little prospect of defeating the
pending measure. The Call hopes that
this is not true. Certain it is that in the
past our St ite legislation has favored the
interests of the pilots ami has militated
against the interests of the port. The fact
has led to the suspicions wi.ich class legisla-
tion generally arou-es. lint these may have
done injustice to the Legislature. At any
rale, it is in the power of Governor Mark-
ham to '..lock the pas-age of a bill which is
obviously calculated to enrich one small
class at the expense of the port, and San
Francisco looks with some degree of confi-
dence to him.

Tliere are not perhaps n'ore than four
days in each year when there is any diffi-
culty in piloting a ship in or out of San
Francisco Harbor. The channel Is broad,
there is plenty of water on the bar, and,
when that is crossed, any able seaman can
steer his ship to an anchorage by a simple

observance of the chart. No extraordinary
knowledge is required to qualify a man to
be a pilot. The approaches to the bay are
n.t difficult, as are the approaches to New
York or Boston harbors. British men-of-
warsail in and out oi the port many limes
each year. They are forbidden to take a
pilot, hi.1 yet no war vessel has ever met
withan accident.

The present system may be judged by its
fruits. The tonnage of the port is not in-
creasing, but the pilots are popularly sup-
posed to be in receipt of an annual income of
some $10,000 a year each and the owners
of the tug-boats have grown wealthy. It
would seem that the time has Come to repeal
some of the obligatory rules regarding Idiot-
age and to allow a captain to take a pilot or
dispense with one at his pleasure. Ifhe re-
fuses to take a pilot he assumes a responsi-
bilitywhich terminates his career ifhis ship
comes to grief. With this condition staring
him in the face lie is not likely to act rashly.
But no sailor will assert that the steamers
which arrive here from Japan and Mexico
are safer in the hands of a coast pilot than
they would be in the hands of captains who
are skilled mariners and who have brought
vessels into the port fora score of years.

Acorrespondent writes: "Inview of the
disclosures made before the committee ap-
pointed to investigate the so-called boodle
scandal, would itnot have been well tohave
deferred the election of a Senator until the
investigation had been declared closed ?"
At the first thought one would say that our
correspondent's view of the situation is cor-
rect. But there is something to be said on
the other side. Since the word had come
that Felton was to be elected anyhow, noth-
ingwas to be gained by waiting. Itwas possi-
ble that the disclosures would take such
form th.it a vote for Stanford's man after
they were maae would be more comprom-
ising than before. Before sugar-coated pills
were invented, good mothers when about to
administer medicine in such a form would
tell their children to shut their 'yes, open
their mouths and swallow. Alittle jellycon-
tributed to the success of the stratagem. In
adapting household methods to politics the
jelly has not been omitted.=====

WHO IS XT. K. CAKKt

We notice from information received from
Sacramento that William B.Carr, who used
to be prominent in this city in politics and
at Sacramento when the Legislature was in
session, had disappeared from Sacramento
just as lie was wanted by the Investigation
Committee. Where has he gone? is the
Question. If cur memory serves us cor-
rectly, Carr was a prominent personage in
the interest of the railroad company some
years ago. Carr's testimony, however,
would be good for nothing if he could be
reached, for he understands the trick of
managing Legislatures, besides the members
of the Legislature themselves are not over-
anxious to investigate.

IN POLITICS.

Nearly every person in the State knows
that n certain number of men were sent to
the Legislature to re-elect Mr. Stanford to
the United States Senate. These men voted
to screen the railroad company from paving
taxes. A portion of them also voted for He
Young, and nearly all of them voted for Mr.
Felton. And yet we are told that the rail-
road is out of politics.

Resides ibe residential succession another
question mat played a prominent part in bring-
ing abont tbe Chilean revolt was Hie Govern-
ment's failure tocarry outfits railroad pledges.
One company hi which Americans were inter-
ested undei took to build ten railroads, aggregat-
ing about COO miles, for £3,542,000. They were
Intended to be links Ina railway chain down the
center of Chile, extending eventually from Peru
to Hie Sirait, of Magellan. Afier doing about
$500,000 worm of work and receiving only
8200,000 Iheiefur. Hie Government sioi.i.ed
limber payments, claiming the woik was not

done up to contract. Those back of the enter-
prise asserted that If tliey were compelled to
comply wltb the demands ol the Government's
engineers, who received their professional train-
logIdFrance, they would lose millions ou tbelr

contract. They were prepared to construct the
roads as built in Ibis country. While the people
were Impatient to bave the projected lines fin-
ished, I'iesideut Baliuaceda was unable to fulfil
bis pledges because Congress refused to appro-
priate any money.

