riGEON SHOOTING.

History of the Old ami Popular Sport.
ISlue Hocks.

'1he pastime of pigeon shooting is one of
the earliest sports known In the history of
men fond of the gun and the pleasure it
affords. Itis extremely difficult, in the ab-
sence of reliable records, to ascertain the
exact time when such manner of shooting
came first into vogue. It was practiced
early in the last century, the shooting men
lieu using the flint-firing fowling-piece for

a weapon and an old bat for a trap. From
the early period of protection to all game
by law at certain seasons sportsmen have

ever, in these close times, endeavored to
find a flying substitute, in order to keep

themselves in good foiui lor the open season
when it came. This, without doubt, was
the birth of the sport. Inno way has there
yet been foil a target that so nearly re-
sembles the flight of a wild bird as does
that of a strong, swift pigeon when released
from a trap. Hence the sport lias been
most popular for over a hundred years.
That much we know.

CLUB MATCHES.
flow long it was practiced before that

there i- only supposition to guide us. Itla
matter of history that in England us early
as 1780 shooting clubs were in lull action
whose contests wen always at "pigeons.
Similar to the manner of this day mutches
between tingle members of different club«
or between teams of a number of men from
rivalassociations were must frequ-nt. One
thing which at that date contributed largely
to the success of these clubs was the fact
that only a privileged class was allowed to
shoot game. At the traps all were equal.
Without doubt to this fact does pigeon
shooting, in Great Britain at least, owe
much of its popularity. To show how ar-
bitrary is custom and how little change is
effected by lime in the manner ofconduct-
ing these affairs is to state that 100 yean
ago, as now, itwas customary for the laud-
lords of ions to advertise sundry prizes to
be shot for on certain days.

PHIZES CONTKSTED FOR.
These prizes were generally pieces of

silver plate. Anentry fee was charged each
contestant; the landlord, wise in bis gener-
ation, both giving ar.J receiving. He gave
a capital day's sOrt to those fund of shoot-
ing and was reimbursed in goodly fashion
fur the trouble and expense incurred.

Then, as now. the piseon chosen for tiio
work was the "Bloa Rock,"a wildbird indi-

color a beautiful blue slate, with two broad
bands of black running across the wings.
Atthe rump also is a tuft of white fleecy
feather?. This baudm« of the wings is one
showing the power of heredity as strongly
as itcan be shown. Them are thousands
upon tlmu>aii'ls of pigeons in this country
to-day showing this marking and coloring
as plainly as any of '.heir ancestors of
hundreds of years ago. The line of the
neck leathers is that or the rainbow. As
the urn strides the bird thi'.-e gleam in
iridescent color—a blending of cold, of bine
ami of purple, which is beautiful in the
extreme.

THE "DOVK-110U9E."
Another pigeon of Great Britain used in

these contests was the "Dovehouse." He is
similar to, in fact almost identical with, the
lihieKock. Each la a wild bird. While the
lirst named, however, seeks the most Inac-
cessible spots for his breeding places, tin-
latter clintis more In the vicinity of civili-
zation. The Blue Rock, as his anuiu im-
plies, haunts the caverns, tho crevices of
huge rocks, the beetling eras or cliff,
whereon torear his brood. The Dovehongß,
however, affects the towers mid belfries of
old churches and the ruinod remaps of cas-
tle walls for his abode. The latter is al-
most identical incoloring with his hardier
brother. He larks, however, the black
bunds on the wings, and tin; tuft at the
root of the tallfeathers is a light .slate in-
stead of white. Hence it takes almost an
expert to determine "which is which." To
an ordinary observer they are one and tha
\u25baante bird. In contradistinction to the
Blue Rock the Dovehouse pigeon may, by a
quaint and hasty abbreviation, be known as
a "duffer." Thus when the spectator of a
pigeon match of to-day uses the phrase, in
reference to a slow flyiog bird, "he's a duf-
fer," he unconsciously designates it as did
the sportsmen of a century nso, when al-
luding to a poor-in-flight pigeon. The«e two
kinds oi birds or their descendant", both
in England and this country, »re the one*
uuivoibally used for trap-shooting contests.
