For a Stolen Coll of Rope.

Robert Lincoln, a junk-dealer, was con-
victed belore Judge Rix yesterday of steal-
ing a coil of rope.

STILL ON THE STAND.
Fisher Ames Testifies in Relation

to the Fees Asked.

The Interest in the Ames-Tread well case
has in no degree abated, and the court-room
was crowded all day yesterday during the
hearing. Ames is stillunder cross-examina-
tion by Attorney Van Ness, and no pleas-
ant time is lie having of it;as, in answer to
questions propounded, he tells ot the com-
pensation lie has received for services ren-
dered Mrs. Treadwell, it would seem that
Mr. Ames is a high-priced lawyer.

In the case of The People vs. Loomis ho
charged $150 for merely going over the com-
plaint and answer. Fi r '.lie labor per-
formed in receiving a 8200 check to pay a
bill he exacted $30, and for ap. earing be-
fore the Hoard of Equalization to secure a
reduction of an assessment upon Mrs. Tread-
well's property, which she deemed exorbi-
tant, he presented a bill for $250, wliieli
was duly honored. Inthis latter service he
was actually able to save his client $160 on
the assessment.

Trie witness was shown a check for 8(180,
date i October, 1886, and cashed at the Bank
of California. Attorney Van Ness asking
whether it were a genuine paper. Tbe an-
swer was: "My signature to that check Is a
forgery." Ames said it was certainly not
ensued frr any puiiuse of bis, and that bad
he received the money from Mrs. Treadwell
as his client, itwould appear on his cash-
book, lie had some indistinct recollection,
however, of having drawn sa -It a sum for
Mrs. Treadwell, or of having had his office-
boy do so.

The proceedings waxed interesting when
Attorney Van Ness broached the subject of
the Loomis case. Loomis is a bar-keeper,
who shot in the jaw a private detective
named J. 3. Met.',inlock, in Mrs. Tread-
well's room at the Buss House, and is now
plaintiff in a suit for $100,000 damages In-
stituted against her lor alleged malicious
prosecution. Mrs. Treadwell has always
denied having taken an active Interest in
the prosecution, and so states inher verified
answer in the Loomis damage suit.

Ames, however, declared ou the stand
that he rendered Mrs. Treadwell certain
legal services regarding that rase; but, on the
ground of the circumstances of his employ-
ment being in the course of professional
confidence, he hotly protested against Attor-
ney Van Ness' questions intended to elicit
the facts from him. He said that he had
repeatedly refrained from making damaging
statements concerning his business relations
with the defendant, but felt now that he
had been patient long enough, and that he
would be justified in making auy truthful
assertion.

Attorneys Van Ness and Knight remarked
that tliey had no objection to his making a
statement, and turned to Mrs. Treadwell to
ask whether she objected.

Bi-ing from her seat, the defendant said
in trembling tones: "1 have uo objection,
your Honor."

-
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Ames then went on to say that Mrs.
Treadwell had wished him to swear falsely,
but, knowing lie would be apprehended if
he did so, lie refused to comply with her re-
quest. Subsequently she came to him and
paid £100 for his services in prosecuting
Loomis. She said: "You know you were
not my attorney in that case," to which
Ames answered that he knew that he was
and his books would show it He told her
that she bad made statements which were
not true, and had set up an untenable de-
fense.

To convince her that It would be useless
to have him swear falsely, he reminded her
that J. J. Miiginnis, the shorthand re-
porter, had been engaged by him, in the
presence of Somers, to transcribe the testi-
mony in the case, which fact showed his
Interest.

An adjournment was then taken until
Monday.

GILLERAN SCORED.
Burling Declares That He Is Not

Attending to Bnsiness.

Chairman Tahet of the Street Committee
of the Board of Supervisors said yesterday
to a delegation of petitioners in favor of the
mprovement of Lafayette square that it is
the intention of the board to make special
provision in the next tax levy for the pur-
pose of park Improvements. The petition-
ers were satisfied and departed. The com-
mittee agreed to, recommend that the levy
make provisions for this square and Alamo
square also.

The resolution passed by the board on
Monday night reducing the width of Wlllard
street to sixty-four feet will probably be
withdrawn from the Mayor's hands upon
the recommendation of the committee. It
was shown that, the only persons desiring
the piesent width reduced are those who
have built on the street aud are aiming toen-
large their lots.

Sixty days' extention of time in which to
file their report was granted the Post-street
Extension Commissioners,

For several days Ihave been suffering

from a severe attack of la grippe, a disease
that flesh has lately fallen heir to, and which
olten affects one strangely.

Newly Appointed Port Wardens

Strike n Sans.

Their Democratic Predecessors Say That the
New Board Is Illegal-A Lack of Nau-

tical Talent the Cause.

On Wednesday morning it was announced
from Sacramento that Governor Markham
had sent to the Senate for confirmation the
names of A. J. Martin, B. J. Watson and J.
W. Gage for the oflice of Port Warden and
later it was stated that the gentlemen in
question had been confirmed without op-
position.

Previous to that time S. D. Thornton, who
was one of the original Markham boomers,
had been similarly rewarded for his cam-
paign services, and had already taken his
seat in the board. All, therefore, was ap-
parently well and the Republicans' in the
first burst of enthusiasm were congratulat-
ing themselves upon the overthrow of the
Democrats.

Some hypercritical genius, who should
have been more charitable in his dealings,
suddenly discovered that the newly ap-
pointed board was illegal, and he lost no
time in notifying the Democrats who had
been thrust out of the fact.

MUST BE MASTER MARINERS.
The statute was hurriedly looked up, and
