Removal ofLumber Piles on East Street— Libel

The steamer Humboldt, Captain Jessen,
arrived yesterday morning after a passage
of twenty hours from Eureka, bringing 36
cabin and "0 steerage passengers. Among
her cargo was a large quantity of potatoes,
13 cases fresh fish and S'.iiil in treasure.
Among the passengers by the Humboldt
were Mrs. A. Seidell, an insane woman, who
was committed to the asylum at Stockton by
the authorities of Humboldt County. She has
homicidal tendencies, and has been in the
asylum before. There were also William
and Andrew Sprague, Thomas Barber and
Archibald Brady, four of a crew of six who
deserted frniu tho British sealing schooner
Ethel on the 20th inst. The other two de-
serters, Joseph Cuff and a mats named red,
were drowned as reported a few days ago.

Archibald Brady, who lives at 303 Chestnut
str.-er, says that he and his companions de-
serted the vessel because they were badly
treated.

EAST STREET LUMBEIt TILES.
Itis said tint the Harbor Commissioners

Over an Advertisement.

Southern Pacific officials are much dis-
turbed over the advertising enterprise of the
Atlantic and Pacific Company. The new
depot building at the ferries Is adorned
with an immense sign, which reads some-
thing like this: "The Atlantic and Pacific
Railroad Company most popular line
to all points East." The Southern Pacific
people male an Investigation yesterday and
learned that the Atlantic and Pacific had
secured the advertising privilege at the new
building for four years. There were rumors
of an injunction yesterday, and still worse,
that the Southern Pacific would get even
with the Atlantic and Pacific by running
Eastern passenger trains Into this city by
bringing them across the hay on tho big
freight-boats.

lining to the washouts on the Sunset
route, between New Orleans ami Lafayette,
the Southern Pacific Company has built a
slip about twenty miles west of the Cres-
cent City. Toe work on the new slip was
completed yesterday, and trains were run
on to ferry-boat-, carried across, placed on
the Mississippi Valley road and run Into
New Orleans. By the change the distance
to New Orleans is Increased lour miles, but
the new route is considered safer than the
old.

GILSOX'S CUSTOMERS.

Itosconi and I'errlni Hejtl to Answer In
£'-.'OOO Ball.

Judge Rix yesterday morning rendered
his decision in the case of Joseph F. Kos-
ccni anil Jolin 13. Perrini, whom he hold to
answer in bonds of $2000 each, for receiving
stolen Hour from William Gilson, assistant
foreman of the Humboldt Warehouse.

Inreviewing the case, the Judge aid the
defendants seemed to be simple foreigners,
ignorant of business customs, and he hoped
and believed the jury would acquit them in
the Superior Court, but Inview of the evi-
dence his only course was to bold them for
trial.

The defendants furnished bonds forth-
with, and then a question arose as to the
ownership of the Hour, which had been
stored in the prison in such quantities that
the jail resembled a well-stocked warehouse.
