The Canadian Pacific Reaches
New York,

President Yan Horne's Arringement With
the New York Central.

Chauncey M. Depew’s Views on the Situa-
tion—A Ship Ashore Off Cape
Hatteras,

NEw York, March 29.—The Canadian
Pacific is now a full fledged trunk line out
of New York Cily. Railroad men have
ong been watching the maneuvers of
President Van Horne, wondering whether
he would build a rival line from neross the
border, or buy or lease one of the established
trunk lines. Van Horne. who is regarded
as a clever railroad man, has been on the
war-path for several years, but he has the
faculty for covering up Lis tracks. For this
reason few railroad people knew what he
was really after, He mneither built nor
buught vor leased, but by a series of skillfu]
moves he got what he wanted from the com-
pany that has the best terminal hereabouts,
Van Horne, Chauncey M. Depew and
Walter S. Webb completed a deal yesterday
by the New York Central lets the
Canadian Pacific bring its freight and pas-
senzer trains in over the West Shore azd
Cential with as good facilities as the New
York, New Haven and Hartford Railroad
gets. The Canadian Pacific willecome down
from Broekville over a new bridga, which is
to be built at that point by way of Rome,
Watertown and Ogdensburg to Utica. No
Canadian Pacific trains will come over the
Vanderbile lines by way of Buffalo or Sus-
pension Dridee at present, altbough this
may follow if the Canadian Pacific com-
pletes its line either to Buffulo or the bridge.
After the main points of the agreement had
been reached at the Grand Central Station,
Van Horne declared tne war at an eud, and
returned to Montreal on the night train.
The details of the agreement will be worked
out by the traffic officers of the two com-
panies, aod it will go 1uto effeet immedi-
ately.

President Depew said that it would be a
good thing for both companies. ‘The ar-
rangement would give the Vanderbilts a
trauscontinental line from Nova Scotia to
Vancouver, and the foreign read would
bring a great amount of business to the
metropolis, f &

“Along 250 miles of the Canadian Pacific,”
said Depew, *‘trains are never out of sight
of a saw-mill, The Central will get from
the north products which go anotiier way
at present. Prorating arrangements will
enable the Central to reach any point in the
British possessions at the lowest practicable
rate, and New York merchauts will get the
benefit of a correspondingly low rate.
Freight will go through in both directions
without breaking bulk, and fast through
trains will be a feature, "o Canadian Paciti
will run its own tramms into Weehawken,
where the West Sbore has two and a half
miles of water frontage. The Canadian
Pacitic now enters manv of the greatcon-
mercial cities of the United States by a
trafic agreement with Boston aad laiine,
an with pracricany a voice In the manage-
ment of that ro:d, it gets an eutrance into
Loston and a strong hold on all New Eu-
gland. Wabash lets it into Chicagoe, and by
means of t ‘Soo’” and Duluth, Scuth
Shore and Atlantie, it taps Duolath, Minne-
apolis and St. Paul, while arraogements
with cther roads let it lnto Sioux Cily to
conpect with travscoutinentat roads.

SHIPWRECKED VESSELS.

A Ship Ashore Off Hatteras—Loss of the Bark
Dictator.

NorroLK (Va.), March 20.—A telegram
from the Hatteras Life-raving Station says
that a Spanish steamer bound from Galves-
ton, Tex., is ashore five miles south of that
station, The vessel is lying easy and close
to the beach, The captuin and crew are on
board and there is no present necessity for
their leaving the ship. There is a strong
probability that both the vessel and cargo
will be saved. Itis not known whether or
not this is the cotton steamer before re-
ported ashore at Ocracoke Inlet. Lieuten-
ant Walker of the United States Life-saving
Service arrived at the bLeach this morning
and is making an investigation into the loss
of life in connection with the wreck of the
bark Dictator on Friday. There is a dispo-
sition here now to censure the Zatick Sta-
tion life-saving erew for not attempting to
launch the lite-boat, as it was shown that
even a smaller boat could make the trip in
safety, the bark’s dingv coming ashore
without capsizing and bringing four men.
Only two bodies of those lost on the Dicta-
tor so far have been recovered.

AN ERROR CORRECTED.

Reciprocal Relations Between This Country
and Brazil

WASHINGTON, March 20.—The Burean of
American Revpublies furnishes the follow-
ing: It having been denied by officials of the
Dominion of Canada that overtures fora
reciprocity treaty with British Guiana had
been rejected, the Bureau of American Re-
publies furnishes an extract from the annual
address of His Excelleney Viscount, Gor-
manston, Governor-General of 3ritish
Guiana to the Ceclonial authorities as fol-
lows: *“The passage of the M Kinly tariff
act has, as you are aware, led the Govern-

ment of Canada to make proposals for
reciprocal trade relations between that
colony and the British West In-
dies and British  Guiana. On this

subject I received from Hon. George F.
Foster, Finaoce Minister of the Dominion,
Jetter, in which he preposes that in return
for dcifferential treatment of our sugars
and fruits exported to Canada equivalent
differential treatment sliould be accorded to
certain Canadian products imported into this
colony. I replied that, while anvious in
every way to facilitate and promote an ex-
tension of the connmercial relations between
British Guinna and Canada, I could not en-
couraze the Government of the Dominion
to believe that the cousent of this Goverun-
ment would be given to any differential
treatment which will exelude the sugar of
this colony from adwmission to the niarkets
of the United States on the most favorable
terms.

‘The Latin American Department of the
World’s Columbian Exposition has informa-
tion from Colomba that that republic will be
fully represented at the Chicago exposition.

