Fonnd by Children.

A Frenchman's Ekull Crashed With" a
Heary Rock and His Face Cut

A Friend of the Yfctlm Under Arrest to

Await tbe Verdict of the Coroner's
Jury— Oilier Parties Suspected.

BIVXBSIDK, March 30.— cold-blooded
and dastardly murder was committed in

this city yesterday morning. Between 9

and 10 o'clock two Frenchmen went to

Soring Brook, a small stream west of the

town, to wash their clothing. They left

their boarding-bouse about 8:30 o'clock.

About P.n hour afterward children
discovered a dead man lying on the edge ol

the brook. Investigation proved it to be

Loul3 Allieriett, one of the Frenchmen.

His skull was crushed with a heavy

rock and his face was badly cut. His

pockets were robbed of everything valu-

able. His companion, named Benjimin

Hallegoack. was arrested and is now in jail

waiting the result of the Coroner's inquest
to-night. He nrotesH his innocence. Itis
generally thoiuht the murder was com-
mitted by two men wlioare suspected ol an
attempted robbery hero la-t week. They

were seen near the uUieo of the murder a
»hort time before the body was fuuud.

A CELESTIAL VISITOIt.

Discovery of a Comet Moving Rapidly in the
Direction o! the Sun.

Lick OBSERVATOur, Sak Jose, March
80.—A small, fairly bright DOiet, witha tail
filtcen minutes long, was discovered by Pro-
fessor E. K. Barnard last nigut at the Lick
Observatory, at 8 hours 34 minute-, Its
position was right a^ctu^i n, 1hour 10 min-
utes imd 10 seconds north. Declination 44°
48'. Tlie comet is ruovine rapidly south-
ward iu the direction of the sun, 1° a day.
This makes the fifteenth ci<uiet discovered
by this observer. It is not possible to tell
anything of ihe comet's future motion and
brightness until further observations have
been obtained of it. Its present motion,
bowewr, will soon carry it out ot sight in
the neighborhood of the sun.

DL'NCAN LOSES.

Decision of the Snpreme Court in a Cele-
brated Texas Murder Case.

\Vashini,i"N, March 30.—The Supreme

Court of the United States to-day refused to
grant an application of a writof habeas cor-
pus iu the somewhat celebrated murder case
of Dick Duncan vs. MeCatl, Sheriff of liex.ir
County, Texas, in which it was sought to
bring into question the validity of the en-
tire Penal Code of the State of Texas. Dun-
can was duly Indicted, tried and convicted
in Texas of murder and sentenced to l>e
banged, lie appealed the case through all
the lutci mediate courts of tho State of
Texas, ami when tile Court of Appeals of
the I.ne Stai St.ite decided against him the
case was taken to the United States courts,
and the decision still being against him it
was brought litre. The Supremo Courr, in
the opinion of Chief Justice Fuller, altirms
the judgment of tho Circuit Court from
which the la.-t appeal was taken. Duncan's
contention was thai the l'enal Codeol Tex. is

never has beeu lawfullyenacted inaccord-
ance with the requiieniont* of the State
C nstitution, and that tlie code as enrolled
diftered, through errors of the enrolling
clerk, from the code passed by the Slaty
Legislature, Had Duncan's contention
been sustained itwould have resulted in the
release of all the prisoners in the State, and
would have totally upset the State's crimi-
nal system.

A DANGEROUS COUNTERFEIT.

Remarkable Resemblance of a Eojjus Silver
Certificate to tho Genuine.

Washington, March 30.
—

The secret
service cflicerf deel ire ttint tho S2 s-llver
certificate counterfeit is a most dangerous
one. The vignette of Hancock is us tine as
the original, and the lettering and lathwork
Uau exact, copy of the Treasury n"te. In
fact the only ditTereuce is too minute to be
visible to the naked eye. Iu the upper left-
hand and lower right-hand corner of the
genuine note m a figure "3," and on its fare
H enslaved, in characters so minute that
thej are not legible excepl uudrr a magni-
fying ((lass, the word "two," repeated three
times. In the counterfeit the word "two"
is similarly ensraved the same number of
times, but in two case?, the counterfeiter
Ikis made thp letters read 'V.vt." The dis-
ci very of the counterfeit is not a new tiling.
Attention was catted to it some time ago,
but the unknown counterfeiters watch the
secret service bulletins closely. When the
discrepancy was discovered In a note bear-
ing the check letter "A"and tho sicna-
turc of "C. X. Jordan," the counterfeiters
changed the check letter to "11" and the
name to that of Treasurer Hyatt. The en-
lire circulation of the genuine note may
have to be called in.

OPENED TO SETTLEMENT.

Idaho Lands Subject to Entry Under the
Homestead Law.

Washington, March 30.—Secretary No-
ble has sent a telegram toRepresentative
Wil-on of the State of Washington, stating
that upon due consideration itis his judg-
ment that the Coeur d'Alene Indian Kaaer-
vatiou, in Idaho, as described in the Indian
appropriation act, approved March 3, 1891,
was opened by force of statute and needs
no proclamation or further action to accom-
plish that end. This opinion, however, the
Secretary say*, i> given without any argu-
ment made to tho department, and it is to
be received as an expression of views that
may be changed if there is any dispute aiis-
ing concerning its validity in a contest case.
The northern section of this reservation,
which is opened to settlement, contains
about 300,000 acres, and may bo entered un-
<l-r homestead nut upon payment of SI 50
per acre, half of which is to be paid within
two years.

Findings of the Supreme Court in the Case of
a Crossing Accident.

Washington, March 30.— 1n the Supreme
Court to-day, in continuing a Judgment of
a lower court in New Jersey, In a case of
killingon a railroad crossing, the court
says: "While those using public highways
are under duty to keep out ot the way of
railroad cars crossing it, and exerciM such
care as circumstances make necessary, a
railroad company, in moving cars upon its
road, Is bound to exercise like cure toward
those who are obliged to pass over its
tracks. The right of a railroad company to
the use of its tracks for the movement ot
engines and cars is no greater in the eyu of
the law than the right of an individual to
trav«l over a highway extending across such
tracks."

examined by a naval board to ascertain the
extent of her injuries. If they are so severeas to mate it Impossible to repair the ship
at a cost not exceeding percent of hervalue, itwillbo necessary to condemn and
sell her.

far. "Still,"he cuutiuued, "there is a ijood

deal of danger of a flood, and Ishould not
want to predict that there willnot lie one.
Ithink, however, the chances are that the
greatest danger has been passed."
