Contracts Let for tho Electric

Line to Baden.

Amos Burr, the Traveling Passenger
Agent of the Vanderbllt lines, will leave
for Australia to-day fur the purpose ol se-
curing some of the trade from the antipodes

Only the Cash Lacking to Complete tho

New Deal.
The canning combination is formed, that

Is the agent of the capitalists has accepted
the terms of the various canners, and the
deal willbe completed as soon as the money
is paid over to the owners, and these affix
their signatures to the agreements.

LIGNITE COAL.

Strikes in the Mines May Cause
a Scarcity.

The receipts of coal at this port for the
past few weeks have been very large and
the price has consequently declined, to the
great drlght of the housekeeper and others
interested. During last month the arrivals
of coal here aggregated 116,980 tons, against
61.210 tons for the month of March, 1890,
and .-4,270 tons for March, 1889. All the
different yards and bunkers here are filled
with the commodity, and it is expected that
prices willgo down lower still. Something,
however, that may check this downward
tendency, is the fact that the men are on a
strike iv nearly all the coal mines in Oregon
and Washington.

Prom telegraphic advices received from
Marshfield, Oregon, it is learned that on
Wednesday morning the Oregon Coal and
Navigation Company, whose mines are lo-
cated three miles from that place, reduced
the wanes of some of its employes, and the
men went on strike. About 200 men were
affected by the strike. Atthe office of the
company here I:was learned that no notice
had been received of the strike except that
contained in the newspapers. The company
has lots of c al on hand both in the bunkers
here and in those at Coos Bay. Its two
steamers, the Arago and Areata, are now
laden at Coos Bay and are bar-bound there.
When they succeed inpetting out they will
no doubt bring down full reports of the
cause of the strike and how it is progressing.

MINERS OX STRIKE.
Telegrams were received yesterday at the

office of the Oregon Improvement Company
in this city, stating that a strike has occurred
among the men employed in their Newcastle
mine, which is situated about twenty miles
east of Seattle. This will throw between
too ami s'») men out of work. The Franklin
mine, owned by the company, in the same
neighborhood has not been worked since
last September, the men bavins gone on
strike on account of some of their demands
not being seceded to. The miners recently
struck, too, at the Oilman mine, in the same
locality. The mine is owned bj the Seattle
Coal and Iron Company.

These strikes threaten to cut off the entire
supply oflignite coals, which are the cheaper
grades furnished to this market fordomestic
and steam use, as all that kind of coal comes
from the mines mentioned, excepting a little
that is shipped here from the Cedar River
mine.

In conversation with a Call reporter
yesterday a gentleman who is interested in
the mines up north said: "The causa of
these difficulties seem to be the demands of
the miners' organization as to the manage-
ment of the labor and the properties, the
rate of wages and the hours of working.

FUKTIIEItDEMANDS.
"The mine-owners have conceded some

points sooner than have any trouble and
now the miners have demanded other
things, made peremptory requests, which
the mine-owners refused, houce the strike.
The men want to control the mine them-
selves and dictate what bosses shall be em-
ployed and so forth and practical! v run itas
if it were their own property. The strike
at the Oilman mine commenced two weeks
since and it seems to be a stubborn fight,
with no immediate prospect of either side
yielding."

A number of coal-dealers were seen yes-
terday and some of them said that if the
difficulties at the Seattle and Coos Hay
mines continue for a long period it willhave
a tendency to stiffen the market rates of
coal, just as the strikes in the Wellington
and Australian mines of last summer made
high rates in the fall. These troubles in the
north will tend to check the downward
course of rates that have recently prevailed
in foreign gr dcs, with winch the market
was temporarily overstocked. •

One prominent dealer on East street said
that be did not think the local market would
be at all affected by the strikes as the re-
ceipts from there would not average more
than 10,000 or 12,000 tons per month, and
there was any amount of coal here now and
on the way to supply the deficiency.

Some Tlionerlits About the Devotion of
Women First ami I.nri.

