AT EXTREMELY CLOSE RANGE.
The Challenged Tarty to a -Duel Demand*

Rifles at Three Feet.
"Inoticed inyour gossip yesterday," said

an old resident of New Orleans to the Club
Man of the Chicago Mail, "a reference to
Major K. A. Burke, formerly of the New
Orleans Times-Democrat. Did you ever
hear of Burkes duel with Parker, the
editor of the Picayune? Burke was the
proprietor of the Times-Democrat, although
only nominally its ed tor. The actual work-
ing editor of the Picayune was a man named
Parker, who signed the call for last week'o
lynching party—a thorough newspaper man
and a fire-eater. One day while Burke was
in Washington there appeared in the Times-
Democrat an editorial reflecting somewhat
severely upon a member of the opposition
faction. The next day the Picayune re-
sponded with a ferocious, scorching leader,
declaring that the allegation upon which the
attack was based had been manufactured
out of whole cloth, that Major Burke
himself had done the manufacturing,
and that the Major was all the
different kinds of a liar which it
was permissible to allude to in the
chaste columns of a newspaper. The man-
aging editor of the Times-Democrat at once
telegraphed this screed to his chief, accom-
panying it witha message to the effect that
he himself would accept the responsibility
for the editorial. The duel still flourished
in New Orleans, and to 'accept the respon-
sibility' was merely a euphemism for stand-
ing ready to fight for his words. But Burke
was game, and in a few hours there came
into the 'limes- Democrat office this dispatch :
'Challenge Parker inmy name. 1leave for
home t (-morrow.'

"The challenge-was duly prepared and
sent. Porker received the cartel with dig-
nity and referred itto his friend. The sec-
onds met and conferred.

"'As the challenged party we have the
choice of weapons,' said Mr.Parker's repre-
sentatives, 'and we select rifles.'

"'Rifles!' cried the others in unison.
"Why that's murder!'

"There was reason for the dismay of
Burkes seconds. Parker was famous as an
expert shot with the rifle. His seconds
were firm, however, and Burkes friends
went away to Prepare their mourning. A
deep, gloom selt'ed down upon the Times-
Democrat office, and the foreman began to
cheerfully speculate upon the appearance
of the paper when it should come out with
tne column rules turned in memory of its
defunct proprietor.

"Aday or two later Burke arrived upon
the scene, lie didn't like the situation.
Though a man of great personal bravery he
did not look with philosophy upon the pros-
pect of being snuffed out like a candle by

\u25a0 Parker's unerring rifle. Yet there was no
doubt that the challenged party enjoyed the
privilege of naming the weapons and" might
Lave chosen buzz-saws if he bad seen fitto
do so. In this dilemma Burke took counsel
with Major John Augustan, a member of
one of the oldest and most aristocratic'
rreole families of New Orleans, and later
known as the brilliant musical critic of the
Times-Democrat.

'I think Isee a way out,' said he; 'let
one ot your seconds retire and permit me to
act inhis stead. Then leave yourself wholly
Inmy bands.'

"Itwas done. Mr.Parker's seconds were
only too glad to meet so famous an arranger
of affaires d'honneur as Major Augustan.
But they opened their eyes very wide when
the Major quietly remarked that by some
oversight the question of distance had been
ignored at the first meeting of the seconds.
The fixingof the distance, he said, rested,
of course, with the principal, and be had
concluded that the duelists should fight at
-three feet exactly. Now it was the time of
Parker's seconds tocrymurder, but Augustan
was inflexible. He reminded his antagonists
that they hail embraced their opportunity to
choose the weapons."

'But you have no right to select such a
distance that the meeting must infallibly

•end in the death of both the principals!'
Sferted the others.• 'Your pardon, gentlemen,' responded

Augustan; 'the code especially provides
that when by the nature of the case the
weapons chosen are murderous, the chal-
lenger has a right to choose a murderous
distance. Ifthere must be murder done, I
do not propffSe Unit my man shall be the
only victim.'"

Well, the result of it all was that Park-
er's seconds waived their demands for rifles,
and the meeting came oft with the ordinary
dueling pistols. Even then Burke received
a shot in the groin, which he carries to this
day. But if ithad not been for the wily
Aucustan's knowledge of the code the
genial Hariri- would not now be the power
behind the throne of President Bogran ia
Honduras." .;/\u25a0•

W. C. FLINT'S WILL.
The Contest by the Youthful

Daughter of His First Wife.

