AN ANNOYING ORDER.

A Citizen’s Complaint in the Matter of
House Numeration.

In ap interview with a representative of
Toe CALL, Mr. F. N. Bellisle of 1216
Bryant avenue said that abouf two years
ago a city ordinance changed the name of
that portion of Bryant street lying between
Twelfth and Army streets, to DBryant
avenue, and the residents thereon were
given the proper number of their houses
under the new regime, with instructions to
have the old numbers removed, and the new
nvmbers substituted. Six months later, the
Street Department notified the owners of
buildings that they must make the change
within three days. Mr. Bellisie’s old number
was 2614, but he immediately complied with
the order and substituted the new number,
1216. He says that he is the only one who
has complied with the law, and as a conse-
quence his pvurchases of goods never get to
his house under two or three days, nnd very
often the expressmen return to the stores
from whence the goods were taken in abso-
lute disgust, being unable to find the nun.-
ber. llgul says that he has called many times
at the office of the Superintendent of Streets
to have the nuisance abated, but so far
without any results, and that the same
trouble exists elsewhere. He has written
to the Street Department, but so far his
compiaint has been quietly ignored,

TAX IN INSTALLMENTS.

Liabie to Prove Expensive and
Cause Much Annoyance.

Tax Collector O'Brien, speaking of the
new law under which taxes may be paid in
instaliments, said to a representative of ‘THE
CALL vesterday: The law goes into effect
on the first Monday in July, 1891, The first
instatiment of taxes is due and payable on
the first Monday in October, and delin-
guent on the last Monday in November,
when 15 per cent penalty will be added to
the delinquency. The secoud installment
is due and payable on the first Monday in
Japuary, and delinquent the last Monday
in February, when 5 per cent penalty will
be added to the second instailment delin-
quency.

When the whole tax is delinguent ou the
last Monday in February, the penaity will
be 20-per cent, which is a very severe
penalty on our tax-payers.

Heretotore the whole penalty was but 5
per cent, and if a tax-payer was in a tight
place he could well afford to stand tne
penalty and bave three or four menths in
which to pay it without any additional
liability, but he will have no such oppor-
tunity uuder the new law. From my ex-
perience as Tax Coilector, I felt satisfied
that this law would Dbe oI no advantage to

the tax-payers of San Fraucisco, and
tnerefore opposed it. It wili double the ex-
pense of the Tax Collector’s office, and

materially increase the expenses of the

Auditor and Assessor.
