EAST OAKLAND
AND FRUITVALE.

Facts Statl From tie Butt-Bod of a
Call Eeiorter.

A Talk of Wonderful Advantages, Astonishing
Growth, Panoramic Beauty and a

\u25a0 Wealth of Attraction.

To the observer itis apparent that an era
of development has come upon Oakland and
its vicinity such as has never been 9een be-
fore in its history— a development that is
visibly transforming and remaking the beau-
tifulcity and placing it not second or third
in the march of improvement, but in the
very van of all. Oakland is enjoying a
growth and prosperity that reminds one of
nothing so much as the marvelous spread of
Chicago, the "wind-swept young giant of
the lakes," or of Denver, the "queen city
of the plains," in their palmiest days.
Look where one willaud new buildings are
seen rearing their stately frames in the val-
leys and upon the hillsides. Wherever
there is an undue depression iti3being filled
in, the roadways and avenues are being
macadamized, new ones, miles in leugth,
are being laid out, and handsome ground*
are being planted, where grow exotics and
the hardy Eastern trees and plants side by
side, but the latter expanded to a size and
beauty that is typical of Californian soil
aud climate.

The same is true of
the country at Fruitvale. and behind. There
is a, difference in the sections. IvEast O.tk-
land proper aud along the high grounds that
stretch from tho shires of Lake Peralta
(Merritt), to and including Highland Park,
are gathered those who would seem to be
the wealthier. They have made and are
making a superbly charming region of that
portion of the city. Thesa are the older
regions. They are built with s:.li iity and
for permanence. At Twenty-third avenue
and the stretch bevoml a difference Is seen.
The people are younger, or at least the sec-
tion 18. Itis, in. fact, iv the, midst of growth.
Whole forests of stately eucalyptus aud
cypress tress are failing before the ax to
give place to streets and bouses. Street
improvements

—
such as sewers, gns and

water maiiH, cement walks, niacad imized
road-beds— keep p;ice witii them, much of
this work being done before a house is built;
such is tin* enterprise and shrewd activity
of the men who have it in charge. T.'ieu
rise cottages at.d frequently a house olh ind-
sonie proportions, hut all. or nearly all, of
architectural beauty. In the course of time
theso structures will most of them be re-
placed by, larger aud costlier buildings.

Tliero Is an appearance of thrift,of comfort,
of energy and tlie wholesome human activity
that makes the American people what they
are.

SOMETHING SKIN.
In order to gain a just idea of what is tak-

ing place Tue Call representative made a
day of it— day wliusc equal in interest he
lias rarely experienced, and whose memo-
ries will remain always lirieht. Behind a
spirited team a rapid spin was mvie across
the estuary that leads into Lake Merritt,
will;its sailing yachts, pleasure craft and
romantic sloping shores, up and into a sec-
tion that has been long held in high repute
as the chosen site lor the charming homes
of wealth and benutv. Taking then the line
of the proposed elfctric road that willopen
up the section backing this region, as repre-
senting the line of marked improvement,
one soon finds himself upon Fourth avenue,
a winding and picturesque driveway soon to
be opened to the width of sixty feet and
macadamized in the magnificent way that
Oakland streets are treated. Fourth ave-
nue follows the line of a natural water-
course or depression, leaving Peralta
Heights upon the left, with its decant resi-
dences mid tree-?overed slopes. Upon the
right is the region covering Fifth, Sixth
and other avenues up to Thirteenth, pud
further, where what is known as Highland
Park comes in, and out to Twenty-eighth
street or thereabout in the other direction.
This section is now in the course of the
most substantial growth. Large and hand-
some residences »re rising on every side,
and every modern convenience is being
adopted in the way of elegant equipment
and appointment.

EAST OAKLAND-HEIGHTS.
While; in a sense all these higher lying

grounds are known, and aptly so, as Brook-

lyn IleJghts or East Oakland Heights, one
catches, at a little distance further back,
glmuses ufa region tlintis evidently the
scene of active Improvement. This is the
part called more distinctively East Oakland
Height?, so named by K. P. Vandercook,
whose superb modern residence rests on the
higher ground, and who seems to be one of
the most active and wnole-hearted energiz-
ers of this portion of the city. The gently

of wide extent and ever-pleasing variety.
Piedmont lies just across the way, as itwere.
In one direction, while in the other stretch
the folded curves of the Contra Costa hills,
as far down as Haywards, or further. Be-
fore one is the marvelously

—
almost ravish-

iugly
—

beautiful contour of the panoramic
picture that holds the twin cities of Oakland
and Alameda, Lake Merritt, San Leandro
bay, and over beyond this the long moles
reaching out toward San Francisco, the
busy uavgiation of the buy, and the metrop-
olis on the further shoie, beside the Golden
Gate.

