LOOKING INTO IT.

Some of our American writers have dis.
covered that ithe Copyright Act passed by
the late Congress does not benefit the right
pecple.  “Shirley Dare,” a well-known let-
ter-writer, says that it will benefit pub-
lishers apd printers, but not autbors. The
combination that pushed the Copyright Bill
throueh Congress in the last hours of the
session rejected the best measure ever of-
fered to promote the interests of authors.
That was a bill providing that any publisher
iu any country ineluded in the International
Union could publish any work of any foreign
author on conditicn that the title-page of
each book showed a stamp purchased of the
author. The stamp might be for 5 cents, 10
cents, 25 cents o0 whatever the law might
determine, but whatever it was it would se-
cure the author of the work an interest in
every copy published. TPublishers would
Lhave no monopely and the stamp womnld
only add 4fs face value to the American
yrice of the book. The stamp wounld not
prevent popular editions and consequently
large sales, But what Shirley Dare terms
“the lcp-eared meekness of writers” in-
duced that class of workers to give what lit-
tle influence they have to the Publishers’
Copyright Bill, which provides for a mo-

A ROLAND FOR AN CLIVER.

The eontioversy over the massacre of the
Italians in New Orleans is reviving anin-
quiry which has been frequently active in
the past. That is, the degree of responsibil-
ity of 2 Government for brigandage com-
mitted on its territory. Since this century
began several scores of Americans have
been murdered by Ttalian brigands, and a
still larger pumber have paid censiderable
sums by way of ransem; the world has
never beard that, in any cne case, indem-
nity was paid or reparation made by the
Govercment of Italy.

Drigzndage, which is a common evil in
thinly-settled, mountainous countries with-
-cut gocd ruads, has flovrished from time im-
memorial in all the Mediterranean eountries
of Europe. In Italy it derived strength
from the frequent political convulsions,
which enabled Dbrigands to ciaim that they
were acting frem patriotic ywpeses, and

Iiat thev were entitled to the privileges of
l elligerents. The typical Italian brigand,

Fra Diavole, who flomished atthe ¢le ~c(f
the last and at the beginning of the rresent
century, cleaked bis Dbrigandage under
cover of animosity to the French.

The New York Financier criti
or Sherman’s assertion that the Government
cannot fix the vaiune of a bushel of wheat
nor of an ounce of silver. 'The Fmancier
thinks that if the Government shouid offer
to buy wheat at twenty-five cents mcre a
bushel than the market price it would fix
the price of wheat feor a time at least. But
it admits that the prices might drop when
the Government’s store of money was ex-
hausted. Of course Senator Sherman did
not expect to be taken literally. A veryrich
Government might fix a price upon any kind
of merchandise temporariis But when the
artificial stimulus of an uncommereijal price
should be withdrawn the law of demaund and
supply would assert itself. But this law of
df'n-and and supply is in itself partly the

reature of legislation. The increased use
rl a thing which a Government can order
increases the demand and unless the article
is such that the supply may be increased at
will, an increased value will follow an in-
creased demand. If we take go'd and sil-
ver as an illustration, neither being ar-
ticles that can be produced in unlimited
quantities, we. find that Jegislation
iriendly to one bhas increased its market
value. There 1is no doubt but that
the decline in the market value of silver,
which began in 1873, was accelerated by the
demonetization of silver by Germany. The
United States abeout the same time dropped
the silver dollar from its list of coins, and
consequently in a conditien to coin
silver when the market price of that metal
would have made coinage profitable. The
Latin Union in Europe also ceased to coin
silver except in limited quantities, thus
forming a combination against the white
metal. This comsbination was aided to some

DOUBLE m'x-'n E-1OLDING.

Alr. David B. Hill of New York now holds
two of the three hizhest offizces in the gift of
the people. e is Governor of the State and
also gre of the State’s two Senators in the
Federal Congress. Since the 4th of Mareh
he has been boih Governor and Senator.
Mr. Hill’s friends defend this donble office-
helding on the ground that the Senator’s
active duties do not commence until Decem-
ber, unless meantime an extra session of
Congress shoeuld be ealled. But the right to
10ld two offices should not 4depend upon
conditions, If he cannot perform all the
duties of bola offices under all probabie eir-
cumstances, he should hand one ¢of them
back to the State. While the theory of our
Government assumes the barmmonious opera-
tion of two sets of laws, one Siate and one
nationali, it d-es not follow that one set may
not trespass uron the legitimate sphere of
the other. Within a preseribed limit the
State is sovereign, and without that limit the
nation is sovereign. Both State and natien,
therefore, need representatives whose duty
it is to secure to each Government its con-
stitutional rights. Ope man, therefore,
should pot fill both a State and national
office at the same time,

