NAVAL JOTTINGS.

The Charleston May After All Be
Sent to Chile.

The overhauling of the Thetis in the dry-
dock at Mare Island was made necessary by
the work of the teredo, and it was found on
docking the vessel that the insects had at-
tacked the hull below the sheathing, and
had their labors not been arrested in time
the bottom would have been badly eaten.
A good thick ecoating of pitch and tar, cov-
ered by marine felt, is being put on, which
in turn will be covered by the pine sheath-
ing. As the Thetis is held together with
iron fastenings the use of sheet eopper had
to be dispensed with. The principal work
is the sheathing of the hull with Oregon
vine, two inches thick.

The Thetis is not likely to take up the
survey work commenced by the Ranger, as
was first intended. Congress appropriated
$45,000 for the purpose of taking soundings
between this port and the Sandwich Islands
in connection with the laying of the pro-
posed trans-Pacific eable, and there is a be-
lief that the Thetis will be datailed to make
them. Five months will be necessary to
carry out the work.

The Marion assigned to the Asiatic squad-
ron has been ordered to be ready for sea by
the 15:h. Hercrew is at present on the Ind--
pendence and will take up quarters as soon
as the mechanies are out of the way. The
prinecipal delay in the Marion was owing t
the failure of a local firm to supply a ecrank-
shaft, and it was finally found necessary to
remove the one from the Swatara.

Work on the monitor Monadnock at Mare
Island is progressing slowly owing to the
failure of a large quantity of berth-deck
plating to reach the yard. A portion has
been received, but what has become of the
remainder is not known. The armor molds
for the-armor plating have been completed
and are awaiting transportation East to the
Bethlehem (Pa.) Iron Works.

The Monoungabhela is expected at Newport
this month to receive herdraft of apprentice
boys for their summer cruise. She will take
250 boys and these, with forty already se-
lected for the Lancaster, flagship of the
Asiatic station, will reduce the number of
boys at the station to less than 100,

Itis now report that if thers should be
need for another vessel in Chilean watsrs,
the Charleston will follow the San Fran-
eisco within a furtnigm. When Admiral
Brown of the San Francisco reaches Chile
he will relieve Adnnml McCann, who will
rejoin his flagship, vhe Pensacola.

The Board of Survey and Appraisal bas
finished its labors at Mare Island in connee-
ticn with the condemned stores at the yard,
aud in a few weeks there will be sold large
quautities of shot, rope, cooking utensils,
ete., and a number of gans and boats.

The career of the Nipsie is conceded by
the majority of naval officers to be at ap
end, aud she keeps company with the Hart-
ford in the stream at the upper end of the
yvard at Mare Island.

Captain W. S. Muse of the Marine Corps,
in command of the guard of the San Fran-
cisco, exchanged with First Lieutenant C. A
Doyen, who took his place on the Charles-
ton.

Lieutenant A. G. Rogers, detached from
the Gedney and tvmpor.lrl.g on duty on the
Indepencence, has received orders to hold
himseif in readiness for duty or the Marion.

There will be no cadet appeintments to
the Revenue Marine this year. Iuis pro-
posed to renew next year the effort to have
that service transferred to the navy.

Passed Assistant Paymaster Frank H.
Clark has been ordered to hold Rimself for
orders to the Ilish Commission steamer Al-
batross.

Third Lieutenant F. A. Dimmick has been
detached from the Bear and placed on wait-
ing orders on account of sickness.

The Tallapoosa, at last accounts at Buenos
Ayres, has been coundemned, and will be
sold without being brought home.

Tne third payment has been made on
Cruiser 6, building at the Union Iron
Works.

The Mohican will be put out of commis-
sion on arrival from Honololu.

The year’s supply of tobaceco for the navy
is 120,000 pounds.

At present over 600 men are employed at
Mare Island.

THE SUGAR TRUST.

Witnesses Examined by the New York Senate
Investigating Committee,

NEW YORK, April 5.—T1he Sugar Trust
Committee of the State Senate metagain yes-
terday. Theodore Havemeyersaid the Ameri-
can Sugar Refining Company had nothing to
do with the California refineries. ‘T'here
was nothing in the report that the refineties
are going to combine and raise the prices,
The cost of refining here is greater than in
any other couniry.

John E. Searles,

Treasurer of the old
trust, expressed the opinion that if the
manufacture of sugar in this country was
under one management it couid be supplied
to the public at a cheaper rate and with more
profit to the refiner than through single op-
erations.

A long discussion took place as to the
preduction of the corporation books, in the
course of which Counsel Root remarked
that he didn’t see why the committee wanted
to examine the books anyhow. Senator Ir-
win flared up at this, and told the sugar
people several things, among others that
it is reported that the trust's dividends arn
made by operatiorns in Wall street. Mr., H.
O. Havemeyer sharply interjected that sueh
talk is all rot. Senator (Irwin replied, *Ii
1 nad proof of all I have heard, you ali
ought to be in the State’s Prison.” “There-
upon Mr. A. T. Havemeyer grew angty and
objected to the Chairman acting as Judge
before the case was tried.

Searles went on to say that to his know-
ledge there was no agreement for a division
of the country between the Spreckels and
the trust. IHavemeyer, he said, had made a
sort of arrangement of a personal nature
with Spreckels that did not effect the com-
any.

Harry O. Havemeyer was called unvler a
subpenaordering him to produce the beoks
of the constituent companies. He said he
was unable to do s0, that they were in New
Jersey and although he was President of
the company, he couid not have thew
brought here as they were the projeriy of
the corporation.
