One scene enacted in real life, simulated on
the stage, which fortunately was not at-
tended by bloodshed, bat which created
such a panie as threatened the entire com-
munity, and all onaccount of Hester Thorn-
bury, a pretty village sehoolmistress, whose
love had been won by Jack Walton, a voung
and handsome eivii engineer.

The latter, seeking to avert
Carlton’s enmity, calls on him and pleads in
behalf of her husband, and in retura is
rudely treated and subjected Lo the grossest
kind of insults. Walton appears upon the
scene and reseues his wife, but while strug-
gling with her assailant, Jim Barleigh, a
foreman, who had also suffered wrongs at
Carlton’s nands, enters from the rear and
fires at Carlton,whe falls seriously wounded.
Burleigh admnits the shooting, but Huomuvpy
Logzan, who has ecome to the aid of his em-
ployer, denounces Walton as the murderer,
and by his testimony, together with that of
Cariton, both Walton and DBurleigh are
found guilty and sentenced to a long term
of imprisonment. Walton, however, after a
brief confinement behind prison walls,
manages to escape and subsequently makes
his appearanece at his old home, where he
has an affectionate meeting with his wife

and child.

The furnace
doors are thrown open and the flames rush
out apparently eazer to assist the workmen
in their vevenge, when Walton, discarding
his disguise, ciaims the right to dispose of
Logan’s life. The claim is granted, but in-
stead of carrying out the plan of destruc-
tion, Walton bids the trembling wreteh go
free. Logan repents his villainy and proves
lis gratitude by exoneratinz Walton from
ail complieity in the shooting of Carlton; he
furtheraiore unmasks his master, and the
truth beeomes known that the Carlton es-
tates have been withheld from the pretty

schoolmistress whose inheritance they
rightfully are. Rebert Cariton is orna-
mented with a pair of handeuffs, while

peace and happiness is onee more assured
to the Waltons.

Rehearsals have Dbeen aetive for a fort-
night past, and the company are said to be
strong in their several assignnients.
Colonel Wood, the well-known theater areh-
itect, hras made scme important imvrove-
ments in the auditorium of this theater. It
13 now pleasant to thesight, and so arranged
that the audience may enjoy the periorne-
ance in comfiort.

Fodern Minstrelsy,

As the Cleveland shows are called, in con-
tradistinction to the old burant-cork business
that ttuurished when Burch, Backus, Ber-
nard, Wells, Coes and all of that kind were
to the fore, is Deiog neatly demonstrated at
the Bush-street just now. ‘Lhe singers have
good voices, the farceurs a rich if rude
comicality, the daneers move graeefully
and the acrobats are more daring than any
of their predecessors.

Emerson never
tires, and his new bateh of songs and reei-

Altozether
the Cleveland aggregation is a remarkable
feature in the worid ot amusement and well
worthy public support.

Meantime, Mr. Fred
Urban, stage-manager of this theater, and a
conspicuous member of the cast, will take a
penefit with the “Baron' on Thursday next,
the 16th inst. Mr. Urban managed the re-
cent suceessful production of “Girofi--
Girefla” in a way that commanded the ad-
miration of the society amateurs who made
up the distribution.

The Boy Soprano.

Rev. Mr. Gray, who is ah enthusiast in
musie, bas secured a boy soprano named
Master Frederiek Williams, a chorister
from Westminster Abbey, Londou, and will
produce him before our public at an early
date.

The inspectors at this place were Ebenezer
and Samuel Wilson, the latter invariably
known as *Unele Sam,” and on this ocea-
sion employed in overhauling the provisions
bought for the army. The casks were marked
*“E. A.” and below these with **U.8.”"—
Elbert Anderson, United States; and this

work fell to the lot of a facctious
fellow in the emplo of the Wil
sons. He was asked by some fellow

workman what the marks meant (for the
letters *'U. 8.” for “United States” were
then entirely new to them) and replied: *‘I
don't know, unless it means Elbert Ander-
son and ‘Uncle Sam,” ” alluding to S:muel
Wilson. The joke took and passed cur-
rently.

Broruer Joxarman—L. C., City.
“Brother jonathan,” the general sportive
name applied to the peaple of the United
States, is said to have had its origin in the
story that, soon after assuming command
of the Continental army, Washington found
that it was sadly in need of many necessary
articles. Jonathan Trumbull, the elder,
and at that time Governor of Connecticut,
was a friend of Washington, and a man in
whose judgment he had great confidence,
so that during a consultation on the state of
the army, Washington suggested a confer-
ence with “Brother Jonathan,” the Gov-
ernor. This advice was followed, T rum-
bull devised the means of procuring what
was desired, and the story was told in the
army. The reply to a demand for any
article was invariably advice to ask
“Brother Jonathan,” and the phrase be-
came proverbial.

TuAT SeA-Warn Rep Lient—P. L.,
City. You are borrowing yourself un-
necessary troubie on behali of the pilots
regarding the red lights at the northern end
of the sea-wall. The master or pilot coming
up the bay will neither port his helm and
