Whenever you are ready for either
meal you will go from your own house to
the large dining-room by way of a covered
arcade or cloister, that is to run rouni in
front of the houses, so that you may walk
there without wrap or bonnet, just as if you
were stepping downstairs in your own
house. The dining-room will be divided
into separate little compartments or cubicles §
you will have your own reserved for you,
where you will always be served by your
own waiters, and where you can have your
table set to suit vourself. Yourdinver can be
as elaborate or simple as you eare to make it.
If you wish to give a dinner party, there are
private rooms which you can engage by be-
speaking them in time. If you wish at the
last moment to bring a friend hone with you,
you have but to send word to the head
waiter.

There will also be rooms that can be
rented by any one who wants a friend to
stay with him and has no extra space in bis
own quarters. The open quadrangle will be
devoted to tennis courts and cricket grounds.

OLIVE ORCHARDISTS.

Their Commit{ee Reports a Plan
of Organizaticn,

The committee appointed at the meeting
of the elive-oil producers on Thursday after-
noon, consisting of Ellwood Cooper of Santa
Barbara, C. A.-Wetmore, Livermore; E. E,
Goodrich, Santa Clara; Frank A. Kimball,
National City, and B. M. Lelong of this city,
held a meeting yesterday morning in the
rooms of the State Lioard of Horticulture,
for the purpose of formulating a plan of
organization. It was decided to recommend
the following plan, which will be submitted
at the July meeting of the Olive-oil Pro-
ducers’ Association:

That an assoclation be formed, the leading ob-
jects of which shall be to estaniish in the city of
San Franeisco a depot where the ollve oll ap-
proved by the association may be seen and sam-
pled; where Information may be procured as to
place of production, quantity, price, where sold,
cle., espeeially with a view of Influencing the
Jocal retatl trade to sell those brands without
prejudice or misrepresentation; such uagency
also to be especially organtzed for the purpose of
disseminating to the public Information concern-
ing the dietetic and hygienie therapeulic values
of pure olive oils, and collate and preserve
records of individual experience of general In-
formation on the subject.

1 hat the membership shall be confined to those
having olive orchards and producing olive ofl at
these orcpards for the market to be sold under
their own trademark.

That the first list of Invitations for member-
ship shall be first considered by the commilles
and unanimously adopted before being lssued.

That furthes membership shall be on applica-
tion in writing and signed by two members of
the oreanization, and elected by ballot by a
three-fourths voie of all the membership of the
association.

That in carrylng out this plan no attempt will
be made to interfare with the legitimate trade
any further than Is necessary to carry out the
purposes alreaay set forih,

That a committee be appolnted to confer with
the State Analyst, the State Board of Health,
and the State Board of Trade with regard to se-
curing thelr ald in the enforcement of the law
acainst the adulteration of olive oll, and to re-
port at the next meetlug of this commiitee,

SUIT TO CONDEMN.

Information Filed Against the Gallegos
Wine Company.

Intormation was filed yesterday in the
United States District Court by Attorney
Garter against the property of the Gallegos
Wine Company, seized on the 26th ult. by
the internal revenue authorities, who now
seek to effect the eondemnation of the con-
fiscated property. The papers contain sev-
eral counts detailing the frauds alleged to
have been enacted between September 26,
1888, and March 26, 1891, in the removal
without the payment of the taxes of 30,000
gallons of grape brandy, 104,430 of sweet
wine of the vintage of 1809, 467,869 of white
and elaret wine of the same vintage, 2000 of
claret of 1889 vintage, 269 of singlings and
480 of spirits, all of which were seized at the
distillery at Itvington on the 26th ult. ; also,
7035 gallons of distilled spirits seized in this
city. The information also states In each
count the failure of the firm to keep properly
the books aceording to law.

A Slander Upon the Dead.

Anonymous letters informed the Coroner
that Catnerine Hansen, agea 15 years, died
on Wednesday at 11 Jackson street from the
effects of a criminal operation, but an in-
vestigation and autopsy were made yester-
day and the cause of death was found to
have been peritonius. The father of the
deceased keeps a boarding-house and the
slanders about his daughter were circulated
by neighbors. The death certificate signed
by Dr. Buuker has been approved by the
Coroner.

S. Nathan, a Sutter-street pawn-broker,
was arrested yesterday and accused of hav-
ing entered into a conspiracy to swindle A.

Davis bought a ticket for a
gold wateh from Gus Samish for $58, but
when he redeemed the watch at Nathan’s
place he found it was worth only $7. A
warrant is out also for the arrest of Samish.

