This woman,
42 years -of age, of Impington, a village
three miles north of Cambridge, lost her
way returning home from market Saturday
evenin:. Fe(l’)ruary 2.h 1799, and was buried
seven feet deep in the snow, s
Hour. In this state she contlanyxfetlfag‘zlm:
nights and eight days, when she was dug out
alive on Sunday, February 10th. She re-
tained the full possession of her senses all
the while she was immured. She died July
24, 1799, :

A somewhat similar case occurred in the
snowstorm of November, 1890. A middle-

aged woman named Alice Jane Lowe, be-

longing to Wigan, was admitted into Spald-
ing Work-house in a very weak state, hav-
ing been found Ly the relieving officer sleap-
ing out in the snow in the Lincolnshire
Fens, near Spalding. She was put to bed,
and then stated that she had slept out for
five weeks econtivuously, including within
the last few days, the severest weather of
the yeur, when the snow covered the ground
to the depth of nearly a foot.

The poor woman’s hair was in such a
matted state that it had to be all cut off.
She stated that she had tramped from Lan-

cashire, where she had formerly been in do-
mestic service, and at the time she was
found in the snow, she appeared to have lost
ber way. The work-house officials-consider
it most remarkable that the woman survived
the exposure of the coid.

At 10:30 in the evening the opiates
began to wear off, and the patient slowly
opered her eyes, as if after a sound sleep,
and looking around among the anxious faces
recognized her relatives and called them by
name. The insane look had entirely disap-
peared from the patient’s face, and the light
of reason had again returned to her eyes.
She is once more the beautiiul girl ehe was
before this sad misfortuune befell her.

The young lady was then kept under the
influence of opiates for three days to relieve
the pain causea by the operation, at the end
of whicli time she held a more rational con-
versation with Dr. Kitto and members of
the family than she had before in three
years.

The organs which were removed by thse
oyerution were diseased, as predicted by Dr.
Kitto, and were undoubtedly the cause of
the lady’s derangement.
