ALONG THE RAIL.
Tracks ou Seventh Street", Oak-

land, Will lie Depressed.

Collis P. Ilttntineton was a very busy man
yesterday. A swarm of visitors hovered
about bis office all day, and Inthe caser-
ness to behold the man of railroads in-
traded upon the sacred ness of his lunch-
hour, and succeeded in keeping him at the
office until a lute hour in the evening.
Among the many who called during the
afternoon was Senator Stanford, who came
up from Palo Alto on Tuesday, but little
improved in health. Whether the confer-
ence was at Senator Stanford's solicitation
orotherwise willinall probability remain a
mystery, as willalso the result of the inter-
view, which took place in Air.Huntiniiton's
private office.

Since the' gulf between them they have
met but once, and then only for a few
moments in New York City. The seance
yesterday lasted for over cno hour, at the
conclusion of which Senator Stanford with-
drew and was driven to his home on Cali-
fornia street. Mr. Stratlngton will leave
for the Knst this evening, accompanied by
his family, Private Secretary Miles and
Railroad Expert ilahl. He does not like
San Francisco and is glad to be away, as
are all other members of the party. He
willreturn to California again iv August or
September.

In speaking yesterday of the project to
depress the tracks on Seventh street. Oak-
land, in the same principle as tnose of the
New York Central in New York City, he
tallied long and well, finally imparting the
information that itbad been decided to make
the experiment, and with tins end in view
Chief Engineer Hood has been ordered to

commence work on plans for the new con-
struction. The depression will be frum
eight to twelve feet, with walls of masonry
and steel bridges for street crossings. The
change will be made at 11 great expense.

W. W. Slater, Superintendent of the block
system of signaling for the Southern Pacific
Company, has been granted a patent on a
very sunerior device, for signaling trains at
crossings. Itis an electric bell, and is be-
ing successfully used on the local system.

\V. F. Snyder, formerly City Passenger
Agent of the Southern Pacific at San Jose,
has been transferred to the passenger office
of the same company in this city, with the
title of Traveling Passenger Agent.

Assistant Superintendent Pratt of the
Southern Pacific Company has gone to Mew-
castle.

THE PASSOVER.
Its Observance to Begin This Evening at

. Sundown.
The Passover, the greatest of the three

annual feasts among the Jewish people,
commences this evening at sundown. Under
the Mosaic law it was incumbent upon every
male Israelite to make a pilgrimage to the
temple at this season, which commences
upon the anniversary of the exodus from
Egypt and continues for eight days. Dur-
ing this period itis ordained that unleavened
bread only shall be eaten incommemoration
of the incidents connected with the liber-
ation of the people, and that on the eve of
the feast a lamb one year old, free from
blemish and roasted whole, shall form, with
bitter herbs, the principal meal in every
Jewish household.

This latter rule is not observed in all its
strictness at the present day, but the paschal
feast nevertheless retains allot its original
hallowed character.
