the Orange Groves.

Kide Through the Celebrated Magoolia

Aienue at RiYerside.

The Distinguished Guests Presented With
Bouquets and Souvenirs by School

Children— Short Speeches.

San- Diego, April23.—Tbe President and
his party two very pleasant hours in
Sun Diego tliis morning. The entire popu-
lation turned cut en ma?se to receive tbe
Cniel Magistrate and they paid him every
possible honor. The programme included
breakfast at the Hotel del Coronado, a street
parr.de and public exercises on the Plaza.
That beautiful square was profusely deco-
rated, as were also most of the business
houses along the route. Thousands of yards

of bunting marked the line of inarch and
the ships in the harDor were olive with
streamers.

The party was received by a committee of
cittzeiiß, including Mayor Gunn and General
Eli U.Murray, Governor Markham, Sena-
tor Felton, and Governor Torres aud staff of
Lower California joined in welcoming the
President and party.

The President spoke as follows: "Mr.
Mayor and fellow-citizens: lam in slavery

to a railroad schedule aud have but a few
moments longer to tarry in your beautiful
city. Ifthere were no ether reward for our
journey across the continent we have seen
to-day about your magnificent harbor
that which would have repaid us for all the
toilof travel. Ido not come to tell you any-
thing about California, for Ihave already
perceived in my intercourse with Califor-
niaus in the East, and during this brief
stay among you that you know all about
California. You are indeed most happily
situated. Every element that makes life
comfortable is here, and Iam sure as Ilook
into these kindly, upturned faces that your
homes have as healthful a moral to the at-
mosphere as God has spread ever your srr.il-
icg land. [Cheers.] It is with regret that
we u,w Dart from you. The welcome you
have extended to us is magnificent, warm
and tasteful. We shall carry away the most
pleasant impression and shall wish for you
all that you anticipate in your largest

dreams for your beautiful city, and that
your harbor may be lull of foreign aud
coastwise traffic

—
that Itmay not belong

until the passage of our naval and mer-
chant marine shall not be by the Horn, but
by the Nicaragua Canal. 1believe that tho
great enterprise which is to bringyour com-
merce Into nearer and cheaper contact with
the Atlantic seaboard cities, both by this
continent and South America, willnot be
long delayed. [Applause.] Aud now agaiu
with thanks for your friendly attentions in
our behalf, aud in behalf of those who
journey with me, Ibid you a most kiudly
farewell."

Governor Torres of Lower California
arose at this point a:idsaid: "Mr.Presi-
dent, Iwish to read to you the following
dispatch, which Ihave received from Pres-
ident Diaz: "it tins come to my knowledge
that the President of tie United State*
snail visit San Diego on the 23d Inst., and I
let you know itso that you may call to con-
gratulate him in my Dame and present him
nub my compliments.'

"
The President responded as follows:

"Governor Torres, this message fiom that
progressive and intelligent gentleman who
presides over the destinies of our sister re-
public is most grateful to mo. Iassure you
that a i our people, Uia! the Government,
through nil its constituted authorities, en-
tertain . for President Diaz and for the
Chivalrous pei-ple over which lie presides
t!:e most friendly sentiments of respect. We
covet, sir, your good-will, and those mutual
changes which are profitable, and we hope
that the two republics may forever dwell in
fraternal peace." [G:eat cheering.]

As the procession was passing the mili-
tary barracks on H street a national salute
was tired. At one point of the march the
profession passed through a lino of 2COO
gayly dressed school children, who show-
ered the President aud Mrs. Harrison with
flowers,

At the plaza addresses of welcome were
made by Governor Markham, Mayor Gunn
and Governor Tories if Lower California,
which were responded to by President Har-
rison. Secretary Kusk anil Postmaster-Gen-
eral Wanamaker.

The pavilion at the plazn, where the ex-
ercises took place, was a utautitul mass of
fl^ss and flowers, and it is said that so fine
a floral display has never been seen in this
vicinity.

The Chamber of Commerce presented
very handsome souvenirs in an invitation to
the President and Secretary Kusk. They
were printed in gold letters on white satin,

in folio form.
The speech-making was followed by a

general reception, during which about a
thousand persons shook hands with the
President. his was shortened in order
that the President might keep his engage-
ments elsewhere.

The precession was then re-formed and
escorted the President and parly to their
train, which left here promptly at 11o'clock
for Riverside Hnd Pasadena.

During his stay here the President gave a
special reception to the Indiana colony.

AT SANTA ANA.

President Harrison's Response to an Address
of Welcome.

