trate.
This does not imply, as some of cur co-
temporaries seem to imagine, that in the

brief speechies which are expected of a tour-
ing President he should eovfine himself to
non-comnittal statements of platitudes.
When he speaks he is expected to say some-
thing on the topics of the day, and surely it
is unreasonable that he should ignore the
faith that is in bim and say the thing which
Iie does not believe. It was expected of Mr,

farrison in the South that he would un-
burden his mind on the questions which in-
terest the Southern people. He is known to
entertain fixed and decided opinions on
those guestions. Which was best, that he
should, on this occasion, hide those opinions
under a bushel and take as his model Mr.
Facing-both-ways or that he should frankly
say that, in his judgment, the policy of the
Fifty-first Congress commanded his ap-
proval as being better calculated than any
other to promote the prosperity of the
pountry?

In all the speeches which Mr. Harrison
has made during the past fortnight—3500
miles of talk, as he himself describes it—he
has said nothing that can provoke just eriti-
cism. He has spoken his mind freely and
frapkly, yet temperately. He has utteréed
no word that could anger or wound a politi-
cal opponent. He declared to the people of
Texas, who are free-traders by an over-
whelining majority, that in his opinion pro-
tection would be to their advantage and he
gave his reasons. He is entitled to hold
that opinion and it was proper that he
should express it when he happened to be
brought face to face with the people of
Texas. Throughout his journey he has pur-
sued the same course, evadiug no topic
ihrough timidity or policy and yet phrasing
Lis language with such dexterity that he
offended no one. He doubtless mapped out
this course when he started and will adhera
to it here. Itshould insure for him a cordial
reception from men of all shades of political
faith.

OHIO.

There is some intimation of discord in the
ranks of Ohio Republicans. Ex-Governor
Foraker’s reference to, * Blaine’s magnifi-
cent administration® the Republican
League Convention shows hostility to the
President. It is known that the President
has not consulted Foraker in the matter of
appointments, preferring the counsel of
Sherman and MecKinley. The reasonable
certalnty that McKinley will be the Repub-
lican candidate for Governor does not please
the ex-Governor. Should McKinley win the
State that Foraker lost the former would be
well-up in the list of Republican Presiden-
tial eandidates. The recent town elections
in Ohio indicate that MeKinley is recover-
ing lost ground. In the Western Reserve
the old-time Republican majorities reap-

peared. In Hamilton County the Republi-
cans made substantial gains. OI course
town elections are not a sure indication of
political feeling, but when the tide sets one
way all over a State the party that gains
takes heart. The election of McKinley this
tall would place Ohio in the list of reasona-
ply certain Republican States in 1892, It
would also secure the vote of that State for
Harrison in the Republican National Con-
vention.

DIFFERENCES OF OPINION.

Our contemporaries of the Alta California
object to the views of THE CALL where we
sugeested that it would be advantageous to
the Southern States if they were divided in
polities between the two great political par-
ties instead of voting solidiy with the Dem-
ocratie party. The inhabitants of the South
are not yet entirely over the prejudices
aroused by the abolition of slavery, but we
apprehend that our contemperaries will
agree that any action founded upon those
prejudices of the past are now out of place.
The inhabitants of the Southern States are,
to say the least, as safe when acting with
the Republican party as they are with the
D emocratic parly. Indeed, had it not been
for the mismavnagement of Northern Demo-
cratic leaders it is possible that the war
would not have been inaugurated. Itis, at
any rate, quite certain that the South now
labers under disadvantages by voting sol-
idly for Democratic candidaies, and that
such aciion keeps alive prejudices which,
would not otherwise exist. The Southern
States were bronght back into the Union by
measures instituted and consummated by
the Republican party, and it is certain,
also, that the South has been most liberally
«dealt with by the Republican party. As we
suggested a few days ago, it is probable
that the Southern States are upon the point
of dividing upon the great political issues of
the day, that they will not much longer vote
as one man, for it is manifestly for their in-
terest not to do so. There are several
States at this time which are very nearly
evenly divided politically, and some of these,
in our opinion, will soon act with the Re-
publican party. When this shall take place
the old animosities will soon disappear.

