President Harrison and party began the
task of sight-seeing in San Francisco yes-
terday, and it is safe to say th it they will
carry with them for many a year remem-
brances of the day and its events. The Presi-
dent in particular seemed to display trie
liveliest interest in all that he saw aid the
probabilities aro that he will go back to
.Washington with an enlarged idea of the
great city ofSan Francisco.

Whether reviewing the school-children,
examining the wonders ofl".he p^rk conserva-
tory, viewing the seals or inspecting the
troops at the Presidio, he preserved the
same remark. self-poise which seems to
characterize him at all times; but to those
*-|>o watched him closely itwas apparent
that nothing escaped his observation. The
buildings along the line of drive, the faevs
of the throngs that crowded about him, the
wonders of the park, the well-kept grounds
of tho- military reservation, eves -the street
pavements, seemed to come inby turns for a
share of bis attention, He spoke but little,
but his face was expressive of th.! impres-

sions made upon him, and the city will at
least lose nothing from his visit.

The day was all that|could be hoped for
\u25a0ad spoke volumes for "the glorious
.climate." A more enjoyable one in every
way could not, in fact, hive been made to
order, and the entire party referred in en-
thusiastic terms to the contrast to the cold
and slush of the East at this season, of the
year.

\u25a0 The day was one of which San Francisco
could well be proud and was a fitting begin-
ning of the series of attentions to be show-
ered upon the Presidential party.

HAPPY CHILDREN.

Their Opportunity to Welcome
the Nation's Chief.

Tan Hess Avenue Thronged 'WithPeople Who

Greet the President With Flowers,
Music and Cheers.

Tie Presidential par y was astir at an
early hour yesterday morning. Despite the
fact that he had been ke;;t up until after
midniirht, the President was aroused be-
times, and w,h?n heemerg'.d from his rooms
there was nothing in his appearance to Indi-
cate that anything had occurred to cause
him uneasin- -.

The reassuring reports as to the condition
of his sister which hid reached him before
he retired to rest had calmed hU feelings,
and to one of his party he remarked that he
had leated well. Before dressing, too, a
telegram had been handed to him signed :<y
the physician in attendance upon Mrs.
Eaton, and announcing that her condition
was not at all alarming. Itwas stated that
the accident was not nearly so serious as at
first anticipated, aud this hud relieved the
President's mind tn a great degree.

The result "as that when hu appeared in
the court-yard of the Palace Hotel, at a lew
minutes before 10 o'clock, leaning on tLe
arm of Mayor Sanderson, liis face was as
impassive as ever, and he passed to the car-
riaee which stood lv waiting, with an easy
step, lie was followed by Mrs. Harrison
and Colonel SargT, nho occupied seats in
the same conveyance.

TO SEE IUX PRESIDENT.
As might have been expected under the

circumstances, the court-yard was crowded
with people, all anxious to catch a glimpse
of the distinguished visitors, and it was
estimated that fully 1000 people of both
sexes and of all axes bad congregated about
the New Montgomery-street entrance.

There were also a hundred or more vehicle)

of various patterns drawn up about the ap-
proaches, and us the hour for the start
drew near some little impatience was man-
ifested as the moments slipped by.

On the whole, however, it was a good-
natured assemblage, and not an unfriendly
word was exchanged by those in waiting.
Even the truck-drivers who found the pass-
ageway blocked accepted the situation pleas-
antly, and made the best of it without a
word of protest.
Itwas close to the hour of ten when the

carriage containing the President, which
was drawn by four handsome bays, moved
(lowly out of the hotel entrance and turned
north upon Market street. The President- s.it facing his charming wife with his heavy
overcoat buttoned clostly about him, and he
gave not (he slightest heed to the shouts of
greeting that were showered upon him from

During the time occupied indriving from
the hotel in the junction of Van Ness ave-
nue with Market street, the latter thorough-
fare presented an animated appearance.
Every window was filled with eager faces,
while alone the sidewalks several thousand
people had congregated to view the Chief

Executive. There was no cheering and no
demonstration of enthusiasm displayed, but
tbe interest, was evidently none the less, and
every neck was curiously craned to catch a
glimpse of the party.

A DENSE THRONG.
When the carriages turned into Van Ness

avenue a remarkable spectacle was pre-
sented. From Hayes street to Pacific either
side of the wide avenue was literally alive
with humanity. Fully 50,000 at the lowest
calculation, including perhaps 35,000 school
children, were on hand, and a peifect sea of
faces greeted the President's gaze
as he cast his eyes down the
lone, receding lines. A large contingent
of police officers, under the direct command
of Chief Crowley were on the ground, and
it required their utmost exertions to main-
tain a space sufficiently wide in the middle
of the street toalow the carriages to pass.
Even this was barely sufficient, and as the
vast crowd swayed to and fro the entiie
thoroughfare was at times completely
choked with a striißClin?, jostling mass of
people-. \u25a0 Every flightof steps leading to the
various residences p.lnng t:>e entire lino of
march, had been given over to the littleones,
and tlieir origin and happy faces shone
radiantly from every nooK and corner where
it was possible far them to stow themselves
away. Ail were dressed for a holiday, and
itwas plainly apparent that every little tot

was on the tip-toe of expectancy to see a
real, live President.

