Mrs. Harrison Will Give the Signal to Start
the Vessel Down the Ways, and Misa

Gunn WillChristen Her.

A large force of men was engaged yesterday
afternoon about Slip 3 at the Union Iron
Works, where the new armored coast.derense
vessel, Monterey, has been built, making prep-
arations for the launch, which will take place
this afternoon, and for the accommodation of
tbe distinguished party which will take part
Id it.

James Dickie, superintendent of sulp-bullding
at the iron works, is authoiity for the statement
that the launch will take place at 4:22 o'clock,
that being the lime of extreme high water, and
not 4:30 o'clock, as stated Inthe Invllatlons.

At piex'iit the Monterey Is resting on the keel
blocks and bilge shores in the slip where she
was bum. Each of the keel blocks bears a
weight of nbout twenty tons aud withlew ex-
ceptions all are warped or split wltb the con-
tinued pressure on them.

WOKKHEN FIXI2TG THK WAYS.

Yesterday alterooou workmen fixed (he ways
forIlie launching. These consist or a stiles of
lung timbers called "ground" ways, wulcii art

permanent aud extend underneath the vessel for
her whole length and out into deep water. On
top or these are placed lengths of timber called
the slidingways." havinga cradle at either cud on
which lhe ship ivnti.

Both ways aie covered with two coats of tal-
low,and when that hardens a coat of soft soap
is applied, so thai when the last shore doe Is
knocked tli«- eliding ways on which the vossel
rests willslide smoothly dowu the ground ways
and deposit lhe latest addition to the American
navy InIhe waters of the bay.

The first ilitug this afternoon all the keel
blocks will be split away and ibe bilge sbores
will be taken away.

About midships of the vessel two
stout limu-rs are boiled, one to the lower or
ground way and another to tbe upper or slidiug
ways on ellher side.

MEW MEXICO FARMS.

Census Bulletin on the Subject of Irrigation
and Cultivation.

Washington, April27.— A census bulletin on
the subject of Irrigation In Mew Mexico shows
that lvthat Territory there are 3085 farms Irri-
gated out of a total of 4174, not Including those
of Ihe Pueblo Indians. The average hist cost of
water right Is$5 58 per acre, aud the cost of
land, cost or prepariug it for cultivation, etc..
brings the average cost to farmers to $18 54
per acre. The estimated present value ol the
Irrigated farms. Including Improvements, aver-
ages $50 \u25a0.'-! per acr . showing an apparent
profit, less con of buildings, of $32 44 per acre.
Comparing the average annual expense for
water at $1 54 per acre with the average an-
nual value of the productions, which Is $12 80
per acre, itappears that the average annual re-
turn per acre Is $11 SMS. Two per cent of the
farmers own over one-fifth of tue productive
land, including uon-lrrlgated areas.
