Condition of the Union Pacific—
Civil

Service Reform Movement

The Union Pacific
Issued its annual report today. Itis not as
unfavorable as expected, the deficit lor the
whole system being only 8275,000. This loss,
President Dillon says, due to trie large in-
crease in the operating expenses, i.i in part
accounted fir by the fact that a larger
amount of freight vras moved at lower rates
in 1890 than in 1889. The mileage of the
Union Pacific was increased January 1,1890,
by tin- addition of a number of lines, bring
tug itup to 8075 miles. On this the gross
earnings were $44,538,000, an increase of
83,597,000; the net earnings were $12,3:59,000,
» decease of 51.354.000; the total income was
813.00,000,8 decrease of 8930,000; the total
expenditures were $13,690,000, an Increase
of 5320,000. The proceeds of land sales sub-
ject 10 this mortgage will be sufficient
eventually to retire all the bonds and leave
a surplus to the com van of $3,250,000. The
net decrease in the Union Pacific Company's
funded debt for the year is 88,122,000. he
balance to the credit of the income account,
December 31, 1890, was $9,474,000, against
£7,714.000 the previous year. The. net flo.t-
lue debt I*96,875,000, anincrease of £2,385,000
over the year before, •

Atthe Union Pacific stockholders' meet-
ing to-day it was voted toapprove the com-
pany's acquisition of 813.250.000 Union Pa-
cine, Den and Gulf Railroad Company
stock, $7,180,000 of consolidated mortgage
bunds of this company, $3,265,000 of the
Oregon Short Line and Ltali Northern 5 per
cent bonds, and collateral trust bonds of the

• same company lor $4,759,000, and minor
securities. The stockholders then voted to

\u25a0approve all the Directors' acts and to annul
and declare ultra vires the famous Rock
Island and St. Paul bridge contract with the
Union Pacific, which itwas declared never
lias been admitted to the Board of Directors
of the company or to the Government Di-
rectors. Tne guarantee of $13 000,000 of the
Oregon Short Line and Utah Northern 5 per
cent bonds was approved.

Jay Gould's mortgage
'

scheme was
adopted. It provides that the Directors
should issue a collateral trust mortgage on
any securities in the treasury to pay the
floating debt or for any other purpose. The
vote did not name any specific securities or
the amount of the mortgage. This mort-
gage illbe drawn for $25,000,000, and will
be secured by several of the best class of
auxiliary companies' bonds bearing 5 per
cent. The chief purpose of the collateral
Boat mortgage Is to fund the floating debt,

which admittedly amounts to upward of
112,000,000. The securities taken up by the
mortgages are those of the Union Pacific.
Denvi-r and Gulf, and Oregon Short Line
and Oregon Improvement Company. Mr.
Gould willtake 50,000,000 of the bonds.

The following ofßc-rs were elected: Pres-
ident, Sidney Dillon; Vice-President, S. li.
Clark; cond Vice-President, G. M.Lane:
Controller, Oliver \V. Winki; Treasurer,
G. Harris; Secretary, Alexander Miller. Jn
adjourning the meeting, President Dillon
said: "Daring the few years Ihare left to
stay in the world Ihope to see the Union
Paclfi'- prosper, and if with my feeble voice
and health 1can make it Iwill. During
the past year something lias been the mat-
ter; Ican't say exactly what. With dry
weather and poor crop?, the road has been
likea man cut inhalves and one has been
trying to do the work of two. 'Ithink, with
tin- present outlook for larcn crops, the road
will show large earnings this year."

Jay Gould, inan interview, said the pro-
posed new collateral trust 5-per-cent mort-
gages willbe limited to 325,000,000, but not
more than $10,000,000 will bo issued now.
Itmay not be necessary to make any stock
binds with the issue, as the Union Pacific
credit is improving rapidly. "We ought to
realize $9,000,000 cash from these bonds.
We cannot, under the law, mortgage the
main line to Omaha, but the new bonds will
cover the Kansas Pacific main line to Kan-
sas City, a.i well as the Kansas Pacific sys-
tem and Denver Pacific. Itwill ultimately
become a first mortgage on the Kansas Pa-
cific main line. Itwillalso be secured by
Uulon Pacific, Denver and Gulf Consoli-
dated 5-per-cent bonds, by Oregon Short
Line and Utah Northern Consolidated per-
cent bond* aud the collateral trust 6-per-
cent bonds, as well as by other bonds in our
assets. Of course Ishall take some of the
bonds. Ido not know better security." .
