SEA AND SHORE.

Tlie Steamer Emily Sails With a
Non-Union Crew.

Queer Musical Instruments— HowGerman Sail-
ors Enjoy themselves— Stopped the

Ball With His Nose.

The fine weather yesterday brought out
more than the usual crowd ol water-front
Tlsitors, and the street fakirs, Including the
blind negro with his tambourine, drew
large crowds. The water-front preachers

were there, as usual, but were not molested,
as the hoodlums found plenty of attractions
elsewhere.

1 Travel across the bay was heavy, several
thousands going to the picnic at Glen Ellen.-
For the first time since she has been afloat
the big ferry steamer Ukiah was fairly
crowded with passengers, nud the gates bad

( to be shut to prevent any more going on
board.

The crowd at the ferry was tremendous
and kept the ticket-sellers on a jump; tbo
waiting-rooms were jammed, and thousands
had to wait outside until the crowd within
bad gone on board.

A NOVEL ORCHESTRA.
Crowds of people thronged the wharf at

Green street most ofthe day and were highly
entertained by the musical efforts of the
crew of the German ship C. 11. Watjens.
The Watjens is the only merchant ship in
the harbor that has a band on board, and
some of the instruments would make a for-
tune for their owners if placed on exhibi-
tion. Mast of them were made on board,
and a great deal of ingenuity was displayed
in their manufacture.

The bass-drum, for instance, consists of a
cask, with heads of canvas, painted in fan-
tastic colors; the tambourine, made of a
hoop, also has a canvas head; for a triangle
a bar of steel, bent into tho required shape,
serves the purpose; strings for the big bass
viol are made fro martin; the flute and
piccolo are made from bamboo, and the
snare-drum was created from a small copper
vessel with leather heads. In addition to
the above-named instruments are two ac-
cordeons and a jewsharp.

Early in the day several ke^s of beer were
provided and, after the crew had linisbed
washing their clothes and hung them out to
dry, they settled down to enjoy themselves.
Judging by the vast amount of noise they
made and the quantity of beer they dis-
posed of they were quite successful. The
marine concert coucluded by the entire
crew of twenty-four meta singing

Wacht am Kheiti" with orchestral ace in-
payment. The performance was loudly
cheered by the large crowd on the dock.

The Watjens is the ship that sprung her
mainmast in tho English Channel while no
the passage to ban Francisco. and put into
Plymouth for repairs. The captain* and
crew are proud of the line vessel, especially
as she was built entirely in Germany of Ger-
man material.

A OX-UN"IOV CKEW.
Tlio steam schooner Emily went to sea

about 2 o'clock yesterday afternoon with a
crew of non-union men. Early in the morn-
ing Captain Robinson applied at the -North
Harbor Station for police protection, saying
that Lombard-street Wharf, where the ves-
se! was lying, was crowded with members of
tiie seamen's union, and he was afraid they
would board the schooner and take his men
away by force.

The Captain
made several trips to the station afterward,
and at last Captain Dunleavy went down to
the vessel hiui-elf but found everything
quiet on the dock, and not a single anion
man in sight. Just before the steamer left
'.he second mate picked up his clothes and
came ashore, giving as his reasons that be
did not want to go to sea witha crew Dot
otic of whom ci old steer.

It was stated that when ibe ve?sel returns
she will be libeled by the six men who
formed her crew on the last trip. The men
claim that they have t:;l60 coming to each
of them, which the captain refused to pay,
and also that they were worked overtime
for which they also received no pay.

LIGHT FROM DARKNESS.
Marvelous Optical Surgery Gives Sight

to a Blind Child.
Colorado Springs, April22.— 80rn with

her eyelids firmlyclosed, yet. able to an ex-
tent to distinguish between bright light and
total darkness, six-year-old Myrtle Ili^bee
of Denver yesterday underwent a marvelous
operation in optical surgery at the State
School for the Deaf and Blind here. After
administering ah anaesthetic the surgeons
carefully dissected her eyelids, parting them
witha scalpel and forceps until the eyeball
was reached. It was found then that the
eye was turned very much inward. The
cornea was slightly opaque and flattened.

The eyelid was firmlyadhered to the sur-
face of the eyeball by fibers of connective
tissue, and these had to be cut one at a time
until the eyelid could be turned back. As
the little patient began to show signs of
heart failure from the anaesthetic it was de-
cided not to operate upou the left eye; so
thelitis of the right eye were hound back
with sutures and bandages applied.
Iffurther adhesion can bo prevented the

child has a very favorable chance of getting
much more light, probably enough so that
she willbe able to distinguish the larger ob-
jects and cau avoid running into them, lt
willbe ten days or two weeks before the
operation on the other eye can be performed,
and it will be a week or more before the
value of the last operation is fullydeter-
mined, but so far it is a thorough success.—
