Retrospective,

Looking over a record of voeal music ren-
dered at the exercises of Mills Seminary,
from 1874 to 1820, just issued by Mr. Alfred
J. Kelleher, we came across three names of
pupils that have becomg conspicuous in the
eyes of the public—Miss Emma Wixom (now
Emma Nevada), Miss Grace E. Plaisted, and
Miss Mary (unow Marie) Barnard. Miss
Wixom’s first venture was at the commence-
ment of 1574, with Mayer’s piano solo, *“Das
Sehlafende Kinde”; her next was in 1875,
with a fellow-scholar, Miss Spencer, ana the
music-master, Mr. Kelleher, in Bellini’s trio,
“Angiol di Pace.” Since then Miss Wixom
Las delighted European audiences by her
singing, and is still pursuing a successful
lyric career. Miss Grace E. Plaisted began
in 1876, with the Leslie trin, “ Memory,”
then we find her singing the “L’Ardita” solo,
and grown more ambitious subsequently,
selections from Bellini's ** Norma,” includ-
ing the *Casia Diva,” The most preten-
tious effort of this young lady before the gen-
eral public was an operatie tour through the
Australian eolonies, with Miss Emilie Mel-
ville. Miss Plaisted was highly appreciated
and cordially treated by the colonials, She
returned some years ago, and not much bas
been heard from her since, She does not
care to sing in publie unless the opoortuntty
offered be an eligible one. Miss Mary Bar-
vard makes her appearance on the cnlh-pe
platform Deecember 13, 1880, in Lucantoni’s

A Shakespearean Investigation.

Dramatic Editor Call: In your issue of
Sunday, May 3d, you say that it may be
suggested that Mr. Duarrell is straining a
point in his make-up. Shakespeare had no
reputation as an actor or speaker. It is of
record that the only eharacier of the many
in his piays which he personated was old
Adam in *As You Like It.” Ian extenua-
tion of my venture I should like to say that
as far as [ can learn we have no aathentic
record of Shakespeare, not even that he
was the author of the plays eredited to him,
and as to his reputation as ap actor it must
be borne in mind that in his age the actor
was a dezraded personage, and he who
cared so little for fame that he left no trace
which could prove his Jife-work his would
certainly not leave evidence of what was
then cousidered notoriety.

The record of his representation of Adam,
so far as I can learn, was from the reiter-
ated boasting of his brother, which by some
commentators is accounted doubtful.

TWO COMMENTATORS,

I beg leave to quote from two commenta-
tors. Dowden says that “‘in the acecunt of
the Treasurer of the Chamber-London, we
learn that Shakespeare appeared twice with
DBurbadge as a member of the Lora Cham-
berlain’s players before the Queen in Christ-
mas time, 1583 ”—also in 1592 he is spoken of
as a suceessful actor and author,

F. G. Fleay says that Shakespeare prob-
ably joinmed the playersin 1587, and in 1591
was a member of Lord Strange’s company,
who played *Two Gentlemen of Verona.”

In 1592, Greene A. Fullow, dramatist,
jealous of Shakespeare’s growing popularity,
1ssued a manuseript directed against a com-
pany of players * Burs, puppets, antics,
apes, grooms, among whom is an upstart
crow, a Johannus Factotuw, a shake-scene
who supposes be can bombast out a blank
verse.”

Fleay says: * This was probably directed
against Shakespeare and Lord Strange's
pluyers, for whom he (Shakespeare) was
then writing and with whom he was then
playing.”

In 1593 Lord Strange died, and the com-
pany found a new patron in Lord Hunsdon,
the Chamberlain.

The Chawmberlain’s players, under Shake-

speare & Burbage, reopened the old ‘the-
ater’ where, in 1594, they enacted *‘litus
Andronicus” and “Henry VL”

Until the establishment of the Chamber-
lain company Shakespeare had been an
actor, gradually rising in the esteem of bis
fellows, But henceforward he takes bis
place as one of the chief actors in the princi-
pal company of London, acting in a licensed
theater.

S?akvsoeare retired from the stage about
1610,

Yet, with all this evidenoce of Shake-
speare as a player, it is not recorded that
he played any character in his own vlays;
neither can 1find any record that he did
not; but certain it is that he was a member
of at least onme company which enacted
many of them, if the statements of these
commentators are true, and I am of opinion
that their authority is as certain as any, at
least that supposed boast of his brother.

CLERK BROAD'S TRIAL.

Cominissioner Schmitt’s Denial
of a Charge of Prejudice.

At the meeting of the Board of Fire Com-
missioners yesterday it was decided to in-
form the Auditor that the Fire Depaitment
would require $336,800 for its maintenance
during the coming fiscal year. This esti-
mate is made up as follows: Salaries $376,-
800, rupning expenses $100,000, material
£60,000,

Andrew Jackson Clanie appeared as the
attorney for Charles P. Broad, clerk of the
Corporation Yard, who is charged with
negleet of duty. One week’s continuance
was asked but denied.

The attorney bad many objections to
enter, First, he objected to the charges be-
eause they had not been sigued by Chief
Scannell. Then he filed a protest against
Maurice Sechimitt sitting as a Commlissioner
during the trial on the ground that he is
prejudiced. An affidavit sworn to by Broad
set forth that Schmitt was maliciously
biased and had already made up his mind;
that Sehmitt had stated it would wmake no
difference what testimony is introduced;
that Broad was to be * broken,” and that
his sneeessor had been selected.

Schinitt declared that he was not preju-
diced in the case, but Clunie continned that
it was not propsr for Sehmitt to sit in the
board daring the trial, wheréupon the latter
exclaimed, * You can’t paut me out.””

Commissioner Ames poured oil on the
troubled waters, **I’ve heard some rumors,”
said he, *“that the Broad ecase had been
‘fixed” and his successor named. I have
investigated and discovered that the rumor
hias no foundation. The ease bas not been
fixed ana Broad’s successor has not been
named. There is some mistake about the
matter. I an satisfied that no combination
to oust Broad exists.”

Chaseman Newman aroused Schmitl's ire
by declaring: *“If an aflidavit was filed
stating that I was prejudicad I would not sit
during the trial.”

“fam not prejudiced !” shouted Schmitt,
and with this the trial proceeded.

Aeting Chief Engineer Sullivan testified
that he suspended Broad on the morning of
March 18th for being fifteen minutes late.
He had frequently reprimanded Broad for
being late, as it was necessary tor the
clerk to be on duty at 8 o’clock to take
charge of the floor.

Cross-examined by the attorney, Sullivan
denied that there had been trouble at the
vard over harness purchased from Hart, a
brother-in-law of Schunitt.

Clunie said he proposed to show that the
charges against Droad were the result of
spite work, but he did not show that such
was the case.

Sullivan went on to state that he had
been very lenient with Broad and had ex-
cused bim from duty several times. On
one occasion Broad went off for a dav and
a haif in order to visit Chris Bueckley’s
ranch.

Half a dozen men employed at the eorpo-
ration yard were called as witnesses for the
defense, but their testimony had mo special
beuring on the case, and the further hearing
was then continued until Saturday.

PERJURY SOMEWHERE.

Lively Contradictions in a Case of Rob-
bery.

William Daly and Jerry Barry were exe
amined yesterday on a charge of having
robbed Cornel.us Kelly, who lives on Fif-
teenth avenue, of a wateh and chain,
There was a lively triangular swearing
match between membersof the Kelly family.
