"TRAPS FOX YOUNG MEN."

Jtev. Dr. I-eeeirs Sermon on the Social
El il*of the I>mt.

The subject of Rev. Dr. S. V. Leech's ser-
mon at Howard-street Methodist Episcopal
("lunch last night was "Traps for Young

Men." the first of which to be considered
was the popular hall-room.

"Bound dances," he said, "have resulted
in tlie moral wreck of thousands of young
men and women, and the ball-room is the
chief gateway through which innocent
young men pass to careers of professional
"shame." The reverend gentleman said that
there are people in his church who dance,

lint that dancing would no more assimilate
v. ith deea piety than oil would mix with
water.

Ti:e card-table was mentioned as tha sec-
< r.d dangerous trap. Playing for amuse-
inentwith cards naturally leads to playing
for pain. Tiie card-table has been the fatal
mirage that has led many men into the de-
nial svvatnpof dishonesty and financial ruin
and has led thousands to fraud, forgery.

Theatrical performances were also con-
demned by Hr.Leech, who considered many

caters nurseries oi social impurity in
front of which might be fitly nailed tha
s.'ij, "Tins is the vayto the pit." The
theaters of this city, he continued, that
magnetize ibe largest number of young men
•are those that maintain plays like
"Camiile," "The Black Crook" and

Trench -<pv," iv which the actresses re-
semble Eve in the amount of apparel worn.
Young men gravitHte to this graJe of
theater as naturally as vultures gather übuut
a crease.

••You might as well talk of a healthy
hospital," he added, as of a pure theater.
While many excellent people visit theaters
itis a notorious truth that yon rami. Ifindja
male masher, a female flirt, a polished rake,
a debauched jambier, a painted courtesan
or a powdered cyprian who does not patron-
ize the theater, which is one of the broad
revenues to peidition. Eternity only will
demonstrate what the {heater is doing in
destroying the morals of young men and

The Claims of the New Buildingland

Irged by Ur. Gray.

The Rev. Dr. Johu Gray idea power-
ful appeal to the congregation of the Church
of the Advent on behalf of the new church
building fund at the Metropolitan Temple
last PV^r.iiicrlast evening.

Prefacing his address by a description of
the first Christian church by St. Peter on
the Day of Pentecost, Dr. Gray said: "This
was typical of the ordinary Christian
church. Itwas characterized by unanimity
of feeling— l will not say by unanimity of
thought. On this festival we ought to ask,
'Are wemembers of the apostolic church?
Are we characterized by that unanimity of
feeling?' IUnanimity of feeling willresult
in unanimity of action."

The pieacher then dwelt on the necessity
of some sacrifice on the part of each member
cl the church, with the object of putting up

worth/ church building. "It is impossi-

b'e," he went on, "to build an edifice such
as we ought to have at once. It, therefore,
becomes us to proceed with a reasonable,
ctireful prudence. Ifyou build a permanent
church itmust be built of solid materials; it
must be built to last 100 years. Don't expect
unanimity of thought You will never get
people to agree on a plan."

Dr. Gray announced that §7000 had al-
ready been subscribed, and expressed his
feeling that the raising of the necessary
Slo.bOu was due to the generous giftof the
building site. He wanted to encourage the
p'cple of the parish who could only give a
little to give a little more. He want* the
members of the church to take 400 mile
boxes for the building of the church and to
pledge themselves that each contaius at

"This is the only legitimate means of
building a church," he concluded. "Ibe-
lieve in entertainments. Ibelieve in them
for young people. Ibelieve inpleasure.
HutIbelieve the Church of God should be
built on a legitimate principle, and this is a
Irgitimate principle. Ihope that the build-
ing of this new church will not be carried
_ut upon what Imay call the barter of
pleasure."

MODJEK-ti CRITICISM..

Did the Sun Stand Still?— Joshua Dis-
credited.

