LUNING ESTATE BOXNDS.

Their Purchase Was in Good Faith and
They Are Not Assessable.

Dnring the months of Jaouary and Feb-
ruary of this year scmething over $2,000,000
was collected by the Nicholas Luning estate
on overdue notes and immediately invested
in United States bonds upon the order cf
the Probate Court. Assessor Siebe was a
little in doubt about the transaction and
thought possibly it was done to evade taxa-
tion. He accordingly asked County Attor-
pey Durst’s advice on the subjeet.

Mr. Durst replied that any person is war-
ranted in investing his funds in United States
bonds ten days or ten months prior to the
State tax levy. His motive may be to avail
himself of exemption from State taxation;
butif he has made the purchase in good faith
as an investment, and not merely as a ruse
to tide over the day of the State tax levy,
his action is not in fraud of the revenue
laws of the State.

To say he cannot so invest is to attack the
fiscal policy and paramount sovereignty of
the National Government. The bonds can-
not be assessed.
