named Howard was arrested for selling

liquor on Sunday. Howard was fined and
refused to pay his fine. It is said he was
advised by Comegys to resist arrest, which
he did, finally being placed in jail,however.
Marshal Manning then tried to arrest
Comecys, who drew a revolver. The Mar-
shal and deputies also drew revolvers and
fired several shots, one of which struck a
bystander named Ballou in the leg and
breaking bota bones.

Wilder was the only
one who took measures to nave troops in readi-
ness for duty la the case of an attack ou the
J;il ,sud he did so from a remark Lie overhead
Colonel Compton make. The mob stole their
pistols from Wildei's quaiters, and Corporal
Arnold gave out lite carbines from Hatfield's
barracks. Arnold then broke the rack to con-
ceal M*work. It n.i« been brought out that the
»oldier« told Captain SmiiU's two little bays that
they were koiuc to lynch Hunt, but their father
thought nothing or it. The men wnu were to
compose the mob weie selected bya wan going

\u25a0 round and placing on the back of each soldier
a paper a-klug, "Will you lynchHunt? Dou"t
look around."

The feature of the day's testimony was that of
James Casey, a saloon-keener and ex-soldier.
Ou Hie ulgnt'of the lynching Casey whs at Hie
Jit 1! and talked with i.,e soldiers. He was the
citizen admitted Inside. He also warned the of-
ficers that lynching would be committed. His
niou ii Is now sealed. It is believed
be Is afraid to testify, though be
claim* to know nothing. Eight soldiers
bave been arrested and ate in Irons. It is un-
derstood that the Grand Jury lias also Indicted
Uiem, and six inoie. succeed to have been Im-
plicated, have dcsei led. It is believed that all
engaged in trie lynching will be apprehended.
The witnesses say that two-thirds of the men at
the pott knew of the lynching before it was car-
ried into execution.

SAVED FROM THE liRAVE.
A Minister's Narrow Escape From Being

Immured in a LivingTomb.
Rev. Mr."Johnson, a Methodist minister

stationed at RollingPrairie, this county, in
conversation with some friends here, gave
an account of a narrow escape he once had
from being buried alive, says a La Porte
(Ind.) special to the Cincinnati Enquirer,
lie was located in Lafayette some twenty
years a^o when he was taken very sick. lie
lingered for a long time, but his life was
despaired of by bis friends, and finally to
all appearances he died. Preparations were
made lor the funeral anil in due time the
body was placed ina casket and was await-
ing burial.

At this time Rev. Mr. Joyce (now Bishop
Joyce) came into the room to look at the re-
mains. He failed to close the door after
him and shortly after his entrance the wind
blew it shut with a force that caused quite a
loud noise. lie was looking intently at the
features of the supposi-d dead friend when
the noise occurred, and, to his great aston-
ishment, lie plainly saw the eyes of the man
in the coffin nervously move.

This led to a hurried investigation and to
the discovery that the matt was still alive
The work of restoration was begun at once,
which resulted in his complete recover}'.
Rev. Mr. Johnson feels that he owes his
almost miraculous rescue from the horrors
of being buried alive to the visit and ob-
servation of ills friend, Bishop Joyce.
