Harbor Commissioners yesterday after-
noon F. J. and J. V. Owens, con-
tractors, presented a petition for a six
months' extension of time for the com-
pletion of Section B of the sea-wall, which
should be finished by the 15lli prox. The
excuses that contracts for the stone to he

used were not fulfilled were deemed insuffi-
cient by the board and the petition was de-
nied. The work is not more than one-
quarter finished and is valued at 084,000.

HAPPY BOOK-MAKERS.

All the Four Favorites Bowled

Over at Oakland.

A Record Probably Set for Three Furlong

Heats— lnkerman Makes a Very Fast

Eun-Eacing Delays.

Although the track officials tried to hurry

up the racing of the Oakland Jockey Club
at the Oakland course yesterday, what with
several runaways in the opening event, and
the carelessness of owners in getting 'their
horses out, a lache for which Phil Sieben-
thaler, the owner of Sheridan, was fined $25,

it was again 7 o'clock in the evening before
race-goers landed in this cityafter the day's
sport. As a sample of the delay menu, it
may be stated that ittook until 4 o'clock to
decide the first race, a heat scramble, which
was set to be called up at 2 o'clock.

The track was very fast, the weather not
to be excelled and the attendance fairly
large.

Considerable excitement was caused after
the second race by the attack with a black-
jack of Special Police Officer Ross upon a
half-drunken stable-boy. Officer Ross is
hired by the club to guard the door loading
to tne judges' stand. For the past four years
Officer Ross has always guarded the gate.
The boy assaulted was trying to pass the
gate, and being denied admission on ac-
count of his intoxicated condition refused
to go away. Oilicer Ross at once drew a
black-jack and struct him three severe
blows on the head, causing all the ladies in
the grand stand, who saw the attack, to cry
out in horror. Sobered up ami semi-dazed
by the beating the boy retired some teu
feet from the gate and expostulated with
Ross. The latter left his post aud struck
him several limes heavily in the face with
his fist. Before the boy could recover or
protect himself from Rosa, he was seized,
hand-cuffed and packed on* to jail amid the
groans of the crowd. Oilicer Ross then re-
sumed his post.

Not one of the favorites crossed the Hue
in the van and the book-makers had a regu-
lar benefit. In the heat race Amazon, a
gold-plated favorite, ran away twice over
half a mile, Evans, his jockey, seemingly
unable to do anything to stop him. After
the second run Evans was called up by the
judges and questioned as to his sobriety,
there being some rumors that he was drunk.
His breath apparently cleared him of the
.suspicion, for ho was allowed to keep his
mount. He showed the appreciation of the
leniency by being distanced with Amazon,

thus presenting the book-makers with a
miniature fortune. Mount Carlos, a 10-to-l
start, won the first heat, and Sleepy Fred,
another outsider, a big draught-horse-look-
ing quadruped, tiie. next two, and racer
Mamie C, third choice, at 2 to 1 for the
seveu-furlong race, got off in front, and
aided by her tlv-speot weight romped home
an easy winner, it is hard to explain why
Net va should have been made a favorite
over .M.iiii.e,as the latter has n much better
record tills»year than the Boots ware.
Mamie ran some good races at the Bay Dis-
trictTrack during the Blood-horse meeting,
and the public must have evidently lost all
recollection of her good performances.

Alfaretta and Wild Oats, the two longest
priced starters, in a field of four, made nay
of Applause and Sheridan in the one and
three-sixteenth miles event. Applause was
an electric light favorite at 3to ">. but fin-
ished last. Wild Oats ran an excellent race
and was only just beaten out by the mare in
fair time. .Last Tuesday he won from the
same identical field at one and an eighth
miles, with only 65 pounds up. Yesterday
be bad up 119, an increase of 34, and was
only defeated by a very small margin by
Alfaretta. whom he beat on Tuesday, pn
Tuesday the man- carried 99 pounds against
117 yesterday. For these two to again run
first and second shews what throw ins they
were on Tuesday. That Applause with 11
pounds up should be made favorite yester-
day was another of those eccentricities of
Letting no one can explain.

The race afforded that Xestor among
turf writers, Joseph Cairn Simpson— whose
return from a visit to Chicago was hailed
with pleasure by his innumerable friends—
an opportunity to again demonstrate that
h? is without an equal in racing knowledge
and as ever the standard authority of the
Coast inall horse matters. He and a num-
ber of his friends among the reporters
made up a cigar pool on guessing as to the
time the race would be run in, each con-
tributor to write his guess on a slipof paper.
Mr. Simpson wrote down 2:04% us his
guess, while ihe others marked down 2:05%,
2:CG and 2:0G%. Hie race was run In ex-
actly 2:04%, and Mr. Simpson was an easy
winner, distancing hi? field.

