A Mother Walks Ninety Miles to Save
Her Boys From the Galiows.

The loving devotion of a mother to her
child is almost as enduring as the heavens
above and is not to be compared with
earthly things. This fact has many times
been exemplified ana the extreme hardships
undergone last week by Mrs Nancy Six-
killer, mother of the two Dunnaw=zs boys
who were hanged at this place Friday, was
only another substantiating instance of this
assertion, writes a Tahlequah correspondent
of the Fort Worth Gazette. Aftler learning
that the principal chief had refused to par-
don her boys or commute the death sen-
tence the old lady was wild with grief and
determined to go to the chief in person and
make a last appeal to him for their lives.
The distance from Mrs. Sixkiller’s home in
Going Snake District to Chief Mayes’ resi-
dence on Grand River is not less than ninety
miles. Although an aged and feeble woman
of 70 years, she made this long journey afoot
and alone.

And all in vain!

Her pleadings with the stern old chief
came tv naught, and the heart-broken
mother was back at this place the day be-
fore the hanging so that she might be with
her %oomed boys during their last hours on
earth. .

When she left her home Mrs. Sixkiller
had on an old pair of shoes, but when she
arrived in Tahlequah her feet were bare,
torn and bleeding, and she was in an utterly
exhausted condition, caused by her grief,
hunger and fatigune. She had waded creeks
and climbed mountains until her shoes were
worn completely from her feet.
