
A FAMOUS SEA-FIGHT.
How the Hnancar Was Captnred by Two

Chilean Armor-Clarta.
The reports of the attacks of the Govern-

ment torpedo cruisers ou the insurgents'
ironclad Huascar off the Chilean coast
brings to the mind of the naval olilcers who
served on the Pensacola in 187'J and 1880
sonic interesting details of the famous battle
between the Huas.-ar and the Chilean
armor-clads lilanco Encaiada and Alniirante
Cochrane, October 8, 1879.

On the morning of trie battle the Huascar
was surprised to see herself surrounded by
the hostile Chilean fleet, which was divided
into two divisions, says a. writer in the New
York Times. One of those was composed
of the Blanco Encaladii, with the Cova-
donga and the transport Matins Cousino,
and the. other consisted of th« Aimirante
Cochraue, the cruiser O'Higgins and the
transport Lon. The Huascar hid but one
attendant vessel, the wooden consort Union.
As soon as she sighted the Encahida she,
made off for the south at fullspeed, and her
boilers being superior to those of her pur-
Eii«r, she stood a good chance of escaping
hud not the division headed by the Coeu-
rane suddenly appeared.

Escape being then cut off the Huascar and
the Union ran close inshore, where the lat-
ter escaped. The Cochrane bore down on
the unfortunate Huascar at 10 o'clock in the
morning, th« tirst shot being tired at a di*-
tance cia mile and three-quarters. Admira'
Grau of the Huascar then diew his ve»>
close to the enemy ai.d attempted to raj
her, but the enemy was possessed of a pai
of twin screws that enabled her to veer oft
at very close range. Within half an hour
the Encaluda arrived and poured shut into
the Hua-car at a distance of less than 1000
yards.

One of these shots struck and demolished
the Huascar's conning tower, killing Ad-
miral Grim, who was stationed therein. An-
other shot struck the Peruvian's most vul-
nerable point— the stern

—
disabling tier

steering gear and rendering her unmanage-
able. The Cochraue succeeded, at very
short range, in sending a shot from her

•12%-ton Armstrong directly . through the
forward guv port of the lluascar, breaking
off one of the 12-pounders and killing the
two officers nextinauthority to the Admiral.

At this point the Chileans sent off a
boarding party, but the Peruvian crew ral-
lied and repulsed the boarders, upsotting
their launch and drowning two meu. A"

'

other attempt was made, however, it
than an hour, whichproved more succession, j
aud in two hours after the first shot was
fired thelluascar was in the hands of the
Chileans.

Those of us who visited the capturers and
captives soon after the engagement It-arued
that nearly 100 projectiles, weighing some-
thing like 500 pounds each, had been fired
from the Cuclir.iue and Enca'ada. At least
twenty-five of these shots struck the Huas-
car. Those that struck the null, which was
covered withbut 4% inches of armor, i>eue<-
trated the covering and exploded in tin:
backing, doing great damage. Thesteerina-
gear. as has been stated, was completely
demolished, and the engine-room was
pierced, alinouzb the machinery escaped.

Several shot-, struck (be turret, which was
plated with554 inches of armor, pinetratiup
itaud doing untold damage to everytbii
within. All the upper works of the sin
were carried away, together with the cou-
niug tower and the iron mast. A singular
coincidence was that, althougti the liuusuar
fired fifty shots, only three struck the Coch-
rane, while cone at all struck the Eucalada.
Neither vessel was injured.
Itwas a good practical lesson to us of the

American fleet on the necessity fur careful
handing of guns in an engagement. Nothing
could have been more unskillful than the
firingof all these ships, the liuascar in par-
ticular. The veriest youngster at the Naval
Academy could have made two hits to their
one with the most ancient of navy smooth-
bores. The vessels were all in smooth water
and within 2000 feet of each other through-
out the engagement.

AN ANOMALOUS TRAMP.

He Actually Works Hard, but He Had a
Nefarious Object in View.

Jacob Mt-ndock. a wealthy farmer resid-
ing at Pittman, this county, died a few
w«*ek9 ago and left L10,000 sewed up in an
old coat. Mendoek was a prosperous busi-
ness man, ana by strict economy managed to
accumulate a largo sum ol money. He
buried his wife about six years ago, and
having no children lived alonci on bis farm
and took his meals with bis employes at a
neighboring farm-house, says an Ashland
(Pa.) special to the New York Recorder. It
was frequently mentioned that he had
money concealed about the house, and the
subject was often discussed among the
farm-hands. A tramp came along one day,
and hearing of the secreted thousands at
once set about to gain possession of the
money.

He applied to Mendock foremployment,
and gave his name as Charles Wilson. He
related a sorrowful tale, how he had been
left alone in the world, his parents having
died when he was quite young. He was ap-
parently 22 years old, and his story struck a
sympathetic chord in the old farmer, and
Wilson was given a place in the field. Up
worked hard, and soon won the respect and
favor of his employer. On the 10th of March
the farmer took sick and requested Wilson
to take charge of the work of clearing the
fields until ha was able to be about. This
gave him the privilege he desired, and he
made good use of it. Mendock grew worse
and his condition became so alarming that
he drew a package of letters from under his
pillow and requested Wilson, hi MM be
should die to deliver them to his brother,
who was expected the followingday.

Wilson left the room shortly afterward,
and, tearing the seal on the letters, found
the one he wanted. It revealed the hiding
place of the man's wealth, and he was not
slow in gaining possession of the money.
lie went to the attic, where the coat with
the money sewed in the lining was secreted,
and. pocketing it, vacated the premises,
leaving the letter on the floor with the torn
coat. Mendock died during the night, and,
when his brother arrived the next day, the
neighbors reported the disappearance of
Wilson, and, suspecting harm, suggested a
search. The letter and the coat were dis-
covered, but there is no trace of Wilson.
