A Match Between < <>r>>ett and Charley
Mitchell Talked Of.

The battle between the cleverest of the
heavy-weight fighters of to-day at the Cali-
fornia Club on Thursday evening willnot
s.iou be forgotten by those who witnessed
it. Jim Corbett proved beyond doubt that
he is qualified to compete against the best
of fighters for the world's championship.
He is growiug in weight, and withinan-
other year, if he only abstains from the
pleasures of life which undermine a man's
constitution, he should be a most eligible
candidate to place on the ticket for the
world's championship. Notwithstanding
Slavih's great hitting powers, which have
brought him fame, it is doubtful whether he
could defeat Corbett under Queensberry
rui*..

The latter is so far superior to Slavin in
cleverness and general ring tactics that the
latter would findit a most difficult matter to
land'his powerful fist on the body or face of
the yourig Californian; and as an illustra-
tion of this the contest between Slavin and
Costello inAustralia might be cited.

"
The

Buffalo," although thirty pounds a lighter
man than is formidable antagonist stood
Slavin off by clever ring tactics until the
latter was fairly well exhausted and it was
by. the merest chance that Slavin landed a
blow which turned the tide of victory in his
favor.

Altnough a clever fellow, Costello cannot
be cla.sed with Corbett, who could easily
give him cards and spades and then outclass
him in quick hitting, dodging and tactics
which would puzzle any man. IfSlavin
could reach Corbett it would mean defeat
for the latter. Good judges who have seen
Slavin fi_:lit,and who witnessed the exhibi-
tionon Thursday, are firmly impressed with
the belief that Corbett could whip the white
champion of Australia by a system of clever
lighting and superior generalship. Yet with-
al, quite a number of the members left the
California Club displeased with the grand
li-ti. exhibition, which they termed purely
a scientific display of fisticuffs.
Itwas unq lestionablr a grand exhibition

of the manly art between two men who are
thorough masters of their profession. Prob-
ably the disappointed will never again see
such a remarkable exhibition of clean hitting
and stopping and general ring tactics. Doth
fighters hit from the shoulder, and all
through the match there was not half a
dozen swiuging blows delivered. It is the
man who swings that wins by scoring a
k-ioek-out blow, and as the majority of
sporting i-iiof this city seem better satis-
fied wuh what might be fittingly termed"

the battering-ram system of fighting,"
probably the California Club would add
more to its success by itching heavy-hit-
ting sluggers who generally bring a bloody
battle to a speedy conclusion.

Tne latter can be easily had at a small
figure, and if the members would be better
pleased with short and bloody fighting
lather than a thoroughly scientific display
of fisticuffs, the Directors might occasion-
ally lower the purses and give "the boys" a
variety in the way of sport. Charley
Mitchellis "still iv the ring." and itis sug-
gested that the California Club try and ar-
range a meeting between him and the
clever youug Californian, Jim Corbett. This
matcb would certainly create international
interest.

A meeting of the charter members of the
new Occideutal Club was held on Friday
evening and the committee appointed to
vi-.itGreggains and Turner at their training
quarters reported that 'he pugilists were
eetting along splrndidly and would enter
the ring on the ,th inst, in first-class con-
dition.

The boys chuckled and suppressed
their laughter as best they could until the
wearer of the spiked shoes had sprinted out
of hearing distance. Elliotthad not gone,
however, more than one lap of the track
when he sprang into the air, emitting an
athletic warwhoop that even caused the
buffaloes in the park to switch their tails in
anticipation of an Indian raid.

Mclntyre sneaked out the back door and
took the first train for the city, while El-
liott's associates ran to his immediate as-
sistance. After a thorough examination of
the pumps itwas found that the spikes of
both shoes were headless, and only a thin
sole prevented their sharp points from en-
tering the foot when first fitted on. The
weight of the muscular athlete bounding

over the cinders soou forced the spikes
through their wafer covering, and the re-
sult stooped suddenly short the speed of a
man who would have probably broken a
Coast record had itnot been for Mclntyre's
practical joke.

In selecting rods for trout or bass fishing
it was considered many years ago that the
proper length was fiom fourteen to sixteen
f^et and until quite recently English anglers
clung tenaciously to rods of these sizes.
Americans however, when they took up
fishing as a scientific sport, began reducing
the length of their rods, claiming that shorter
ones are not only less tiresome to handle,
but fullyas effective for casting purposes.
This reduction has been steadily kept up
until now many anglers use rods only eight
and a half feet long, and few are seen over
ten and a half feet They have also been
greatly reduced in weight, the favorite heft
being live and a half and seven ounces.
With one of these short, light rods, so slen-
der as to nearly resemble a carriage whip,
the scientific angler enjoys great sport, land-
ing successfully trout and other fish of such
size aud weigh: as would seem incredible to
those unacquainted with their wonderful
flexibility. As in weight and length, so does
preference for the material for a rod vary.
Bamboo, split in six pieces an*, glued to-
gether into a hexagonal shape, appears to
liar*, the greatest number of admirers, while
bethabara, lance and degamme woods have
each their adherents, In respect to lines
anglers are practically united on silk for
fresh water fishing, out claim that while
this material, either raw and oiled, makes
satisfactory lines, it is by far the best when
tapered and enameled and of the sizes
known as E and F.

