WINE-MAKING
ON HOUNT ETNA.

Life in an Ancient Castle on the Mount-
ai's Ruooed Side,

Flowers Bloom, Grain and Fruits Ripen in
Abundance Despite Wind and Snow.
Man Alone Matures Slowly There.

Hamilton Aide, the well-known author-
artist of the English Illustrated Magazine,
has given us a delightful sketeh of a recent
visit paid by him to an ancient castle on
Mount Etna, while the yacht of the pleasure
party which he made one of was anchored
off Catania.

The time of year was February. 1 left,
says Mr. Aide, a fair imitation of summer
behind me on the seashore; a few hours
brought me into midwinter, more severe
than that we often have to endureeven in our
colder uorthern climate. And yet, though
the wind was so bitter, and the snow was
falling on the slopes of the mighty mouuntain,

the purple irises were blooming in great
purple tufts on the roadside, the heavy-
scented marcissus and violets in the castle
gardens. I left the train at Piedimonte
Station, where I found the open carriage,
drawn by three horses abreast, that I had
ordered to meet me. The vehicle looked
fragile, but was not uncomfortable, even
over the roughest of roads. The way, for
about three-quarters of an kour, winds up
a steep and stony hill, between low walls,
over which oranges and lemons, cactus and
olives peep, from low-terraced gardens.
Then we reached the broad-flagzed streets
of Piedimonte, which place, I fancy, has
seen but little change in the past 10 years.
There is no stir in the long street; a few
men, mufiiad to the eves, in long cloaks,
saunter about, and a few women with dis-
taffs in their hands sitin the opendoors, and
thar is all.

Another three-quarters of an hour, the
orange groves give place to vineyards &)ud
we reach Lili_‘,".i\gl’t)*ﬁ.l. a town more ln-
portant than Piedimonte, wherethe airgrows
suddenly colder though we are still a long
way off from the snow. The men seen here

have a brigandish look; the town and its
women are alike ugly. The place is squalid
bevond redemption, but, after Piedimaonte,
lias an air of doing something besides slecp-
ing,

%"wn hours more and we are high up the
mountain side, with the jagzed outiines of a
lofty range of plum-colored hills to the
right, and the lava-beds, deposited in the
eruption of 1879, before us. Here my
friend’s earriage, with an armed campiere
on the box, he and the coachman in all the
bravery of blue and scarlet liveries, is
awaiting me. The Sircilian horses are
spirited, and we nearly upset at the start,
but are finally swinging at a hand gallep up
and down, over the undulating black road
for another fourteen miles. We pass Ran-
dazzo, a curious and interesting town,
the first and last aspects of which,
as we approach, and as we look
back to Its machicolated walls and
crumbliug towers, are very striking. It
gave a title in anecient days to the royal
house of Naples; but its glory departed
even before the Bourbons. The walls that
seem to bind it together ard hold it upright
on the summit of the steep acclivity upon
which it is set are pierced by gateways lead-
ing into narow sireets paved with lava,
which retain some pleasant features of six-

teenth century architecture. There is a
fine lava-buiit church of the same period
and a smaller one with a fine campanile.
From this on the passage is dreary, across
ranges of rock-like lava, where every inch

of available ground is cultivated to
good advantage., This is the beginning

of the Maniace property, where corn grows
six or seven feet high, and the vines are un-
rivaled throughout the island. To the left,
under Eina, on the sky line, lies the town
of Maletta, and over against it a fortress-
like mass of rock called Rocea Calandra. A
turn in the road, nnd a sharp, winding de-
scent, reveals the long, balf-gray, haif-white
building in a hollow, surmounted by a
bunch of poplars, .ike an aigrette, which
the campiere points out to me as the Castle
of Maniace, aud & few minutes later we drive
up to the gateway of the inner court-yard.
The name of Maniace is derived from the
great General, Gewrze; Maniace, who gained
a mighty victory over the Saracens in 1032,
near this spot, where the Sineto, or Fuime
Saracentn, as it is still ealled, flows around
a rock which alse bears the name of the
conquered race. Part of one of the walis
still standing is eertainly of this, if not of
an older date. The present dwelling has
grown up out of the remains and out of the
foundations of the Benedictine Monastery

erected by Queen Margaret, widow of

Wiiliam the Bad, in 1173, but a
castle existed here prior to that,
as the documents prove. The mon-
astery and church were partially de-

stroyed by an earthignake in 1593, but some
parts are still Jeft standing and service is
still read in the ehureh on Sundays. Under
the hizh altar lie the remains of Willlam, a
venerable abbot of blessed memory, still
reverently visited on high days of the year
by the eredulous peasantry, who attribute
to him a certain grotesque and absurd
miracle, He went forth, it is said, to meet
the Sarxcens, hoping by his boly words to
convert them from paganism. Finding these
of no avail he seized the leg of a donkey,
twisted It off and with it smote the enemy
and put them to flight. Pope Alexander
VI, that Borgia of infamous memory, was
also at one time abbot of Maniace.

