An Innocent Man Imprisoned a Year for
a Woman’s Crime.

John Gassaway, the Allegheny drogglst,
who suffered imprisonment in the Ohio
penitentiary for a year for acrime he did
not commit, has been vindicated. It was in
1874 that he was arrested and convicted of
stealing a watch from the residence of
William Conger in Cleveland, says the
Pittsburg Dispatech. Now comes forward
the real culprit. It is a woman, and she
confesses that she stole the watch, and that
as she is dying she wants to make what
restitution is in her power. Mr. Gassaway
was seut to the penitentiary for two years,
but was released alter having served half of
the sentence.

For a numver of years he has kept a
drug-store at the corner of North avenue
and Federal street, in Alleghany. Several
days ago he received a letwer from James
Suiratt, the Pestmaster at Steubenville,
Obio, stating that the latter had a confes-
sion from a woman who claimed that she
was the person whko had stolen the watch
from the Conger residence. Mr. Gassaway
went to Steubeuvilie on Tuesday and re-
turned last might, He sald that in the let-
ter the woman, who gave her name as Mrs,
Margaret Lane, stated that she knew that
she was going to die and wanted to do a
simple act of justice.

She then in the letter went on to tell that
in 1874 she was a book-canvasser in Cleve-
land; that she went to a house, and finding
the door open went in, and seeing a gold
watch on the dresser seized it and imme-
diately left. When she saw the account of
the arrest of a young man for the theft her
conscicnce reproachied her, for she had seen
liim in the yard at the iime she entered the
house. She says she went back to restore
the watch but was rebuffed by the servant
girl. Mrs. Lane says she hid the watch in
the chimney of her roow, and during an ill-
ness which followsd, when fires had been
lighted, it must have been burned. Mr.
(GGassaway savs he has no wish to prosceute
the woman and will nut do so.

A SACRED TRIO.

Some Curious Legends Concerning the
Palm, Oak and Ash Trees.

The paln, the oak, aud the ash are, ac-
cording to a timely and interesting article
in a recent number of the Deutche Runds-
chau, the three trees which, since time im-
memorial, were held to be sacred. The first
among them which figures on the cldest
monuments and pictures of the Egyptians
and Assyriaas is the date palm hometan.

Tradition of a later period says that when
Adam left Paradisa he was allowed to take
with bim three things—a myrtle, because it
was the most lovely and most scented flower
on the earth; a wheat ear, because it had
the most nourishment; and a date, because
it was the most glorious fruit of the earth.
The date from Paradise was in some mar-
velous way brought to the Dejaz. From it
have come all the date-palms in the world,
and Allah destined it to be the food of all
true believers, who shall conquer every
country where the date-palm grows.

The cak was always considered a holy
tree by our own ancestors and, aboeve all,
by the nations of the north of Europe. When
Winifred of Devonshire (680-754 A. 1).) went
forth on his wanderings through Germany
to preach the Gospel, one of his first actions
was to eut down the giant oak in Saxony,
which was dedicated to Thor, and worshiped
by the people from far and near. But when
he had nearly felled the oak, and while
the people were cursing and threatening the
saint a supernatural storm swept over it,
seized the summit, broke every branch and
dashed it quasi superni, motus solaris, with
a tremendous crash to the ground., The
heathens acknowledged the marvel and
wany of them were converted there and
then. But the saint built a chapel of the
i\-uod of this very oak and dedicated it to St.

Yeter.

The Celts, and Germans, and Scandinavi-
ans, again, worshiped the mouutain ash,
and it is especially in the religious myths of
the latter that the “Askr Yggdrasil” plays a
prominent part. To them it was the holiest
among trees, the “world tree,” whiech, eter-
nally young and dewy, represented heaven,
earth and hell. According to the Edda the
ash ygedrasil was an evergreen tree. A
specimen of it, says Adam of Bremeun, grew
at Upsala, in front of the great temple, and
another in Dithmarschen, carefully gnarded
by a railing, for it was in a mythical way
counected with the fate of the country.
When Dithmarschen lost its libsrty the tree
withered, but a magvie, one of the best
prophesying birds of the north, came and
built its nest on ‘e withered tree and
hatched five little ones, all perfectly white,
48 a sign that at some future time the coun-
try would regain its former liberty,

its Construction Was Suggested by the
Labors of an Insect.

It has been said that the operations of the
spider suggested the art of spinning and
weaving to man. That may be doubtful,
but it is quite certain that to & hint from an
insect was due the invention of a machine
instrumental in accomplishing ounc of the
most stupendous works of modern times—
the excavaiion of the Thames tusnel.

Mark Isambard Brunel, the great engi-
gineer, was standing one day about three-
quarters of a century ago in a ship-yard
watching the movements of an animal
known as the teredo navales—in English
the naval wood worm—when a brilliant
thought suddenly occurred to him, says the
New York Weekly. He saw that this
creature bored its way iuto the piece of
wood upon which it was operating by
means of a very extraordinary mechanic
apparatus. Looking at the aanimal atten-
tively through a microscope he found that
it was covered in front with a pair of valvu-
lar shells; that, with its foot as a purchase,
it communicated a rotary motion and a for-
ward impulse w the valves, which, acting
upon the wood like a gimlet, penetrated its
substance, and that, as the particles of
wood were loosened, they passed through
the body of the borer to its mouth, where
they were expelled.

"hero " sail Brunel to himself, *is the sort
of thing I want. Canl reproduce it in an arti-
ficial form?” He forthwith set to wurk,
and the final result of his labors, after
many failuree, was the famous boring-
shield, with whicl the Thames Tunnel was
excavated.

This story was told by Brunel himself, and
there 18 no reason to doubt its trutbh. ‘The
keen observer can draw useful lessons froin
the humblest of the works ot God.
