SMOKELESS POWDER.

Reports from the East state that additional
tests have been made of the Wettern smoke-
less powder, which proved highly satisfac-
tory. ‘The experiments were carried on at
t National Armory at Springtield, Mass.,
under Goverument supervision. The tests
showed an initial velocity of neariy 1900
feet, with a pressure of almost 47,000 pounds.
When it is taken into cousideration that the
charge used was but thirty-six grains of the
powder, it will at once be seen that the
velocity and penetrating power is exceed-
ingiy great. Tue high velocity oblained by
the Wettern powder greatly increases the
danger space. The coupper covering, with
which it is proposed to equip the new ball,
also inereases its penetration, and it
is claimed that the missile will be effective
for a distance of two and a half miles. An
army provided with ammunition of this de-
seription, with the proper arm for its use,
would cause a vast amount of damage to
any enemy it would come in conta et with.

BREKING-IN A NEW RIFLE.

One of the most trving and anxious mo-
ments of a marksman’s life is when he dis-
cards his old and true weapon and ventures
npon the purchase of a new rifle. Forsome
unaccountable reason he has lost his old
love for the arm which has performed sueh
good work and brought to his home so
many trophies of its accuracy. Hsz believes
the groeves are worn; it does not take the
bullet as nicely as it used to; the triggeris
a little worn and drags a bit; the stock
does not exaetly fit him. Indeed he will
sum up a dozen excuses for discarding his
old friend when speaking to a comrade of
the iutended change of weapons, while in
Lis heart he does not believe one of them.
But when a rifleman once commences to
luse confidence in his weapon every change
of light, every variation of wind, the un-
steadiness of his nerves and faulty ammuni-
tion will all be blamed upog the unoffend-
ing rifle.

A THEME FOR STUDY.

While the breaking-in of a new rifle is
filling the marksman’s mind with a hun-
dred fears it is at the same timea great
theme for study and pleasurable excite-
ment. All kinds of notions fill his wind.
Will the old and trusty ammunition, which
took years of practice to perfect, suit the
new gun? Will the bullets require more or
less hardening? What will be the tempera-
ture and conditions of light on the day of
trial? All these and many more questions
press themselves closely upon the experi-
menter. But be has made up his mind that
he must have a new gun. The gunsmith is
seen and asked for advice. As usual the
inquirer is a rifle crank and the gunsmith is
very wary in making a recommendation.
He does not like to shoulder all the respon-
sibility of ap unsatisfactory test by one he
knows will expect almost impossibilities
from a weapon,

In testing the new arm thefrifleman will
not believe he is out of condition. He
thiuks he feels fine, was never steadier in
his life. Everythiug wmng is blamed on
the new gun. T'he metal from which the
barrel is made was not properly tempered,
and various complaints are forthcoming.
While, on the other hand, if the trialis a
success the result is an overjoyed marks-
wan, who believes no rifle is equal to the
new one he possesses, and no boy was ever
prouder of his first pair of pants and ex-
hibited them to his admiring friends with
more warmmth of admiration than does the
rifle crank when he passes his new weapon
from friend to friend for eritical examina-
tion, and begs each for an opinion vpon his
new venture,

RESULTS DIFFER. :

Itis a fact that although two or more
rifles may be similar in appearance and
made at the same factory, the results ob-
tained from each will not be alike. One
may need different ammunition from the
other, either in the charge or kind of powder
used, aad also in the hardoess or softuess
of the bullet, .

In breaking-in a new rifle the marksman
usually fires from 50 to 100 shots. The first
twenty of these shots is generally done at a
rest and the balance at off-hand shooting.
The target used is the 25-ring German
target, on account of its fineness, and the
record of each shot is kept upon a score-
card provided for that purpose.

An interesting breaking-in _mateh by Dr.
L. O, Rogers, one of our well-known rifle-
men, recently took place at Shell Mound
Park. The doctor fired thirty shots, and at
the end of the string expressed himself as
highly pleased with his new rifle. The fol-
lowing is the score made at the trial:

This is an excellent average of 22%, and
proves that the new weapon, if properly
handled, will give a good account of itself
in a short time.

He Might as Well Have Taken the Whole.

In this matter of fees a Philadelphia law-
yer, now dead, who had a national reputa-
tion, having been honored with high posi-
tions of trust both at Washington and Har-
risburg, was famous for his tremendous
charges. One day a client for whom he had
collected $1500 called at his office to receive
the money, and the lawyer handed him a
check for $100. The client looked at it and
remarked that the lawyer must have made

PEUPLE'S PARTY.

Single Tax Men Discuss Its Plans
and Platform.

