An Old Man Aamolted and Severs! Women

Insulted i»y Ih. m.

An old man named John McFadden was
brutally treated by three denutv Pound-
keepers on Russian Hill yesterday morning
about 10 o'clock. He had a femalo goat and
kid, both of which he held by a rope, and
was letting them browse in a vacant lot on
the hillabove Union street, when "the d'>g-
catchers drove alonjj and at once set about
securing the goats.

Hiding the lar;ats under their coats, they
threw r <ks, but could not make the goats
run. They then went up to MeFadden, and
after a severe struggle seized the goats, but
not before oue of the dog-catc!iers ha i
drawn a pair of police nippers from his
pocket, and ;lacing them uo the old man's
wrist, twisted them tight enough to cut a
Ka-h i«ver an inch 1 rag.

Over a score of people witnessed tho out-
raue and several women remonstrated, but
were driven away by foul aud abusive
language.

KELLY'S ARGUMENT.

Witnesses in the Damn Case
Charged With Forgery.

Dr. Tisdale as a Confidant-Sara Barker

Smith's Alleged Inconsistency— A Sig-

nificant Omission From the Will.

Dr. Tisdale suffered severely at the hands
of Lawyer Kelly in his argument for the
contestants in tho Kama will case yester-
day, lie asked why Daraa iiad confided to
Tis lale, an acquaintance of a few weeks, the
making of the will, and yet so important a
revelation was kept from his most Intimate
friends. The conduct of Tisdale, the attor-
ney thought, was proof that he bad his put

to play in the conspiracy ana he was anxious
to fulfillir.

Reverting to Mrs. Sarah Barker Smith's
testimony that Dama had given her his will,
he regarded the statement inherently im-

probable. Mrs. Smith is contradicted, he
6.lid. as to the whereabouts of the will,and
its having been kept continuously among
her laces, never having been taken out, by
her own statement?, and by the testimony
of her husband, who said it was kept be-
tween the mattresses.

The testimony of Miss Belle Harris, said
the attorney, was truthful, and its contrast
with that of Mrs. Smith must have favorably
impressed the coart She testified as to the
demeanor of Mis. Smith when slut gave up
the will,without taking a receipt for such a
valuable document

Another reason coins to show that the will
was a forgery was that Professor Dama had
a prejudice against olographie wills, because
cf the failure on account of the omission of
a date to secure the probate ol his wife's
will, and the consequent deprivation of
what be was entitled to under that instru-
ment In view of this fact counsel main-
tained that Dama would hardly have de-
cided upon such a form of testameut for him-
self.

Kelly called the attention of the court to
the testimony of witnesses for the contest-
ants to the effect that a will had been writ-
ten by Dama in May, LBB7, but that it
was idifferent one from the willInquestion.

"This alleged will,"he saiJ, "is clothed
in p.ll the conceivable habiliments of crime.
Itbears upon its face the stamp of fal>ity
and the impress of fraud and all the indicia
of forgery, and those who forged it, who
conceived, concocted and consummated this
crime, were in possession of the willactually
executed in 1887, attested in the presence of
Dallasanta, who did not sign as a witness
because Datna told him it was not necessary
as there were witnesses enough— Mathieu,
Qodard and Bellini having already attested;
and the conspirators and forgers used that
document as a pattern in the execution of
their pernicious purpose."

GODAItDS COMING FROM TEXAS.
Commenting on the testimony of A'phonse

Mathieu and his wife, counsel said: 'They
are the only persons who testify that the
signature to the alleged will was genuine,
contrary to all the evidence of Mathieu's
associates and others familiar with his
writing, and he received $100 for the testi-
mony." The counsel then reviewed the testi-
mony of Henri Godard and the strangeness
of his conduct in coming from Texas in
Charge of a private detective, who kept him
in custody during his stay here."

Godard," he said, "
was an intelligent

man, who bad studied handwriting and
gave the court exhibitions of his ability to
produce a document like the will. We claim
that both Godard and .Mrs. Fannie Johnson
had capacity to commit this forgery ;but
whether it be one or the other, or both of
them, the fact willalways remain that the
altered willis forgery."

Another evidence of the spurious char-
acter of the alleged will was shown in the
omission fromitan v of allusion to the Deity.
"Dama," counsel said," "was born and died
a Catholic. He was a religious nun by
nature, and in the first and second drafts
of the willin his handwriting he reverent
recites after 'the last willand testament of
1.. Uaina,1in the first line, 'In ho presence
of God. Amen.1 There is a certain signifi-
cance in this when it is compared with the
formal beginning of the disputed documents,
'Know all men by these presents."

