Wlatls Known of tieEffiyMillionStars
Seen Tlronjji a Telescope,

New Stars That Have Been Disco7ered by
Mean3of the Improved Telescopes

—
Some

Things That Have Been Made Clear.

By the increased power of teles-opes tha
number of stars within our ken has been in-
creased from GOTO, tbe number which may
be seen in both hemispheres by the naked
eye, to probably about 80,000,000. The star
nearo.-t to the earth, a Centauri, is about
275,000 times as far from us as the sun is,
and Sinus is about twice as far away Ai
that; if, however, we could view then
bodies at an equal distance, a Centauri
would appear nearly twice as bright as our
sun, and Sirius forty times as bright.

Further, woknow that all these bodies,
although they arc ea led fixed stars in as-
tronomy books, so far from being fixed are
all in rapid movement and the rate i:i syma

cases fills us with astonishment. Thus, one
star (1830 Groom bridged has a velocity of
not less that 200 miles a second. This w< aid
carry it from New V^rk to Constantinople
in about a minute, and from the earth to
the sun in live days. Another nil Cygui)
has a velocity of not Kss than 30niiies a
second, ur 3^ooo^ooo miles a day. So fur,
then, we Una thar t:io stars are at different
distances, that they are of different
and that instead ol being nxfd they are all
in movement.

We now coma to another question. Why
dp these belies, whether near or distant,
i-'ive out light? They give out light be-
cause they are hot, and some of them are
hotter than almost anything we can
imagine. But we are not left to our irnagt-
nation. By the use of the prism the child's
wonder as to what the stars may be run
been changed into a certain knowledge of.
what stars tike the sun really are. such
bodies are masses ofglowing gas, the ma-
terials of whichare for the most part pre-
cisely iho same as those of which our eaitli
is built up; th« great difference between
such stars and the earth at the present time
being that they are hot while the earth is
cold.

AHthe metals, or nearly all of them,
which we read of in books of chemistry,
have been found in the sun ;and it is <iuite
possible that some of the non-metals may
exist in a part of the sun which we cannot
Ret at by

OUR METHODS OF WORK.
However this may be. we may be sure

that the non-metals willbe in the sun some
day, and that, when the sun is as cool as
the earth, its chemical composition willre-
semble our own essentially.

The^un is so hot at present that its outer
atmosphere, instead of being composed of
cool oxygen and nitrogen and water vapor, as
happens with our own, consists of brightly
shining hydrogen gas and iron vaporchiefly.
The iron is not solid, and itis not molten,
but exists as iron steam, at, perhaps, a dis-
tance of 200,000 miles above the shining orb
thai we see and call the sun. Tins, 1mink,
may be taken as a fair indication that the
sun is, indeed, a very hot body, especially
when we remember that as its center is ap-
proached the temperature must always in-
crease.

1 have said this much about the sun be-
cause it is very natural to ask whether all
stars are like the sun. Itused to be thought
that they were, but Ifor one do not think
this is so. When we come to examine the
bodies which shine in the sky, those dim
patches of gray light callAd nebulae, as well
as many of the stars themselves, the prism
tells us that the light which they send to us
is very different from the lightsent to us by
the sun, and by other stars, the light of.
which is exactly like sunlight.
Itis fair to suppose that if the light sent

out is different the body which semis it out
must also be different in some way or an-
other. A great deal of work recently dona
shows that probably many stars, instead of
being like the sun, are built up a* the comets
are, of enormous clouds or swarms of little
bodies, some of them, perhaps, no bigger
than grains of dust, the different quantities
and qualities of the light given out depend-
ingupon the motions of these little oarticles
and the average distance between them. So
when we have a great many of these little
masses closely packed together and moving
rapidly, they will have an opportunity to
strike ono another and thus produce light
and heat in a greater degree than can hap-
pen in those other so-called "stars" where
the dust is sparser and

THE MOTION LESS RAPID.
This is an idea which has lately been sug-

gested, and 1refer to it litre because it ap-
pears to make clear a great many points on
which children even of a larger growth have
been long puzzled. The idea, in its most
general form, Is that the bodies, which
shine in space, whether uebuhe. comets,
star?, planets or moon?, all start iv the same
way. For the starting point, itis imagined
that they all consist of the little parti to
which 1have referred, far apart, and not in
very rapid movement. Collisions take place
between these particles, and give rise to
light as the striking of a (lintagainst a steel
gives rise to light. The light at first is aim,
because the collisions are not numerous,
but in time the little particles condense to-
ward a center, which, therefore, becomes
brighter because toe particles are then
nearer together, clashing together oftener,
and, therefore, developing a larger amount
of he-tit and light.

In this way we pass from what we see in
the heavens as patches of milk-white light
called nebula to other bodies even hotter
than our sun, and when the stage is reached
in which we sea specks of lightmerely and
deal with "stars" properly so called we get
a hot body, which increases in temperature
as all the littleparticles arrive at thecenter,
until the motion of all of them has been
changed into heat, and a ball of vapor re-
sults, very, very hot.

As soon as the supply of heat cease- the
niass begins to cool. Oar sun is such a cool-
ing mass. The cooling goes on until at last
a body such as our own earth is formed.
This is whyit is that the chemical composi-
tion of the sun and earth are so similar.
If this is what reaily happens we can

easily explain the colors of all the star-.
Each stage of heat in a star has its own
special color. It is true that sometimes
very nearly the same color is produced at
two different Stages of heat, but apart froai
this we know that very white stars are at
the condition of greatest heat, and that
yellow stars are cooler, though some are
old, some young; and that very red, but
especially blood-red star-, are tottering on
the verge of invisibility,having run

THROUGH ALL THEIR CHANGES.
So far we have considered that the quan-

tity of light given out by a star depends
upon its age, so to speak. But this is not
ail. in some cases stars, although we do
not see them as double star?, are really
double, and this causes them to vary their
light. We may imagine one swarm of
colliding and light-giving bodies going
round another; and if the swarms are not
always the same distance apart, and there
is good reason why they should not bo, they
willlit times, so to speak, intermingle, and
then there will be more opportunity for
clashi and, therefore, more light will bo
given out. The star will be what is called
a "variable star," and the waxing and
waning of the light will be regular, if we
are dealing with two swarms only, or
irregular, if we are dealing with more.

Nut only so, the two swarms which con-
sisted of separate pat tides Inthe first in-
stance willeventually become bodies like
the sun, and go on until both have b '.out}
cooling bodies, one of them, perhaps, cooler
than the other. Then it may happen that
the cooler body willcome between our earth
and the brighter one and stop some of its
light in the same way that our moon stops
the light of the sun from reaching the earth,
in a solar eclipse.

These, then, are some of the points about
stars on which facts are being accumulated,
so that it is certain that the morn our knowl-
edge increases the more the majesty of the
universe, of whicheach of us forms a part,
willbe revealed.
Itshould please the people of America to

know that a noble American lady is at the
present time doing inure than all the rest of
the world put together to bring th« facts of
star lifebefore us, and there is little doubt
that whoh the "Henry Draper Memorial"
is completed what the stars really are will
be far better known. At present we are
looking through many glasses darkly. Weshall then be face to face with records that
cannot err, for tens of thousands of starsillhave told their own story in the lau-
gu.ige of light.
