MASCULINE HAIR.

Pointers as to the Proper Wearing of the
Capillary Covering.

Men do not pay sufficient attention to their
hair, affirms the New York Barber. They
dress well, buy nobby foot and head gear,
but often ignore the proper cut of their hair,
In nine case out of ten look at a man’s head
when he removes his hat and you can read-
ily distinguish his quality.

A gentleman never shaves his head close
unless the condition of his hair requires it.
Let the hair grow toa proper length, or-
dinarily from one and a half to two and a
half inches. The length should conform to
the skull and serve to conceal defects of
contour and glaring deficiencies.

A big man wita a thick, fleshy neck usually
takes delight in shaving his head with a
convict-like closeness until he bears a re-
semblance to a prize-fighter. He shonld let
his hair grow long in the back without
reaching down over his neck; that is, it

should be lopped off gradually at the bot-
tom. Grover Clevelana wears his in that
way, whereas if it was cut close it would
look abominable. A still greater aid in
such cases is to part the hair slightly in the
back. A person with a slim neck is not so
easily advised. If he has a bigbump at the
base of the skull he should waar hair cut as
close as possible without becoming vulgar.
A low forehead should havethe hair pushed
upward.

Persons with narrow temples should
comb the hair on each ride forward instead
of brushing it back, as is generally the case.
Instruct the barber to cut that which grows
closest to the temples extremely close, and
by overlapping the thicker portions in front
and cutting them off precisely where the
forehead ends ihe effeet is of wide temples
merely covered by the hair, Above all
things do not let the tonsorial fiand, as he
often does, hack away the growth behind

the ears.

THE PRESBYTERIANS.

Discussion in the Genmeral Kssembly on
Young Pecple’s Societies.

DeTtrolT, June 1.—At the Presbyterian
General Assembly to-day the subject of
young people’s societies came up. There was
lively discursion as to the liability of the
Christan Endeavor Society becoming too
independent. The special object of the
resolutivns discussed seemed to be the for-
mation of Westminster leagues, to take the
place of Young People’s Societies of Chris-
tian Endeavor. Elder Shepard of Phila-
delphia and others took part in the discus-
sion, saying the Christian Eadeavor move-
ment was direct from God, and they should
beware of antagonizing it and attempting to
restrict it within a rigid ecclesiastical line.

Dr. McKibsen thought an ironelad pledge
to take part in prayer meetings and attend
monthly consecration meetings established
lines that are systematically excluding those
whom the churches would admit, Hecharged
that Universalist and Unitarian societies
were ncw in full fellowship.

After some further talk on the subject
the entire report was adopted, with the reso-
lution for a standing committee on the sub-
jeet struck out.

The Publication Board matter then came
up. Dr. Simmons exonerated the Board
and i's employes from any blame as to the
unwise and wasteful methods unearthed at
Philadelphia, but said they did not know all
they should know in order to manage such
a vast business. The committee recom-
mended that three experts be put on the
board and have control of matters of which
they have particular knowledge.

T'he necessity of changes involving an-
nual savings of $30,000 is acknowledged.
The recommendations of the Committee of
Seven were adopted and both comwmittees
discharged.

Dr. Baker reported from his Committee
on Constitutionality a plan for bringing to-
gether the unemployed ministers and va-
cant churches, advising that the matter
be referred to the presbyteries, as a recoin-
wenaation rather than an instruction.

Dr. Lowrey reported from the Comwmittee
on the Revision of Texts, recommending
that the committee be continued, and that
shorter catechisms be provided with texts.
Adopted.

At the afternoon sesslon Dr. Junkin
moved that the Committee on Seal be con-
tinued uutil tye next assembly. This was
lost, and Dr. Wright, for the chairman,
recommended that the devics be an open
Bible, and that the committee have a suit-
abie draft at the next assembly. Adopted.

The assembly decided that it cannot send
delegates to other than ecclesiastical bodies
and so cannot send them to the temperance
congress at Saratoga,

The Committee on Canvass of Answers
from Fresbyteries to the Overtures on
Deaconesses, reported that these answers
were not in accord with each other, and the
matter was referred back to the Committee
on Deacons.

The Judicial Committee reported on sev-
er:l matters, the last being the chronie one
of Dr. Nathaniel West against the synod
of Minnesota. The committee advised that
the case of Dr. West be dismissed. Adopted.

The Committee on Worldly Amusements
reported, through Dr. Torrence, that they
do not say the tneater or daneing are wrong
in themse!ves, but their accessories often are.
Cards derive their attention from the element
of chance in them. ‘The committee iopes
that progressive euchre is diminishing.
Civil courts have already decided it to be
gambling. The ccemmittee recommended
that deelarations of past assemblies, es-
pecially that of 1879, be reaffirmed and
the one against pregressive euchre
adopted. Report accepted and placed on
file, and after some warm discussion
sent back to the committee to have the
clanses recommending discipline for these
amusements eliminated.

The Committee on Narrative reported an
encouraginz general increase in the work
