PANHANDLE DISTRICT.

The Supervisors Petitioned for
Improvements.

The Panhandle Improvement Club met
last evening at the rooms of the Real Estate
Exchange on Post street, Dr. C. D. Salfield
presiding. In opening the meeting Dr. Sal-
field spoke briefly upon the subject of need-
ed improvements in the Panhandle District
and the best methods of cbtaining them.
Since our 'organization, said he, we have ac-
complished but little. We petitioned the old
Board of Sopervisors for better police and
fire protection and for a better system of
street-lighting. To all of our prayers we re-
ceived the same answers—'‘funds exhaust-
ed.” We shall get nothing from this or any
other board, unless we make ourselves heard
and brinz what influence we can to bear to
secure the needed reform. Our taxes are
higher than ia any other portion of the city.
The dollar limit only serves the interest of
the verv wealthy and is in conflict with law,
which provides that all property shall ba
assessed according to its true value. Taxes
on unimproved property are altogether too
high.

Eleven petitions to be presented to the
Supervisors were read and signed by about
125 members of the club. Thesa petitions
ask that a school-house be erected west of
Baker street and soath of Falton, also, that
police and fire protection be.granted to that
portion of the city within the above-named
liwits; that Fell street from Lott to Stan-
yan, and Stanyan from Fell to Fulton be
sewered; that Oak street from Baker to
Stanyvan be rezraded to the official line and
grade; that sidewalks be econstrueted on
Haight and Page streets from Daker to
Stanyan; that Almo square and the sur-
rounding streets be improved; that a better
system of street lighting be provided for
that portion of the eity bounded by Baker,
Stanyan, Oak and Frederick streets; that
appropriations for the park be increased;
that the cow hmit be extended to First ave-
nue; that the law reguiring property own-
ers to “bulkhead” property to prevent drift-
ing sand be rigidly enforced; that steps be
taken to effect the earliest possible removal
of the City Cemetery.

A committee composed of Messrs. En-
glish, Wilson, Fisher and Haas was ap-
pointed to ask the Park Commissioners to
remove the fence on either siae of the pan-
handle on the way to the park.

MARINE INSURANCE.

The Difficulties in the Way of the FPool
Surmeunted.

The new arrangements entered into by
the marine insurance companies engaged in
the wheat and flour busivess wenti into force
nominally on June 1st but practically yes-
terday.

As stated in THE CALL at the time the
insurance companies having realized that
the rates on wheat and flour from this Coast
to Europe had not ouly ceased to be profit-
able but insured a continuous loss, decided
some months ago to raise the rates. A pool
had been actually formed and was going
into force when, at the last moment, opposi-
tion came from an unexpected guarter,
namely, from the agents of several of the
large companies who are also wheat and
flour shippers.

The promoters of the plan to raise rates
had also to contend azainst the jealousy of
the smuller companies who were not sac-
eessful in securing large aecounts. To meet
the difficulties and adjost the differences
needed time and tact, but the advanced
rates have at last been secured by pooling
the various interests,
ere are sixteen companies engagad in
he insurance of wheat and flour risks, and
the business has been distributed in pre-
portion to the magnitude of the different
-ompanies and their success in securing
good aceounts. The underwriters have
ny needed coneessions to the ship-
wiing a nuinber of ports on the
at rates charged for the United

These conce<sions and a slight
t*on in favor of flour bave satisfied
ippers, with the resuit thai a poel
i and a fair division of the
> wheat and flour business of the Coast

ENGLISH HOP FLY.

A Note of Warning to Growers in Cali-
fornia.

Some time ago hop-growers along the Sac-
ramento River noticed the apprarance on
their vines of an aphis, whieh they feared
was the Eupglish hop fly. As soon as the
matter was referred to Secretary Leleng of
the Horticulitural Society he detailed Mr.
Craw, entomologist of the board, to make a
careful inspection of ihe Sacramento hop-
fields, 3

He has recently returned with the news
that the aphis supposed to be the hop fly
is the common grain louse. He also found
the cabbage louse and the plum louse ia the
vicinity ¢1 some of the hop-fisids, but noune
on the vines. y

In August, 1890, Secretary Lelong re-
ceived several packages of infested hop
leaves from Lane County, Orezom, which
proved on examination to be the Eaglish
hep fiy. Communication was at once had
with F. L. Washburn. State Entomologist,
who visited several regions and urzed hop-
raisers to destroy all plum thickets, where
the hop fly lays Hs eggs, and from which
they spread to the hop vines soon after
hatching. ?

