Editor Morning Call : The Supervisors
have returned from the Gualala,, where
they went to view the site of the proposed
new bridge. A joint meeting was held with
the Supervisors of Mendocino County, and
the latter sgreed to defray the expenses of
half the structure, the Gualala being the
division line between the two counties. The
majority of our board, while admitting the
great public convenience which the bridge
would be, are not willing to undertake the
construction at the present time.

Evans Bros. of the Cypress Hill Cemetery
Works have a force of workmen busy in
completing their contract on the new City
Hall. The improvement will consist of a
coping of white Rocklin granite, which is
now very popular in San Franecisco and is
most extens vely used for building and
cemetery work. The coping, twenty-eight
inches deep, wiil extend the whele length
of the abutmeunts,

A cocoonery on a large scale is being ar-
ranged by Mrs. Joseph Purrington in the
Jarge hop-house of the Purrington Green
Valley Ranch, Many thousands of eggs
have been procured and provided for. A
few years ago several hundred mulberry
trees were set out on the place, and ample
food is &t hand for the worms wiien hatched.

In conversation with erchardists and hay
farmers it was learned that the rain of this
week has done considerable damage to the
cherries that are now riveniug on the trees,
a2s it will have a tendency to burst them.
O:her frait will not be injured. If it should
become elear and dry there will be little or
no damage to tne hay that is cut. In some
instances the very heavy grain bas been
somewhat Jodged, but can be taken care of.

J. C. Lewis and his company made their
first appearance in this city on Saturday
evening in the Yankee comedy, **Si Plun-
kard,” and have since been playing to
crowded houses.

At Forestville corn is coming up well,
notwithstanding the cold. Potatoes are be-
ing planted, for which much ground is pre-
pared.

Grain and hay are
extra heavy. Strawberries are good, aund
blackberries promise a large yield.

SEA AND SHORE.

Daily Runs of the San Francisco
to Payta, Peru.

Destitute North Carolinians—The Charleston
at Acapulco—Departure of Ocean Steamers,
Thoroughbreds for Japan.

The San Francisco, l&nsh[p of the squad-
ron in the Pacific, arrived at Acapulco on
the morning of the 18th of April, with the
ship’s eompany reported all well. A cor-
respondent of THE CALL on board of her
has furnisthed the following figures, show-
ing her daily run from this port to Payta,
Peru:

To Acapulen—April 9th, 176 miles; 10th,
262; 11th, 240; 12th, 266 13th, 241 ; 14th, 236;
15th, 232; 16th, 187. Total, 1840 miles.

To Payta--April 19th, 121 miles; 20th, 247;
21st, 228; 22d, 247, 23d, 215; 24th, 245; 25th,
220; 26th, 216. Total, 1739 miles.

Tiie San Francisco lejt Acapuleo at 11:45
o’clock on the morning of April 18th. The
passage to Callao, Peru, where she arrived
on Sunday, May 34, was without particular
incident. On the 27th of April the ship’s
comvany, while at Payta, was drilled and
practiced with the 6-inch rifles, the 1, 3 and
6 pounders, the Hotchkiss revolving and the
Gatlings. Drill was again the order of the
day on the 28th, when also the band played
on board for the entertainment of visitors,
as well again on shore in the evening for
an hour and a half, with the natives stand-
ing around the musicians and sentries with
arms to keep the natives back. The anchor
was weighed at 4 o’clock on the morning of
the 29th and the cruiser left two hours
later. T'he compass was tested on this day
and up to noon on the 30th a run of twenty-
seven miles was made on one boiler.

PUT IN AT THE LOBOS ISLANDS,

The cruiser put in at the Lobos I[slands,
a group of three, off tae coast of Peru and
about twelve miles from the mainland,
where there are large guano deposits. The
San Franeisco left again at 4 o’clock in the
afternoon and on the 1st of May mads a
run of 192 miles, followed by another of 189
miles on the 2d,whe then port of Callao was
made at 7 o’clock in the morning, after a
total run of 4078 miles. A French man-of-
war was met, and salutes were exchanged
with her and also with the city.

The harbor was full of craft and the
weather fine. Coaling the ship began and
liberty was given the crew to go ashore. On
Sunday, May 3d, all hands were piped on
the main deck to listen to the Blue Book
and for general muster. On Monday coal-
ing by the natives was in progress, but very
slowly, the ecoaling continuing thronghout
the night, and the trim and snow-white
cruniser as black as can be.

On this day the American Minister to
Peru, with the Secretary and the ladies of
the Legation, were dined and entertained
aboard. On the 5th ccaling was not ended,
and on this day there was more ceremony
with the band playing, as Admiral Brown
and suite in full uniform, went ashore
shortly after tiie noon hour, and by sp-cial
train were conveved to Lima, to be presented
to the Presitdent, returning to the ship
about 4 o’clock in the afternoon.

