Exciting Chase After a Sus-
pected Garroter.

Stockton, June 2.—A watchman was
garroted and robbed here a few nights ago,
his watch being taken by three thieves.
The police officers learne:! that a young

arrest him. Officer Simpson first saw Barry,
who fled when the officer approached. In a
long chase Simpson shot at the young
fellow, striking him in the left arm below
the elbow, but Barry kept on and was finally
caught under a house. Itwas an exciting

event In police circles, but when the s.irgeon

extracted the bullet and announced that the
wound was superficial, all the officers felt
better. Two other men were arn-sted on
saspicion of being connected with the rub-
bery, but were charged with vagrancy.
Barry had no watch when arrested, but the
officers believe he threw It away while
running.

AN IRRIGATION PROJECT.

San Bernardino Jubilant O?er the Arrow-
head Reservoir Compaq's Scheme.

Sax Bkp.nahdino, June The Arrow-
head Reservoir Company, incorporated
under the laws of Kentucky two months
since by Cincinnati capitalist.*, to-day pur-
chased a reservoir site iv the mountains
north of San Bernardino and announced
their intention to push work oa its construc-
tion as rapidly as possible. The company
has a radial of 11.000,000. James Gnuble
of Proctor &Gamble is President, Adolpn
Wool [3 Vice-President and general man-
ager i.d Benjamin Elirman is Secretary.
The other capitalists are James £. Mooney,
Charles 11. Kilgour, Henry Lewie, Colonel
Latham, Anderson &Ellis and M. Potter,
all of Cincinuat i. Only a small amount of
stock is held iv this state by San Bernar-
dino parties. A larg* amount of the stock
has been taken, which will be paid up in
full as rapidly as the money is needed in
work, and 'parties stand ready to take more
Mit is necessary. Probably 1500,000 will
be expended within a year, which willen-
able the company to commence the delivery
of water.

The system consists of three reservoirs in
the val.eys north of the mountains twelve
miles north of tins city. These reservoirs
willbe filled by a large canal from a deep
creek, the principal tributary t» trie Ifojiv»
River. The water-shed is larger than that
of the Bear Valley Company. The com-
pany expects to store water to irrigate
120,000 acres of land lyingbetween San Ber-
nardino and Pomona and Cuilo, and be-
tween t.ie mountains on the north and
Santa Barbara on the south. The system is
similar to that adopted by the Bear Valley
Company, and lias water rights calling for
enough, water to irrigate on a b »sis of one
inch to eight acres. San Bernardino feels
jubilant over the announcement that the
work is soon to commence on the system.
The formation of irrigation districts under
the Wright Act will be stimulated by this
work. The district* in this county are now
finding less trouble to sell bonds for cash
and to pay for pipe lines, etc. With bonds
at par ihe public confidence in these securi-
ties is growing stronger daily, and our peo-
ple are consequently nappy.

PROSPECT OF UNITED ACTION*.
A.\A!ii:iM. June 2.—At a meeting of the

Directors ot the Anaheim Irrigation Dis-
trict this morning the Southern Pacific Kail-
road's petition, to be excluded from the dis-
trict, was deferred for consideration one
month. In th« meantime a conference
of all the districts through which the rail-
road runs will be held, probably at Bakers-
field, June Kith, when this question, which
affects seven inigntion distiicts in Califor-
nia, will be discussed and united action
taken.

ORGANIZED LABOR.

Westerf eld's Boycotters Stopped

by Injunction.

The Federated Trades Sued for $10,000 Dam-

ages—Big Inducements Offered Ron-Union

Holders-Elections Held.

Master Baker William Westerfeld, who is
being boycotted by the Federated Trades
and by Bakers' Union, No. 24, yesterday ob-
tained from Judjje Sanderson ft temporary

order restraining the members of the Coun-
cil of Federated Trades and the bakers'
union from enforcing the interdict.

Westerfeld charges in a complaint filed in
the Superior Court that by reason of the
boycott he has already suffered damage to
the extent of $10,000, and that unless the
court puts an end to the boycott he may

lose all his business. He names as defend-
ants to his complaint Alfred Fuhrman,
M. E. Atkins Henry Kretlow, William
Dunda?, M. Rothschilds, L. J. Gannon,
Alexis Sullivan, B. J. Pye, Thomas WalK-
enshaw, J. Dolan, J. D. Nelson, Joseph
Valentine, Thomas Finnerty and others.

