Therefore, cur theatrical
managers, cannot in their dement, find it
to their advantage to make a close season of
the San Francisco peninsula. The

Fashion is a powerful factor in social life;
but fashion cannot change natural condi-
tions. Managers find that what is called

The Sullivan Boom.
Perhaps if large sums of money had been

paid the different newspapers for the
"write-ups** of Johu L. Sullivan's infirmi-
ties Itcould uot have benefited the actor-
pugflist in a business way more than the
various articles that have append, written
con am.re. The Bush-street was crowded
to repletion last evening. Some intimation
had been thrown out that the color-bating
boxer was to be assassinated by the friends
of Feter Jackson. Several anonymous let-
ters have been received to that effect. This
may account for the press of people. But
the only disturbance noticeable was the
forcible "eviction of au eye-glassed young
man who had braced his way into
tne theater, on the claim that his
father was a theatrical printer in London,
lie was "full"and disturbed the audience;
therefore was he shot out from the theater
by the policeman and the door-keeper like
a stone from a catapaulL, He dropped his
glasses and his billy-cock hat on the side-
walk, which some bystanders kindly re-
stored to him. The dark element in the
community are awfully down on Sullivan
for his expressed opposition to their color.

FOR THE BIG SHOW.

Plans. Submitted for a State
Building at Chicago.

Local Architects Bespond to the Request of the

Commission
—

California Represent-

atives Start East.

The work of preparation for n compre-
hensive display of California's products at
the World's Columbian Exhibition in Chi-
cago is beginning to assume a tangible form
and the commission appointed by Governor
Maikhan; for the purpose of expending the
§300,000 appropriated by the State, is going
ahead as rapidly as possible, ail things con-
sidered.

While itwillbe a matter of necessity to
take part iv the cumulative display in order
to compete with the world for prizes, itwas
decided some lime ago to hold a separate

exhibit in a State building. With this in
view plans lor a structure were advertised
for and a prize of -$500 offered for the most
acceptable design. • y y

Up to last night nine sets of plans had
been submitted X.i the commission by local
architects, and were briefly and informally
inspected by the Commissioners at their
headquarters in the Flood building.

A COMBINATION PLAN.
A plan which seemed to create a good iui-

prafifiioa was Ho. 1, submitted by Samuel
'ewsome, and designed to represents build-

ing to cost $100,000. This building is de-
signed to form a combination of the old
Spanish mission and Salt Lake Tabernacle
style of architecture, and would no doubt
present a most beautiful appearance in ad-
dition to furnishing very commodious and
convenient accommodations tot exhibitors.
The ground plan is elliptical in form, and
provides for an extreme length of 3*55 feet
and a widthof 224 leet The material to be

used is wood, and it is specified that the ex-
terior shall be covered with plastering in
order to represent the old missions. Around
the entire building is to extend a capacious
arcade, opening from which will be a num-
ber of booths averaging 25 feet in width and
converging upon a central auditorium. The
latter willbe sunk below the level of the
surrounding floors, and willlie covered over
with glas*. Its extreme dimensions are
stated at BOxISQ feet, and around it is to ex-
tend a row of orange and palm trees and
ferns. Surrounding it above and overlook-
ing this auditorium is a promenade 18 feet
in width. Ateither end of the auditorium
is to be placed a fountain of the old mission
type, while in the center willbe constructed
an immense music stand. At either end
willstand a huge circular tower, 47 feet in
diameter, to be used for special displays.
The interior will be arranged with toilet
and dressing rooms, offices aud other neces-
sary appointments.

lHi:OLD MISSION T\TE.
Plan 2, designed by Murray &Colby, rep-'

resents a building to cost 1100,000, and cal-
culated to cover 73,000 soiure feet of space.
Itapproaches nearer even to the old mis-
sion type thau Plan 1, but is two stories
in height. The building would consist of a
framework of wood, lathed and plastered
ob the exterior with cement mortar left in
its natural color, or tinted, if so desired, lo
represent the old adobe buildincs of Cali-
fornia, the inside to i aye a coaling of mor-
tar. The building for the Horticultural
Department will be of glass, one story in
height and covering an area of 00,000 square
feeL In front and rear willbe large win-
dows of cathedral glass twenty feet in di-
ameter, the front one to be a map of Cali-
fornia while the one in the rear will be de-
signed to represent the great seal ot the
State. The roof is to be covered with tiles.

