LOUIS MONG GONE.

Disappearance of a Chinese Inter.
preter.

He Leaves Several Creditors in Large Sums,
Supposed to Have Been Frightened
in a Bond Case.

Louis Mong, the brizht convert from the
religion of Cenfucius, has disappeared from
his usual haunts in the Federal courts, and
is now being rocked in the steamer Oceanie,
Lence last Saturday for China. He is going
Lhome until the clouds roll by.

So far bLis disappearance is being de-
plored by three or four persons for the
money he owes them, and all of his possible
and probable ereditors have not been heard
from. Ie also leaves a wife and a swall
boy.

Last Saturday, Louis Mong, who was the
substitute for the regular Chinese inter-
preter in the Federal courts, was called into
the cffice of the United States District At-
torney by Assistant District Attorney Wit-
ter, and clesely questioned about a bond he
had induced William Lake and Mrs. C.
Cook to go on to insure the appearance,
when called for, of the wile of Tom Suey.
For three bours he was on a seat of torture,
while Assistant Attorneys Witterand Shurt-
leff cross-examined bim. Mong is a pretty
goud scholar in English; yet there were
times when Le resorted to the *‘no-savey
racket’” of the heathen Chinese, so well-
known in police quarters. However, he
sustained himself well, and after the siege
left the builaing, as be said, *to go bowe.”

HE SAILS FOR CHINA.

After he left the Federal building his
alarm must have grown more intense every
moment, for be went directly to the Oceanie
Dock and purchased a ticket for China.
There he wet a friend, who questioned him
about his workin thecourts. Mong claimed
there was no work there and that he had
gone to the steamer to see a friend who was
going away. Just before the gangway was
withdrawn Mong told Lis iriend he was
going to China and asked him to bid his
wile and fawmily adien, and tell bis wile that
he would send for h He then made his
way aboard, the gangway was withdrawn
and the sbip drifted into the stream taking
Louis Mong away from his creditors and
family, as many a ship has done for other
criminals,

I'he news of Louis' disappearance was

taken to his wife, who is at the old Chinese
Consulate en Clay street. 1t then spread
over Chinatown and reached the Federal

building yesterday in time for Harry Haff
to be temporarlly appeinted in Mong’s
stead its iner erin ese cases. The
first positive evidence that.Mong had really
aepartea was given by one Fong Tang, an
Euglish-speaking Chinese, who made appli-
ton for Mong's position and bore a rec-
omumendation written in Louis” well-kuown
serawl, He, like all others, could give no
definite reasous for the surreptitious disap-
pearance of the interpreter.

LITTLE STORIES OF MOLTKE.

OK

His First Love—A Game of Chees—His
Modesty—A Great Joke.

Mol tke’s first love was pot tile wife at
whose temb he passed the summer nights of
his last twenty years at Creisau. She was
the beautiful daughter of General von Bu-
low, commandant of the fortress of Custrin,
in the days of Multke’s Licutenantcy. Her
name was Hippolyta, She returned
Moltke's love, and they were together as
frequently as Genmnan vropriety and Papa
von Bulow would permit. For her sake
Moltke took up dancing, an amusement for
which be hxd neither taste nor talent, and
which, after leaving her, he gave up in his
endeavor to put aside all associations of his
erushing disappointment,

The parting of the young lovers was due
to the interfe rence of the father, who was
convineed by Moltke’s personal appearance
that he was consumptive and doomed to an
early death. Moltke left, and only after
twelve years’ wandering in foreign lands
fought the society of ether women. Hippo-
Ivta married a Pomeranian lord, and died
fifteen years before the man the years of
whose life had been numbered by her father.

In the last years of his life Moltke passed
several davs of each fall with a Silesian
Count whose children were tutored by an
excevtionally clever young Gottingen grad-
uate. Moltke was extravagantly fond of
wlhist and chess, which, he often said, re-
quired the same strategical and tactical
abilities as generalship. He played both
games as an opponent of the young tutor,
with varving fortune. On one of his last
afternocns at the Count’s place he lost sev-
eral games of chess to the young man, and
in the evening he was equally unsuccessful
at the whist table. As he rose to retire at
the end of the evening he asked the tutor:

‘“‘Iave you been in the army ?”’

*No, your Excellency.”

