The Unhappy Lot of a World's
Fair Commissioner.

Vice azd Flower Men Kepudiate tlie Classi-

fication Thai Has Been Thrust Upon
Them

—
Changes Desired.

M.n. de Younc srenis to have raised a
hornet's nest about his ears, and close upon
the .eat of his man Maxwell comes the
news that horticulturists of the United
States are h t upon his trail. They claim
that the classification which he succeeded
inestablishing is simply ridiculous, and a
movement is ready on foot to have it
changed. This feeliug, it is to be under-
stood, is not confined to the East by any
manner of means, but is equally strong in
California.

First of all eotne the wine meu, who ob-
ject most strenuously to having their prod-
ucts placed under the general head of horti-
culture. They claim that wine bears the
same relation to horticulture that whisky
Joes to agriculture. They, in turn, are fol-
lowed by the floriculturists, who are equally

iirui in their prote>t3. Then again, the
horticulturists are indiguaut, iin1 are not
plow in giving vent to their feelings. TheF
ivjiard it a3 a slap in the face that De
Young, throush the columns of his per-
sonal rgan and alleged newspaper, should
state insupport of Maxwell that there was

not iv the entire State a horticulturist
with breadth of mind sufficient to properly
till the office. This they resent most bit-
terly, and the result of it allhas been that
not a single society, of tho*e directly in-
volved, in.the United States has indorsed
the classification as pushed through by Da
Young. They regard it as the work of a
man totally ignorant of the subj >cL They
affirm, moreover, that it was the result of
undertaking to cope witha subject without
investigation.

Dtfon has been drawn to the fact that

The cinef feature of the meeting was an
instructive lecture on "Electricity,*" which
was delivered by Geiitie P. L >w, electrical
inspector of the Insurance Union. Mr.Low
drscriued in a popular and iateresting man-
ner the various methods of measuring the
force of electrical currents and the ditlerent
varieties of currents.
Itwas an important science, lie declared,

for the business man to understand. There
is invested in electricity in America alone,
he said, nearly a quarter of a billion of
dillars. It could be worked, too, with l-ss
waste than Bteam i-uwtr. In the steam-
engine about 10 pet cent of coal burned
under the bo;lcr i3available hs power, but
if100 horse-power is delivered at a dynamo
fully95 electrical horse-power willbe avail-
able from the machine, ana if this be au-
i>!i>-u to an electric motor it will return
nearly 87 mechanical powrr.

In tho pr.ssibiiiiiHS of electricity Mr. Low
has great faith. We may see, he said, the
.Spokane Kiver rt-niiinti the Mills of that
jroductive region or th« Willamette Falls
drivingthe street-cars in several of the cities
nf the Willamette Valley, and perchance
Niagara itseit may be harnessed to the new
road that is to brine New York and Harlem
within ten minutes of each other.

OFFICIAL FRICTION.

Supervisor Burling Askß a

Conundrum.

There appears to be a good deal of friction
between the Street Committee of the Board
of Supervisors and the Street Department
The members of the Street Committee are

l>r. ;res.»ivebusines3meu andean*! grasp the
wisdom of passing laws that are never en-
forced.

One of the plainest laws on the municipal
statute-books is thai prohibiting the laying

of plank sidewalks within the district
limited by Devisadero and Ninth streets,
ana yet seldom a week passes that a permit
for this kind of a sidewalk, on some pretext

or other, is not asked.
Unless the very best reasons are given

such permits are refused. But for some
reason that Supervisor iSurling does not
understand these refusals do not seem to
have the desired effect As becomes a duti-
ful city father he spends a great part of hia
time inspecting public affairs from one end
of the city to ttie other, and when he finds
anything goiue wrong it is time for the per-
pt-trutor to look out, for itis morally certain
that squalls are ahead.

The instant Mr. Burling discovered faulty
concrete being iaid on Ellis street there was
a storm. All the leg-pulling political ma-
chinery in town was applied instantly, but
it had as little effect as spitting at a blizzard.
Mr. Uurling's storm kept increasing, aud
only abated when the pull let go aud the
mud concrete was replaced with the geuuiue
article.