The European army maneuvers promise this
year to be on a grander scale than ever. Ger-
many will call out more cavalry than usual In
order to lest the efficiency of this branch of the
service, and Instead of two army corps France
will order out four to maneuver Inthe country
between Cbalous-sur-Marne aud Epernay. They

willconsist of ibe Sixth Army Corps, the strong-

est and most Important of the republic's legions,

as it is designed to bear the brunt of a sudden at-
tack by Germany, the Filth, the Seventh aud the
Eighth. Eacb corps includes eight regiments of
Infantry, a rlXv battalion, a brigade of cavalry
and eighteen Lotteries of artillery. LikeGer-
many's cavalry two of the corps will operate
against the other two. Two divisions of cav-
alry, ordered from other districts, willalso par-
ticipate in the maneuvers, which will last a
coupla of weeks or more. General Saussler will
be Insupreme command, the two armies being

commanded by Generals de UalllQet and Da-
vouiduc d'Auersl.£dt.

Acablegram intimates that LordDerby has ac-
cepted a seat on the Labor Commissiou, about
which Salisbury's adherents have said so much
receutly. The names submitted to the Cabinet
when the mailer was under consideration were:
Lord Darlington (Chairman), Lord Deiby. Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach, George Howell (M.P.) and
Sir Lyon l'layfair. The labor question having

assumed unusual prominence in Parliament,
Tories and Liberals have awakened to the neces-
sity ot enlisting the .sjuiiatliies of the laboring
classes, which vow compose a majority of the
electors. The scope of the commission's Inquiry

is to Investigate llie facts aud forces lo be
reckoned with Inlegislating on the labor ques-
tion, and to classlly the results and carefully

weigh the probable effect of changes that may
Inlliieace the future of British industry and
Hade.

AT THE PRESIDIO.
Notes From the Little World at

the Reservation.

Lieutenant Coffin, Adjutant of the Fifth
Artillery,has obtained one mouth's leave
of absence and departed last evening fur
Brooklyn, having been summoned to the
Fast by the receipt of an urgent telegram
announcing tho probably fatal illness of his
brother, who is a naval officer, and was for-
merly attached to the Charleston. There is
not a more popular or more efficient officer
at the I'residio reservation than Lieutenant
Coffin, who is lilted by both officers and
men, all oi whom deplore the cause of his
a!.-.:, and sympathize with hiui in his
trouble.

During the absence of Lieutenant Coffin
his official duties willbe perfor med by Lieu-
tenant Blake of Battery X, Adjutant.
Lieutenant Blake, who took possession of
the office on Saturday morning, is a bright
young officer, and his temporary selection
as Adjutant has given general satisfaction.
lie was stationed at Angel Island during
the absence of the Fifth Infantry, but is
thoroughly familiar with the work at the
Presidio and with the requirements of the
post.

The band at the post plays every Thurs-
day alternoon at Black Point and at the
Presidio on Friday, from '1 until 4 o'clock.
On tue hitter day "tho stand in the Alameda
Circle is the center of attraction, not only
for residents of the reservation but also for
visitors in the city, who drive out in large
numbers. The band 'is considered one of
the best musical organizations on the Coast,
and the afternoon concerts at the Presidio
have come to be quite a social event

The Board of Examiners, which was pro-
grammed to meet on Friday to determine
the fitness of five officers for promotion,
postponed its opening session until to-mor-
row. The position on the board vacated by
the departure ofLieutenant Coffin, who was
to have acted as Recorder, has been tilled by
the appointment of Lieutenant Granger
Adams, Quartermaster of the post. Lieu-
tenant Adams willalso perform the duties
of Recorder.

Sergeant Frank J. Wissell, StewarS of the
hospital, has been transferred to Fort Clark,
Tex., where he willoccupy a similar position.
He willleave for his now post to-morrow or
on the day after. He has been replaced at
the Presidio Hospital by Sergeant Charles
ItExner, who arrived yesterday from Fort
Canby, Wash., where he has been Acting
Steward of the militaryhospital. _ - -

Another wave of la grippe has swept over

the post, the victims inthis case being for:
the most part officers at the reservation.
Lieutenant* Nolan of the Fourth Cavalry
and Wood and Stevens of the Fifth Artillery
have all been confined to their quarters with
the epidemic, but are now convalescent. .

The officers are eagerly looking forward
to tljelr release from the thralldom of lenten
regulations regarding social pleasures nnd
have already made' partial pro arations for
Easter gayeties. When once renewed, so-
ciety entertainments willbe continued dur-
ing the spring months and possibly through-
out the summer. -

Several thousand trees have been planted
along the roads of the reservation during
the month. The varieties are principally
eucalyptus, acacia, pine and ash. This ac-
tion is already noticeable in the improved
appearance of the grounds, and willin time
furnish much desirable shade.

The garden detail is considered the most
important during the spring months, and a
large number of men aro daily assigned to
this duty. The ground is being plowed and
cultivated, and willsoon be in condition tor
seeding. The work is under the direction
of Captain Zalinski.

A (.on for the Rock.
A new 8-inch converted rifle gun will be

mounted at the fortress on Alcatraz Island
before the expiration of the month. Con-
gress has appropriated £30,000 for ons of
the new disappearing guns, which willalso
be mounted at an early day. The value of
the armament will be greatly increased by
these additions to the fortifications of "the
rock." —