The Brszihan papers which arrived
bere on Saturday contained little else than
discussion of the reciprocity treaty with
the United States,  While remonstiances to
the treaty are very loud and carnest, they
come, friends of the treaty assert, almost
entirely from Eonglish, Frenclh and German
Imporiers who fear the loss of a
larze share of the trade to the
merchants and manufacturers of the United
States. The DBrazilian Government pre-
pared to earry thie treaty into eftect upon
the 1st of April aud the necessary instrue-
tions have been issued to all collectors of
customs.

OUT ON THE PRAIRIE.

How Miles of Fiames Wiped Out the
Homes of Early Settiers.

A vrairie fire, when viewed under proper
circumstances, Is an interesting and besuti-
ful sight to behold, but when a fierce gale
drives it on its way, consuming property
and destroying life in its path, its grandeur
becomes an object of terror. To the early
settlers of the plains of Illinois, lowa and
the West prairie fires were a familiar spec-
tacle, vet their oft recurrence never robbed
them cf the interest-awakening sense of
danger with which they were invested,

Many stories are told of the speed of such
fires, the truthfulness of some of which is
well founded, says the Chicago Herald.
Wolves and deer have been pursued by fire
until they sought safety in settlers’ barn-
vards, and in such an exhausted condition
that men on foot, armed with clubs, easily
overtook and dispatched them. Emigrant
trains in the early days had many thrill-
fpg escapes from the fires, while not a
few were overtaken and destroyed by the
prairie conflagrations. The traveler pos-
sessed of presence of mind and matches
feared no such fate, When no other means
of escape from a coming fire offered itself
he would set rire to the grass, and as the
burnt area enlarged he would extiuguish
the flames on the side of it toward the point
from which the wind was blowing, and once
inside the burnt district he had nothing to
fear. The harder the wind blew the easier
it was for him to subdue the fire that was
“backing up” and cet inside of the haven
of safety. ;

Settlers protected their farms by fire-
breaks made by plowing up two strips of
sod several rods apart around their farms
and-on a still, favorable day burning 1)10
grass between the strips. The same resuits
were sometimes obtained by cutting two
strips of grass aud burning it as sonn as
dry, and then burning the grass between
the burned strips when the frosts had
ripened it. At times all of such precautions
were in vain. Weeks of scorching sun and
hot winds would render the prairies dry as
tinder. ‘Then, when the flames came on
the wings of a strong gale, they seemed to
feed upon the air and iire-breaks availed
nothing. In instances of this kind back-
firing was the >l¢-tllurs only hope of tmmu-

ity from the flames. y
I‘I'E)Nt:-x\(\)'(-umv'rs" usually had a very faint
idea of the intense heat and force of the fire.
An early settler of 1llinois tells of one such
who in the pioneer days built a home near
bis own. i had been some distance from
Lhome and was returning when 1 saw the
smoke of the coming fire. As I hastened
toward home I saw that my new neighbor’s
house was direetly in the path of the fire. I
lost no time in reaching his vplace, and
found him calmly awaiting the comingof
the fire. >

*“Why are you not trying to save your
home?' 1 eagerly asked. e

*¢Oh, I'm all ready to meet the fire,” said
he, pointing to two buckets of water he had
drawn. :

“I immediately went to back-firing, and
by doing so barely succeeded in saving nis
home. When the flames came dashing up
many feet high and so hot that we cauld not
stay within several rods of them, hesaw
how utterly useless his two buckets of water
would have been.”

Tumble-weeds, which grow abundantly
on newly broken ground, are great fire-car-
riers. They are often much larger than a
bushel basket and almost round in shape.
Sometimes these, when igznited by the fire,
would be rolled a long distance by a fierce
wind before they were consumed, scattering
the blaze along their paths,

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DISFIGURED FOR LIFE.

A Heretofore Gentle Dog Inflicts Terrible
Injuries on a Child.

Edward Hemringhouse of Freneh Village,
Illinois, is the owner of a bulldog of which
he was made a present some six months ago.
It was a fighter and was kept for that pur-
pose, but while being extremely ugly toward
dogs it was never known to be in the least
vicious toward any member of Mr. Hem-
ringhouvse’s family uatil yesterday. About
6 o’clock last evening it slipped its collar in
some way and walked into the house whera
May, the three-year-old daughier of, its
owuer, was playviug in the dining-room,
says the St. Louis Star-Sayings. ‘T'he little
girl petted it for awhile, and it seemed to be
in the best of humor, but when she got
up from tihe floor, where she had been sit-
ting, and started to walk aecross the roou,
the dog leaped upon her, and taking a firm
hold of her body bezan to shake her. Miss
Mary Kecl, a friend of the family, was in
the room, but she was so much overcome by
fright that she was powerless to interfere.
The shaking lasted but a moment, the dog’s
Jaws relaxed and May fell to the floor. She
unmediately crawled under a chair. The
deg sprang at her again, and knocking over
the chair seized her by the clothing, and ve-
gan to drag her about the room, shaking her
all the time.

At this point Mrs., Hemringliouse, at-
tracted by tue screams, came rununing into
the room. It happened that she had seen
her husband manage the dog when it had
fought othier dogs, and she knew how to
take hold of il. She gotit by the throat
and choked it until its hold upon the child’s
dress was loosened. Then she dragged it
from th+ room. Mr. Hewmringhouse, who
was at work in the stable, ailso heard the
cries, and ran in just as the dog was thrown
out. He immediately cauterized the
wouuds of his daugliter and sent for a phy-
sician.

The wounds were all upon the head and
face of the child. There is an ugly gash
over the right eye, another on the scalp and
another behind the right ear, besides a num-
Uer of smaller seratehes and lacerations on
her ehiwek and chin. Though the wounds
are not cuonsidered dangerous, the litule girl
will probably carry the marks of her en-
counter for the rest of her life. The dog
will be kept for a few days to sea if he de-
velops any symptoms of madness, but
whether he does or not he is to be killed.