Editor Woman's Column, Morning Call:
The appropriate celebration of Eastei in
the city churches has been in every sense a
most edifying spectacle. That most ancient
festival, commemorating the exodus when
the Hebrew women rolled their unleavened
bread in the kneading-trougbs and bor-
rowed from their heathen neighbors to
facilitate their flight, as well as the resur-
rection day of creation's Lord, has for ages
been the occasion of most devout observ-
ance. The long line cf sermon have
successively sounded the glory of their risen
Lord, and aw aided high praise to woman as
"the last at the cross and first at the tomb."
There is always a thought of how lonesome
she must have been there, and a terrible re-
flection as to what the condition of this
world might be if she had not had the cour-
age to be there, for the sad fact remains
that nobody else was brave or devoted
enough to get there. If she had not ac-
cepted the commission, "Go tell my disci-
ples," how would the worldhave found out
that we have an Easter to celebrate? These
considerations are so obtrusive that an
Easter service cannot ignore the place of
woman in the church.

At the close of an eloquent sermon, after
a rich and beautiful service, bringing all the
associations vi the past into grand harmony
with the thought and lifeof the present, the
official clergyman, inannouncing the par-
ish meeting for the election of officers for
the year, said that many inquiries Had been
made as to the eligibility of women at these
meetings, Ile took great pleasure In saying
(tie must have, for his resonant tones and
peculiarly clear enunciation tilled the church
ami gave pleasure to a thousand ears) that
all the women of the congregation were wel-
come, in fact, were cordially invited, and all
the male pew-holders were entitled to vote.

That was edifying, indeed. Probably the
Marys of the congregation will"go tell" the
male pew-holders when it is time for that
meeting, but it is doubtful if there willbe
any but voters there.

Allchurches in the same denomination are
not bound by the same usage. A test case
was made in the diocese of Pennsylvania a
few years ago, and women declared eligible
to the office of vestrymen. The women. Bow-
ever, declined to serve on the ground that it
would be givingmen another chance to shirk.

side of everything. Sobriety, so that sha
may not impart to her offspring the eur'se of
intemperance; nor to her husband heart-
acbtngs and ruinatious necessarily attend-
ant upon Inebriety. Economy, that she
may not waste what may be needed on a
rainy day, nor expend with thoughtlessness
and extravagance moneys intrusted to her,
thereby bringing shame, ruination, dis-
grace and want upon her family, but be a
prudent housekeeper. Christianity, that
she may have a sale anchorage iv times of
temptation and trouble, nnd that she may
the more likely be self-denying, charita-
ble and nut too worldly. Musical and liter-
ary inclinations which would tend to keep
the husband at home, instead of his seek-
ing similar entertainments at clubs, etc., to
chase away gloom or loneliness, when need
be, to make home an abode of cheerfulness
and a desirable place to live and love in.

Bickerings and family disputes cannot
thrive inan atmosphere of affection, cheer-
fulness and music. Sho must iiave'literary
likings, so that she may be able to converse
with tier husband intelligently upon matters
useful and which may be interesting to him,
and the better to understand his affairs and"
human nature generally, that sho may in-
struct her children wisely and draw correct
and logical inferences herself from what she
hears aud sees, and not, as is too ofteu the
case, draw an affected aud false view of the
world, and man in particular. ..

or liicial delineation, but consider a sound
mind ina sound body ami a comely tout en-
semble as important factors in my concep-
tion of an "ideal helpmate."

Dismissal of the Charge of Bat*
tery Against Him.

He Only Enforced Proper Discipline inChester

Kinsman's Case, But Did Not Cause

the Bruises.

Police Judge Rix's court-room was crowded
yesterday afternoon with many interested
In the hearing of the battery charge pre-
ferred against Joseph O'Connor, princi-
pal of the Valencia-street Grammar School,
by Chester Kinsman, one of tha pupils of
the school, who was disciplined with a rat-
tan by O'Connor.

A great many lady school-teachers and the
numerous relatives of the boy were present
and showed the greatest interest in the pro-
ceedings. G. W. Tyler of Sharon trial fame
represented the prosecution aud Eugene N.
Deuprey the defense. 1- .'

The firsPivitness was Chester Kinsman,
a sharp-witted, chubby-looking hoy of about
12 years of age. After exhibiting his in-
juties to the court, he testified that he hail
been severely whipped by O'Connor for not
performing certain extra school tasks im-

posed on him for playing truant. His arm,
back, thighs and legs had beeu badly
bruised by O'Connor's whipping him. On
cros.-examinatiuu lie said that his mother
whipped him ou the day before O'Connor
beat him.

School Director Decker was next ex-
amined and handed to Judge Biz the rattan
whieli O'Connor used, and also a little
broken 5-ceut child's whip, which Mrs.
Kinsman at the School Department investi-
gation testified she had used on her son the
day before O'Connor had disciplined him.