The willof the late William C. Flint, a
well-known attorney, willbe contested in
the interest of Martha, the nine-year-old
daughter of his first wife. The estate is
valued at 510,000, and the bulk of itwas left
to Annie Fliut, his second wife aud widow,
and only $5000 to the little daughter of his
first partner.

The willis contested oa the grounds that
the widow used undue influence with the
testator and that he was of unsound mind
and unconscious when he executed it. The
contestant avers that in 1882 her father and
mother were livinghappily together, when
Annie Gorsig, a book-agent, visited the
office of the former to obtain an order for a
book and formed his acquaintance, which
thus formed soon ripened into a deep in-
terest mi the part of her father, and that
when her brother Clement was ill Annie
was brought home to take care of him.

Mrs. Flint protested, and implored her
husband to send the young woman away,
but he refused, and subsequently scut his
wife to her parents inNew I'ork. He then
refused to send her money to return, aud
she was obliged to burrow a sufficient sum
from her relatives. When she returned she
was surprised to find Miss Gorsig at the
door of her own home. The latter refused
tn admit her, forcibly pushed her away and
slammed the door.

The present Mrs. Flint denies all these
alienations and avers that the Flints were
not livinghappily prior to her advent into
the family. She also states that Mrs. Flint
went East contrary to the wishes ul her hus-
band. She thinks there is no ground for the
contest, because when Mrs. Flint obtained a
divorce on tin- ground of cruelty lie paid her
a sum of money, which she accepted as a
complete settlement and with the under-
standing that in the future she would have
no claim against him for herself or for the
benefit of her child.

When letters testamentary upon the estate
were issued by Judge Coffey he made an or-
der allowingthe widow SloO a month, pend-
ing administration upon tha estate. Yester-
day the issues of the contest were presented
to him and he revoked the first order, cut
the allowance to $125 a month and ordered
the payment of 850 a mouth lor the main-
tenance of the child.

A Trick Played oa a Ship's Crew
by Union Men.

The members of the Coast Seamen's
Union at Seattle, If the story told by the
men who came down in the bark Templar
Is true, have adopted a verypeculiar method
by which to prevent non-union men from
shipping on board coasting vessels. In spite
of all tho union could do to prevent it. a
non-union crew shipped on the Templar.
The men staid by the vessel and resisted
every effort made to induce them to leave
her or become members ofthe union. The
union men then kept quiet until the day be-
fore the bark sailed, when a number of
them tried to board her, but were met by
the captain and mate withdrawn revolvers.
At last they were allowed on board on prom-
ising not to speak to or molest the crew.
Half a dozen of them went on board, where
they staid about half an hour and then went
ashore. The captain was congratulating
himself on having bested the union, but
his laughter was short. Soon after the
vessel towed to sea several of the men be-
gan to complain of disorder of the bowels
and some of them nearly died on the pans-
age down. The cause of the sickness was
traced to the water, and it was lonnd that
someone had emptied a large bottle of cro-
ton oil into the water-butt. Every person
on board the vessel was affected by the
drug.

CITY ORDINANCES.

Police Judges in Conference With
the Supervisors.

The Judiciary Committee of the Board of
Supervisors, which rarely more than once a
year has anything under consideration of
much puDlic concern, is now.worrying with
the penal sections of mauy city ordinances
in the hope of finally placing them in such
shape that they will stand the tests of the
Supreme Court.

At yesterday's meeting there were present
Police Judges Worley and Joachitnsen, ex-
Police Judge Lawler, District Attorney
Barnes aim two or three Prosecuting Attor-
neys of the Police Court. The question in
baud proved to be oue not easily disposed
of. A dozen plans were proposed for recon-
structing the ordinances, but they all ap-
peared Impracticable-

District Attorney Barnes suggested that a
commission of three qualified lawyers be
employed by the hoard to go over all tho
city laws and codify them. Itwould be a
little expensive, hut would save the city in
the long run a vast amount of trouble and
expense. The others attorneys present re-
garded this as the correct thine to do, and
honed the Supervisors would decide upon it.

Judge Worley endeavored to impress upon
the committee the need of prompt action.
He said as the laws now stood not only ate
the courts powerless to punish petty crimes,
but the city is shut off from an annual
revenue of at least $50,000 or SGO.OOO.

The question being one of such grave in-
terest the committee decided to give itfur-
ther consideration before deciding upon any
definite course.