As one leaves behind this beautiful por-
tion of East Oakland many other charming
sections are seen, orrather all are so beau-
tiful that discrimination cannot be made.
Hella Vista lark is one of sii.-u. Itis in
ecurse of rapid improvement, the streets be-
ing graded and macadamized, and true to
its name in possessing a park-like appear-
ance and the wide view just described. The
Teniiileton Tract is such another, a piece of
very choice property upon whicli all street
work is done, sidewalks laid and an active
course of building up in handsome style.
The uext general portiou reached is

HIGHLANDPARK,

A region famous for its beauty and the en-
terprise that has made itwhat itis.

Highland I.irk was laid out in 18r>7 by E.
C. Sessions, the region before bavins been
occupied as ranch or farm laud, lie itnme-
diately set out many thousand trees (40,000
or more), cypress, eucalyptus, locust aird
others. Many of these are now giants in
size, being over 100 feet high. These trees
are such a charm as must be seen to be ap-
preciated. It used to be said in former
days that "Sessions' land commences where
the tries begin, and ends where they leave
off." This is no longer true, as others have
lollowed his lead and Higblaud lark, al-

t
though distinctively tree covered, ii no
nlone in this benuty. Romantic winding
streets were laid cut through ihis region,
ninny title houses wore erected and as a na-
tural consequence itbecame the home of
wealth and culture, some of the finest res-
idences on the eastern side of the bay being
here. In the upper portion of the park is the

CALIFORNIA COLLEGE,

A Baptist Institution of liiyh standing, with
a reputation for effective work in tlie cause
el higher eduraiioii. Ithas three very hand-
some modern buildings upon its fine campus
of twelve acres. Of the main one a cut is
given. Under tlie er.ercetir management of
S. U. Mor-e, 1).!»., who, by the way, is an
old-time Callfomlan, bavins been upon the
Coast for over thirty years, the college is
prosperous and progressive, Besides its
land-d endowments it has gathered the
foundation ol a substantial furil for endow-
ment purposes, Rockefeller of StnDd&rd-oil
fame. Mis. William Meek of San Lorenzo
aud many other well-known people bcins
contributor*. The faculty consists of names
wll-kuown. in educational rircles for suc-
cess. Ihe attendance is lnrgeond Krowlng
ami the future outlook very bright. Near
to this is

BETTLAH TARK,

The popular eanip-groiTiu's of the Methodist
Churcli, a truly beautiful spot, embowered
in trees. Not far from tins again is the site
selected for tlie erection of tlie

GCIiMAX OLD FOLKS' HOME,
This location having been clio.sen for it*
healthfuluess, warmth and beauty by the
committee In preference to the one offered
as a donation by Sutrn in the farther West-
ern Addition to San Francisco. Itwill be
near the bridge across Sausal Creek, as ants

approaches the hPRfI of Fruitvaie. Amntiu
those taking an active interest are: K. Del-
ger nn<l C. 11. 1). Schumacher of Oakland,
F. A. Uoseiihauui of ban Francisco and
others. The Inilldinewillcost about $25,C00,

Just east of lieulali Park is the site ot the
Contra Costa Water Company's distributing

reservoir, which will cover thirty acres and
is a heavy undertaking. Itis at an elevation
of about 200 feet. Beyond tills park Is the
bead of Fruitvale avenue, and

THE HERMITAGE,
A pleasant wayside inn. At this point evi-
dences were seen of very active improve-

ment At what is called the Diuiond
Tract, a portion of General Dimond'a home-
stead laid (iff in building lots, a gnat deal
lias been done. Over 4100 lineal fret of ce-
ment walks has been laid, streets look "cit-
ified" and activity in manifest. Two fine
residences are now g •mi*up, and others are
to fallow immediately. Not far away is an-
other coming section, now known as the
Prospect HillTract, possessing great advan-
tages.

(joine thence a short distance down
Fruitvale avenue one come? to

TUE T)K WOLF TRACT,
Which is being like improved, although not
as yi t quite so far along— a piece of splen-
did laud iv thriftyorchard trees upoD a
gently sloping hillside. As in the Diisioml
Tract, the erection of none but houses of a

better grade is permitted.
FRUITVAI.E.