THE MAFIA I!ﬁFL'

A dispateh from I’.nme says that Signor
Nicotera, the vresent Minister of the In-
terior, is in elose relations with the secret
society known as the Mafia. Sigror Nico-
fera may be said to be the Mafia representa-
tive in the Di Rudini Cabivet. If this dis-
pateh is true—or half true—the action of
the Italian Government in coming to the re-
lief of the New Orleans Mafia is compre-
hensible. The life of the organization in
New Orleans was threatened. Dands of
assassing and blackmailers may contrive to
get a hold on eourts, but when the people
move against them as at New Orleans the
day of judement bas come for them. Inthe
United States an appeal to the higher law
is like the birch in a school-room—it should

be where it can be reached on occcasion,
but not too handy. The New Orleans Mafia
saw that that field of operation was lost to
them unless they could eall into action a
power strong enough to suppress a popular
upnsmg. It does not promise well for the Di

udini administration that he should allow
the 1talian Government to be atlied, through
one of its ministers, to the Mafia.

WHAT SHE SAW.

Mrs. Helen M. Gougar, an Indiapa fem-
perance lecturer, recently had a sad experi-
ence, She writes from St. Louis that she
was a passenger on the Graflon tiain,
which for five days was closely following
the Hearst funeral train. The Grafton
train caught up with the Hearst excursien
train at £l Paso, 'Fex., and from that point
to St. Louis was but a short way behind it.
We quote the language of the lady:

Such disgraceiul proceedings on the part of
men bigh in the Government service 1 never be-
fore saw. Thetr baggage-car was full of wine
and liquor. Fiom the dining-room of the Graf-
ton Lrain we could see ner after tier of wine-
Loxes stacked up. They weie opening botiles
every minute night and day, and at many stop-
ping places luvited people into 1Le baggage.car
to diluk,

It bhas been authoritatively denied that
the tram which conveyed the remains of
the late Senator Hearst fromm Washiogton
1o California was converted into a junket-
ing excursion. It apjears, however, that if
the presence of the remains commanded
decorum on the outward trip the return
must have been an orgie. Mrs, Gougar dis-
tinetly states that she spoke only of what
she saw with ber own eyes. ‘T'he excursion
cost the Government something like £50,000,
and will be chieap if it hurries the end of
the custom of making the deaths of Con-
gressulen an excuse for junketing trips.

OUR \ll\l\l‘!&l» TO CHINA.
Since Mr. Tusi Kwo Yin, the Chinese

Minister, has signified that the apyointinent
of Senator Blair is acceptable to his Gov-
erninent, ithere does not seem any obstacles
in the way of the conversion cf the New
Hampshire Senator into an American Min-
ister. The New York Sun attempted to
create some opposition to Mr. Blair on the
ground tbat he had been somewhat free in
speaking of the influence of Chinese quar-
ters in®* American cities. The Sun thought
Mr. Biair too strongly anti-Chinese, while
the people of this Coast regarded him asa
representative of the New Eungland pro-
Chinese sentiment. Mr. Blair, thercfore,
appears as a happy compromize, which
ought to be acceptable to both parties. 1t
is not likeiy that Mr. Blair will have much
to do in China. He will not be invited to
frame new treaties. the one now in existence
having been fracturea in vital peints by
the American Government. tie will prob-
ably be allowed to flock all by himself In an
inclosu w set apart for Western barbarians.
If the Chinese Government sees fit to enter
ap rwtv~t against the Exclusion Bill whieh
will be introduced into the next Congress,
it will do so through its Western Minister.