The divorce case of Kern vs. Elinor Kenny
was again on trial yesterday before Judge
Hoge, with closed doors, and a large num-
ber of witnesses was in attendance. Kenny
charges her with cruelty, and she has filed a
eross-complaint in which sbe makes & simi-
lar charge against him,

A Meeting Held Yesterday to
Make Appointments.

Thomas Tunstead Is Appointed Chief of Pa-
trol and George N. Koppitz Collec-
tor of Licenses.

A meeting of the Fish Commissioners—
Messrs. Redding, Wilson and Marizio—was
held in Room 31, Chronicle Building, yes-
terday, Joseph P. Redding presiding, The
main business before the meeting was the
filling up of the offices in the gift of the
board. Oaly two appointments, fhat ot
Chief of Patrol and that of Collector of
Licenses, were made during the afternoon.
The former brought out eleven applicants
who attended to-press their gualifications in
person.

J. J. Maloney, the- first applicant’ called
before the commission, declared that he was
eminently fitted for the position, and that he
would, if appointed, carry out the duties of
the office fearlessly and vigilantly to the
satisfaction of the honorable Boird of Fish
Commissioners. Then Mr. Redding got a
chance and asked: * Will you allow the
Commissioners to ask ycu some questions,
Mr. Ma'oney ?” 3

* Certainly, sir.”

. " Do you know the different kinds of nets
in use in this State ?”’

* No, I don’t know.”

* Do you know whether there is any close
season for shad?"”

Mr. Maloney admitted his ignorance with
undiminished cheerfuiness.

MALONEY'S NOT THE MAN.
_Several other questions as to details of the
State fish preservative laws were asked by
the Commissioners, and to most of them Mr.
.\lalnunf' replied that he didn’t know but he
would have no difficulty in mastering the
subject if he received the appointment.

Then Mr. Maloney was released and the
other applicants called in in order. They
were Thomas Tnastead, Alfred Dalton, C.
W. Lunstead, T. Ipswich, G. C. Hartman,
De Leon, E. B. Landon, Captain A. Thomp-
son, E. J. Farrell and George A. Arnold.

Finally, after deliberation, Mr. Redding
announced that Thomas Tunstead had re-
ceived the appointment, which would be
beld at the pleasure of the board. The sal-
ary would be $110 per month. **The office,”
said Mr. Redding, *“requires special quali-
fications,, amoung others bravery and a
special knowledge of the streams and rivers,
and many other qualifications which would
not be found in-ordinary citizens.” Mr.
Redding added that the deputy prtrolmen
would be appointed after consultation with
Mr. Tunstead.

George N. Koppitz was, by a unanimous
vote of the Commissioners, appointed a
Deputy Fish Commissioner at a salary of
$100 a month, his particular duties beiog to
attend to the collection of licenses. He was
required to furnish a satisfactory bond of
$5000.

THE HATCHERIES.

J. G. Woodverry, the Superintendent of
Hatclieries uuder the old board, stated, in
answer to questions put by the Commission-
ers, that wnothing could be done in the
hatcheries for the present. The commission
would have no money before July, and the
only duaties they could perform at preseunt
wera to patrol the streaws and preveat ilie-
gal fishing,

Mr. Redding said that the commission
wished to save the vexatious annoyance of
going through bills containing small details
and wished to make a contract with oue
man, who would undertake to hatch about
3,000,000 salmon. The commission would
give whoever took the contract the use of
the hatchery at Sisson and the plant, but
the contractor would take on bis shoulders
the boarding of the men aund the incidental
expenses.

The further discassion of the proposal
was postponed, in order that George T
Mills, a Fish Comumissioner of the State of
Nevada, might make a statement to the
Commissioners, Mr. Mills wished to ask
the commission to act in two matters within
their jurisdiction—one that sawdust from
Schaeffor’s Mill was going into the Truckee
River and the other that the Truckee Lum-
ber Company was duwmping pianing shavings
into the river.

A SAWDUST NUISANCE.

The Secretary was instructed to com-
municate with the District Altorney of
Nevada County, calling his attention to the
misdemeanor and requesting him to take
action.

A communication from the Country Club,
which has a lease of some acres of land on
the Marin County peninsula, was read.
The club wishes to co-operate with the com-
mission in payiug a portion of the expeuse
of estabiishing a local hatchery on its pre-
serves, Mr. Wilson was appointed a com-
mittee of one to meet the officials of the
club and discuss what joint arrangements
could be made.

Bills amouunting to $689 60 were approved
by the Comuissioners, and the commission
adjourned to meet at the call of the Chair.

DAMA WILL CASE.

BRILLIANT WEDDING.

An Esteemed San Franciscan Married at
Los Angeles.

The following account of 'the Hoffman-