Saxta Ana, April 23.—At least 5000
people assembled at the Santa Fe Depot
this afternoon to welcome the President and
his party while en route from San Diego to
Riverside. A stand erected near the track
had been profusely decorated with bunting
and flowers and surmounted withan Ameri-
can eagle. One thousand sciiool-cliiidreu
•were there with the veterans of the Civil
Wnr, Company F. N. G. C, and the people
from Westminster, Garden Grove, Newport,
Fairview, Tv-tin and the surrounding coun-
try, all eag.T to see and honor the- Presi-
dent. Ilon.W. 11. Sturgeon, the patriarchal
father and founder of the city. as President
of the Day, Introduced President Harrison.
and Professor Manley welcomed him In
these words:. "Mr.President, the citizens
of Santa Ana gladly welcome your Excel-
lency on this occasion. They hope that dur-
ing your stay in the city and your journey
through this valley you may be able to form
some conception of the nature of our cli-
mate, the quality of our soil and the diver-
sity of our productions, and some estimate
of the patriotism, hospitaiity and general
character of ourpeople." Atthe conclusion
of this welcoming address the President
advanced to the front of the stand
and spoke as follows: "My fellow-citi-
zens, Ihave already proved your hos-
pitality; it is very generous and
it is vrrygraceful. 1have but one doubt in
regard to it, and that is whether Ican stand
so much of it. [Laughter and applause.] It
has given me great gladness of heart to
look into your faces. Ihave been discharg-
ing some public business far remote from
you, Ihope with some concern for your in-
terest, for Ihave tried to take a wide view
of public questions and to have in uiymind
a thought of the people of this great land.Our policies should be. as broad as the terri-
tory over which our people have spread. Itis a part of the history of the coun-
try which has always kept in mem-ory the safety and interests of those
who pushed civilization to the Rocky
Mountains and over its rugged peaks into
these fruitful valleys. lam glad to see here
this.nltrrnoon these littlechildren. The
order in which they are assembled gives meassurance that they have come from the
•chool-houtes— those nurseries of knowl-
edge and common interests in our American
States. Iam glad that you grow uot only
the olive tree in your garden, but that the
oiivc trees that are planted in the household

nd bloom about your table receive your
greatest attention. Now, thanking you
very humbly, \u25a0 and confessing very
bluntly that Iam not able torepay yon for your generous welcome, and
leaving to all these littleones my best hopes

for useful, prosperous honorable lives, Ibid
yon all Boul-by." Wanaraaker, \u25a0 Ru-sk and
Governor UarKnam was each In turn called
upon and made short speeches, the Governor
being in an exceedingly happy mood. Noth-
ing happened to mar the exercises of the
hour and people were amply repaid for
having thus honored their chief magistrate.

AT RIVERSIDE.
A Delightful Drive Through Six Miles of

Orange Groves.
Riverside, April 23.—The Presidential

party arrived at Riverside at 5 o'clock this
afternoon after a delightful trip from San
Diego over a route abounding withbeautiful
scenery. Short stops were made at Ocean-
side, Santa Ana, Orange and at South River-
side. The President received a cordial wel-
come at each of these places, and expressed
his thanks inbrief speeches complimentary
to the people and to their country. The
crowd at each of these places was swelled
by school children, who presented the ladles
of the party with flower*.

AtSanta .Ana the reception took place in
a llnral pavilion, surmounted with a fine
specimen of the American eagle. Post-
master-General Wanainaker made a speech
there.

'Ibe President left the train at South Riv-
erside for ft lew minutes and was photo-
eraphod, standing on a low platform, with
his left hand resting against a tall column of
blcck tin mined and manufactured in the
immediate vicinity. He congratulated the
people on the development of this impor-
tant industry.

The reception by the people of Riverside
this afternoon to President Harrison and
party was an ovation which the Executive
of the nation can never forget. At a very
low estimate 10,000 people greeted him
along the route of the .procession from
Arlington Station, at the foot of
Magnolia avenue, to the Santa Fe
depot, at the

•
head of Eighth street.

One thousand people, with carriages,
awaited the arrival of the Presidential train
at Arlington.- The President and party, to-
gether wiib Governor ii.irkham, ex-Gover-
nor Perkins, J. C. Stump, \u25a0 Senator Feltou.
Colonel Crocker, F. MeCoppin and Mr.
Ilorsburgh of thn Southern Pacific were
transferred at that point into carriages
drawn by four horses and slowly driven to
this city, the route being over Ad-ims street
and the vrorld-wide renowned Magnolia
avenue. At the residence of Hon. A. P. 1

Johnston on Arlington avenue the party
was driven into his forty-acre orange or-
fhitrd. heavily laden with fruit and bloom,

I and halted long enough for tboM who de-
i sired to pick oranges and blossoms. The

President improved the opportunity, as did
all the ladies and gentlemen of the party.
At the High School building on Four-
teenth street lha school children of the
Viilieyhad congregated to the nuiuberof 1400,
and when the Presidential party came up the
Piesident's carnage was stopped in front of
tho entrance and introduced by Hon. S. C,
Evans. The President spoke as lollows:
"Mytrip from Washington has been fullof
pleasures and surprises, but nothing has
given me greater surprise and more pleasure
than the drive of this afternoon through
this beautiful valley of Riverside. Iam
glad you are interested in the cultivation of

! children as well as oranges, and Itrust that
; they may be kept as fr^e from evil as your

orange orchards are from weeds. Then will
the fruitage of their young lives be as glorious
as that of your orchards is famous. As the
time for our departure has already arrived 1
can only repeat the pleasure ithas afforded

j me to have met you, the remembrance of
which shall always give rise to thoughts of
greatest delight. Good afternoon and
gond-by."