FIFTY PER C
The average well-informed man would

receive with doubt the statement that under

the present tariff one-half the imports of the

Uuited States are adwmitted free of duty.
Yet the statement, if not exactly true, is
very nearly so. At the Tribune Jubilee,
M 1, yr MeKinley stated that “‘the new tariff
gives us wider and freer trade than was
ever enjoyed under any other tariil law.”
The Trilune supports the statement with a
table showing the value of free and dutiable
goods imported during the five months

under the present tariff, for which there are
miplete returns. Following is the table:

tive e of free imports and dutiable im-
ports would be cobtained by subtracting this
amount from the dutiable list and adding it
to the free ist. We should then have $168,-
673,037 of dutiable imports against $157,-

,587 of free imports. The percentage of
free imports of the whole is 48.02. With

the increase in imports of sugar which will
naturally follow the removal of duties the
free imports at the present time must be
nearly or quite 50 per cent of the whole.
The tariff of 17589 placed import duties on
nearly everything. The object was to ob-
tain revevues. The tariff of 1833 increased
the free to about one-quarter of the
whole. Tue free articles were added to
from year to year until 1840, when
.iuy amounted to 42 per cent of the whole.
The protective tariff of 1842 reduced the
proportion of free imports to about one-
fitth. Under the revenue tariff enacted by
the Democrats in 184G the free imports were
never more than one-guarter of the en-
tire imports. We can imagine our free-trade
coutemporaries asking exultingly why if
one-hialf tree trade is good for the country,

list

entire free trade would not be better? The
(lh(‘\ll n, however, will not be asked seri-
ou The imporis on which duties are

levied include nearly everything produced
in large quantities in this country, while
the free imports are articles which we do
not produce at all, or in limited quantities
compared to the consumption. The vrin-
ciple of the present tariff is to tax imports
which come in competition with our own
industries and to admit goods free which we
do not produce.

IN OR OUT OF DEBT.

The comparative table prepared by the
Census Commissioner of tha mortgage in-
debtedness of Towa and Alabama 1s instruct-
ive. Both are agricuitural States, though
Alabama has lately fizured as a producer of
iron. The area of both is abott the same,
and the soil is about as good in the one as
in the other. If Alabama can produce col-
ton, which Towa cannot, Iowa ecan produove
more and better wheat than the Southern
State. Alabama Las the advantage over
Iowa of having entered the Uuion thirty
vears sooner: but Iowa has the much more
important advantage of baving been pee-
pled with a inore enterprising stock, and of
containing more of them. Notwithstanding
these analogies, whieh might have been ex-
peeted to lead to parallel results, the mort-
gage indebtedness of Iowa is about saven
times as large as that of Alabama—say
£200,000,000, as against $30,000,000. In both
caces about three-fourths of the indebted-
ness is on farm lands.

The diserepancy may in part, though not
altogether, be ascribed to the su 1or en-
terprise of the citizens of the Northern
State. In Iowa men of small means have
been in the habit of taking up and cultivat-
iuvg wore land than they could pay for, and
have borrowed money on bond and mort-
gage to pay for it. In Alabama there are
few small holdings, and it has not been easy
to borrow mouney on large plantations. In
Iowa for a score of years agents of Eastern
and European financial companies have
stood ready to lend moneyat8 or 10 per
cent on improved farm property. The same
class of lenders would. have nothing to do
with Alabama so long as the future rela-
tions of the two races remaiued unsettled.
Cotton-planters in the old days were famous
hands to borrow money. They are rather
more conservative to-day, having had a Dit-
ter experience of tlie agony of debt.

One cause of the heawmort.g_a.ge indebted-
ness of farm land in JTowa is the migration
which bhas been going on for years from
that State to Nebraska and Dakota. A very
large proportion ot the population of Iowa
has moved west within twenty years. To
raise money for the move and to stock
their new farms they have mortgaged—
when they could not sell—their holdings in
Iowa. DPerhaps half the farm mortgages of
the State were increased for this purpose.

There is a modern school of economists,
as we have heard, which holds that debt is
the true source of prosperity, and that we
can all grow rich by borrowing our neigh-
bors’ money. If so the financial situation
of Towa ought to bea source of envy in
Alabama.

MAY NOT DO.