No effort had been made to arrange them
•i classes, and the greater portion of them
wore accompanied by their "parents. These,
ofcourse, helped to swell trie vast gather-
ing, and there were in addition many older
persons whom mere curiosity had attracted
to see Hie interesting spectacle. T&e chil-
dren, however, were in tlie majority, and it
was plaiu to be seen that they were thor-
oughly Imbued with the ideatuat the show
was for them alone.

THE CHILDREN'S DAY.

Their teachers, it is true, were in the
crowd, but the latter were utterly powerless
to act hail there been need for their services.
Their scholars were widely scattered and
free from all restraint so far as school regu-
lations went. This they seemed to realize in
all its importance, end the glances of 111—
suppressed scorn darted at some week-day
tyrant expressed better than words the free-
dom which they felt.

When the Presidential carriage turned
slowly into Van Ness avenue and rolled
slowly forward some oue shouted, "lleie
they come!"

Immediately every eye «a* turned in
eag<T expectancy and cries of "Welcome"
welled up from thousands of youthful
throats. Twenty thousand svii!t<! liutiiker-
chiefs were waved aloft, the, President arose
to his feet ana bowed right and left, and
cheer after cheer rang jut. From all sides,
despite the indue restriction', young and
old, in their eagerness t>> get a nearer view
of Mr. Harrison, crowded in on his carriage,
and at one time itlooked as if lie would be
hemmed in completely. TUB way was easily
cleared, however, and the party proceeded
slowly along the line.

The long flight of steps leading up to the
entrance of St. Ignathis College was crowd-
ed to suffocation, There were at least 1200
people who had availed themselves of this
vantage point and in spite of their evident
discomfort they cheered as lustily as did
those who were not so badly hampered for
breathing room. The unfinished frame of
the new mercantile Library Building, too,
was black with people, and from their airy
perches they shouted down a welcome to the
Pi --Lieut.

"hail to toe chief."
in fr>nt of the Cmcnrdia Club was sta-

tioned a band, and as the party approached
the strains of "Hail to the Chief" agitated
the morning air. The President noted it
with a smile, and as be bowed his acknowl-
edgments, with hat in hand, they bailed
him with "Marching Through Georgia."

From all sides flowers were showered into
the carriage untilhe was almost buried from
6ight beneath a. wilderness of buds and blos-
soms. Atoue time it became necessary act-

uallv to bale the carriage out, but the Presi-
dent seemed to enter into the spirit of the
occasion ami enjoyed it apparently with alt
the zest of a boy.

As lie looked on the sturdy youngsters he
must have been reminded of ;ibright-eyed
little boy in Washlnuti n whom the world
knows as "Baby" UcKee, and his tender
regard for the attention ofthe littleones was,
no doubt, stimulated by the remembrance.

A PLEASAST INCIDENT.
Anincident occurred on the avenue, near

Washington street, which shows that the
President has a tender nature and can feel
for the little ones. A bright little chap, not
more than 7 years of ase, holding a bunch
of wildHewers in his hand, started from the
sidewalk toward the carriage in which rode
the President, and when within b few feet
of it caught sight ol a policeman. He
stopped suddenly, fur he was evidently im-
bued with the idea that the official in blue
would call to him to back to tlic sidewalk.
Alook of disappointment was noticeable
on the face of the little one, who had no
doubt made up his mind that he would
band his floral offering, simple a" itwas, to
the distinguished visitor, and fora moment
his previously bright countenance gave
signs of coming tears. Just at that raamaat
President Harrison, who had caught sight
of him and took in the situation at a glance,
leaned over the sid« of the barouche,
stretched out his right arm, beckoned to the
little fellow, who rushed forward as fast as
bis little legs would uerinit and handed the
flowers to the one for whom they were in-
tended. The recipient waived his hand In
acknowledgment and smiled upon the little
one, who, with pleasure depicted on his
features, returned to His waiting mother.
This act, witnessed by the many who were
on the sidewalk, was loudly applauded.

SMILING AND BOWING.
And so the President passed along tbn

line, smiling and bowing as tie went, until
Pacific street was reached, wlieii Jits car-
riage was turned about, and again he was
driven between the two dense lines of :peo-
ple. Cheers and waving handkerchiefs
greeted him again, and as he turned up
Golden Gate avenue and was whirled away
toward the park he was followed for blocks
by the eyes of curious thousands, and the
noise of cheers was borne to his ears until
he passed out of hearing.

Keluctantly the children turned their faces
homeward, and 'soon, so far as Van Ness
avenue was concerned, the children's recep-
tion was nothing but a remembrance.

Inconnection with the history of California, ItIs
.1curious fact that the parly navigators, sir Krancls
Drake, CabrlUo and others, for two c tnturles sailed
by the bay of San Francisco wlthuut discovering li-
lt was left to an overland expedition, undertaken
In the year 1769 by the Franciscan Fathers from
Han Diego, to discover the hay ot San Francisco,
which they tirst supposed to he an inland lake, but
tile entrance to the. bay rrom the ocean, or tue
Uoldcu Uate. was not discovered until four years
later on December 4.1774, by another expedition
sent out from Monterey by .'unlpero gerra, tbe
father or allthe mtsalous ofCalifornia.