At Trinity Church last evening Rev. J.
Sanders Peed delivered his seventh lecture
in a series on "Modern Criticism and An-
cient Revelation." The attendance was
large and tbe speaker held the close atten-
tion of his audience from the text to the
closing sentence of a most interesting and
instructive discourse.

Dr. Peed read that portion of the tenth
chapter of Joshua relating to his command
to the sun and moon to stand still while heproceeded to annihilate bis enemies.

The lecturer then attempted to prove the
utter fallacy of such a fact, and at the same
limn to show what modern investigation and
inquiry had done toward enlightening tlie
mind on the strange stories recorded in the
Holy Scriptures.

In the course of his remarks to this end
he said: "A few hundred years age, when
the Ptolemic system of the universe ob-
tained and the earth was deemed the sta-
tionary center of the heavens, no one
doubted that the sun and moon had actually
stood still on this occasion.

"Justin the Martyr, who flourished about
the middle of the second century, reminds
Tryphosa the Jew in his 'Dialogue' that his
fathers bad seen the sun stand still in the
heavens by the order of that man whose
name was Joshua, and not go down for
thirty-six hours. All theologians and schol-
ars, however, are by no means agreed that
the earth ceased to rotate on its axis at the
command of Joshua."

The speaker then entered into a longcon-
sideration of the question from a scientific
standpoint, and told of what must necessa-
rilyresult from such a stoppage.

"FOOLS OF THE BIBLE."

An Act of Providence Checks Rev. J. Q.
A. Henry* Series.

Rev. J. Q. A. Henry, pastor of the First
Baptist Church, made a brief apology to his
congregation last night for failing to de-
liver the eleventh sermon in the series of

tor, "Ihave been preaching on this fearful
nnd distasteful subject until Ialmost feel
thatI.in one of the fools myself. Iprayed
lor strength to complete the series, but last
J*iiday Ilost the notes of the sermon Ihad !

unable to find them. This Iconsider an in-
timation of providence that Iwas not to
preach on the fearful subject to-night."

So itcame to pass that the pastor chose a
more agreeable subject for his discourse.
He selected his text from Peter 1. Bth
and 9th. Character, he argued., is the
medium of every man's enjoyment here and
hereafter. People are not inclined to take
this view. Few realize that joys must
spring from within pud not from without.

He said that without the necessary spir-
itual feeling and belief the richest cannot
have as much enjoyment in life as the most
humble and poor who posses the proper
Christian spirit. ___

pied the pulpit of Calvary Church last even-
ing. His subject, taken from the words In
John 14:ix,was "The Fatherhood as Seen
in Jesus." His discourse was simple yet
effective in dealing with the important
theme ... bow the present believers can see
the Father as well ifnot better than the
early disciples who walked and talked with
tlie great teacher. His illustrations were
drawn trom wide ranges of nature and art
an ithe application was brief yet fervent.

LARGE SHARKS.

A Captain's Experience on the

West Coast of Africa.

""Where did Isee the biggest shark?"
"Well.ihave seen .- me pretty big fellows
in several parts of the world, but the
largest 1think was down on the coast of
Africa.

"We were lyingat a .null place on what
is known as the Slave Coast, on the Bight

of Benin, and sharks there are as plentiful
a? herrings ina school. They willbite, too,

at anything from a chunk of coal to a fat
native.

"One day a boat from a French coaster
was going ashore when, by some means or

other, the frailcraft capsized D- the crew
of poor men were thrown into the surf. Out
of the four only one escaped alive, although
another poor fellow was tucked up by a
boat from our vessel. As it was in the water
at the time, and tho accident occurred not
over fiftyyards from our anchorage, it did
not rake long to reach the spot where the
capsized boat was floating." The speaker
was Captain Taylor, a big sun-burned
American who has spent several years on
the African coast. Continuing his story he
said that the boat picked up one man and
then rowed over to where a adman was
swimming. The men succeeded ivgrasping
the poor fellow by the aim-, bat as they
were in the act of liftinghim into the boat
a monstrous shark sei/.ed the unfortunate
sailor by the middle, bit him clean in two,
and disappeared with the lower portion of
tbe man's body.