Inkerman was the real guava preserves
for the last race at nine-sixteenth *. Be
was third choice, and won under Bally*!
clever riding by a length in fast time,
within three-quarters of a second of the
record. Chaile.v Boots' Initiation was a
strong first pick, but like Nerv<i was never
in it. and finished fourth. The Elm wood
stables' entries are having bad luck, and
Mr. Boots has the sympathy of all lovers of
honest racing.

The club has about definitely concluded
to close the meeting with to-morrow's racing
and not give the extra days at first contem-
plated. In this they are acting wisely, for
most of the limited number of horses that
are now competing in the races are showing
signs of truck weariness, and the spectacle
cf the same four horses running against
each other daily would soon have lost its
attraction.
Itis a question if Sleepy Fred's win in

the heat race does not set the record at the
distance, there being no mention in the
turfguides of any similar event ever having
been regularly run.

PARENTS' DAY.
Visiting the Pupils at tbe Clem-

ent Grammar School.

Yesterday was "parents' day" in the pub-
lic schools, the day s*t apart at the sugges-
tion of Superintendent Swett for fathers,
mothers and guardians to visit the schools
and by eye and ear obtain a thorough
knowledge of the manner in which the
children of the various grades are ta.ight
and what profit they derive from the les-
sons. This method possesses many advan-
tages over that heretofore invoguo in the
department, namely, that of "cramming"
the pupils for special occasions, for it ena-
bles those who take sufficient interest in the
matter of instructing the young to deter-
mine what the children know, how they
know what they have been taught and how
many in a class are bright or are deficient
in their studies.

Quite a number of persons took advan-
t;i^H of the Invitation extended and visited
the Clement Grammar School on Geary
street, near Jones, which under the princi-
palship of Miss Mary EL Callahau lias
attained a very hij;!i >taii(iard. The only
unusual thing D'ticeable in many of the
Class-rooms was that they were tastefully
decorated withevergreens and flowers. The
children iv the various classes, from ttie
lowest to the highest grades, were found
very attentive, ami it was ti pleasure to wit-
ness the manner iv which the instruction in
tie various branches was imparted, and
the answers given to tlie questions asked.
These, frosa the few mistakes that were
Blade, showed conclusively that the pupils
profit by the teaching. During the morning
session tlie school was visited by Superin-
tendent Swett, who inspected each class-
room aud asked the pupils a number of
questiona foe the purpose of teuing their
proficiency. Ineach instance the result was
very satisfactory, and it spoke well for
those questioned and for their teachers.

Atrecess over 800 children, about equally
divided as to sex, at a given signal, left their
desks, moved quietly into the several halls
and from there by class marched with
military precision to the small yards in the
: 1 tbe school, the boys in one and tho
girls in the other, where, at the taa of the
drum, tifey went through a course of calis-
thenics. In the exercises there was ob-
served a uniformity of movement that would
have done credit to a well-diacipliued body
ofathletes. School Director Decker, who
was present during the exercise, expressed
asteaisbaMnt that the little ones could be
*o well <liillc<l and mow about as they did
in so small a space. The return to the
class-rooms was made without noise or eesv>
iusion aud in a few mtantes the chiidmi
Were at their seats and studies.

The graduating exercises of the higher
grades of ihe school wili be held In Saratoga
Hallnext week, and one of the features w ,)l
be v new departure by children of the pub-
lic schools. Itwillbe a presentation of se-
lections from the opera oi 'Tatience" by
pupils of the cia-ses taught by Mis-* Kelly
and Miss Enrle. Tlie pupils who have been
selected to take part in this— itmi^' t be
cnlleii "mi operetta" -gave a rehearsal dur-
ing wnich all evinced the greatest desire to
acquit themselves in a manner creditable to
them and to their instructress, Miss Kelly.
The vocal Basic, solos and choruses ami the
declamatory portion of the operetta was,
considering the age of the participants,
something remarkable and it was pleasing
to listen to. The instrumental musi>- by
pupils of these classes wa9 also very good.
There is uo doubt but that when it is pre-
sented in Saratoga Hall it will be received
with well-merited marts of approbation,
Miss Until White, a bright young lady who
tikes the part of Patience, has a wonder-
fully pure, melodious VOlee, mid she made
rxcelieni use of it.