Nebraska's Extraordinary Case—
IEH. K. Freeport, Cal. (1) Itis true that
the Supreme Court ofNebraska has decided
that James E. Boyd, who received tho ma-
jority of votes as the Democratic candidate
for Governor and has been acting in the
office, is not a citizen of the United States
and therefore ousted him from the oflice.
(2) What the effect of this decision, when
once a finality, will be upon legislative
measures enacted while he was acting as
Governor is a subject which presents such
nice legal questions that a consideration of
them is obviously not in the purview of the
Q. C. The controversy has not come to a
finality, and itis perhaps premature to con-
sider this phase suggested by your query.
(3) Boyd's case is an extraordinary
one, to be true, but there is noth-
ing in the facts to warrant your
mistaken conception of it that he was
elected Governor with his and the general
knowledge of the public that he is not a
citizen. Boyd considered himself a citizen,
having been in this country since his early
childhood, believing that his father had been
a naturalized citizen a d voting himself, if
the Q. L'.'s recollection is right. After the
election some one with apparently a more
intimate knowledge of the elect's antece-
dents than Boyd himself contests bis right
to hold the office because he is not a citizen,
and Boyd finds it possible to produce
proofs of his father's naturalization. But
the Q. C. also notes that an appeal has been
taken and that the strongest point iv the
argument inbis behalf is that he was a resi-
dent of the Territory of Louisiana—pur-
chased of France— before such Territory be-
came a State, and that by the terms of the
Enabling Act passed by Congress when the
purchase was made, all residents in any
territory of the acquired portion, before its
admission as a State, became citizens with-
out the formality of taking out papers.

Calokimktrt—l. S. D.,City. The meas-
urement of heat a . distinguished from ther-
mometry or the measurement of tempera-

ture is called calorimetry. Itis established
by latent heat, the melting of ice, by the
evaporation of water, by means of the ther-
mometer, comparison of calorimetric units,
and by dynamic ai caloriinetry. The instru-
ment used for measuring high temperature
is called a pyrometer. Since the middle of
the eighteenth century the methods
and instruments suggested have been
very numerous —in fact, the variation
of almost every physical property of
substances, which alter with change of tem-
perature, has been utilized fur this purpose.
Measurements of the increase of pressure
produced in a quantity of gas while its
volume remains constant or of the increase
of volume at constant pressure, of the heat
given out by a mass of metal inevolving to
an observed temperature, of the expansion
of a metal or graphite or of a ma. of clay
are those which have been most frequently
employed ;but besides these the change intho
electrical resistance of a wire, the saturation
pressure of the steam of various liquids,
the pressure of gas dissociated from vari-
ous ids, the electromotive force of a
thermonietric couple, the density of the
vapor of a liquid, the chauge of shape of a
compound spiral of different metals have
been used even tho alteration fn the wave
length of a note of given pitch has been
suggested as capable of being made use of
for pyruiuetric use.

Standa.-I. Tune—P. 8., City. On Son-
day, November 18, 1883, most of the railroad
companies of the United States began to run
their trains by

"
standard time." This time

is calculated fcr the meridians of CO, 75, 90
and 105 degrees of longitude west from
Greenwich. Each of these meridian lines Is
made the center of a space or belt 15 de-
crpes In width, and over these spaces the
time of ruimiug trains is regulated by
the ti e at the center meridian line
of each belt. This method of com-
puting time has been generally, and
in many cities officially adopted. Six-
tieth meridian lime, or "Atlantic time,"
applies to New Brunswick, Nova Scotia,
etc. The next division, that from 67% to
Siy* degrees, is governed by the seventy-
fiftu meridian, or "Eastern time." This
belt extends from the eastern boundary of
Maine nearly to Detroit, Mich. "Central
time" prevails for a spa •_ extending from
82% to 97% degrees. The time between
97% and 1-2% degrees is known as "Moun-
tain time." Beyond the 11-14 degree line
"Western time" is the standard. The varia-
tion of time between adjacent belts is ex-
actly one hour, the faster time being at the
East Thus, at 12 o'clock M., "Eastern
time," it is11 A. M. "Central time," 10 ... __.
"Mountain time," aud 9 A. M. "Western
time."

Service ox a Jury— C. P. X.,City. As
regards natural aud mental conditions, the
code -ays that a person is competent to act
as a juror lfhe is "inpossession of his nat-
ural faculties and of ordinary intelligence

and not decrepit," and if"possessed of suf-
ficient knowledge of the English language."
Another section declares: "A juror shall
not be excused by a court for slight or triv-
ial cause, or for hardship or inconvenience
to his business, but only when material in-
jury or destruction to his property or prop-
erty intrusted to him is threatened, or when
his own health or the sickness or death of a
member of bis family requires his absence."
You must bear in mind also that a, Judge is
Invested with discretionary power to deter-
mine whether a talesman summoned for
jury duty has reason to plead these excep-
tions remembering also that citizens are too
prone to magnify trivial causes and ail-
ments in order to escape the duty, even to
procuring medical certificates.

but when such debts are incurred for the
common necessaries of life the one-half of
such wages aro nevertheless subject to
execution, garnishment or attachment to
satisfy debts so incurred.

Women having these qual-
ifications may be appointed. The section of
the code as regards the number of notaries
in counties is the preceding one, and its
terms are not affected by this latest amend-
ment.