The present building is plain, but in its
sitnation impressive. Tlere are not many
trees near the castle—an old oak or two, the

poplars mentioned, some frost-bitten euca-
lyptus, a few otives, bamboos and oleanders,
and in the distance a pine grove planted by
the present proprietor. For the rest, until
the eve reaches the snow-capped hills there
is little to be seer but vines.

Within the castle there is a gallery over
100 feet long, built over the monks’ cells
and correspunding, probably, to a similar
passage in the original building. 1n the
mupiment room are many interesting rec-
ords of tie various hands through which
the estale has passed, ending in its transfer
(which earries the dukedom of Bronte with
it) in 1799 to Lord Nelson by Ferdinand 1V.
Later a second patent was made out, at
Lord Nelson’s request, securing the prop-
erty to his sister aud her heirs, by whom it
is now held.

Life on this snowy mountain-side is not,
8o to speak, a maddening whirl of gayety,
but there is muek to be done in superintend-

Ing the oil and wine making. The laborers
are a poor lot, but under watehful eyes can
be made to work well, They are ledgzed
from Monday morning till Saturday night,
and get three meais and about 84 a day.
The'r last meal of the day is served in a
trough, from which they scoon the porridge
with their fingers, having discarded the
spoons at first provided.

The process of wine-making is simple
enough. The grapes are emptied throngh a
large window on a faultlessly clean floor,
and a certain number of men, in slippers
kept for this purpose ounly, are turned in to
tread the grapes down, this primitive pro-
cess being said to be superior to crushing by
machinery. The juice, collected in a reser-
voir, Is then poured into vats and left to
ferment for two days, after which itis
strained off. If the skins remain longer the
coloring process begins, which is never per-
mitted in the fine wines. Though all the
grapes are black the liquid is a rich gold re-
sembling Madeira more thin anything else
in flavor,

Under the shadow of the mighty moun-
tain all vegetation that can withstand the
bitter winds and driving snow flonrishes re-
markably., As spring advances flowers
bloom abundantly, almond blossoms powder

the trees and purple flag flaunts in the
meadows; the wheat crops are fabu-
lous in roportion to the acreage,
and man alones seems slow in ma-
turing. The pecple here are primitive,
often lawless, and have a heritage of
untruthfulness that only generations to
come can eradicate. The I'alian Govern-
ment is’ very sensitive concerning the law-
lessness of this distriet and elaims that the
bandit is extinet. Perhaps he is, but some
one on the mountain side still lives to do his
work as of old, and travelers are still oe-
easionally carried off and held for ransom
in the mountain fastoesses or attacked and
robbed in the lonely roads, so that the pru-
deut man never travels or goes about un-
armed.

The life of a dweller on Mount Etna is
not a!l roses it will be seen: neither 1s it all
hardship. There are pleasures of divers
kinds for those of country tastes; partridge
and woodcock for the sportsinan, wolves

for the man who is ever keen to kill
something; studies for the geolouxist,
the botanist, the student of human

nature in her primitive forms, and there 1s
above all the portry and chann that belong
to a primitive existence of practical usefui-
uess, away from the tumultuous pleasures
and heated struggles of great cities,

PANAMA NOTES.

A Budget From Panama, Central
and South American States.

Tlie Pacific Mail steamer Colima arrived
yesterday from Panama. The following
summary is taken from Panama exchanges
dated as late as April 30th:

Costa RicA.—Under the beading, “Our
Rouds 1o the Atlantic,”” the Partido Consti-
tacional, a paper published in San Jose, the
capital] remarked as follows on April 9tn:
“The country is to be congratulated on the
termination of the Northern Railroad. Dur-
ing the last year more than 1000 persons
have visited Limon, our Auantic port, due
to the railroad having been completed, and
a!l have enjoyed the trip and the beauties of
the scenery at the side of the roaa.”

GUuATEMALA.— l'he Bien Publico of Quez-
altenango reports the Government ias paid
Dr. Fernando Cruz £300,000 for his library,
which will be moved to Quezaltenango and
opened to the publie.

EcuADOR.—A correspondent writing from
Bababuyos on April 16th says: *The rainy
season continues, and although the Paracol
and San Pablo rivers are dry on some days,
immediately afterward they rise with such
astounding rapidity that the wnole of the in-
terior portion of ihis city is inundated and
thuse who wish to visit fricuds or to go “to
warket have to do so in canoes. The cocoa
crop will be short, as the bulk of the cobs
have dried on the trees and will produce no
beans. All unite in deploring the loss of
the crop.”