A Congress of Agricultural Patriots—The In-
consistencies of the Cincinnati Conven-
tion’s Product.

Professor II. A. Tatum led the attack on
the existing financial and industrial svstews
of the country at last night’s meeting of the
Single Tax Society. He speedily betrayed
himself to his hearers as a greenbacker all
through. He held that the issuing of green-
backs saved the country from ruin during
the war, and that the national bauks have
Leen ruining it ever sinee. He believed
with the framers of the platform adopted
by the Peopte’'s party at Cincinnati—that
Congress shounld issue all the money., 1t
was absurd to argue, as bankers do, that a
Government that authorizes national banks
to issue money should not issue money it-
self. He said that the new Congress, the
Congress which the Farmers” Alliance is go-
ing to elect, will be a Congress of patriots.
He believed that the new party would be
victorious because it would have thesupport
of all the farmers and workingmen in the
country.

SLAVES OF THE MONEY POWERS.

“Affairs in the United States,”” the
speaker said, “are worse now than they
ever have Dbeen before. A few years ago
the blacks were in slavery, but now both
whites and biacks are In slavery to the
money power. The chains that were
thrown off by the men of '76 are being
riveted again, for there are men in England
to-day who own vast tracts of land in this
country and can say to their free-born
American tepant, vots as we would have
you vote or go elsewhere and find other
land or starve. ‘These things compel people
to think, and seeing that they 2Zain nothing
from the old political parties, that their ery
for bread is answered with a stone, they
turn to this new party which they have
formed and believe that it will give them
the reforms they demand.”

PEOPLE'S PARTY PLATFORM.

James A. Reynolds read ana commented
on the platform of the new-born People’s
party., He ridiculed the demand of the
party for the issue by Congress of legal
tender notes of suflicient volume to transact
the business of the country on a cash basis.
‘The business of the country, he beld, is not
transacted on a cash basis, nor is it neces-
sary that it shiould be, for we now exchange
commodity for commedity. He held that
this was the demaud of the land-holding or
farmer class, who are opposed to baving
special favers shown to other elasses, but
are very willing to have especial favor
shown themselves. The platiorn declares
against the loaning of woney to one
class or calling . in preference to an-
other, and then goes on to say that money
shall be loaned at2 percent on unperishable
products or real estate. The speaker
wanted to know whether the loaning of
money on imperishavle farm products or
land was not favoring one class or calling in
preference to another. He wanted to koow
where the mechanic, the professional man
or the laborer, who have no land or imper-
ishable products, come in,

LANDS HELD BY ALIENS.

hen the speaker tore up the new party’s
plank providing for the reclaiming by the
Government of lands held by aliens and
railroads, on the grounds that the Govern-
went could not tuke back those lands with-
out paving for them, and, in order that it
might do that, it would be compelled to tax
the industries of the people to obtain the
purehase money,

*“And now,” said Mr. Revnolds, *‘we come
to the fifth plank of the platform: ‘We de-
mand that taxation—national, State and
municipal, shall not be used to build up
one interest or class at the expense of an-
other.””

“Now that suits me. That means free
trade, and free trade is what we want,”

That was about all of the plalform Mr.
Revnolds seemed to want., 7The other
planks were censured as ridicutous. The
Single Tax platform was the only political
product that upheld the rights of all, and
promised the down-trodden toilers of the
country relief,

The Chairmanr announced that the Single
Tax platform would be read and discussed
at the next meeting of the society.

TRUE TO THE LAST.
A Vow of Celibacy Religiously Kept for
Thirty-one Years.

A funeral cortege drew up in Spring
Grove Cemetery yesterday and the final act
in a life’s romance was enacted. It was the
interment of the remains of Miss Virginia
Webb of Mason, Ohio. She was a daughter
of Mr. John Webb, well known in this city,
and lived formerly with her parents at New
Richmond, Ohio, says the Cincinnati En-
quirer. When but 15 years of age she
plighted her troth to William Wilde, a
neighbor lad, Young Wilde was of well-to-
do parents, but the parents of hisgirl sweet-
heart objected to a marriage on account
of his being of German parentage. When
Miss Jessie, as she was familiarly called, ar-
rived at the age of maturity, Wilde
pressed his suit more earnestly, bus the
young lady’s parents were still obdurate
and forbade the union. Both then promised
solemnly that if not permitted to wed they
keep none others’ coutpany until parental
interference was waived. That was thirty-
one years ago,

There were three daughters in the Webb
family, The oldest married and moved
away.

*“*Casamicciola,” and the flag of [taly, bound
with crepe, fluttered in front of it. Such a
procession was well calculated to touch
Italian sympathies, The people sobbed in
the streets.