Kelly will continue his argument to-day.

THE DOUULE TRAGEDY.
Inquest on the Itpmains of Guiizales and

His Victim.
Coroner Garwood held an Inquest yester-

day on ti e bodies of Iteyes Gonzales and
Sivera Nsueros. The testimony in refer-
ence to the murder of the fallen woman by
her jealous lover, who then committed sui-

cide, was corroborative of th-* account of
the terrible tragedy published yesterday.

After hearing the evidence of witnesses
who lived in the house where the double
tragedy occurred, the jury rendered the fol-
iowing verdict:

That B«*yes Goozales, aped 25 years, a native
of -Mexico and a barber i>y occupation, came to
his d(Min at 228 Montgomery avenue on May
25, 1891. from an Incited wound of the heart,
and we further find chat lie deliberately com-
mitted suicide.

1hat Btvera Si«nfro«, agfl 28 yeant, a native
of Mexieu, c.imeto ber dt-.nh ai 228 Montgomery
avenue, and we tunber Bud tnai nlie ineUier
death at the hands of Keye* (ion/.ales.

HUNTINGTON'S REPLY.
The Protest Against the Proposed

Seventh-Street Snbwaj.

There is bitter opposition in Oakland to
a proposition under consideration by the

Southern Pacific Company for the construc-
tion of a subway on Seventh street to take
ttie place of the surface road now in oper-
ation on that thoroughfare.

Upon the occasion of President Hunting-
ton's recent visit the City Council of O.ik-
and, in accordance with a petition sicned

by a large number of citizens, broached the
scheme to the Southern Pacific people and
beld two meetings with Messrs. Hunting-
ton and Towne con-erning it.

Believing that the project would be sup-
ported by a majority of the citizens of Oak-
land, President Huntington agreed to com-
mence the work after a week spent in over-
coming the objections of several hieh officials
of the company, lie had no idea of en-
countering objections from the other side,
and the company's chief engineer was or-
dered to prepare plans.

On the evening before his departure fur
New York Mr. Ilnntiiigton, In the course
of an interview with iCall, reporter, said:
"The work ban been commenced at the
earnest solicitation of a majority of the peo-
ple of Oakland, expressing themselves
through the City Council. Itwillbe an ex-
pensive piece of work, without any corre-
sponding benefit to the company, but if the
people insist upon a change- it mast be
made."

He said also
that two ot ler delegates had been ap-
pc inted to <:<i the work, but they had not
presented themselves after receiving their
c linni~s on. lie was on h tini t<i examine
the contracts entered into betwea the
laborers and the board to ascertain whether
tney contained any provisions for making
the men work nine hours, when the leual
limit is eight hours.

Alter hearing his statement the board in-
formed the delegate that it made no con-
tracts with any laborer. It awarded work
to contractor.-* who bid the lowest, and if
they hired laborers the Hours were regu-
lated by the contracting parties. Mr.
Neaiun was asked to «ive the name or
names of the complaining laborers, but he
declined to do so, as they would certainly
be discharged.

Ujion bearing this statement the board
declined to discuss matters further with the
delegate, who was told lhat if he wished to
proceed he would do well to consult au at-
torney.

TJIE WATCHMAN SLEPT.
No Insurance Will lie I'altl for Ira P.

Kankiit'g Mill.
The Supreme Court has decided the case

of Ira I. linnkiu and others against the
Arizona Insurance Company to recover
$548 i!4on a tire insurance policy in favor o!
the com] any.

By the terms of the policy the owners of
the building which was burned were to keep
a watchman about the premises day and
night. A watchman was employed, but waa
asleep at some distance from the building
When it was consumed.

The lower court decided that the plaintiffs
bad kept their part of the agreement, as the
watchman was about the premises, but the
Supreme Court In reversing that decision
held that a watchman who was asleep at
some distance from the building was not
about the premises "day and night."

Mrs. Kogers IMsmlssed.
The charge of insanity brought by 11. T.

Rogers •gainst his wife, Maria, again came
before the Insanity Commissioners yester-
day unJ resulted in bet dismissal. The
Commissioners seemed fully satisfied that
Mrs. llogers was in her right mind, but de-
cided to have the case heard before Judge
Levy. When she took the witness-stand
beside the Judge she beuned him tearfully
not to commit her till lie had heard her
friends testify. He replied that he had no
idea of committing her at all, that the phy-
sicians believed her of sound mind, and they
knew more about it than he did.

CHINA AND JAPAN.

Latest Gleanings From the Ha-
waiian Island Exchanges.

Troubles of Chinese Farmers With Floods.
Discouraging Reports From the Tea

Fields-Small-Pox in Japan.