Mr. Lelong suggests to hop-growers in
this State to examine their vines, and if
aphis s found to communicate with him at
once. The cabbage and plum aphis can be
easily distinguished from the hop fly. They
are shorter and of a darker green color.

BLIC LIBRARY.

FREE PUI

It Will Close the Year in Splendid Finan-
cial Condition.

The Trustees of the Public Library held
their monthiy meeting last night and author-
ized the expenditure of $3000 for needed
publications of eurrent American literature,
as recommendea by the Librarian.

This amount, it was found, could easily
and safely be spared, as the Treasarer's re-
port showed a cash balance of $12,024 59,
netwithstanding it is near the close of the
fiscal year.

The Librarian reported that the Potrero
branch had egreatlv fallen off in the last
month, only eight new cards baving been
issued. It was estimated that every book
read there cost the library about 30 cents.

The Trustees ceuld not understand this
strange condition of things and ordered an
investigation, the result to be reported at
the next montily meeting.

The number of books issued during May
was 11,205 for outside use and 8454 for in-
side use ; new books, 188; number of visitors,
20,613, of whom 16,798 were males.

Relling-Mill Man Hurt.

SMELTS ARE RUNNING

Hundreds of Them Daily Caught
on the City Front.

Some Pertinent Pointers for Anglers—When
and Where to Fish—An Old Stager's
Experiences of Smelt-Fishirg.

ISH lies should be,
like Cmesar’s wife, or
an egg, or an oyster,
or a shirt-collar, above
suspicion. The fish-
liar must be an artist
in his line or he will
not succeed. And itis
in the department of
smelt-fishing that the
biggest lies, and the
most shameful fail-

. “ ures have admittedly

been recorded.

Every now and then in the stale, flat and
unprofitable season of newspaper life some
announcement appears with sea.serpent
regularity that the smelts are running in
Richardson’s Bay to such an extent that if
the angler does not steal away from the
banks very quietly the fish will follow him
home. Records of two, three, and even four
pounders, are common. The local profes-
sional fishermen read the story, stick their
tongues in their cheeks and reap a rich har-
vest from thut class deseribed by Carlyle as
constituting the majority of the population
of Edinburgh.

The fact is that there are plenty of smelt
in the bay all the year round, but at certain
seasons they bite more freely than at otuers,
and they have also a marked predilection
for the eddies in the neighborhood of a
strong rush ot water. The eastern side of
the San Franecisco Bay has of late years
enjoved more patronage than the city side,
and large catches have been made from

Expectancy.

time to time off the fish yard on Kershaw’s
Island, at Old Sausalito, and »t the railroad
wharf at Tiburon where an eddy is formed
by the tide through Racooun Straits.

But this vear the smelt-fisning promises
to be traunsferred to the city froant, or west
side of the bay, and for the past two weeks
the pretty, too'hsome, silvery fish have been
ecaught in increasing numbers all the way
from the Presidio Wharf to the Mission
Rock.

The Long Bridge, formerly a favorite re-
sort of smelt-anglers, has been ruined for
such sport by the formation of extensive
banks of sewage. The smelt, be it notieed,
resembles its congeners of the salmon fam-
ily in a distaste for foul, muddy water. The
moment the blue tint of the bay water
gives way to brown or gray, the angler may
as well reel up at once and go home. Also
it is speedily revealed that the smelt s a
surface swimmer, feeding at depths of two
to five feet, and, last'y, the anzler on the
sunny side of the wharl will cateh twenty
to one against his rival on the shady side.