A DESTITUTE FAMILY.

Among the passengers by the Pomona yes-
terday morning was a tamily named Taylor,
consisting of a man, wife and four small
children. They are on their way to Hills
bore, Oregon, from Durham, N. C. Tay-
lor, who is an invalid, states that when in
San Antonio, Texas, he was robbed by foot-
pads of all the money he had in the world,
some £784, He reported the matter to the
police, but the robbers could not be found,
and the family came on to Los Angeles, for
which place they had tickets. After spend-
ing a night in the jail at that city, the sum
of £80 was raised by subseription and they
were lorwarded to San Francisco on the
Pomona, ‘The matter was brought to the
attention of ex-Governor Perkins by Officer
Fitzgibbons, and he gave $3 to the officer
with instructions to take the family to a
hotel, where they will remain until the
steamer George W. Elder will leave on
‘Thursday, when Tavlor and his family will
be taken north on her.

CLEARED SHIP FOR ACTION,

The following is from a private letter,
written at Acapuleo on board of the cruiser
Charleston and received by the latest mail
at Vallejo:

Arrived o this port on the 16th Inst. at 7:30
o'clock in the morning, 122 hours from San
Fedio, Cal. We have been bunting tor the liata,
but falled to tind her. At 4 o’clock on the morn-
Ing of the 161l lnst. we came across the Esmer-

The barome-
ter stood at 29:80.

The ship Servia towed to sea yesterday
bound for Havre loaded with a cargo of
grein valued at $107,500. The Governor
Ames for Nanaimo also went th sea.

PACIFIC OCEAN STEAMERS.

There were about fifty cabin and twenty
steerage passengers on board the mail
steamiship Zealandia when she left for
Hounolulu at 2 o’clock yesterdav afternoon.
Among them were Judge J. M. Davidson of
the Hawalan Supreme Court, C. W. Ash-
ton of the King’s Guard ana Miss M. E.
Barry of the Clement Grammar School.who
vrefers Honolulu to Alaska in which to
spend her vacation.

The big Pacific Mail steamer City of
Peking left for China at 3:30 o’clock. She
carried away about twenty cabin passen-
gers and 115 Chinese. Fifteen of the Celes-
tials were remanded to tle land of their
birth by the courts.

The Pacific Mail steamship City of Syd-
ney arrived from Panawa and way ports in
the afternoon. She brought 62 cabin pas-
sengers, 27 steerage and 9 Chinese. Among
her cargo were 5230 bags of coffee, and
treasure Lo the value of $62,305 50.

News Notes Gathered
Military Circles.

The storm in which the ill-fated Elizabeth
was wrecked was felt at the Presidio, whera,
among other marks of devastation, the high
fence surrounding the tennis court was
blown down, and ever since the court has
been fenceless. In consequence the game
has been entirely abandoned on the reserva-
tion, the most enthusiastic player not caring
to chase balls over a large field. With the
advent of fine weather, however, there has
been a return of enthusiasm, and yesterday
a force of carpenters was engaged in erect-
ing a substantial wooden enclosure, high
enough to vrevent any balls from escaping.
Play will be resumed as soon as the fence is
completed and a series of matches will be
arranged among the players stationed at
the various military posts around the bay,

A court-martial has been in session at
the Presidio during the past four days, oe-
cupied in trying the cases of four privates
charged with sleeping while on guard. Tbe
defense offered was that the accused were
not asleep, but sat down for a few moments
to rest their weary benes. Two of the de-
fendants, Privates Kane of Battery F avd
Sampsoun of Battery B, have been acquitted,
and a similar verdict is expected upon a
conclusion of the cases agaipst the others.
Lieautenant-Colonel Anson Mills is Pre:i-
dent, Lieutenant A. C. Blunt is Judge-Ad-
voecate, and the following officers complete
the court: Captains H. F. Brewerton, D. H.

of trout-fishing with a little bear-huntiog
thrown in. Theres are many tourists, but
they give no trouble,

Hospital Steward Christian Schmidt ar-
rived at the post on Wednesday »nd entered
upon the discharge of his duties forthwith,
His last station was at Fort Stanton, N.
Mex., buc he has been quartered at the
Presidio several times, and was for three
years on Angel Island. His last service on
the reservation was in 1873.

Dr. Towne, chiefl surgeon of the post, who
has been under the weather lately and the
victim of an attack of influenza, is now
convalescent and is attending to his usual
duties, which, owing to the general good
health, are not very onerous at this season,