In Westerner's complaint is pasted as an
exhibit a circular that was sent out by the
Federated Trades and was distributed in
front of his place of business, on Market
street. The Bakers' Union Issued circulars
calling upon the public to boycott nine store
and restaurant beepers who sold his bread.

Westerfeld alleges that he has never been
guilty of any wrong, oppression or cruelty
to any of his employes and has always dealt
with them as a law-abiding citizen. He has
sued the Federated Trades, the American
Federation of Labor, and the Bakers' Union
for SIO.OOO damages.

Although Judge Sanderson granted the
order temporarily forbidding the prosecu-
tion of the boycott against \V. Westerfeld's
bakery and restaurant, B<rnhart Abraham,
a member of Bakers' Union, No. 24, contin-
ued to distribute boycotting circulars on
Market street last night, lie also wore a
high silk hat adorned on ail sides with
dodgers, warning the public not to patronize
Westt-rft-ld.

Officer Wollweber arrested Abraham on
charges of contempt of court and misde-
meanor for carrying a banner on the side-
walk. Friends of Abraham went before
Judge Garber, who happened to be iv his
chambers at the new City Hall, to ask that
the prisoner ba released.

Judge Garber had Abraham brought be-
fore him, and after givinghim a severe rep-
rimand, allowed him to go on his own recog-
nizance on the contempt charge. Abraham
secured his release nn the other charge by
depositing cash bail.

The circular also stated that small new
houses with large gardens, can be rented in
thi*city for S9 per mtmth, and that some of
the non-union molders, who cams here to
work for members of the Foundry men's
Association, are earning 87 50 per day.

Strikes Are Epidemic.

Jackson-street Wharf was the scene of a
small Out successful strike yesterday morn-
ing, when the wagons belonging to the fruit-
peddlers and commission-houses arrived.
Every morning a crowd of men and boys
gather on the wharf to assist in loading
fruit and vegetables into the wagons, and
fur this work they were paid at the rate of
10 cents a load. The gang spread conster-
nation among employers witu the announce-
ment that in the future the rate would bo
raised to 15 cents a load. After a deal of
arguing, in which not a little profanity was
used by both sides, the strikers gained their
point and the work of loading the wagons
began.

ALAMEDACOUNTY.
The Condition of tlieFruit Crop.

Notes From Niles.

The County of Alameda has been settled
In patches, so to speak, and while large
areas in different portions are already
covered, and have been for years, with pro-
ductive orchards, a neighboring section,
with perhaps Just as good fruit land, will
still be devoted to grain or grapes. It is
well, however, to know that while one tract
may produce fruit the very next piece will
not. That fact is strikingly illustrated on
the road to the Mission from Niles. The
lowest point on the road is about a mile and
hall out of town, just south of Mrs. Myers'.
Only a very narrow strip is left next to the
hills upon which vegetables are grown and
a fine almond orchard is growing. Fiver
vegetable or grain land could not be found.
Trees may do nicely two or three years and
then willcome a wet season and every tree
willdi^, as was the case last winter with
several thousand almond trees four years
old on this same piece of land.

Oranges do well when sheltered wherever
fruit or grapes crow. Grapes do well on the
sidehills, near Niles, but mildew in the val-
ley. Giapes do especially well at the Mis-
sion, and on further south to Warm
Suring*. Acres upon acres spread out
there into the valley, and numerous wine-
cellars are found nestled in among the foot-
hills within n short distance of the Mission,
or even in the valley, the most notaUlu in
the valley being John lizard's, at Warm
Springs. All are well stocked, and many
of th<»m make wines which are already
wellknown in the East and Europe.

Grapes do not mako as large returns to
the acre as fruit—B73 to $80 being a good
average. Much grape land is therefore be-
Ine reset to trers, a tree being set every
third or fourth row of grapes; the balauc
of the grapes are allowed to remain until
the trees are about in bearing. Thousand*
of young trees have been set in tlie Warm
Springs District this past season. Two
orcharda el prunes, 5000 trees ineach, are
doing finely.

The foothills, too, are more extensive and
rolling juuhere, allowing many more acres
to be planted to garden truck than near
Miles, where the hills are quite precip-
itous.