(\u25a0'l 1 ELABORATE.
Plan 9 was submitted by Coupland

Thomas. The building is to cost $100,000.
and when completed is to occupy 65,000
square feet. The entrance from the uorth is
through an arched pavilion between banks
of semi-tropic Shrubs and trees, rocks and

flowers, with a fountain and fernery in the
center. This entrance leads intoan orangery,
with young palms and flowers surrounded
by an open cloister fence. Steps lead
to the main building, wbiea consists of
a circular pavilion 100 feet in diameter
under a crystal dome. This domed pavilion
is dedicated to horticulture. To the west is
a highly relieved panoramic map of the
State, 180x40 feeL To the east is a simi-
larly glazed space 100x40 feet devoted to
the sportsman's and naturalists' interests.

The corridors about the building tire to be
devoted to the other industries of the State.
To the south of the building is an annex,
and beyond a gallery devoted to arts and
antiquities. This is 55x_Q feeL and is de-
signed to represent an old mission church.

THE GOLDEN 'WEST.
W. K. Dodson sent in Plan 4. which

was roughly delineated in crayon, and
showed a circular building surmounted by
a huge round dome. Radiating from iton
all sides were poiuts to be occupied by ex-
hibits and represent! 02 the setting suu or
the Golden West. The main entrance is
similar to that of an old mission, typical of
the early civilization of California, while
immediately in front of the building is a
bear of heroic size upholding a flagstaff, on
the summit of which is perched a huge
eagle with outspread wings.

THE Ol.l> MISSION AGAIN.
Inplan No. 5 W. C. Dickinson &Co. pre-

sented the design of a 1100,000 structure,
typical also of ttie old mission architecture
of early California. Itis specified that in
the construction the foundation shall ba of'
brick, while the trusses must be of iron or
steel, the floor and roof to be formed of
tiles. The main portion of the building is
to be constructed of redwood and cedar left
in their natural state, and all apartments
are to be ceiled witu the same material in-

stead of being plastered. The mo-.t notice-
able feature of lhe building is a Central
tower 190 feet in height and measuring 130 by
40 feet in its tti.ci dimensions. In this
tower are to be placed two elevators and a
dumb waiter, the latter to connect with the
restaurant on one of the upper floors. The
toilet, dressing and officer's rooms are to bo
located in the tower, while the main portion
of the building will be given ever to the
exhibits.

PLAIN BUT HANDSOME.
,Design No. 0 is in its main features very

similar to the plans which have been ac-
cepted for the Government building at Chi-
cago. The ground plan is rectangular iv
form, wiih dimensions 200 by 337 feet-
Three large entrances open into broad tiled
passage-ways that lead into a huge central
rotunda, surmounted by a dome. The inte-
rior is divided into booths lor the arrange-
ment of exhibits. The entire structure is
to be of wood, aud on either side of the
main entrance willstand a statue represent-
ingmining and agriculture.

DECIDEDLY UNIQUE.
A unique design was submitted in Plan

No. 7, by li.McDougal &.Son, for build-
ing estimated to cost $100,000. The entire
structure is intended to represent in its
shape a water-wheel such as was used for
mining purposes iv the early days of Lhe
Mate, as typical of that ureal industry. The
not less important Industry of fruit-growing
is introduced by elevating the nub of the
wheel iv spherical form so as to bear a
close resemblance to a huge orange. The
buckets in tho rim of the wheel willservo
as booths for the different commodities of
the State, while the floor space could be
utilized as a pavilion.

OF IKONAND GLASS.
Another design which seemed to please

the various members of the commission espe-
cially was No. 8, submitted by Boot ftGash,
for a building to cost not exceeding $100,000.
The entire structure is to bo composed of
iron and glass, and the roof is to be similar
to that covering the conservatory at Golden
Gate I'ark. At -either end is to be erected
two huge electric towers of gas-pipes, 210
feet high and identical in fane to the fa-
mous ban Jose tower. The cost of the tow-
ers alone is estimated at $36,0001 leaving
$64,000 as the COM of the building proper,
it is possible that this design may be ac-
(\u25a0<*•?»• I,but in the construction of the build-
ing it is probable that the tower feature,
would be eliminated as unuecssarily expen-
sive. The two treat recommendations of
this plan, as expressed by a member of the
commission, is the fact that the iron and
glass could be easily removed sit the termi-
nation of the fair. In this plan an inner
court, unroofed, is provided lor the horti-
cultural display. -. vy; -yv

t_i IMAR AT LEAST.
Plan No. 9. which is that of E. W. Keeler,

is the must peculiar, and would involve the
outlay of a large sum of money in addition
to the cost tf the building. A cone-shaped
building of very irregular form and sur-
mounted by a tower is shown, and it is ex-
pl lined by tin- designer that it is especially
\u25a0dented fur a system of stenographic illus-
trations on the cyclorama principle. The
paintings are to be arranged in arcs of cir-
cles in Mich a way as to permit the use of an
elevated railway system, extending entirely
i .