*Too bad, too bad,”” commented Moltke,
as he strummed on the piano the notes of a
“double quick.” *“You would make & fine
officer of the general stafi. In tactics you
ar» already far superior to me.”

_ The relationship among Emperor Will-
iam’s three wiglity men of valor—Moltke,
Bismarck and Roon—was often strained.
Roon disliked Bismarck intensely, as nas
been shown reeently in the published corre-
spondence of Prussia’s great War Minister.
Between Bismarck and Moltke there was
a deep zuif but no hostility.” “There was
never a symptom of friendship,” says a po-
litical writer in Berlin, **The passionless
repose of the one and the borling tempera-
ment of the other were entirely inharmoni-
ous. Moltke was cool and reticent; Bis-
marck lordly and blunt. They moved
proudly side by side, with mutual respect,
and never interfered with each other's gﬁsl
ness, while they together served their
country. Neither of them placed obstacles
in the other’s way. The great strategist
always was a very cautious man, and so he
made his march forward to heaven just at
the time when in this world he was about

e
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to be forced to a choice between fighting in
the Reiehstag on the Empercr’s side u,Salnst
Bismarck and fighting on Bismarck’s side
against the Emperor.”

Moltke's modesty was so perfect that it
was usique. Thers is not a case on record
in wnich he claimed the smallest credit for
any of his great deeds, In his account of
thie battle of Sadowa, won by him and him
alone, the word “1” can be found butonce
or twice. He suspected all compliments.
In his last years he sat for a sculptor \g’ho
had an order to make his bust for the Em-
peror. The sculptor remarked one day that
he had never before seen such big ears as
his Excellency’s. “Thereis a proof,”quickly
added Moltke, *of how subservient all a
man’s acquaintances are. Till now, no one
has approached me with this great offense
against the laws of beauty.” y

Moltke was simple and austere in his hab-
its of life as few soldiers before bim. Of
the rollicking good fellowship of Bismarck’s
student days, he haa experienced nothing.
He had neither the stomach nor the taste for
the masterpieces of drinking, which con-
tributed not a little to the Iron Chancellor’s
fame and success as a diplomatist. Profes-
sor Jolst illustrates this characteristic of
Moltke with an anesdote. “We were speak-
ing of Peters, whose death had just been
announced. Moltke asked: ‘What do you
think of Peters? I gave my opinion and
added: ‘I told Petors he would be killed,
and even bet twelve bottles of fizz on it
with him.”” :

“Bet what?"” inquired the Field Marshal
with his hand to his ear.

“Fizz; twelye bottles of fizz.”

“Well, what is fizz?"

“Fizz 18 champaguoe, your Excellency.”

Moltke laughed louidiy and said: *Well,
this is one on me. Who wiil pay the bet if
Peters is dead 2

*Y rur Execellency, Peters has arranged all
that 1o his will.,”

The Field Marshal sat down on hearing
this and laughed for five minutes, ejuculat-
ing, "“Na-na-na-na.”’—N. Y. Sun.

GENESIS OF THE TORNADO.
Upper Currents Descending Are Changed
Into Terrifie Whirls.

The fatal enerzy with which the season
for Western tornadoes opened last week
emphasizes the need of further researches
to ascertain the cause of these gigantic
storms and how to foretell them. Theories
of their genesis are plentiful, but none of
these has ever enabled meteorologists to
make a timely and practical predietion as
to when and where approximately the
whirling monster of the air will fall, If pre-
diction could do no more than specily the
day and section in which the tornado would
sirike much would be accomplished. But
Lefore this becomes possibie the true cause

of the deadly tempest must be learned.

The favorite hypothesis that a tornado is
formed by an ascent or bursting up of air |
from the lower through the upper strata of |
the atmosphere when unstable equilibrium
exists and the air acquires atleast a slight |
initial whirling motion, has apparently bad |
its day. It is at best a very incomplete ex- |
planation of the rewarkable geographical |
and seasonable distribution, as well as the |
wmechanical phecomena, of tornadoes. The |
atmosphera is often observed to acquire |
initial whirling motion under conditions of
unstable equilibrinum, when no tornado is
bred.