TOOK A LITTLESTROLL.
Late last week Mr. Burling was strolling

along streets supposed to be wholly unfre-
quented by Supervisors. One of the first
things that attracted his attention was a
brand-new plank sidewalk". He complained
to the Chief of Police to arrest the offender
for violating the law. The man succeeded
in getting bis case thrown out ol court by
going to the Superintendent of Streets aud
securing a permit from that official, who
has no more right to issue such a permit
than a schooner's deck-hand.

Mr. Barling switched it? in a somewhat
erratic manner toward another section of
the city, and had uotgoae far till he camo
across auother bright and shining piae side-
walk, this time almost lv the heart of the
city. He remembered distinctly that tiie
permit had been refused by the committee.
Upon investigating he found the permit had
been issued out of the Street Department
office, and the owner h.id laid the planks on
Memorial day to escape arrest.

Mr. Burling thru meandered up and down
California street where the new cable track
is bi'in_4 laid. To hi< utter disgust he fouud
the ipany paving between the tracks and
on both siaes witha mixture of cobblestones
and blocks, and tlieu quickly concealing
the job by butying it under two or three
inches of broken red rock.

THE PLOT THICKEX3.
Again Mr. Burling couiulaiueu to the C'jief

of I'ulice against such bigti-haaded infrac-
tions of tlie l.tw, and with unmistakable
emphasis demanded that it be stopped.

The Chief expostulated with tho irate Su-
pervisor. "What is tiifl use?" lie asked.
"Whenever we make an arrest a permit is
drawn on us. We can't do anything as long
as lhat sort of business is going on."

Wlieu Mr. Burling left the police head-
quarters he strolled up Market street to the
corner of Stockton, where he was nearly run
over by an Oainibus line street-ear. lie re-
callfd that on March dih last the board
passed an order requiring that company to
stop its cars north of tho north live of Ellis
istreet at that crossing, but found on in-
quiry that no more attention had beea paid
to the order than if it had b<*eu passed in
the incon.

Mr. Burling was reciting all the circum-
stances in the committee meeting yesterday,
and turning suddenly to the cit-rk. he asked :

'• Can you tell me one single instance, Mr.
Rusaell, where the Stn-et Department has
complied with tlie orders of this board?"

The Mayor had a contact with the b«per-
interdeut of Streets jesierday, also, au>i it

was of a mur** effective uatare. He gently
but firmly diffused the knowledge arnuud
that depaitment that if the Supervisors' or-

ORGANIZED LABOR.

Hard Trials of Union Molders in

the East.

Grambarth Elected President of the Cigar-

Makers- A Superfluity of Printers-Soldiers
Boycott Kon-Union Beer.

The iron-molders profess to be more con-
fident than they have ever been before of
the success of their long strike. They be-
lieve that the Founders' Association is no
longer united in its opposition to them.
The founder* met a few days ago and
pa-sed a resolution that no one of them
should make terms with the union unless
terms were made with all.

"The adoption of this resolution," said J.
F. Valentine of the Molders' Union yester-

day, "and the publicity that it was given
clearly indicate that the association is no
longer a unit in its opposition to us. They
passed just such a resolution when the strike
commenced, and there would have been no
reason for passing itagain were itnot that
some of the members of the association are
anxious to make their peace with
the union, and the big manufacturers
who control the association determined
that it would be well to renew their vows of
fidelity to each other in order to strengthen
the weak-kneed ones. An association
whether ofemployes or capitalists seldom
informs the public that itis very strung and
resolved to fight until it discovers that its
strength is waning."

The local union yesterday sent n letter to
all the union molders in the United States
and Canada, which gives a healthy and
well-developed idea of the misfortunes that
Lave befallen the non-union molders who
were brought to this city to take the strikers'
places and were induced to return to their
Eastern homes. Following is the letter:

l!rothers: Idesire to again call your atten-
tion 10 tin- fact that some oi tlie men who came
fioin the East to take our places liave been uii-
tiated by us and gmiir d caid«. We did not do
this simply to set riitof tliem, but because webe-
lieveil at Uie tliue and do 50 srlll that ihe*e men
were anxtaot to become good union men, and
fuiiy real'zed how detiiitHutal it was for them
to De < uisklc the organization, couliiiinllyat
war anil preying opon tho*e who weie mail is
and l:ad the w<liare of the craft at heart.

We did not initiate" IIthose who desired to be;
only those whom we deemed sluceie in their
ptoteMattous.