KATTANAND Willi' EXHIBITED.
The boy then took the stand again and

identified the rattan as the one O'Connor
had beaten him with, and the whip as that
used by bis mother. Resuming he said that
he crawled under the bed wheu she tried to
strike him with the whip. She missed him
nine times out of ten as he dodged from
side to side, but she did not hurt him at all
as the whip was too light. His mother beat
him, or tried to, because he would not go to
school. His mother never beat him wit.i a
strap with a buckle ou it. O'Connor had
disciplined him before; the last time in
February. His mother thanked O'Connor
for whipping lilin, and saM it served hint
right. His mother aid not see O'Connor's
marks before she went to see hiiu about the
whipping.-

Mrs. Emma Kinsman, the mother of the
boy, next testified that when she struck her
sou with the whip she could uot possibly
have caused the injuries. When she saw
O'Connor sue did nut know iiow badly her
sou had been beaten. O'Connor said the'
bruises on his face were caused by his
striking the rattan up with his hands when
the discipline was given. \Vhen she exam-
ined the boy's body she found him iva fear-
ful condition. There were large, red, angry
marks ail over him, on the arms, back,
thighs and legs. On cross-examination Mrs.

'

Kiiirin.n said she did not thank O'Connor
for beating Chester. She told him never to
beat him again. O'Connor said he would
not .Nor did she say that the boy had de-
served the whipping. She did thank O'Con-
nor for his courtesy during her interview
with him.

Miss Belle Searles described the injuries
of Chester in graphic terms. They were
very bad. She never saw such bruises be-
line. Had bathed Chester and put linn to
bed soou after the Whipping.

THE ACCUSED TESTIFIES.
Joseph O'Connor, the defendant, next took

the stand and testified that on a previous oc-
casion when Cheater had played truant Mrs.
Kinsman told hiiu that she ha 1 stripped
hi111 and beaten him with a strap.
On the day in question lie had disciplined
Chester for insubordination. He shook
him by the collar fur yelling and making
a disturbance. He struck him lour or live
times across the shoulders with the rattan,
and also three limes on each hand with it.
After the whipping the boy did not complain
of any Injury, it was impossible' fur tho
blows lie Had given Chester to cause the
marks on his body. When Mrs. Kinsman
called on him about the whipping, she
thanked him for giving it to Chester. He
was certain he Had not made the marks ou
the b.ry.

On cross-examination he admitted that if
the injuries had been inflicted by him with
the rattan itwas a cruel und unusual pun-

Dr.". t'iske and Clinton testified that the

marks on the boy could uot have been caused
by a rattan.

Tile case was then submitted, and Judge
Xix ordered thr charge dismissed, it being
his opinion that O'Connor had nut inflicted
more punishment than the boy deserved,
nor had he caused the Injuries which he had
sustained.

'Hie Court's decision was received with
great applause by O'Connor's friends, the
lady school-teachers congratulating him most
wiiriuly011 the result of the case.

HOW JING'S TRIAL.

"Little Pete," who according to Bash-
ford's testimony on Wednesday lias been
attempting to bribe or influence the wit-
nesses in tins case in the effort to secure
Jitig's conviction, was in court yesterday,
attended by bis attorney, John J. Coffey,
and signified bis readiness to respond to tha
enter to show cause, ile has not yet been
arrested, and willnot be unless upon the
healing of the order it is found that he is
guilty of the charge against him.

lie Was Told to Jump.
The California-street Railroad Company is

the defendant inan action commenced in the
Superior Court yesterday by Kate Manahan,
guardian of William Manahan, an eleven-
year-old boy, who was seriously injured by
jumping from one of the company's cars on
February 17th. According to the complaint
of his guardian the boy asked the conductor
to stop the car when it readied his destina-
tion;but lie, instead of stopping thi car,
told the child to jump. The hid jumped, as
directed, and sustained serious injury, for
which judgment for $10,000 damages is nsked.

Miller White Sued for Damage.*.

Edward Spillane. a boy employed in Frank-
lin T. White's planing-mill, has sued White
for $.".000 damages for permanent injuries
received by falling through an Insecure floor
in 'lie mill. Splllnne's right leg was broken
in two places, and the accident occurred on
March 4th.

streets, has brought suit for $800 damages
against his neighbor, John l; lm, for de-
stroying, without his knowledge or cousent,
a sewer that was common property.