Under this name is known n considerable
extent of country, including the whole
stretch of land lying sontu of tin- O.ikland
limits. Itis one of the oldest-settled \la es
in the county, having hern Belrcted as a
choice location thirty or more years axo on
account of Its warmth, healtlifuluess, fer-

ing ground for churches and schools.
Among the first purchasers at this point was
J. V. Jeffress, now of the Twenty-third
Avenue Land Company, who at.once bnga n
improvement and may be called a pioneer
of tliesection. J. Wyman and son, J. W.
Wyinan, together with John Aubrey Jones,
a son-in-law, who is known as an authority
on values in Fruitvttle, also saw the great
future of the spot and were the first to buy
property witha view to placing it on the
market. This was only three or four years
ago. They put up the first block of stoics,
the beginniug of w hat is now a prosperous
business center. Since then values Imvn
doubled, and in some instances increased
tenfold. A. R. Dow, the real estate man, is
atiut her of the pioneers.

Since those days the railroad hasextended
the ruu of its half-hourly local trains lo

FRUITVALE STATION,
Which seems destined to be a coming busi-
ness ceuter and to have a like brilliant fu-
ture before it, as was the case with Twenty-
third avenue. At this point is the terminus,
not only of the local train, but also of the
Laundry Farm Kailroad and the Klectric
Railroad out Fruitvale avenue, which Mr.
Sessions is building. Itcan hardly fail of
becoming an important point. Across from
the station here the repurier was tlie wit-
ness of another signal piece of genuine
American euterprise. Itis a tract of laud
culled tho

FItOTVALE STATION TRACT,
Which Jeft'ress & White are putting on the
market, for so the sign rpads. It adjoins
the beautiful home of K. li.Lloyd of San
Francisco, while uear by are the fine pi:ces
that have made the San IvanUro road
famous. This tract of 113 lots has only
been on the market for three weeks, yet i:
is already one-thud sold. The streets are
being macadamized, cement walks are being
put down, water is laid in and tlie little
streiiin mat flows before the property is be-
ing bridged the whole extent. The result
willbe1a thirty-foot sidewalk all along the
front. Five Cue residences, none of them to
cost less than £1X)O, are being begun. This
is a beautiful spot in a beautiful section.

AX KLECTKIC L.IKE.
Returning thence up Fruitvale avenue one

follows the line of the new electric Hue, the
road-bed of which E. C. Sessions has just
completed. This runs to the Hermitage,
where it joins the old Fruitvale horse-car
line now in operation from Brooklyn Sta-
tion. This latter road has been entirely re-
constructed in a most substantial manner
with 46-pound rails, ties at 18 inches, at
a cost of some 875,000. The cars will ba
line new double-deckers

—
Mr. Sessions' own

device— whichare causing quite a stir. The
Fruitvale-avenue road will run as soon as
the cars arrive from th« East. They are
expected early in May. The other line will
be delayed a little longer on account of the
grading of tile great Commerce-street
sewer. The sewer is all laid and the grad-
ing lias in .11:1, but it is a great undertaking
and will take a little time. .Mr. bessious is
doing this grading entirely at his own ex-
pense. The sewer is of immense Import-
ance to this section and murks a decided im-
provement. Upon the coining of the cars
there will be a general picnic aud demo-
cratic ''high jinks" to celebrate the opening
of the road. This willbe a gala day. There
willbe live of the new cars.

SIGNS OF KNTEUPIUSE.
As one proceeds along Fruitvalo avenue

from the station, with its line, of old home-
steads and tine places on either side, a most
beautiful spot is the Church plnee. By tho
signs displayed it was noticed that this is to
be placed on sale at auction 011 the listn,
and willprove an excellent chance for in-
vestors. This can hardly fail of being
largely attended, as it is 11 beautiful piece of
properly. Alittle further along is seen tha
King Tract, Which is being rapidly im-
proved, six new houses going up on it.
David Rutherford, the real estate man,
stated that a lot in it winch was sold at
SI2OO six ni'iitlis ago was resold the other
day at an advance of £600. This tract is on
the corner of Sherman street, or the old
county road.

A ride out the San Leamlro road was also
taken and wry much of interest seen. The
temptation to speak of some of these things
is strong, but must be resisted on a*count
of the liuiitationsnf space— even the strange
old desolate octiigon house, wrecked by an
earthquake, on Major Clay's land?, haunted
as it is by clattering ghosts, must be left
un-toried.