EDITORIAL NOT

Eastern Roumelia to-day attracts more than
usual attention. The Bulga:ian districts south
of the Balkaus were coustituted Ly the Tieaty
of Berlin an autonomous provinee of Tuikey,
havipg a Chiristian Governor-General, nominated
Ly the Porte aud confivmed by the agreement of
the Powers for the texm of five years. Dy the
revoiution of Sepiember 17, 1885, the Govern-
nent was overthrown, the Goveruor-General ex-
pelied and the upion with Buigaria prociaimed.
Prince Alexander of Bulgaria was invited by the
revolutionaiy leaders to accept the government
of the province, and Dhis acceptance of the task
led 1o the Servo-Bulgarian War, in which King
Milan received a vigorous diubbing. When
Gadban Eftendi, the Twikish Copmissioner to
Bulgaria, became convinced that the personal
unien of the two Bulgarias was inevitable, he re-
turned to Constautinople bearing proposals from
Prinee Alexander, who asked to be appointed
Governor ef Eastern Roumelia for the statutory
term of five years, Gadban Effend! ieturned to
Privce Alexander with the assurance that ihe
Porte would sauciion the union, provided it
could be accomplished without Impairing the
sovereign rights of . the Suitan. The agreement
su bst quently conclunded inciuded a defensive
alliance beiween Tuirkey and Bulgaila, and proe-
vidcd that the Governor-General of Eastern
Roumelia sboula :ecrive his appeintment for
ibe firat period five years, subject to the ap-
proval of the signatory Powers, but that tor fu-
turs terms the nomination of the Porte should
be suflicient. The question then assumed an
1vu;ux ant place in European diplomacy, Rus-
sia’s proposal thuat the Governor-Generalship
sbhouid be for five years and that a renomination
should proceed in m the FPorie aud receive the
I the Powers being fibally accepted
1886. It 18 uow b.m ved that Tur
g to apyoint Prince Ferdinand, and
x.nx~ Iu'.nm\ recoguize the fact thai the two
Buigarias have practically become one; but Rus-
sia, it is expected, w L\lj(_ 't 1o the recognrition
of Lls pretentlions, ing that the original ap-
pointment was puwn,;l to his predecessor,
Prince Alexander, aud it the Governor-Gen-
eralship Is not aua appendage of the post of
Prince of Bulgaria.

Several improvements in ordnance are now
attracting the attention of artillery experts.
The segmentai-tube wire gun is a noveliy. It is
a tube of longitudinal steel segments wound
with wire and incased In a jacket to protect the
wire from small projectiles. The wire is wound
under a tension of hity tons to the square incl.
The guus can be buiit in one-thivd of the time
required to build other big guns, and can be put
togeiher in any steel works tn the country. The
recent test at Fort Wadsworth de monsirated
that such guus can stand an extrao:dinary pow-
der pressure. A fifte n-ineh gun, It is elaimed,
wouid thirow a sbot fifteen miles, and with such
force at a short distance as to plerce a phenom-
epally thick target of wrouglht iron. Another
povelly attracting attention is a rapld-fire six -
pounder made for the Government, capable of
sendinga six-pound projecrile a distavee of at
least five miles. The piojectiie Is eone-shaped,
made of bardened steel, and so great Is its veloe-
ity when fired from the gun that it wlll perforaie
a six-inch steel plate at one mile without flatten-
ing or otherwise dumaging itself. Although the
eun welghs 848 pounds, it is so skiilfully
mounted that 1he merest touch of a finger sets it
revolving about its axis, whiie the fiving Is el-
fected by means of a trigger no larger than that
of an ordinary revolver, 1he weapon can be
l:audled so rapldly that a six-pound projectile
can be sent toward Lhe north and another sent
toward the south long before the first shot has
reached its destination. Of course, European
experts are now deéeply inteiested in the sub-
marine gun recently Liied in the waters of Lake
Como, the preliminary exveriments baving been
vronounced very successful,

The rerort of Consul E. L. Baker at Buenos
Ayres on the situation in the Argentine Republie
during the past year, just publistied by the State
Department, presents a dark feature of affairs,
“Not only has the eouniry been struggling in the
throes of conmmercial depression and financial
ruin,” says the Cousul, “‘but it has endured the
patienal seandal of politieal revolation and eivil
bloodsLied. To ealm the excitement of the people
the Presiden! unde:took at first to call the situa-
tion ‘a crisis of progiess,” but in view of the dis-
tress and aemoralization whieh hava eharacter-
ized bowh foreicn and doniesiic trade, of the
colossitl fortunes which have erumbled unaer the
consuming eurse of falal finanecial mismanage-
ment and of tbe sad strails to which the Govern.
ment iteelf bas been reduced to ineet the service
of the pubile debi, the year has certainly been
one of hamiliating reverses. Lands unsaleable at
any price, national banks gutted and left with-
out i cent in their stiong Loxes, stock compan-
ies with frauduleni eutries in their records and
wiikont auvytiiug to siicw for (he preitensions
tiiey set up, merchants unable to meet their la-
bilities in bank, notes protested and exivusions
granted, the geneiral business at a standstill, the
banks hesitating to diseount and nobedy able to
sav whom it is safe to trust. suehsthe picture
which the eountry piesents to-day.”