From the school-house the procession wns
escorted through the business portion of the
town by the militia companies of Riverside
and San Bernardino. The Uniform Ranks
Knights of Pythias, Sons of Veiisrans and
the Grand Army, headed by the Cnishta of
Pythias Band, Grand Marshal of the day
and aids. At the intersection of Seventh
and Main streets an informal reception was
held, and the President spike a few words,

1 thanking the people for the enthusiastic
imanifestation of kindness and patriotism in

their welcome, and commending them for
the raat.y evidences of prosperity ha had
witnessed during bis shortstay among them.
During the halt beautifulbouquets were pre-
sented to the President and Mrs. Harrison.

Immediately after the President spoke the
j procession azain moved to the Santa Fe

Depot, where, timid strains of music and
cheers firPresident Harrison and Governor
Markham, the party boarded th -:r train and
depaited. President Harrison and Post-
master-General Wanatnaker took a great
deal of interest in asking questious ;i:>out

the value of lands and the yields of our
orange orchards. In answer to a question
by Mrs. Harrison as to tie income from a
10-acre orchard, the lady looked some-
what surprised at tl.e amount Darned
and remarked:

"
Why, th.it's bet-

ter than wheat." All the business
houses were appropriately depurated,
and business totally suspended during the
afternoon. Bath the President and Mrs
Harrison expressed profound sorrow when
lufirmed of the death of L. Munson of the
Banning Herald, which occurred at Arlington
a tew moments before the arrival of the
Presidential train. They remembered the
gentleman, as he had made a snort address

j of welcome to them the day before upon the
arrival of their train at Banning, which
others spoke of as being a;; effort of literary
brilliancy. This is the first time a Presi-
dent has ever visited Riverside and our
people willever remember it as being the
most enthusiastic event in the history of
our city.

The President had Just concluded a brief
address to the school cliildrrn, when the
horses attached to the carriage containing
Secietary Rusk, Mrs. Harrison, and Mr-.
Dimmick took fright at a shower of flowers
and dashed wildlyinto a crowd of children,
who weie standing in tLe open road. A
panic ensued, and the children tumbled over
each other in precipitate flight. There were
four horses to the carriage and the leaders
became unmanageable aud they trip; e-d in
the traces and tell down. Secretary Rusk,
who had jumped out of the carriage at the
first alarm, was at their head in a moment,

and, with the assistance of some of the by-
standers, soon bad them under control.
Several children went inlo hysterics from
fright, but beyond that no harm was done.
Mrs. Harrison was very nervous over her
narrow escape arid declaicd she would never
Regain ride in a procession behind four
horses, unless men walked at the heads of
the leaders.

AT BAN BERNARDINO.

A Warm Reception, Followed by an Address
by the President.

Pasadena, April23.—The President had
a warm reception at San Bernardino, the
next place visited and addressed the people
as follows: "Mr. Mayor and fellow citizens:
X can only repeat to you what Ihave al-
ready had occasion to say to many similar
audiences assembled in California— that I
am deliehtcd with my visit to the Panne
Ciasl; that, much as Ihad heard of its
richness and high cultivation, what Ihave
seen to-day in this great valley lias far sur-
passed my expectations. You have subdued
an unpromising soil and made itblossom as
the rose, but then all the fruits and
harvests, more and better than all the
products of the held, is this intelligent pop-
ulation, which out of their kindly faces ex-
tend to us a greeting wherever we go. I
am glad, coming from the far East to ob-
serve how greatly our people nre alike.
But that is not surprising, because Ifind all
through this valley many Boosters and
Buckeyes Iknew at home. Itis not singu-
lar that you should be alike whin you are
really and truly the same people, not only
in lineage and general characteristics, but
the same men and women we have known
in the older Slates. And now Ithank yon
again and beg you will excuse me from a
further speech, with the assurance that if
it were In my power Iwould double the
rich blessings which you already enjoy.
[Cheers.]

Mr.Louis Munson, editor of the Banning

AT PASADENA.

A Military and Civic Procession, Public Ee-
ception and Banquet.

Pasadena, April23.—The beautiful city
of Pasadena was illuminated to-night in
jhonor of the visit of the Pievidential party.
They arrived here at 7:30 o'clock and were
welcomed by Mayor Lukens and a commit-
tee ofcitizens amid the firingof cannon, the
ringing of bells and the cheers of the popu-
lace. The approach of the train was marked
by huge bonfires on each side of the track.
The Reception Committee was assisted by
the local militia and civic organizations.
The President and party were escorted to
the hotel green. Here the President held a
short public reception. The :party was
afterward entertained at a banquet at lie
hotel, which whs attended by all the leading
citizens of this ahd adjacent cities, Tho
Postmaster, Mr. W. U. Master?, presided,
and toasts were responded to by the Presi-
dent, Secretary

'Rusk, Postmaster-General
Wanamaker, Governor Markham, ex-Gov-
ernor Sheldon of Montana, General Mc-
Cook. U. S. A., and others.