Judge Pryor o! \'ew York has laid down
the law as it relstes to a physician and his
patients. Among the things the doctor may
do is to decline to treat a person unable to
pay his charge, and among those he may
not do is to neglect a patient for that or
any other reason. The case was an action
for damages for maltreatment, the defense
being that the patient was unable to pay.
A little law for physicians to regulate their
charges by would not come amiss. Bills
are now often made out according to the
financia) standing of the patient. No other
service is regulated in the same way. A
man seeking employment would not expect
a larger salary from a very rich man than
from cne with just means enough to keep
his credit good. Merchandise is sold for
what it is worth in the market, not for what
the purchaser is able to pay. It is urged in
defense of this loose system of regulating
charges that doctors do a good deal of work
for nothing. This is true, but not especi-
ally true of the class of doctors who upon
oceasion make out exorbitant bills, The
doctors that do work for nothing are mostly
those who are building up a practice. After
a practice is built up the patient who can
pay is pretty sure to be treated in prefer-
ence to one who cannot. But the point

the New York Judge makes is that if a |

physician takes a patient he must give that
patient Lis best skill and attention. If he
fails to do so the neglected patient may re-
cover reasonable damages.

TIME’'S CHANGES.

The New York Sun is curious to know
“ what would General Benjamin Harrison’s
grandfather have said, if that simple and
pious patriot eould, have looked out of his
log-cabin door as the Atzelan, the Coromado,
the New Zealand, the ldeal, and the Vacuna
rolled by, with the grandson at the tail of
the observation car making observations for
18922"

The contrast suggested is made ¢he more
forcible by the reminder that President
Harrison’s grapdfather used -to do his
traveling  on horseback. Between the soli-
tary horseman and the occupant of an ob-
servation car speeding through the country
at the rate of forty miles an hour thereis
nalf a century of time. There has been no
other half century like ft in the world’s
history. The horseman of 1841 was as
naturally on his horse as tne occupant of a
palace car in 1891 is in his car. There were
railroads long before the elder Harrison
was elected President. In 1832 the steam
engine was connecting cities in the older
States. In 1840, when Harrison was elected,
travel by railroad had become quite com-
mon. But Harrison had formed his habits
at an earlier day and had notlived in the
section of the eountry in which railroads
were the most generally used.

The Sun contrasts the simplicity of the
grandfather with the magoificence of the
grandson, to the disparagement of the lat-
ter. Doubtless if Williamm Henry Harrison
had lived half a century later and had en-
joved the distinction he enjoyed at his
earlier period he, too, would have taken hLis
ease in a palace car. Bat it is very doubtful
if William Henry would have acquitted
himself as well in nis intercourse with
people from all sections of the country as
his grandson does. Neither is there reason
to believe that the ‘“simple and pious
patriot ”” whom the Sun extols was a better
citizen or a better President than the de-
scendant who succeeds to the chair of state
after a lapse of nearly half a century,

EDITORIAL NOTES.,

Captain Solomon Jacobs of the fishing schooner
Brunhiida of Gloucester, Mass,, {3 just now draw-
ing the fire of the Canadian press for having
sailed off with an officer owing ajleglance o
Queen Victoria. The story is that Captain
Juacobs visited Fortune Bay, Newfoundiand, and
had takeu some heriing, but was stopped from
taking more by Commauder Sullivau of the cutter
Fiona, who Intimaled that a boud for §2000}must
be given as a guarauntee that the herring already
teken would be lauded in the United States,
According to the story the Gloucesier skipper
informed the Commander that he would bave to
£0 to St, Jacques in order to secure the bonds,
and an ofiicer was placed on his’schoon“r to ac-
company him tothat port. Insteadjof sailing for

St. Jacques, the schooner was headed for the
‘reneh port of St Pierre, Miquelon, where the
ofticer was landed. While some skippers regret

that anythiog should occur to mar the harmo-
ufous relatious between Newloundland aud tnis
country, it is stated that Captaln Jacobs bas good
ieasons for a disposition to take care of himself
te best way he can. While shoit of provisions
he once rescued a party of Canadians, and when
his miscion of mercy wis completed he failed to
seeure permission to purchase provisions to re-
place those consumed by the meu whose lives he
had preserved.