"Inside of twominutes the same big man-
eater came close alongside the boat again,
and Isucceed* in planting an explosive
bullet in his head. lon ought to have seen
the fuss he nude. He very nearly cap-
sized us, but we reached the side of tue
vessel in safety and the rescued man and
tlie crew climbed on board.

"Next morning the carcass of the big man-
eater was iouud on the beach, and meas-
ured leet G inches .... it yvas as big
around as a water-butt The natives cut
him up, and in the st . mach was found the
missing portions of the man's body. The
other two men were eaten by the sharks
before the boat could reach them."

What did the natives do with the car-
cass? Why. they ate it, and the least lasted
over a week.'

OLD PEOPLE'S HOME.

Laying the Coraer-Slone of a New

Jewish Shelter.

ALarge Concourse Attends the Ceremonies—
S. W. Levy's Address-A Substantial

Structure to Be Built.

Yesterday morning a large concourse of
Hebrew citizens witnessed the interesting
ceremonies of the laying of the corner-stone
of the Old People's Home, at the corner
of Mission street and Silver avenue. Itis
to be a branch of the present Orphan Asy-

lum and Heme on Devisadcro street, and
when completed will he occupied exclu-
sively by the old people, ahile ilia orphans
will remain in possession of tho present
asylum.

Both institutions are conducted and main-
tained by the Pacific Hebrew Orphan Asy-
lum nnd Home Society, under whose aus-
pices yesterday's ceremonies took place.
The home willstand on a tract belonging
to the society of over eleven acres, of which
a plat 200x600 feet area specially dedicated
to its use. The building, which will be
pushed forward as rapidly as possible, will
be handsome, commodious and substantial,
and willcost iv the neighborhood oi 190,000.

The exercises, which began at 11o'clock,
were simple in character, but remarkably
impressive. Rev, Dr. Yidaver first read a
selection from the holy Scriptures, alter
which S. W. Levy, President of the society,
made tbe followlog touching and forcible
address:

desolation of Impoverished old age, homeless,
friendless, comp&ntoDless alid hopeless, wrings

benevolent society. 1have frequently had occa-
sion to say lbat iomaintain the old, even at in -tr
humble and sometimes comfortless homes, with
those Willi whom they have been accustomed to
dwell. is lar belter than lo provide for them a
fat moie luxurious home In which they meet
onlystranceis in misfortune.

Tor many years past this society has con-
ttibuied m this way to the support aud mainten-
ance of the ag'd of out faith In their own homes.

We rsi made an allowance <«i |150pei month
to be Uevoied to this » nrpose, but soon Increased
thai amount to$300 pet month, Ibis sum has
been apportioned amung a large number of our
indigent a._ed auglug from $]v to $35 per

charged by a society recently otgaulzed m tin's
city.

Hut now that the time has come for the estab-
lishment ol libs crownmg endowment of onr
beneficent society, 1 feel deeply the duty devolv-ina upon us ofconsecrating .1 as the abode ofpeace, cheerfulness aud contentment

Lei us, therefore, here and now. one and all,
register nut solemn vow thai as our Hebrew
Orphan Asylum i..is become famous throughout
the land as a place where children are not
treated as orphan, ,'ubslstiuc on charity, but as
child ien eujoyliikIhe rightfulprivileges ofa homo
that this, our Home for Aged Israelii***,shall be
to them Indeed a home, and not a more abiding
place, a shelter, asylum, maintained as a
charity.

I'llhave you understand that I'm too
flyfor yea. Here's _..;, arid you'll not get
a cent more."

Saying this he threw the money on the
desk, and glared at the liveryman withha-
tred in his eye. No one answered him,
however, and then he demanded a receipt.
it was given him in silence, he left the office
banging the door after him, and then the
liveryman chuckled. Then he laughed.
Then he roared. His scheme was a suc-
cess, and the bill was paid.