Prru.—At the request of the Ecuadorian
Charge d’Affeires iu Lima the Peruvian
Government has ordered the arrest of
Signor Ruberto Audiode, who has recently
published a work entitled *“Historical
Episodes—Montalve and Gareia Moreno.”
Commenting on this the Callao Porveair
says: *‘The book will probably have been
written in bitter language, since Gareia Mo-
reno left power in Ecuador with a melan-
choly reputation, and Juan Montaivo is a
writer of brilliant talent who handles his
knowledge of dictatorial defeets with that
steel - pointed eriticism and bitter irony
which can be employed with as full effectin
Spanish as in other languages. But why a
critic of Ecuadorian public men who re-
side sin Lima should be arrested it is difficult
to understand.”

ArGeNTINE REepuBLic.—The Buenos
Ayres standard says: Although it is posi-
tively asserted in government circles that
the Rothschild Moratorium is concluded the
market shows o sign of improvement. Last
week, it is true, the gold premium dechned
5 points or about 2 per cent, but on Monday
rumors of an uneasy character were afloat,
due to which the gold quotation has risen to
360, The public are quite convinced that
the tendeucy is upward, and that gola at
200 is withun measurable distance,

An uneasy feeting prevails about the Port
Works, the original contract for which was
for the sum 0! £3,900,000 sterling. It appears
that althougn littie more than hall of the
works is done the sum already expended, to
the end of January, 18 £3,050,000, and
Messrs, Madero declare that a further sum
of £2,800,000 will be required for thelr com-
pletion.

Public confidence, meantime, I8 more seri-
ously disturbed by the rumor of lmpending
1ssues of paper woney than by any other
circumstances. At one the 100,000,000, at
another 150,000,000, is said to be the proposed
amount of new issue,

T'he actual Minister of Finance 8 known
to be decidedly opposed to any fresh issue.
We have been, however, s¢ accustomed to
see several Finance Ministers within twelve
mounths that the public feels that at any
mowent lie may be supplanted by somebody
else, who may adopt the o!d wmotto: “ The
more paper money the beiter.”

Rural produets, the real wealth of the
country, bave fallen prodigiously in value.
Sales of horned cattle have been reported at
3 shillings per head, and even less—namely,
2% shinplasters. Sheep may be !ree{y
b ught at a price equivalent to half a erown
Eunglish, that is 50 per cent lower than they
were thirty years ago. The current price
for sugar is £38 sterling per ton, or more
than double wuat it 1s in Europe,

To Test the Ordinance.

Yee Lam, couvicted of selling opiam
without a physician’s prescription, was yes-
terday sentenced by Judge Joachimson to pay
afine of §20 or serve ten days’ imprisonment
in the County Jail. An appeal bond was
iled, as Lam’s ultorneﬁu propose to test the
ordinance upder which he was convicted,

A Swindling Vagrant.

J. W. White, who was recently arrested
for swindling grocers at the Mission,
pleaded guilty of vagrancy yesterday and
Judge Worley sentenced him to six months’
imprisonment in the House of Correction.

SEEKING . WIVES
AND HUSBANDS.

Gaston Gavarni Chats Abont Marriages
by Means of Newspapers.

How the Matrimonial Advertisements of the
Past Compare With Those of To-Day.
A German Writer's Investigations.

Written for THE SUNDAY CALL

A French writer has just published in
the “Nouvelles de Munieh” a curions ac-
count of marriages by means of advertise-
ments from their origin up to the present
day. The oldest advertisement dates back
to July 8, 1738, and was inserted in the
Feuille d’Avis of Frankfort. It was
couched in these terms:

An houest young girl, single, well made and
very pretiy, with the aim of ob'iinlng an in-
heritauce of 100,000 franes, whieh justly be-
longs to her in this couniry, steks a lawyer, a
single man, who wiil engage to gain her lawsuit
for her. In exchange the young girl offers to
becoine the lawye’s wile.

It would be interesting to know if candi-
dates presented themselves and if the law-
suit was won, but the German journalist
has not pushed his searches that far.

Notwithstanding all the prozress made in
the science of advertising, the matrimonial
advertiscraents of the past possess a savor
which these pat forth by our modern matri-
monial agencies totally lack. Oue can
judge of this from the following advertise-
ment which appeared May 2, 1812, in the In-
telligenzblatt of Leipsic:

A PRACTICAL QUARTET OF GIRLS.