But they also offered Casamicciola better

tribute than tears. The most various of
articles showered into the car from the
houses on either side of the streets—a bun-
dle of clothes from one story, a shirt from
the window above, money tied in a hand-
kKerehief from the third, and from the attic
perchance a pair of ear-rings, removed by
their owner from ler ears in haste ere the
car should pass.
& In the poorer guarters of the eity the pro-
cession aroused real enthusiasm of genor-
osity. A cobbler ran from his shop and
threw into the car the coat he had been
wearing.

“What will you do now ?”" asked his wife.

““Mia cara, in this warm weather
enough if I bave my shirt,” said he.

A cabman likewise stripped himself to his
shirt, and gave cloak, coat, waistcoat, and
even his watch and chain to the commis
sioners,

A woman untied her apron and reft her
baby of its frock, that she might not Le
backward in giving. The shop-keepers
offered contribution in kind—packets of
wnacaronl, bottles of oil, sausages and bread.

A HUMAN BRUTE.
He Crushes a Horse’s Skull Because Its
Owner Discharges Him.

A valuable horse, belonging to the whole-
sale butchering firm of Bauer & Oppen-
heimer was found in the stable of the firm,
Sixtieth street and Eleventh avenue, yester-
day morning with his skull erushed in and
in a dylog state, says the New York Com-
merecial, erman Beyer, the firm’s night-
watehman, stated that the animal had been
kicked by another horse during the night,
but.a veterinary surgeon who had been
called in at once decided that the horse had
been struek with a hammer or some other
blunt instrument in the hands of some mali-
cious person.

This threw suspicion on Beyer, especially
as he had been notified by his employvers
that his services would not be required
after next Saturday night. The Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals
was notified and Superintendent Hankinson
began an investigation. It was learned that
Beyer had seemed to feel a sort of sup-
pressed glee at the condition of the horse,
while the dying struggles of the poor animal
had pained every other beholder.

Mr. Hankinson madé a thorough examin-
ation of the premises, and in g closet nsed
by Beyer found a heavy earpenter’s ham-
mer, the head of which was covered with
clotted blood and hair. The hammer head
was placed in the depression in the horse’s
sknll and was found to fit it exaetly.

Upon this discovery Special Corey
arrested Beyer at his home vesterday after-
noon. The horse died at noon, Beyer was
arraigned before Justice Murray in the
Yorkville Police Court, this morning, and
was committed for trial in default of $1000

bail.
Superintendent Hankinson had the crushed
art of the horse’s skull ent out and will
ave it preserved for use at the trial. Beyer
rsists in his story that the horse was
eked by one of the other snimals in the
stable.
A Suggestion to Nurserymen.

USES OF ADVERSITY.

Rev. Dr. Reed on the Truth of
the Story of Jonah.

The Rev. J. Sanders Reed tock as the sub-
jeet for his sermon last evening the story of
Jonah being swallowed by a whale and the
lessons which it typified.

“Theclogians,” Dr. Reed said, “would ac-
cept the account as an allegory bad not he,
whose word is truth, quoted it as an his-
torieal fact in his controversy with the
Pharisees. The book of Jonah itself
showed inherent marks of being historiecal,
and the accuracy of its description of the
dimensions of Ninevah had been estab-
lished by later discoveries.

“One miracle,” Dr. Reed proceeded, “is
as easy, as patural as another. One exer-
tion of the creative power is as natural as
another. The skeptic argues that there has
been no interruption with the course of na-
ture. God has never iniruded into this uni-
verse of ours. Everything is the resuit of
revolution. The universe runs itseif.

“In reply to this, we have no hesitation In
asserting that an Israelite, named Jonah,
was swallowed by a fish, and after three
days rejected on dry land. It does mnot
seeL) possible for any one to reject tnis and
to belleve in the ministry or Christ. If you
reject some of his words you reject all.

““The legend of Andromeda rescued from
a sea monster by Perseus; the familiar
myth of St. George saving Aia, the daugh-
ter of the King of Bevrout, from the
dragon, this cycle of legends of sea mon-
sters on the Syrian coast, may it not bea
survival of a story of a striage man re-
jected from the mouth of a fish on the
Syrian coast, There is the further testi-
mony of the common occurring of the
carved representation of the fish-god in
Nineval, and the story which Herod-
itus  tells  of Orion, the famous
l'f'rost, borne to shore on a dolphin’s back.

heophrastus, too, tells how Hercules was
saved in the belly of a whale when hisship
was wrecked, and the Koran devotes a chap-
ter to the story of Jonah. It is also said
that a whale’s throat could not swallow
more than a man’s arm. But the word tran-
slated whale means any sea monster.”