The Pacific Mail steamer City of Peking,
Captain Searle, arrived this morning thirty-
one ami a half days from Hong-Kong via
Yoltahatna. The following summary is
taken fiuni Japan and China exchanges as
late as ADril 24th and May 4th, and Ha-
waiian Island journals up to date of May
19th.

China.
There is renewed talk of a railway In

Manchuria, stretching from Newchang and
bhau-liai-kwHn toward th« Russian frontier.

Japanese journals are manifesting con-
siderable interest in Koreau affairs and give
publicity to various rumor.*, one of which is
that China demands the abdication of the
King.

A rather serious disturbance took place
recently at TonjESnan, a station on the
Tientsin railway, between t he foreign em-
ployes of the railway company and the
Cantonese, one foreigner being badly beaten.
The authorities, who are said to dread the
Cantonese, are tardily endeavoring to estab-
lish order.

The acting Viceroy of Nanking has re-
ceived communications from the Consul-
General for France at Shanghai and from
the American Consul at Chintciaug protest-
ing against and requesting 11. K. to put a
stop to .slanderous pamphlets against
foreign missionaries, wiilch are circulated
among the Chinese In Nanking. 11. E. lias
Instructed the district magistrate to appre-
hend the authors of such slanders and to
issue proclamations warning the people not
to be unfriendly to foreigners, under the
penalty of being severely punbiied.

The North China News say-: In trie
Kiayudistrict of Hnpeu the fanners occu-
pying low-lying laud suffer severely from
inundations caused by freshets and heavy
rains, swelling the volume of water in the
neighboring rivers. Their remedy was to
build a dyke to keep out the water, but that
would mean interference with t»e opera-
tions of fishermen, who prefer to nave a
wide expanse of water shallow «:nou git to
suit the length of their nets.

The Foochow Echo says: Recent informa-
tion received about the picking of the new
leaf, from the various tea districts, is truly
lamentable, in fact it is so bad that one is
almost inclined to believe that no new teas
can be expected in the market.

Hong-Kong.
Nineteen men were beheaded on the beach

at Kowloou, April17tn. At least nine of
the number were known to have taken an
active part in the Namoa tragedy.

The China Mail says: The members of
St. John's Cathedral are to petition the Sec-
retary of State tocontinue the ecclesiastical
grant, and itis even said that they have
formed an alliance with the Roman Catho-
lics lor this purpose, the latter co-operating
on the understanding that they receive a
pait of the grant. It h highly improbable
that the Secretary of State will, especially
in the present state of the colony's finances,
sanction the squandering of public money
insupport of deuominationalisui.

Japan.

The Official Gazette of April20th states
that Mrs. John F. Swifthad the honor of
being received by her Majesty, the Em-
press, on the afternoon of the '20tli.

Small-pox has increased in Yokohama so
much of late, says a native paper, that vac-
cination has been undertaken oa a large
scale, no less than 5000 persons beiLg vac-
cinated last week.

Mr. Cote Shimpef, an official of th« II a \u25a0

Department, has befn appointed to repre-
sent Japan at the International Conference
ol the Sanitary and Demographical Assoeia-
tiou to he ln'!<i iv J.<n lon in August next.

A notification from ths Geographical Bu-
reau of the borne Department appears in
the Official Gazette, to tin;effect thai st'inn
signal station-; have been established at .sa-
gano-seki in the Oita Prefecture un a place
situated between the bays of Katoiura and
Shimoura and al >ca on a si ot to '.ho uortb-
east of JizoKasak) and to the northwest ol
Tnkashima.

Th* Official Gazette ol the 18th inst. con-
tains Dr. liaelz's report on the effects »f the.
Koch lymph on eighteen cases. Ten of
these were confirmed, and live doubtful,

tf lung disease, and the other three
wer<- epers. Only one out of the ten eases
was seriously affected by the inoculation of
the ordinary amount of lymph. Out of the
others, seven were affected by the use of
large quantities, and two showed no signs of
hitliieuce w ualbver.

A report kssned by the Home Department
shows that 64 earthquakes were felt ia the
empire on 24 days in .March last, the day on
which the largest number was (ell being the
•-'lst, when there were 'J shocks. The great-
est number of earthquakes was felt between
0 o'clock In the morning and 7 o'cock in the
evening.

In a house at Tojomura, [Jjresbimagori, Na-
gana Prefecture, and destroyed t>Bo dwell-
ing*,a police station, a bank, two shrines
and three temples, three houses an<l ft ;> <st
and telegraph iSee being partly burned be-
fore the flames could be got under control.
Three persons were burned to death, and
three were more or less injured.