Patrick Gately, a well-known teamster of
this city, is an authority on smelt lore since
the days of 1854, when he east his first line
in the waters of the bay. Mr. Gatelv re-
cently acted the part of Gamaliel to 8 CALL
reporter on Lombard-street Wharf, and im-
parted in a quarter of an hour mare inform-
ation about smelt-fishing than conld be ob-
tained from books in a year. It so happened
that the eventful turn of the tide was just
then near at hand, so the illusirations were
practical. The last of the ebb was running
out and every now and then a smelt would
be seen wriggling at the end of one ol the
forty or fifty poies stretched out from the
wharf.

*“ I'here are not many people that know
it,”” said Mr. Gately, * but this is ona of the
best stands for smell fishes along the whole

water-front. T'Hl tell you why. You see
there are three ‘rips’ of the tide during
which the smel's run. One is where the
last of the ebb is met by the first
of the flond. Look out yonder by Angel
Island and you will see a dark iine that
grows wider every minute. Byand by it
will sweep right aeross over here. All this
time the water is being pressed up into the
bight between this wharf and the Presidio,
and for the next hour the smelt will bite
livelier everv minute if they are goineg to
run at ail. No two days are alike, Yester-
day I eaught thirty in as many minutes
right at this spot.”

Parenthetically the CALL reporter noticed
that several of the fishermen were gathering
them in two at a time. An individual who
had gotten out what 1s known as a * float,”
a foot-length deal stiek with hooks and
eorks strung along a line over a hundred
yards in length and drifting witn the tide,
seeured eighteen at a single haul. It was
maznificent, but it was wot honest sport.

“Thers is pothing easier than catching
smelt, if you know the way,” pursaed Mr.
Gately, as he fixed up a line to illustrate his
position. “Here is a gut leader three f[eet
long. I fasten to it thres Carlisle No. 8
hooks, for the smelt has a small mouth.
These hooks are just abouta foot apart, and
the bottom oneis four feet below surface.
No cork is necessary, bat the longer the red
the better. Now [ attach a two-ounce
sinker above all the hooks and let the line
fall into the water so that the sinker is ‘taut’
under the point of the rod, six inches or so
below surface. The bottom hook, allowing
for thie tide, is between three and four feet
below surface. Now here comes the first
rip”; look yonder.”

The CALY reporter noticed that the dark
band of broken water had moved tight

As it looked to him,

across the bay and was now within a quar-
ter of a mile distant, moving shureward in
a crescentic line with the convexity toward
the wharf.

*“That is the first of the flood: now look
out!” said Mr. Gately. :

Swift as the fight of the shadow in a seolar
eclipse, the dark band swepot on. Mean-
while every one was pulling out smelts, one
two, three a* a time: the wharf was alive
with fish flopping on the boards. In an-
other minute a perceptible humming sound
was heard; the lines were driven baek by
the rush of the tide, which eame on, swash,
swash, swash. Tbhe fun with the smelts
grew fast and furious. The average catch
was & dozen to each rod in the next ten
minutes, and there were over fifty rods at
work. A shriek of triumph hailed the land-
ing of one smelt which honestly measured
seventeen inches from eye io fork of tail,
and weighed nearlya pound and a half.
The average length was nine inches, with a
weight of about five to the pound.

Presently the sport commenced toslacken.
;Ii“llxe shoal had gone on up the bay with the

e

“ We shall have to wait now for the sec-
ond rip,” said BMr. Gately, guietly. *“It
will be bere in about twenty minutes, and
is caused by the water from the Sacramento
checking the floed tide aund forcing it over
to this side.

Even while he spoke a second dark band

advanced across ithe bay, and once more the
sport grew brisk. Presently there was an-
other “let up,” and the smelt-oracle pro-
nounced that the last chance would be on
the *“third rip.” That would come when
the flood tide asserted its mastery over the
Sacramento. It came in less than half an
hour. There was another rush to the rods,
which had been fastened down to the piles
to look after themselves during the slack in-
terval. Ten minutes more and the smelts
had ceased biting again. Half am hour
passed, but not another one was caught.