Following the bay around from Warm
Springs up to Union City, nothin* but
grain is grown for an income, yet here and
there a few scattered homes of the early
settlers have heavily laden fruit trees
about their houses, which, oueshould think,
would be example enough to warrant plant-
ing orchards. At Union City, or Alvarado
(the two towns being so near together as to
be almost one), the soil is particularly
adapted to vegetables or berries, beiiu low,
moist and sandy. The farmers are Just
now planting acres upon acres to su^.r
boets. The soil is here similar to that just
uorth of San Jose, near the bay shore
sandy and moist, producing berries aud
vegetables to perfection. There i-> another
noticeable point of resemblance— [lowing
•rteslan wells are numerous in b< th places.
One in Alvarado, belonging to Mr. Granger,
is so near the bay that it is on the very edge
of the marsh land. Itis one of the finest
on the Const, and tend* out a steady stream
large enough to nearly supply a city of tlie
size of Oakland with water; indeed the
Biibject of purchasing the well for O.ik-
lan I's water supply was seriously consid-
ered not more than a year ago, aud it may
be considered iwain.

Itis thought by many people, more or less
familiar with the underground currents and
lakes ,it Nile*, that if a well was bored deep
enough a flowing stream would be obtained.
Those things are necessarily speculative. The
wells at Alv.irado are about 170 feet deep,
while no well in or about Xiies la mure than
seventy-five or eighty feet in depth..

The teak bog is coming to the front again
and is a well-developed enemy. The scale
that baa been infesting the trees is the
orange or olive scale, a round, black scale,
but the genuine apricot scale, a loimer, red-
brown fellow, is found on trees in every
orchard this season. Another, the same
size and shape, is grayish-brown, and looks
its if lio were lightly dusted with flour.
They are found particularly on plums or
prune.1 and a few on other trees. Three or
four smaller varieties are also found, until
the outlook is certainly far from en ourae-
ing for orchardists, and still no remedy, no
absolute remedy, has been found. Four or
five kinds of bugs are found in the orchards
which feed upon the scale, but there are so
very few of them that they cut no figure at
all. The many spraying compounds used
do more or le-s good, but each year sees
more scale on the trees. It is a very im-
portant subject to the orchard and a
more thorough study of the matter should
bo made by horticultural societies. The
showers the past few days have hardly been
heavy enough to do any damage either to
hay or to cherries as yet.

Cherries are being shipped, and good
prices are reported, as high as 7 cents hav-
ing been offered for a choice lot of .Royal
Anne*.

So offers for peaches or prunes are yet
out; 1% cent-, has been offered fur apricots,
nine to the pound.

A GRIZZLY'S LAST FEAST.
Comical Adventure of » Party of Wyo-

ming Hunters.
A party of hunters, numbering half a

dozen prominent ranchmen of Fort Fred
Steele, Wyo., recently hail a comical ad-
venture with a hus?e grizzly bear while
camping on the North Fork of the I'latto
River. The had on the previous dny come
upon a larKe band of elks, which they had
followed until it was too late to return to
the camp on the river, and had spent the
night on the open prairie. With daylight,/
however, they set off for the Platte, promis-
ing themselves a good breakfast, tut on
arriving at the little cabin where their pro-
visions and camp implements were stored,
they found tout it was already occupied.
The hut had been constructed some year*
bi'foro by miners, and was stoutly built
of lues and dried clay, and boasted
only a door and a small window close
up v der the roof. The door was closed
and resisted opening, and the party was
nonplused to account for the visitor, out by
standing on the other's shoulders Colonel
Pratt Morgan was able to peer in at the
window, when he spied the grizzly seated
near the door, on a heap of provisions,
blankets etc., ithud thrown down, nnd was
quietly munching at a hunk of bread.' The
discovery created great consternation, and a
council ol war was held »n the spot, when
the necessity of the bear's dislodgnifiit was
accepted as an axiom, but the method by
which this was to be accomplished was a
serious problem. Itwas decided that it was
impracticable to attempt, to tire upon and kill
it mounted on anybody's shoulders, and to
enter the cabin and meet it seemed a dan-
gerous experiment, and one likely to result
in failure. With hunger pressing them, tne
party decide! on niuuuting to the root and,