i
brough the building, and from the cats of

which visitors could be enabled to view the
paintings, provisions fcr seventeen of which
have been made. This would utilize the en-
tire wall space, and would, it is claimed,
enable visitors to obtain a good idea of the
different sections of the State. ;

This arrangement is designed to allow
exhibitors tocombine products withscenery,
the exhibition spaces being so arranged as
to harmonize with the paintings. Exclusive
of tin- paintings and elevated railroad sys-
tem the building would cost $100,000.

OFF FOX CHICAGO.
Itis nrobable that one of the plans de-

scribed will be accepted within a few days,
as the commission willmeet at Chicago on
the 9th inst. The plans will be taken
thither, and as no space willbe granted for
State purposes until plans have bfeii de-
cided upon and filed with the Chicago Local
Directory, itis quite likely that some action
willbe taken at the coming meeting.

In the Old Mission Style.

CONKLING IS SAFE.

He Wandered a Cousin's Place
Near Han ford-

IT. L. Conkling, a groeery man at the
northeast corner of Van iNess avenue and
McAllisterstreet, went downtown on Tues-
day afternoon with $-00 in coin to pay some
bills. lie didnot returulto the store nor to
his home, 403 Van Ness avenue, nor was
anything learned of him, and his family re-
ported the matter to the police.

A vigorous search was made in every
place, and the press gave full accounts of
his personal appearance, his clothing, and
of his diamonds and jewelry. So the hours
went by, and stillno tidings came ;his wife
and his parents in Oakland almost gave up
hope of ever seeing the missing man. A
medium was consulted, but she threw no
light un.in the dark mystery, and until 9
o'clock last night there was not a ray of
hope fur aDV member of Conkling's house-
hold.

About that nour a messenger-boy called
at the house with a brief dispatch from Han-
ford, Tulare County, signed by F. Koster, a
cousin of the missing man. Itcontained
the welcome news that Mr. Conkling was
safe in his care, sound in body, but his
mind was rather weak and that Mr. Foster
would bring the wanderer home to-day.

From statements made to a reporter by
Mrs. Conkling it appears that two years
ago her hatband was sandbagged on Wash-
ington-street Wharf one night and since
then he has suffered frequently with trouble
in the head, accompanied with partial
paralysis. This will nodoubt account for
his strange disappearance.

STOCKBROKERS AROUSED.
They Want to Sea the Full Text of the

I'ecent Decision.
The full text of the recent decision of the

Supreme Court in the case of Hoot et al. vs.
Casliman, which settled the law of selling
mining stocks on mnrt*inas unconstitutional,
lias not been published, but the Stock Ex-
change baa taken steps to have the mntt r
fully investigated, so as to be ou the safe
side- A brief interview was had with At-
torney-General Hart, who said his recollec-
lion was that tlit- suit hinged on a contract
where time was an essence. The particular
section of the Constitution under which the
court ruled reads: "All contracts for the
sale of th« capital stock of a corporation
or association on margin or to be delivered
at a future day shall be void, and any money
paid on such contracts may be recovered."

IvOesterreicher'a Favor.
The Supreme Court sitting in bank has

rendered a decision in the case of L. Oester-
reicher to recover certain commissions on
sales of real estate. The action was origi-
nally by lilumenthal against Goodall, Ulu-
nieiithal acting ss.Oe9terreicher's assignee,
and on trial Judge lifarden decided against
BluoMßtbaJ and denied a motion lor a new
trial. The case was appealed and on the
rehearing granted, the court holding that
Oesterreicher had acted in good faith in ef-
fecting the sales of real estate for Goodall.

Exhibited a Parlor Rltle.
Louts Bogan, residing at the corner of

Son and Seventecntb streets, became en-
broiled witha neighbor, Elizaiieth Thomp-
son. She made comivlaint, charging him
with exhibiting in a rude and threatening
liinnuer a deadly weapon, to wit, a gun.