Whenever the warm, vapor-laden trade
wind is drawn northward over the Missis-
sippi Valley the equilibrivm of the air is
distur bed, and whenever it comes in conflict
with a northwest wind a whirl ne¢essarily i
ensues.  Were these conditions adequate to |
vroduce tornadoes we should have to e¢hron- |
icle them ac all seasons, and much oftener |
io spring and summer than they have ever
been known to oceur. Moreover, if ascend- |
ing currents can originate a evelone of any
kind, it would follow that the Equatorial
Ocean where thereare all the year the great-
est aseending eurrents, would be prolitic of
storms, while, in faet, itis of all regions of
the gicbe the calinest.

Seme striking facts go to show that the
fatal tornado never forms exeept at periods
when there is unusual activity in the irre-
sistable upper trv?»xm! current, moving from
southwest to northwest, with an ebserved
velocity exceeding 100 miles an hour and
descending on our Western plains and val-
leys. This was evidently the case Wednes- |
day just befere the Missouri tornado ap- |
peared at 3 o’cloek in the afternoon. From
8 o'clock in the wmoruing to 8 o'clock
in the evening, while a feeble gen-
eral ecycione was drifting from the
Dakotas to Lake Superior, the bar- |
oweler was everywhere rising, from Texas |
and the Gulf coast northward to Missouri |
and Illinois, and the increase of pressure |
countinued into Thursday, with southerly I
winde, This was the first time such a pro- |
nounced and universal rise of the barometer |
over the Southwest has been obscrved for a |
considerable period. It is natural, there-
fore, to conelude that the descent of the up-
per tropical current from the sonthwest was
then taking place i the Mississipoi Valley.

Simultaneously, in the rear of the Dakota
evelone, quite a strong surface current from
the nortiwest was pressing down the valiey
of the Missoumi River toward the region
where the more powerful tropical current
was apparently deseending, within which
Wednesday’s tornado did its terrible work.

All the essential phenomena of eyclone
storms can be satisfactorily explained by
just such a mechanical conflict as is thus in-
aicated, the ascending current being werely
a consequence, not the cause, of the storm.
Many of the ablest meteorclogists, as Red-
field and Dove, reached this conclusion more
than & quarter of acentury ago. DBut the
recent observations of evelone and anti-
cyclone by Dr. Hann at different altitudes
cn the Austrian Alps seem to have conclu-
siveiy established it.

It appears evident, therefore, that no de-
cided progress wi'l ever be made in prediet-
ing tornadoes or any other class of revolving
storms until meteorology ean discover some
methed of observing instrumentally the
movements of gigantic upper currents,
whieh, descending into the lower atmos-
phere, are resolved into terriric whirls,
within whose vortices the air issuddenly ra-
rified so intenzely that ascending eurrents
are set up and the unborn vapor, instanta-
neously cooled by expansion, is econdensed
into destructive torrents or “’elond bursts.”
If the United States had, as Europe, an Al-
pine Mountain wall streiching eastand west
along our southern borders to protect us
from the full force of the descending upper
current, we should be as exempt from torna-
does as the old world is. Since we cannot
turn aside this mighty generator of evelones
we should at least watch its movements, —N.
Y. Herald.

WHAT ISVI'I‘S TRUE NAME?

The Appellation of the Barn-Yard Fowl
Said to Be a Misnomer.

I: is a curious fact that a bird which is
more distributed over the surface of the
earth than any other kind, which is better
kunown to man, and more useful to him than
any other, has in our language no distinetive
name. This defeet in nomenclature seems
still nore strange when we remember that
this favorite bird has balf a dozen
cousin species, every one of which rejoices
in a name that is ail its own. The nameless
bird is the—well, barn-yard bird about whose
capabilities fer broiling, roasting and the
like we usualiy eare a great deal more than
we do about what we shall eall it. Bat is
it not queer that we have no name for it?

Commonly we call the bird chicken. That
is cleariv a misnomer, unless we are allud-
ing to the lLttle fellows that bave lately
emerged from the shell. An adualt of this
species is as far from being a chicken as a
man is from being a baby. When we want
want to be specific about the adult of this
species we Americans call the male bird a
rooster and the female a hen.

But these terms apply equally to many
other species of birds, Probably the most
favored word of the species is fowl; but
that is shooting very wide of the mark.
Webster's definition of fowl is **a vertebrate
animal, having two legs and covered with
feathers or dowa—a bird.” Shakespeare
uses the simile, * Like a flight of fow],” and
the Bible speaks of *‘the fowl of the air.”’—
Pittsburg Dispateh, e