VITRIOL-THROWING.

Sciixatiotial .S««|u«>l to a Bigamous Mar-
riagn.

Intense excitement and great indignation
has been caused in San Lvi« by a very rare
incident in the criminal records of Mexico,
that of vitriol-throwing, says a City of
Mexico dispatch to tho St. Louis Globe-

The women, on receiv-
ing the shower of liquid,put their hands to
their face? and head aud cried out loudly,
attracting the attention of everybody in the
plaza.

WHO IS TO BLAME?

The GraTel Train Men Knew the
Express Was Ahead,

Bat Deliberately Opened the Switch and Al-
lowed Their Traia to Pass on to tha .

Main Liae—The Injured.

The disaster near Port Costa on last Mon-
day morning is still the chief topic of con-
versation among tho railroad people. The
Southern Pacific officials at Fourth aud
Townsend streets concede it to be one of
the most peculiar accidents ever coming un-
der their observation, and certainly one of
the strangest ever happening on the South-
ern Pacific system.

They are still confident that the first
theory advanced concerning the cause of
the wreck was a correct one, and do not
hesitate to fix tho responsibility upon the
engineer and fireman of the work train.
Both men have been in the service of the
company since 1883, and have always been
considered steady and entirely trustworthy.

The strange fact which throws this acci-
dent out of the ordinary is fouud in the
conversation held between the conductor
and engineer of the gravel train and the
train-dispatcher not four minutes before
the switcii wa3 thrown, and this train al-
lowed to pass on to tha main line. Th«
talk was concerniug the limo of the express.
The gravel train arrived at Port Costa at
exactly 9:17 and the conductor asked for
orders, at the same time, inquiriug of the
dispatcher if Xo.18 was ou time.

FOKGOT WHAT THEY WAITKD FOB.
The dispatcher replied that 18 was on

time, and a few minutes later, at 9:26,
hauded the conductor and engineer orders
from Oakland Pier which read as follows:
"Bun to Martinez, avoiding regular trains."
Both men read the orders, and Conductor
Collins, turning to the dispatcher, said:

"Eighteen is due hero in ten minutes; at
9:40 register nte out as soon as she arrives."

The dispatcher answered "all ri£ht" and
went upstairs to attend to his duties. The
conductor and engineer went directly to
their train, the switch was thrown and the
long heavy work train swung out on the
main line, only to meet the express four
minutes later, rounding the curve at full
speed.

Besides Conductor Collins nnd Engineer
Moore there were three brakemeo on the
gravel train. It was not their first day on
th« run. They knew the time of 18; had
met the train at this point before and knew
as well as Collins arid Moore that it had not
passed and wiissoou due.

The affair narrows down to this proposi-
tion: Five intelligent men, in their sober
senses, forgot what they waited twenty
minutes for, and this while they talked of
the very thing for which they were waiting.

THK DEAI> AND I.N.HUKD.
Charles 11. Spurgeon, tho mail clerk who

was cru-hed to de;tth in the wreck, was the
son of William 11. Spureeou, an old resi-
dent of Santa Ana aud one of the founders
of tho town. Ttie blow will be a srui mie to
Mr. bpurgeou, who suffered a terrible be-
reavement less than a year ago in the loss
of a daughter who was drowneXl -a very
estimable young lady and a graduate of
Mills College. Young Spurgeou was a stu-
dt-iii of tho University of California iv the
class of '92. His body will b« taken to
Santa Ana for interment.

EuiilJ. Farley, the fireman of the express
train, is at Dr. Woolsey's Hospital inO.ik-
land, aud yostt rdav afternoon was resting
easily, itis thought that be will recover.

Daggett, one of the mail clerks, lives at
1110 Taylor street iv this city. He will
loose the sight of one eye and yesterday was
suffering considerably from bruises around
his bead and shoulders.

Albert Palmater, another mall clerk, is
also under the care of Dr. Woolsey. Hii in-

juries are more serious than at first sup-
uoscd, nd aro of an internal nature. lie
had a hemorrhage yesterday and it isfeared
that he cjiiinotlive.

Karl Partridge was another clerk, badly,
though not seriously injured. He lives at
907 Dolores street, and as a result of the
accident willbe disfigured for lite, having
been cut feat fullyalmut the head an Iface.