The population of East O.iklrui Ihas at
least quadrupled in the past twelve years.
Buildings have Increased in like proportion,
most of llii'in of tlie better sort. At tile
present time there are at a very low esti-
mate 150 new houses, just completed, or in
course of construction, a third of these at
least at Twenty-third avenue. East Oak-
land is a city of schools and churches. The
former are commodious, and have a de-
served refutation for efficiency; '.lie latter
are prosperous and rauldly Increasing. For
uealthfulness there is no part superior, ma-
Inria being unknown.

East Oakland lias more than a little im-
portance as a manufacturing center. The
California cotton mills haw a national rep-

utation. They employ 800 persons or more.
The California jute mills employ 4i'o, and do
an enormous business. There are two pot-
teries, one of them doing the finest kind ofwork, and both extensive. There are three
tanneries, all of large capacity. A little
further out is Ttibos.' rope walk. Further
yet is Melrose, with Piindie's fuse factory
and .'melting works. These are extensive
institutions. There are dozens smaller of
all sorts of manufactures. At Brooklyn
the large May stables have been pur-
chased for a Hour warehouse, and other es-
tablishments are in contemplation.

East Oakland has three, and will soon
have five business tenter. The three are
Clinton, Brooklyn and Twenty-third ave-
nue stations. The other two are Fruitvala
station and the head of Brnitvaln avenue.
Shrewd investors are quietly picking up
property there. Brooklyn, which is the
central and most important of these, is on
the eve of a building boom. No less than
fivenew Drick business blocks willbe be-
gun shortly. Within three weeks there has
been a decided appreciation of property i.i
that section. The business men on Twelfth
street all seem prosperous, and are seeking
larger quarters.

A LAST WORD
As to the water frontof Oakland is not out
of place. The completion of the tidal canal,
severing Alameda from Oakland, willcause
a marked development, tlie connection on
Park and High stieets with Frnitvale and
Twenty-third avenue forming thorough-
fares of those streets. The Glascock Drop-
erty, on the Oakland side, and the Liberty
and OnrnVld Tract, belonging to David
llirschfeld. the President of the Prussian
National Insurance Company, on the Ala-
meda side, will be in strong demand. On
the latter Mr. Hirschfeld has spent SCO.OOObefore placing it on the market. .

AN OAKLAND DOCK.
But this will be shadowed in brightness

by the work now being curried on by E. C.
Sessions on the water front, nearly opposite
Clinton Station. He owns there forty-seven
acres, having a frontage of 1500 feet on the
main channel. He is digging a canal 1200
fe<'t long aid 100 feet wide down the center,

in which there willbe eighteen feet of water
at low tide, withstrips or land down either
side GOO [cci wide, approached by macadam-
ized streets, leases being given fur ware-
house and manufacturing purposes. Oak-
land then willhave a new water frontage of

4000 feet, as against the GOO or 700 feet of to-
day. Then will come the day when Oak-
land will have a harbor and will begin to
take the position she deserves as a shipping
point. Itis confidently predicted that uiero
willbe a genuine surprise for people when
this work is done, But the Oakland water
front Is worthy of an article by its-lf. It
is too large a subject to be tacked to the end
of an article. \u25a0

FIXE OK IMPRISONMENT.
A Definite liulo Lnid Down by the Su-

preme Court.
A decision baa been rendered by the Su-

preme Court estabUsUns the rule that in
California there can be no imprisonment to
enforce a fine longer than the extreme period
lixed for the offeuse by statute. The de-
cision was rendered in the habeas corpus
case of Frank EriiniaiiD, convicted in San
Francisco of assault under Section 1205 of
the Penal Code.

Erdnian was fined $"00, Indefmilt of which
he was ordered imprisoned in tlie County

\u25a0lail at the rate of olio day for each dollar
of the line until the Uttei was paid, and un-
der this sentence he had been in jail over a
year, with the fine I'upaid. Fur the offonse
.Section '..'4l of the Penal Code provides that
the imprisonment shall not exceed three
mouths, and in view of this statute Kii4m.ui
claimed that lie was illegally held.

The Supreme Court ordered his release,
saying: "The question lias been presented
to us heretofore, when there was some dif-
ference of opinion in regard to it. As the
Legislature at its recent session amended
said. Section IL'OS so as to expressly provide
that imprisonment to enforce a fine must
'not extend in any case beyond the time for
which the defendant might be sentenceQ to
imprisonment for tiie offense of which he
lias been convicted,' we think that former
doubts on the subject should in justice be
resolved in favor of the petitioner."