The President's address was as follows:

"Gentlemen, Ibeg you to accept my thanks
for this banquet spread in the Honor of this
community of strangers who have dropped
in upon yon to-night. We come to you after
dark, and Iam not therefore prepared to
speak of Pasadenn. When the sun shall hnve
lightened your landscape again aud our
expectant eyes shall have rested upon its
glories Ishall be able to give you my Im-
pressions of your city, which Iam already
prepared to believe in one of the gems in
the crown cf California. [Applnuse.] Per-
haps no other place in California has. by
name, been wore familiar to me thun Pasa-
dena—if you except your great commer-
cial city of San Francisco— from the
fact Unit many of ycir early set-
tlers were Indiana friends. Iam glad
to meet some, of these frieuds here tfl-night.

Itis pleasant to renew these old acquaint-
ances; to find that they have been received
with esteem in this new community. Ihave
found a line of Hoosiers all along these
railroads we have beeu traversing. Every-
where our train has stopped some Hoosier
has lifted nis hand to me, and often
by the dozen. As Isaid the other
day, the Ohio men identify them-
selves also to me by reason of
that State being my birthplace; but it is
not a surprise to me to find an Ohio unu
anywhere. [Laughter.] The Ohio people
are especially apt to he found in the vicinity
of public office. [Laughter.] Isuppose
whatever good fortune has come (o me in
the way of political preferment must be
traced to the fact that 1 am a tfuckeye
by birth, [daughter.] And uo'.v 1thank
yon must cordially Hg.iin for your at-
tention iind liiudurss. California has b?en
fullof the niest affectionate interest te us,
as we have passed through it. 1have never
looked into tbe facts of a more happy and
Intelligent people than those Ihave
seen on the Pacific Coast. You occupy a
most important position in the sisterhood of
St-Ues, stretchiugfor tlipse several hundred
miles along the Pacific shore. You have a
fortunntu birlh, and your history has
bt ea a succession of fortunate surprises.
You have wrought out here<(great acuieve-
ments inconverting these plains that s-euicd
so unpromising to the eye into such gardens
that cannot be seen anywhere else upon the
continent. [Applause.] And now, when I
remind you that beutliue was 1o'clock last
night and reveille sounded at (io'clock this .
morning on our car,Iam sure yon willper-
mit me to say good night." [Applause.J

Ali ANGRY GOVKRNOR.

An Interview That Was Wot Meant for Publi-
cation.

Portland, April23.
—

Governor Pennoyer,
when a~ked to-day whether he wou'.d go to
the State line to receive President Harrison
is reported to have said: "Mr.Harrison
represents, in his official capacity, the
official power »nd dignity of the Fed-
eral Government. I, as Governor of
Oregon, represent the State of Oregon in the
same way ;we are equal;Ihave no business
to go to pay homage to him:on the contrary,
when he visits Oregon he should rather pay
his respects to me as its cfticial Executive."

Governor Peunoyer was seen at \\i<* resi-
dence this eveniug in regard to his utter-
ances about the reception to Presideut Har-
rison. He said: "1 wouid not have had that
interview aipear in print for the world. I
expressed my opinions in strict confidence,
and did not give them for publication; but
now that publicity has beeu given them, the
less said, perhaps, t tie better. Inever waa
so angry in my life as Iwas when I
read that interview, and hereafter
I shall be a little more careful
when talking to reporters. It was
entirely uncalled for and places me in a
wrong light. The interview would make it
appear that Iexpected the President to
hunt tnr up. Iwished to convey no such
idea. My place on my cfticial days is at ll;e

Stato House, and that is the place fnr the
Governor of the State to receive the Presi-
dent of the United States. There Iexpect
to receive President Harrison, with all the
courtesy and respect that Isdue his exalted
p isitlon."

"WillIdeliver an address of welcome?
Ye«, but it willbe very short. Peoulc come
to hear the President and not the Governor.
The committee will meet t.lm Presidential
party at tiio State line and escort them to
the Mate Bouse, where a reception will
tai;c place, 1 sea that on this Presidential
trip all the Governors are receiving thr
President at the State line. This was
never done before, anJ Ihave doubts as to
its propriety. As Isaid before, lam sorry
and exceeuinglv regret that a matter 1dis-
cussed iv confidence should be given pub-
licity."

POSSIBLE COMPLICATIONS.

Morris' Effort to Establish Private Stock-Yards
at Chicago.

Chicago, April 23.—Nelson MorrU says
Armour &Co. and Swift &Co. are with him
in his movement to establisii private stock-
yards outside the Union Stock-yards. He
adds that the arrangement is merely tem-
porary and th.it the^e three big firms will
after a time move tlieir plant to Tolleston,
Ind., just over the Slate, line. There iia
prospect that Uie. Federal Government may
interpose objections. Armour ana Morris
recently purchased 100,000 head of cattle in
Texas, and, itis asserted, the herd cannot,
under the quarantine regulation*, be landsd
111 Chicago at any point except within a cer-
taiu p:irtof the old stock-yards.

DL.PEW INTERVIEWED.

The Venderbilts Have no Intention of Paral-
kling the Union Pacific Road.