Superintendent of the Census Porter has given
some points on the wonderful progress of fhe
South during the last decade. The South now
produces as much coal, iron ore and pig-iron as
the entire United States proauced In 1870. The
output In the coal-producing States of the South
fn 1890 was more than twice the entire output to
biiuminous coal In the United States in 1860,
and nearly 2,000.000 more tons than the total
production of the United Staies in 1870, The
only one of these States producing pig-iron in
1860 and 1870 was Tennessee. The entire pro-
duction of those States in 1880 was 397,301
tons, which bad tn 1890 jpecreased to nearly
2,000,000 tons. The production of iron ore in
tbese Southern States now almost equals the total
production of the United States in 1870. Then
the whole country produced 3,163,820 tons,
whiie 10 1890 the produciion of the nine fron-ore
preducing States of the South was 2 917,52¢
tons. The South vroduces about three-fourths
of the world's eotion crop, but.ouly manufac-
tures abeut 7 or 8 per cent of what It ralses.
The agricultural products in 1889 were over
250,000,000 greater than in 1879, and the
value of the live stock was $117,000,000
greater. The railroads inereased from 20,612
miles in 1830 to 40,521 miles in 1889.

The eitrus fair now being held in the Chicago
Exposition Building attracts consider.ble atten-
tion and words of pralse are heard in all diree-
tions. The old exposition building, declares the
Inter Ocean, has never h id within its walls
such an exhibit as I¥ now shows in its mosques
and globes, its pyramid and Cleopatra needle, its
gravitly cars and orange-locked bays built up of
golden fruit. The south wing of the building
has been transformed ioto a temple of Pomona,
or garden of Hesperides, omitting the dragons,
where, instead of three golden apples, every-
thing, at the touch of some fruit Midas, has been
turved to tropic gold. California is now the
greatest fruit country in the world. It s esil-
mitea that California will ship this year from her
orange orchards over 3000 car-loads to the East
and lemous, raisius and figs by the ton. Indeed
the Italtan Minisier of Commerce, in a recent
report, stated that California can supply the
entire orange and lemon trade of the United
States. L

Efforts are being made In Germany to wrest
the telegraph and telephone monopoly from the
State, the way press dispatehes are handled hav-
ing drawn Lhe fire of the Liberals. It appears
that reports of speecbes in the Reiehstag have
been refused transmission over Government
wires when, perhaps, there was a single expres-
sion objectionable to persons in office, anda dis-
patclhies intended for (ransmission abroad are
scrutinized on the frontler and whole passages
excised therefrom. A bill recently prepared pro-
poses to give corporations and persons authority
to maintain local telegraph and telephone sys-
tems, and render the State system liable to the
payment of damages for dispatches illegally with-
held or thrown out.

The press of Austria is uewunx considerable
attention to Russia’s military movements, The
Pesther Lloyd is eredlted with baving come to
the concluslon that there are but two ways open
in the present situation, either an early declare
ation of war or a continuation of the present
agerandizement of armies. The entire south-
western froutier of Russia is now one vast mili-
tary camp, a force as large as the peace footing
of the German Army being represented as within
stilking distance of the Austrian border.

The sucecess of the telephione line between Lon-
don and Paris Is regarded as an almost certain
presage of what may soon be accomplished be-
tween poris on both sides of the Atlantie,
Though experiments tried on the Mackay-Ben-
nett cable were far from successful, better ra2-
sults are expected from experiments soon to be
made.

In relation to the appointment of two en-
gineers to inquire into the Seventh-avenue
Reservoir, which the Sprinz Valley Water
Company desires to build, William N, Her-
rin, attorney for the company, stated to the
committee that the company would guaran-
tee the payment of $500 toward the expense
of having engineers examine into the feasi-
bility of the scheme,

It was decided to report in favor of the
final passage of the resolution appointing
Engineers Marsden Manson and Greorge H.
Mendell to make the examination and an-
swer the quesltions propounded by the Su-
pervisors.

Adolph Sutro insisted that onte of the en-
gineers ba selected by the property-owners
interested, but the committee replied that
they could select a third engineer if they
wished and would pay him.

The application of the Grand Army of
the Republic for permiission to suspend a
banner across Market street advertising its
May-day festival was denied.

Action was postponed for two weeks on
tie application of Abner Doble and others
for a street railway franchise on Seventh
street extending into the Potrero. It was
explained bv William Hollis, one of the
projectors, that the Seventh- street portion
of the line would be run by horse-power,
and by eleetricity over other stireets, but
without overhead wires.

The committee decided to report in favor
of eleaning Bluxome street onte a month
until July 1st, and after that as  often as
re nired.

The County Surveyor was requested to
prepare a description of the lands that
would have to be taken for the extension of
Seventeenth street in a direct line and of
uniferm width from Patrk road to Stanyan
street; also to bound a distriet that would
have to be assessed for benefits and dam-
ages.