Four houest and very pretty girls, from 18 to
24 years of age, Lelonging to a good couniry
family, and each of whom possesses a marriage
portion of 3000 flcrins, desire to get married in
order to live in town, They flatter themselves
that they are good housekeepers, for they have
been accustomed 1o all sorts of work, and they
sel greater store by hounestv and good famnily
thau by fortune. For more extended informa-
tion, gentiemen not oider thai 40 and having no
personal defeet only can address Lhe office of
publication.

The above advertisement is perhaps a
trifle long, but at least it is explicit. In this
regard, however, the palm belongs to a card
in the Journal de Munich of 1840. As-
suredly advertisements wmust have cost
much less than at present to judge by the
dimensions of that one, which read as ful-
lows:

AN OLD BOY.

According to the record I am alreddy 70, but
according to my stren-th I am but 25. She
whom 1 desire 1o wed must be betwevn 16 and
20, must have beautiful hair, nandsome tecth
and small feet, She must be born of guod and
nhonest parents aud her reputation must be with-
oul stain. She must dress plaly ia velvet and
SHK, and under no pretext wear any other stuff.
Neltber do'l want hier to wear ear-rings, chains,
finger-rings, nor other like trinkets, nor false
Leir. Sh: must pever make her dresses i ac
cordance with the prevailing fashion, for there is
nothing mo:e detestable than aping the follies of
otbers. 1 wish ner Lo have her dres-es made in
couformlty with her particuiar taste and do not
want her to pay any attention to the remarks of
fasbionable people,

A FEW ADDITIONAL CONDITIONS,

I want ber to kuow how 1o ride a horse,
or to learnu equestriauism if sheis Ignorant of it.

She must never amuse hersell by embrolder-
ing, for that Kind of exercise of tnhe fingers is
good only to mask empuiness of mind. I want
herto Le able to play oun some musical instru-
ment, but to understand musie thoroughly, for
nothing i1s more insupportable than the din, mis-
called musie, with wiich young woman ordi-
narily affliet tho-e who live In the same house
with them. She shall be absolute mistress of the
house, as I shall consider it a pleasure to submit
Lo her reasonaple eaprices, It belng odious in my
opinion for the wile to be a sluve of ihe hus-
band. She whli accompany me in all my travels
aund everywheie I may go, for it Is a shama for
men to pass their days and ovights in the cafes
while they leave thelr wives to worry themselves
L0 deuth all alone at home,

WHAT THE WORD “MUST"” MEANT.

To using the word “must” as 1 have avove, I
have vol wished to ilaply an idea of submission,
but mer Iy to indicate an understanding, an
agreement wholiy to the wife’s advantage. On
the day of her mariiage she will receive 30,000
gulden In Russtan or Prussian obligations, bul
she wiil enzage lo spend each year (he reveuaue
of that sum, for nothing i more repugnant than
the viee of avariee, Sue must never dauce, for |
should not Hke to see my wil: bob around like a
fool. 1f s he isrieh, she will be the mistress of
her fortuue, but she must speua all her income,
for I Know of nothing more stupid than saving
up for the benefit of oth-rs, E'nxjuy life—thav 13
my priucipie and my phiiosopby.’ ’

A FACTORY GIRL.

The advertisements in our journals have
nct this innocent expansion or this original-
ity ; nevertheless, we may still find some
treasure-troves in the sheets of certain
countries, where publicity is less costly.
For example, quite recently at Loda, In
Russian Poland, the journal of the town in-
serted the following advertisement:

Iam an honest worilog-girl and I work In
the factory. My father owns fifty hogs, each
worth 30 rubles. 1 work at the factory, as I
bhave said, and whoever wauls me cau bave me—
in lawlul marriage.

MISS M'CLARMAN'S APPEAL.

America has the specialty of advertise-
ments which are not commonplace, as, for
instance, that which a certain Miss Georgina
MacClarman recently published:

Feilow-ciizens! Can you remain Indifferent
In the presence of a well-brea compatriot, ace
quaivted with musie, possessing al! that one ean
aesire, even though she be reduced Lo seeklng a
husband through the mediam of the newspapers?
Make bhaste, fellow-citizens! Forward, march!
Murriage or deaih! ~dvance without fear!
Sivce the world has exisied, never has a cow-
ardly heart been able Lo win a woman!

A WAFT FROM THE WILD WEST.

An advertisement still more bizarre, and
which proves that the redskins are decidedly
in i1t is this one, culled from the Prairle
Journal:

An Indian chlef offers a thousand horses to
the while man who will marry his daughter,
aged 18 years. In exchange the white man wiil
inbabit the Indian Territory and teach the
Iudians how to viow. The hoises represent a
capital of $80,000. The young Indian girl is of
medium heieht. Stue bas black eyes, abuudant
balr and charming.