Dr. Reed answered thisobjection at length
and argued that the prophet miight have been
lodged in the whale’s mouth, aspace as large
a8 a room. The throat, moreover, of the
siwrmaceti whale, which is found in the
Mediterranean, is, it isclanmed, large enough
to swallow a man.

The debt Jonah owed to the whale was
then dwelt on by the preacher. It turned
his obstinacy into a spirit of obedience. The
uses of adversity were described in striking
aphorisms: *Trees are best gratted in
cloudy weather; ears are pierced that jew-
els may be iuserted; there is a country
where the physicians begin their healing
vrocess by treading on the patient,”” and
many wore. ‘“‘Darkness,”” Dr. Reed con-
cluded, *‘*has been the salvation of many a
nature. Perpetual sunshine would kill cre-
ation. Anuy barrier that keeps a manu from
ruin is the outstretched arm of God across
his path.”

IMPRISONED BY FLAMES.

A Car-Load of Passengers Surrounded by
the Fiery Element.

“Porter, there’s fire in this car!” It was
on the night passenger which left Savannah
Monday evening for Atlanta. The train was
about fifteen miles this side of Savannah
running on a straignt track and at the rate
of thirty-five miles an hour, says the At-
lanta Constitution. ‘T'he passenger coach
just ahead of the handsome new sleeper was
erowded with men, women and children.
Suddenly the passengers in all parts of the
car commenced sniffling. ‘There was an
odor of gas in the car, and as the porter
came through it a New York drummer ex-
claimed as above.

One of the gasoline jets in the forward
portion of the car had gone out. ‘I'ne porter
climbed upon a stool to light it. He re-
moved the chimney and then discovered he
had no matehes, He reached down for his
lantern and removed the lamp proper from
the gluss encasewent in order to lizht the
jet. The eyes of every oue in the car were
naturally upon him. He raised his torech.
An explosion followed ; the porter dropped,
and a sheet of fluine spread from one end of
the ear to the oiher, over the heads of the
passengers. In an instant it seemed that
every piece of wood in the car was a living
flame. The men jumped for the bell-rope,
and in the excitement literaily tore it to
shreds. Men rushed to the car doors, snd
women screamed as the train sped on, carry-
ing them on to a prison ot flimes.

The train was quickly brought to a halt,
but it seemed to be an eternity to those
boxed within the incasement of fire. Be-
fore the last passenger got out flames were
bursting through the car-windows and lick-
g the roof. Many escaped on'y with their
lives, leaving their hand baggage to the
flames.

But for the guickness and coolness of the
erew the entire train would haye been con-
sumed. Conductor Beebe guickiy uncoupled
the burning car from the others, The front
cars were pulled ahead by the engine and
the rear sleeper pulled back by the com-
bined strength of the men aboard the train.
Tien the engine ran ahead to the next
station, where another passenger coach and
thedwrecking train were wired for. 'There
was a delay of about five hours before the
iron remnants of the burned coach could be
removed,

Fortunately but one man was injured. He
was Conductor Cubb:ge, who was not on
duty, but happened to be coming up on the
train. In his efforts to aid the passengers
and rembve the other cars one of his hands
was badly burned and his face scorched.

A Miraculous Escape From Death.

A Dbleod-curdling eircumstance that came
within a hair of being a frightful accident
chilled the veins of pedestrinus in the vicin-
ity of Fourth and Walonut streets yesterday
afternoon. William Fewsmith, a young car-

penter, employed in erecting scaffolding at-

the top of the immense tower of the Man-
hattan Life Insurance Company’s gigantic
building, slipped and fell.

Fortune rather than fate ruled the
watter, however, and Fewsmith was eaught
an his descent on a projecting timber from
ihe second scaffold below when be had fallen
twenty feet. William Conrad, a fellow work-
man, seeing his comrade’s plight, quickly
walked out on the timber and pulied Few-
smith up until he was able to staud on nis
feet again. Hundreds who saw the incident
applauded the brave act of Conrad and
dozens of workmen congl(atu)awd the res-
cued man.—Philadelphia Times.

An Historic Tomb.

A tomb containing two sepulchral urns,
one of which contains the ashes of Eeloge,
the nurse of the Emperor Claudius Nero,
and the other those of Acte, who was con-
verted to Christianity by St. Paul, has been
discovered in R=ne, in the vigna Nuova, off
the Via Salara, outside of the Salara gate.
The tomb is the eemetery of Domitian’s
family, where the ashes of Nero himself
were also buried. Theinseription mentions
that Ecloge’s ashes were placed there in ae-
cordance with her request that they might
be interred near those of her nurseling, the
Emperor.