“Its all U. P. now,” said the veteran, as
he put away his tackle. “Recollect these
things. There is just abont two and a half
hours when you can catch smelt; that is
from the last of the ebb till the first of the
flood, up to the third rip, when the flood
tide runs full and strong. You will catch
more in all that time than in all the rest of
the day; in fact it’s no use to fish any
other time. Find out the time of low
walter, and get down to the place where you
intend trying your luck half an hour before
then. At the Presidio Wharl it’s an hour
earlier than here; lower down the bay it's
an hour later. The tide is nearly an hour
later every day, so that if to-day the first
rip comes at 3 o’clock in the afternoon, to-
morrow it will be nearly 4, and so on.

“As for bait, spiral worms are the p r
things. If you cannot get thess try gmn
worms, or even clams. Never be in a hurry
to pull up the line when you geta bite.
The smelt is a game fish, and a rusher, and
will book itselt if your hook is as small as
it should be. Also remember the mouth of
the fish is very tender, and you cannot
bring it to bank too gently.”

It beecame evident about this time that
the fishing was over for the day, so the
CALL reporter tovk his leave of his mentor,
and departed.

THAT MANTRAP AGAIN,

A Woman’s Narrow Escape From Death
on East Street.

Ano‘her person went through the death-
trap at she foot of Market street at 8:30
o’clock last night. This time the victim was
a woman, and only for the bravery displayed
by a couple of boys the accident would have
been a fatal one. The victim’s name is
Curley and she is a resident of Oakland,
who had come over to this side of the bay
to do some shopping,

Miss Curley alighted from one of the
Union-street cars on KEast street, and was
going to the ferry in order to take the boat
for OCakland. She did not go far, however,
before she went head first through the
wharf, which is being torn up. She gave
one sharp scream as she disappeared, bat
this was enougl to attract the attention of
Charles Ke heoe and Jeremiah Sullivan, two
bovs, who were lounging about the ferry,

Thoy at once gave the alarm and without
waiting for farther assistance plunged In
and suceeeded in keeping her head above
water until help eame, when she was lifted
out more dead than alive. Otflicer Dower,
who was quickly ou the seene, was about
to ring for the ambulance, but to this the
woman objected and asked to be taken to
her home.

She was helped to the house of Mr. Bent
on Clay street, and was soon furnished with
dry clothing, She still persisted mn going to
her home, and was taken aeross tiie bay vy a
CALL reporter. A physician was sent for
and the injured woman put to bed. She
was hurt about the chest and limbs, and no
doubt will be confined to her roow for some
time.

Miss Carley lost her hand-bag, containing
her purse with §27 in it and several keys,
This is the third accident that has havpened
at the same place within one week, and
more are certain to follow, as the place is
entirely unprotected. Miss Curley and her
friends threaten a suit for damages, and say
they will make those responsible pay dearly
for their negligence.

America’s First Strike.

“ Do you know that this Government had
been in existence over fifty years before
such a thing as a strike was known among
the laboring people?” asked Frank Gass-
ner of Cinciunati, as he leaned thoughtfully
against the cigar-stand at the Occidentsi
yesterday. * Yes sir, filty years, and it was
reserved for Ohio to be the scene of the first
revolt, It was in 1840, in June, I think,
that the employes of Wolf & Co.’s foundry
in Cincinnati struck for an increase in pay,
and in a few days it spread so as to include
all the iron-workers of the city. Feor more
than a month both sides held out, and at
the end of that time the laborers sueceeded
in securing wmoney with whieh to start a co-
operative foundry. They chose a business
manager and a superintendent from ameong
their owan number, aud started out with a
great boom. At the end of three years they
went to the wall, and after everything was
cleaned up they were still $300,000 behind.
As each of the incorporators was personally
respousible under the Ohio law for the lia-
bilities of the concern, without linlitation as
to tiine, every one of the strikers was com-
pelied to leave the State in order to preveunt
their savings being seized to sat.lsfy their
crediters. So ended the first strike,”

Longest on Record.

*“1 spent a few days near Humboldt, Nev.,
recently,”” said George D. Evans, who is at
the Palace Hotel, “ and I saw a field of al-
faifa several acres in extent growing out in
the desert, and I was assured that not a
drop of water had fallen on it, nor had it
been irrigated for more than two years. In
spite of all this it was growing rapidly, and
that too in the midst of a country where a
grasshopper would starve to death in
twenty-four hours.