tearing away its thatch of straw, mud *"(1
brauclies, lire on the bear from above. Tin's
was done at once, and a volley of shots
poured into the cabin, when the grizzly,
apparently conscious for the first time that
its intrusion was unwelcome, sprang up"
with a howl, and, the blood gushing from
several wounds in its shoulder and side,
tore out of the door. The hunters pursued
it with constant fire, but did not succeed in
killingit,and only inemptying their guns.
The bear rolled over and over on the
ground, tearing up great handfuis of earth
and leaves, with which it endeavored
to stop the blood. It appeared to be
dying, and, emboldened by this belief,
the nimroils essayed to climb down, but be-
fore they could reach the ground the grizzly
was up like a flash and tearing toward them.
A hasty retreat up the walls was made, but
not until the bear had taken Jim Lovering's
leg inan affectionate embrace, which threat-
ened to drag him off his perch. He was
obliged to hang on with both hands till in
answer to his yells for help Mr. Branksinere
leaned over and struck the grizzly a terrible
blow on the big, blunt head, which caused
it torelinquish its hold on Loveriog's leg and
to stagger buck. But it returned at once to
the walls, and walking up and down like a
sentinel on guard, defied withits wicked eye
and snarling mouth, armed withpowerful
teeth, the hunters, who began to find the
situation far from amusing, and to wonder
when it would end. Itwas nearly noon be-
fore the valiant niuirods saw a way. out of
their difficulty, when Mitchell Ross pro-
posed enlarging one of the holes in the roof
and dropping down into the cabin, where
ammunition could be obtained aud the
thing placed on a fairer fooling. This sim-
ple solution of tne problem was immediately
acted upon, Jim Lovering, however remain-
ing on the roof as a bait to tempt the bear
wintin rangoof the others' guns, which were
to be tired from the half-open door. On a
given signal he made a feint of descending
the front wall, when the bear rushed toward
him, only to be greeted by the discharge of
five well-directed shots.. Itrolled over with-
out a sound as dead as Hector. It was a
magnificent specimen, 6 feet long and weigh-
ing over 1200 pounds. -St. Louis Glove-

HE DIED AT 103.
James Italian Pusses Away at n

Very Great Old Age.

James Mahan, father of the well-knowu
real estate agent, died yesterday morning at
the hitter's residence, at L'OJl Eddy street, at
the a^e of H/:'.. The deceased was born iv
Ireland in 1787, and came to this country in
In.v at the age of GB, when ax> st men are
preparing to bid farewell to earthly affairs.
Ft r fourteen years, however, or until be
was 8-' years old, he lived iv New York,
aud in IMBhe catnetoSan Francisco, where
he has since resided with his sou.

A Call reporter visited the house last
night, »nd inspeaking of bis father the son
said: "toy father was a remarkable man
in many ways. Never a strong man physi-
cally, in appearance at least, he possessed a
marvelous constitution, and he died with-
out ever having taken so much as a single
dose of medicine. Ho was a small man, be-
ing but 5 feet 5 inches, and weighing at no
time in his lifemore than 150 pounds. This
was deceptive, however, for he was a man
of remarkable strength and endurance, and
wiry and active as a cat. Illsrestless en-
ergy was proverbial, aud ha belonged to
that peculiar class of men whoso intellects
and energies never flag. To the very last
he preserved every faculty unimpaired, and
when lie was 101 he still walked a great deal.

''At that age,Iremember, lie paid a visit
te the Cliff House, walked a great deal, and
returned home full of his trip and appar-
ently but little fatigued. Even to the last
he read without glasses, ami took a great
interest in all that was transpiring in the
world, His health continue Igood, but yes-
terday he seemed togrow much more feeble,
and his breathing became heavy. This con-
tinued until 2:30 o'clock this morning, when
bis life went out like a caudle.''*

Mr. Mahan had been married but once,
hi- wife livingto the age of 86 and dying in
1883. Of this union seven children were
bom, and four are still living, two sons in
this city and two daughters in New York.
Said one of Mr. Mahan's grandsons last
night:

"It seems a little hard to realize that
grandfather's life covered the entire history
of the great American republic, and that
he was t; years old at the time of the French
Revolution. When Napoleon w.is over-
thrown and pent into exile, he was inhis
twenty-ninth year, and could remember the
Duke of Wellington. Strange a* it may
seem, it was nevertheless true, but itseemed
odd to us whenever he reverted to the past."

LIKEBOTHWELL'S CASE.

A Man Recovers With a Gold
Piece illHis Wind-Pipe.