Eabbas City, April23.— The Vanderbilt
party pasted through this city, en route to
the East, to-ni£ht. Depew said that Van-
bllt had no intention of paralleling the
Union Pacific. Summing up his view of the
poliiical situation, Dcpew predicted that
Harrison would be renominated aud re-
elected. Regarding the W' stern Congress
recently held in this city, Depew SBid there
could be no West against the. East inpoli-

tics. Such a proposition, he said, was "pea-
nut politics," originating from picayune
statesmanship. Acres did not govern the
country, but brains.

CHARGED WITH BRIBERY.

Florida Democrats Excited Over the Exposure
of a Little Scheme.

TALLAHABSEB(Fla.), April 23.— Another
sensation was caused in the Democratic
caucus to-night by the charge that Repre-
sentative Newlan had offered, over his own
signiiture, $I"0 cash to John L. Bryant If
he would influence one ot the Jefferson
'"ounty representatives to aejert Call. N'ow-
.^u emphatically denies the charge. A com-
mittee bas been appointed to investigate.
There was no clioice in the caucus to-night.

A DOUBLE TRAGEDY.

A Worthless Cincinnati Fellow Kills His
Wife and Suicides.

Cincinnati, April 23.— George Graher's
wife left him some time ago because of his
worthlesSness and has since supported her-
self and children by washing. To-day
Graber went to the house where she was
working, killed her and suicided.

Obnoxious Passport Regulations.

Pahis, April 23.
—Representations have

again been mnde to Kmperor William of
Germany, u-kiic him to relax the passport
regulations in force in Alsace-Lorraine, in
order to enable the inhabitants of French
towns near the German frontier to attend
the fairs and markets held in the German
territory. The Emperor, it is added, re-
fused to accede, claiming that the time for
such a change has not yet arrived.

Mcrmon Immigrants.

New Youk, April 2'f.—To-day there ar
3177 immigrants to be landed at the Barge
Office. Among the passengers landed from
tho steamer Wisconsin from Liverpool were
eighty Mormons, in charge. o>f two elders,
en route for Utah. Tnis i« the fir^t batch
of Mormons arriving here under the- new
Immigration law, which excludes polyg-
amists.

Court-House Struck by Lightning.
Saxdusky (Ohio), April 23.— The San-

dusky Court-house wa9 struck by lightning
last evening and greatly damaged. The
loss on the building is &25,(.i00. It is im-
possible to estimate the damage to the
records.

A Court-Martial Ordered.
Washington, April 23.—The Court of

Inquiry having found Lieutenant-Com-
mander Bicknell responsible for the brand-
ing of the Nina and Galena a court-martial
has been ordered.

Suicide of a Despondent.

Chicago, April 23.— W. F.Fieronnet, a
retired Hoard of Tiade operator, committed
suicide here last night. He has of lato
years, it is said, loat n fortune on the board
and became despondent.

Yellow Fever in New York Harbor.

REVOLVERS USED.

Mortons Assault Upon Sheriff
McCormick. j

Another Serious Outbreak in the Pennsyl-

vania Coke Regions.

Detroit Strest-Car Employes Have Several
Conflicts With tie Police— Striking ;

Italian Stone-Masons.

Frcclal to The morn-ing Uali.

IUnion-town (Pa.), April 23.—This was a
day of excitement in the coke region. A

serious riot occurred at Monarch/this morn-
ing, and another, with seven killed, was re-
ported late this afternoon. Fortunately,

however, the later report proved to be with-
out foundation. This morning Sheriff Mc-
Coriuick and his deputies, who had a fight

at Adelaide yesterday, went to Lelsinring

No. 3 to evict ten families of striking Huns.
A company of militia accompanied them,

but remained soma distance away from the
house*. When tho writ of eviction was
read to Thomas Tarr, that man declined to
net our, and, seizing an ax, defi»d the Sheriff.

Acrowd of 300 or 400 men and wom«n
collected at once, and berated the Sheriff
and his deputies in the strongest language

they could command. Then Mrs. Andy

Blashko rushed out with a pistol ia her
hand and made ndive for the Sheriff. Just
as sho was about to fire at his breast he
struck tbe revolver down with his left hand
nnd ai the same time fired at her. He re-
ceived a painful wound in the left ankle,
while the woman was shot in the fleshy part

of the leg.
Her husband then made adu;h at Mc-

Cormick witha club, but tho sheriff, taking

deliberate aim, shot him in tho left ankle.
McCormick's blood was now up, and with a
big revolver in each baud he stood Witt) his
back tigiiin-t the house and informed ihe
people that the first oue who moved toward
him would be shot, Martin Scroupka rushed
at the Sheriff witha huge club, but qulcklf
retreated with a bulletin his mouth, whietl
knocked out several tee'.h.

Tarr then rushed at the Sheriff with an
ax, but retreated again before the revolver*.
Then the militia cmne up on the double
quick and the rioters dispersed. The. evi"-
ttous were soon completed. The work will
be resumed to-morrow by the Sheriff, with
every prospect of more trouble. Maria
Scroupka U in v critical condition, but the
others who were, wouuded willrecover.

BELLIGERENT CARMEN.

Detroit Police Have Several Conflicts With
the Strikers.

Detroit, April23.
—

Tbe street roads were
all tied up this morning. Last nijjbt tho
rails were torn up in places nn most of tht.
lines of the city and barricades blorks M
length were put on the rails. The Police
Department were totally unable to cope with
the trouble, as the men were g.ithered in
crowds all over the city.