Alas! even among the redskins the idyls
have to-dzy bloomed in the form of adver-
tisements! How far removed are we from
Lougfellow’s poelic reveries !

ADVENTURESS’ CUNNING TRAPS.

In Paris singularly worded matrimonial
advertisements are counstantly published.
Some of these are undoubtedly genuine,
emanating from country girls who wish w
make their way to the giddy capital, or from
girls tired of poverty and toil who wish for
relief from their misery in the agreeable
skape of a husband ; but an experience will
teach that the majority of these advertise-
ments are so many traps lald by designing
adventuresses to ensnare and capture un-
wary men with a view of despoiling them of
what money they may possess.

Only recently thirty men, mostly Parisians,
who should bave known hetter, were caught
by the specious advertisements of a woman
who kept them all on the hooks until she had
beguiled them into making her ail the gifts
they would, when she ab.ndoned them if
she could, but if not married them and van-
ished immediately after the pertormance of
the nuptial ceremony o one knew whither.
She was finally exposed, and received her
just deserts at the hands of the law she had
i*outraged, but that afforded small satisfaction
to her fleeced dupes, who, of course, never
anlin as such as caught sight of their precious
casil.

1f the real truth about nine-tenths of the
matrimonial advertisements and matrimo-
nial agencies could be reached and written
up, it would afford some highly interesting
reading of the sensational type worthy of
comparison with the best detective romances
ever conceived and published by Emile Ga-
boriau or that equaliy fertile genius, Xavier
de Montepm.

WILL “TICK” AGAIN

~A Declsion in Favor of a Swindling De-
vice.

Police Judge Worley reindered a decision
yesterday dismissing the charge of misde-
meanor aganst E. H. Cook for conducting
a swindling deviee, similar to the clock
game, The decision was based mainly on
the meaning of the word “‘chance,” as the
police charged the gambling contrivance
was of that character.

The word “chance” "was defined by the
Court as sometning without design, foreor=
dination, but containiug an element of un-
certainty. In the game conducted by Cook
the numbers are placed on the tape on the
day before it is used, and there is no possi-
bility of changing them as they emerge from
the “ticker.”” In brief, of course, the deci-
sion holds that the device is not a game of
chance.

Cuief Crowley says he is determined to
suppress the game and if he cannot do so
under the present laws he will ask the
Board of Supervisors to pass an ordinance
that will compel the game to close by insur-
ing the conviction of those who run such a
device,

It may be that when Cook opens up the
game again he will be arrested on a chnrﬁ
of lareeny, as the police eontend that o
taining money by trick, fraud or device is
larceny under the existing laws.

The prayer of the city child, ‘‘ Lord, make
us very stylish,” is answered this summer,
if not from above at least from the level of
the dressmaker in many and various ways.
It is stylish to go upon the street with your
dress cut almost as low in the neck as for a
ball; it is equally stylish to walk in a collar
lined with flowers that blossom above the
level of your ears. It is stylish to exploit
your arms in long, tight cuffs that reach to
the elbows, and it is stylish, if you object to
this method of treatment, to wear a straizht
fall cape thatis of exactly the right length to
conceal the fact that you possess such things
as arms at all. 1t is stylish to wear big but-
tons, and it is very, very stylish to wear
hats that rise up in cones. Itis stylish, in
fact, to do pretty much as you please, if
only you please to. be more or less pic-
turesque and to spend rather more money
than you can afford.

A Summer Tea Gown.

Tea-color is a shade that is not especially
beautiful, but that it is stylish to give pref-
erence to at the present hour.

her gown. A serpent brocade figured yes-
terday at a fashionable luncheon, Its skirt
was of black bengaline with writhing snakes
of iridescent green throwing themselves
about and lashicg themselves so recklessly
as to destroy all pleasure in the dainty
feasting. The front of the bodice was full,
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and had long deep tabs ed%ed with jet. The
yoke and collar were of faded green silk,
covered with rieh jet embroidery.

ith its rose«. Old pink reau de soie is the
material which composes the princess coat,
frilled and plaited and trimmed with a tlat
flounce in old Venetian lace. It opens upon

a lace front in_white China crepe secured
with a white satin belt at the waist line and
abounding in knots and streamers.

The beauty and variety of the silks which
enter into it are noteworthy features of the
trousseau, the peculiarly rich aud soft luster
of some of them being almost beyond com-
parison. There are several as yet uncut
lengths of brocades and brocatelles whose
colors shade together in what enthusiasts
call “*poetic”” harmony.