A remarkable accident, Inmany respects

similar to that of Dr. Bothwell of Brooklyn,
occurred many years ago to a very emiuent
man. isauibert Brunei, known all over the
world as the engineer of the tunnel under
the Thames River at London, and a3 the
builder of the Great Eastern steamship, was
very fond of aniusine his children by feats
of legerdemain, says the Philadelphia Item.
On one occasion, desiring to make a half
sovereign disappear in a mysterious manner,
he ph.ced the coin in his mouth. To his
horror the piece of gold lodged in his wind-
Dipe. This happened on April 3, 1843, and
it did not reappear between the gentleman's
lips until the 14th day of the following
month.

The case was a celebrated one, and at the
time was chronicled in every medical journal
throughout the civilized world. On April
18th. fifteen days after the accident, the re-
nowned physician, Sir Benjamin Brodie, was
consulted regarding Mr.Brunei's condition.
Inhis opinion trie half-sovereign hud passed
into the windpipe, in precisely thu same
manner as the cork had passed into Mr.
Bothwell's. Mr. Brunei strengthened the
opinion expressed by Sir Benjamin by a
simple experiment. liebeat his head and
shoulders over a chair and distinctly felt the
coin drop toward the glottis, and while rais-
ing himself a violent fit of coughing came
on, whichceased after a few minutes. On
April22d a consultation was held, at which
itwas decided that conclusive evidence ex-
isted of the half-sovereign having passed
into the windpipe, and that ithad probably
lodged at the bottom of the right bronchus,
and that it was movable.
Itwas determined to attempt its removal,

and for this purpose an apparatus was con-
structed for inverting the body of the pa-
tient in order that the weight of the coin
might assist the natural effort to expel itby
coughing.

'1he first experiment was made on April
25tli. The patient's body was inverted and
his back gently struck with the hand be-
tween the shoulders and a violent cough
came on, but of so convulsive a character
and so alarming that danger was appre-
hended, and the experiment was discon-
tinued. Oq this occasion the coin was
again moved from its situation and slipped
towards the glottis.

On April27th tracheotomy was performed
by Sir Benjamin Brodie, assisted by Dr.
Aston Key, with the intention of extracting
the coin by the forceps, if possible, or, in
the event of this failing, with the expecta-
tion that the opening of the windpipe would
facilitate a repetition of the experiment of
the 25th, that of inverting the patient's
body. But the introduction^! the forceps
was attended with so much irritation that
it was abandoned as beam dangerous to the
life of Mr. Brunei, On May 3d another
consultation was held, when Mr. Lawrence,
the eminent surgeon, and Mr. Srauley both
confirmed the opinions expressed by Sir
Benjamin Bridie and Hr. Key. Thereupon
it was resolved to repeat the operation of
inversion of the body as soon as Mr.
Brunei could bear it, and to continue itas
often as possible, while the incision in the
wuidoipe was continued open. On May 13:h
Mr. Brunei was again placed on the appara-
tus, the body inverted, and the back gently
struck.

After two or three coughs he felt the coin
quit the place on the right side of the chest
and in a few seconds itdropped from his
in\u25a0uth. without exciting, in its passage
through the glottis, any distress or incon-
venience, the opening In the windpipe pre-
venting spasmodic action in the glottis.

The most remarkable features of this case
were that a piece of gold remained in the
air-tube for six weeks quite movable and
without exciting any luflaratßatory action,
the breathing entirely undisturbed, and the
only symptoms of its presence being occa-
sional uneasiness on the right side of the
chest and frequent fits of coughing.

How He Fools the Pickpockets.

In a groiiD at a club last night a well-
known banker, fingering an empty watch
fob, bemoaned the loss of a 5250 tiineDiece,
which had been picked from his pocket on
the eli'vated road in a rush within a few
hours. lie expected consolation, but this is
what he heard from a rai!ro>d man,
whose wealth is counted in the
millions, and who pulled out and
displayed a handsome open-faced watch
as tie spoko, which, but for what lie said,
might have been taken in his possession

for a valuable piece of jewelry: "Youwere
a foolish man to carry so valuable a watch
unless you have a fob that is hidden from
sight. Now Ilost a watch in the same way
eight or nine years ago, so iknow you were
foolish by my own experience. 1 went
out and looked over good time-keepers
of American make in inexpensive
cases. The watch cost me just 522.
Ithas kept time just as perfectly as the old
one did. None of luyfriends have any sus-
picion that the gold isonly tweive carat and
that the cases ate tilled. itloom as well as
anybody's watch, and after all the years 1
have carried It, it a pickpocket gets it he
gets what does him no good and only makes
the annoyance to me of buying another. I
think Ihave the watch business down line."