The compauy Insists that It could run
cars ifProi-er protection is afforded it,as
ithas mere llian rnougli app ications to fill
all the vacant places. The employes of the
Michigan and Detroit Stove Works, to that
number of about 3000, who yesterday gave
notice that they would not work to-day, are
miugllng with the strikers aud encouraging
the men in every way.

While the street-car companj' and its
employes are thus trying to settle their
differeuces, the public suffers greatly, as
them is no moda of conveyance. The
strikers have the sympathy of the people,
who, in mauy instances when the cars have
been run since the beginning of the Uouble,
have refused to ride in them.

Ata coniereuce t:iis evening it was de-
cided to tive the street-car company the
support 01 the entire Police Department, hs

well as the Sheriff's force, to enable them
to run cars. This eveninß ten cars started
on Woodward nvenue. The first one was
manned liypolice and went along all right.
'ilie next one was not guarded aud was
quickly thrown on its side in thn gutter.
No more cars were 11111 then, but the first
one out continued up the street. When it
3t»rted to return from the end of the route
a man in a heavy rait blocked the truck
until the police arrested him. The car was
followed by a shower of stones as itdrove
off.

Then an attempt was made to bring up
the car which had been lying at Jefferson-
avenue ferry all day. A great mob collected
and all sorts of obstructions were placed
across the track. The police could not keep
the way clear. Finally Hendrle of the
street-car company went on the front plat-
form with the driver, ami drawing a revol-
ver pointed it at the mob. Immediately a
sliout of ''Killhim 1" went up, and a fusil-
lade of stones and everything tthatcnuld be
picked up was leveled at the car. Hendrie
gave up, aud the car started back to the
river. The strikers followed, and, unhitch-
ing the horses, tried to run the cur into the
river.

The police made a bold stand here, how-
ever, and charged the mib wun vigor. For
a time it looked like a serious riot, but the
police effected a number of arrests, aud a
heavy ram coining up thinned out the
crowd. As no nioro attempts weiemadoto
run cars all is now quiet.

To-night small gangs of strikers are con-
eregaied iv various parts of tne city. The
street-car tracks are being torn up in places;
and barricades built, In others. The police
arc on the continual move, but the strikers
evnde them. To-mcrrow im nines to be
quiet, as the company has decided, upon the
advice of tbe Mayor, not to attempt to run
cars.

RIOTOUS ITALIANS.

New York Stone-Masons Use Force to Induce
Hen to Quit Work.

New York, April 23.—Organized Italian
stone-masons to-day caused a good denl of
trouble in the upper end of the city. They
struck work tn-day in a demand for eight
hours' time with nine hours' pay. President
Gompcrs of the Federated Trades an-
nounced to them that they could easily ac-
complish their demand. This morning they
went to several houses, and induced some
non-unionists to quit work. Finally they
struck a building on One Hundred and
Thirty-fifth.street wliere a large numberjof
Italian non-union masons were employed
and they refused to quit. The strikers drew
stilettos and picked up stones and were
about to raid the place when the pon-union
men drew revolvers. The stiikers then con-
tented themselves with firing volleys of
stones. A dangerous riot was imminent
when a force of police came up and arrested
a dozen of the men. Another small riot waa
started a few blocks away ttnd more arrests
were made there.

CLEVELAND'S BILVEK rOLICV.
The Interview Between the Ex-President and

Stephens Not Accurately Reported.
St. Louis, April 23.—Stale Treasurer

Stephens, wlio lias returned from New
York, when ,vk--<l tins morning about the
published interview between himself and
ex-President Cleveland in reference to (he

policy of Cleveland on the silver question,
said: "Ihad not the slightest idea that
Clevclaud would have any objection what-
ever to use being made ol what he said."
Stephens was asked ifthe reports that ap-
peared wejo accurate. lie replied: "Not
by any means. 1did not write a line of the
Interview that appeared In the New York
papers, nor did 1see it after it was written
until it appeared in print. Itcontained
much that Cleveland said, but also what he
did not say, and ifIhad known just what
its tenor was to be Iwould have removed
many eiubelllshnioats. Cleveland did not
announce himself as a candidate, but spoke
as a private citizen. Wiiuu 1asked him

what he would do in case he was President
and a free-coinage bill was presented to
him, he laughed and turned the question by
saying that it was 'a long time until 1894.' I
would prefer not to particularize the mis-
takes in the account of my interview with
him, further tlun to state if It had been
submitted to me 1 would have struck out
one-half of it."

Mr. Stei hens said the statement that he
went to New York as a representative of
anybody to see Cleveland is a misrepresenta-
tion. He says, among other things that ha
aaked Mr. Clevelaud if he were President
would he veto a free-coinage bill if passed
by the Democratic party by a large majority.
"Iam a private citizen," replied Mr. Cleve-

land, "and Iwill not climb over a hilluntil
Icome to it."

New Youk, April 23.—The steamship
Andromeda brings this story of the li-ht at
Piaaiiun, Chile: The first signal of the ap-
proaching battle enmu on January 21st,
when the town was entered "by insurgents,
who declared that a great fight was near at
hand and item h was only a question of a
few hours for tbe inhabitants if they did

not side, with the malcontents in denoun-
cing Balmaceda as an outlaw. Hemmed
in on all sides by the insur-
gents, they were either compelled to
fight or die of starvation. They preferred
the former and opened fire on January Diith
at daybreak. A broadside, which killed
men, women and children, answered. The
battle lasted until nightfall, when the in-
surgents were forced to flee. Most of the
women inhabitants of the town took refuge
dm mc the conflict on the snips in the har-
bor. Those who were so fortunate, how-
ever, had tn pay from S'J5 to 873 for the
shelter afforded them.

THE PARCEL POST.

Rapid Development of International Com-
merce Under the New System.

Washington, April2.f.— Few people are
aware that, under the parcel-post treaty
withMexico, Jamaica, liarbadoes, Bahamas,
British Honduras, Sandwich Island?, Lee-
ward Islands, Colombia, Costi Hicn, Salva-
dor and the Danish West India Islands, un-
sealed packages, not exceeding 11 pounds in
weight aud 3 feet U inches in length, may
be sent in the mails for 12 cents a pound.
Under tnis system, international commerce
is developing rapidly, especially with Mex-
ico. A few days a&o the upper half of a
carriage, divided into twelve separata pack-
age.", was sent from bt. Louis to Mexico.
More than 1000 pounds of merchandise were
transmitted by parcel post during March,
being four times the volumo of such busi-
ness fur January. All security extended
by the Government to the regular mails Is
given to the parcel-post system, and pack-
ages are delivered where any of tho covern-
rueots named above have po-tyfiiees, either
by rail, coach, horse or foot.

THE BRITISH BUDGET.

The Government Announces a Policy of
Free Edncation.

London, April23.— The budget was sub-
mitted to the Commons this .afternoon by
Goschen, the Chancellor of the Exchi-quer.
lie said there was an excess of £1,700,000
over the surplus which lie suggested in IM'JO.
He added, however, that there was no cer-
tainty that the progressive increase would be
maintained, as the needs of Ireland had in-
creased the expenditure by £JOO,OOO. No
less than £!!00,OCOof the surplus arose from \u25a0

internal revenue duties on alcoholic spirits.
There bad been an increase in the consump-
tion during the year of 18,000,000 gallons of
home-made spirits. Tobacco had given an
increase of £4",tj,000 and beer £375,000.

Referring to the reduction ot trie national
debt, Go?clien said that in taking into consid-
eration the diminished liability on termin-
able annuities the net reduction during the
year was £i;,tilL',fK)O, making a total reduc-
tion of over JSSO,tOO,OOO during the lime the
present administration lias been in office.
[Cheer?.] Alludingto the duties on the al-
cohol Goschen repudiated the idea that the
'iovernnient was pledged to carry out the
scheme of purchasing public-house licenses.
Ifitrai«ed the- duties, instead of buying li-
censes, the money would be assigued to nn
excellent purpose, that of technical educa-
tion.

In regard to the corning year, Goschen
estimated tiiat the revenue would p.mnunt to
£80,480,000, and theexpeudilures £83,440,000.
The expenditures were augmented by the
Irish relict works, census and dock-yard
building. Considering the increased cost of
armament and tho heavy burden of the
home tax-payer, he held that a call ought to
be made upon the colonies for further con-
tributions to the fund for imperial defense.
He propo-ed to apply most of the year's
surplus to free education [cheers], thus re-
deemlng tho pledges of the Government.
The time for the production of the Educa-
tional Bill would depend upon the progress
of the Land Bill.

Goschen added that the increased con-
sumption of alcohol indicated that the
masses were earning better wages. The
aigus were apparent, he said, that the pros-
perity of the country was approaching its
zenith, but he was not apprehensive of a
rapid decline.

The Liberal leaders withhold criticism of
the free-education pioject. For tlie first
time in ninny years there has been no change
in the taxation, yet the budget is fairly well
received.

There is areat excitement In political
circles to-night over the budget. Goschen's
proposal to apply the whole of the sur-
plus toward making elementary education
free is believed to l>« the sure presage of a
general election io th» autumn. This
prospect has caused much depression among
tlie Liberals.

THE FLNGWK KIVEKXUOI'BIiE.

Three British M.-n-of-War toBe Sent to Kate
an Investigation.

"

London, April23.—In the Lords to-day
Salisbury, in replying to an interpellation
regarding the Pungwe River affair, said the
English expedition had been greeted ina
manner not consistent with the engagements
of the Portuguese Government. The de-
meanor of lie Portuguese officials in Africa
corresponded so little with the assurances
given by the Lisbon Government that It
had decided to send three British war-ships
to the PiiDgwe River. The Portuguese Min-
ister having intimated that his Government
had ordered the removal of the obstacles to
free pas>aee. Great Britain would send a
naval officer to see that the modus Vivendi
was observed.

ASKED TO KESIGN.

Action of a Meeting Called toIndorse a Mem-
ber of the French Deputies.

Paris, April 23.
—

Camille Dreyfus, the
editor of Le Nation, and v member of the
Deputies, presided to-day over a large meet-
ing of his constituents, which was called to
relute the diaries of blackmail brought
against him by M.Blanc of Monte Carlo.
Tlio meeting was one succession of quarrels,
and finally Dreyfus, jumping from tin- plat-
form, besan to thump one of the electors
wno had been most prominent in interrupt-
ing him. A free ficht followed, siti'l matters
were made so lively loi Dreyfus that he
escaped from the hall by a back window.
Aiter this the meeting passed a resolution
asking him to resign.

JEWISH ARTISANS.

A Decree Ordering 1 Their Expulsion from
Moscow Signed by ths Czar.

TERRIFIED ROMANS.

Explosion of an Immense Pow-
der Magazine.

Enormous Amount of Damage Caused by
the Concussion.

Seven Persons Killed and Over Two Hundred
Reported to Have Sustained Injuries. .

The King's Solicitude.

Rove, April 23.—About 7 o'clock this
morning a tremendous explosion shook
Rome to its very foundations, and spread

terror in every direction. Houses rocked,
pictures fell from the walls, thousands of
panes of glass were- shattered, crockery was .

'broken, furniture was overturned, and
chimneys fell upon the roofs and Into the
streets. The cupolas .on the Houses of
Parliament shook violently for a moment,
and then collapsed with a crash. In the
houses door?, windows and closets were
burst open, and the streets were filled with
bricks, stones, splinters and other debris

.hurled there by the powerful concussion.
Walls were cracked, plaster fell from tha
ceiling?, and widespread devastation pre-
vailed.
In many Instances people were thrown

from their beds by the shock, and the alt
-

was rent with cries of terror as they rushed
into the street.-, parents with children la
their arms, children leading aged parent*,
the younger helping the older, all feeling
that their only chance for safety was the
open street. The Vatican, solid as are Its
foundations, was terribly shaken, and a
number of the famous historical stained
glass windows in the old buildings ware
shattered. Many of the old palaces and
churches suffered greatly. Never before
had Rome been so severely shaken, and
there was a general feeling that the city
was visited by a terrific earthquake.

second shock was looked for, and people
fellon their knees and prayed aloud.

Finally quiet was in a degree restored,
and itbecame known that an immense pow-
der magazine at Pozze Pantaleo, about two
and a half miles distant from the city, had
exploded. The magazine contained 290 tons

of powder, and for a distance of one-third of
a mile all around the destruction was com-
plete. How it was caused will never ba
known. A fort was near by. filled with
soldif and it is reported that the officer in
command, hearing a rumbling sound, ordered
the soldiers to leave the fort hastily, which
they did, thereby, averting a terrible disas-
ter. A number of peasants who were pass-
ing the magazine at the time were killedand
many others injured.

The first fright over, Hiousinds flocked to
Pozza Pantaleo to view the ruins and to
look at the badly shattered fort, but a cor-
don of soldiers had been thrown around .
each place to keep the crowd back. Mean-
while King Humbert and his military staff,
accompanied by the Italian Premier, the
Marquis di Kii.imi, and all the members of
the Italian Cabinet, left the city for the
scene of the disaster to lend such aid as is
In their power toward rescuing the wounded
ami caring for the dead.

Two officers and 120 civilians have been
taken to the various hospitals, Kine Hum-
bert using his own carriage as an ambu- \u25a0

lance to convey the sufferers to a place o(
refuge. No definite estimate can yet be
made of either the number of killed or
wounded. The races, which were to have
come off this afternoon, have been post-
poned in consequence of the terrible ca-
lamity.

The officialreport made In the Chamber

of Deputies this afternoon says that sevan,
persons were Killed and forty-eight injured
at the scene of the explosion, and that abouc
200 persons In the city were more or lets
hurt. Tne explosion was purely accidental,
and the rumors that it whs of anarchist
origin are without foundation.

BALFOUR TO GLADSTONE.

ALetter Upholding the Government's Policy
Regarding Ireland.

London, April23.— Balfour has written*
letter in which he comments «t length upon
Gladstone's recent criticisms of the Irish
Land Bill. Biilfour says: "The Liberals
oppose, line by line, a measure whichis ac-
cepted in its main principles by every sec-
tion of the Irish party and eagi-rly desired
by the bulk of the Irish agricultural com-
munity, and involvinz no risk, theoretical
or practical, to the British tax-payer. Glad-
stone does not even pretend to hold out any
prospect of the settlement of the question
except by occupying the time of Parliament,
it be gets a majority, with the fruitless dis-
cussion of absurd and impossible schemes of
home rule. While lie has been voting on ab-
stract resolutions about self-government of
the rural parishes and regbtution tiie Gov-
ernment has done more td* advance tlta
principles of local self-government in every
part of the kingdom, to lighten the cost of
the education of tha working classes, to
strengthen the defenses of the empire and
to deal with social questious than adminis-
tration pledges' to home rule would ba
likely to do in a generation. The Govern-
ment, though not following Gladstone's ex-
ample inconfining its atteutlnn to Ireland,
has effected and is effecting more for tha
material welfare of mo country than any ot
its predecessors."
