SEA AND SHORE.

Work on the Jetty at the Month
of the Columbia.

Semantic Wedding at Sea- Sleeping-Cars for

Australia-Laying the Cable to Oakland.

Movements and Charters.

Work on the jetty at the mouth o! the
Columbia has been progressing rapidly since
fine weather set in, says the Oregonian.
During the past month the tramway has
been extended over 1000 feet, and 224 feet
have been added during the week. The
amount of rock deposited ia the jetty is
larger than was deposited during the
same time last year. The jetty is now
out so far that the action of the waves has
more effect upon it. Itis necessary to keep
the work of putting down mattresses and
dumping reck as close up to the pile-driver
as- possible, ss the action of the waves soon

washes out the sand between the piles
where there is no rock. Ail along the rear
of the jetty the baud is building up very
fa.^t aiiu n.ar tho cud there sire two largo
areas, which aie now bare lrum two to four
hours before low water. As fast as the
rock is extended, the sand begins to bank
up behind it. M;ijor Ilandbury will take
soundings on the bar as scon as a favorable
opportunity offers, to ascertain how much
the depth of water has Increased. He has
the project for a twenty-five-foot channel
from Portland to the sea well under way

and will have k completed before Congress
meets, mid will be able at any timo to
furnish ail the information tho port ot
I'onlaud commission may need.

WEDDED AT SEA.
A marriage on the high seas was solemn-

ized with nilnautical style by Captain Dun-
nigan of the little tug Millie yesterday
morning. The bride was Miss Madeline
Tisch and the groom Stewart A. Puckett,
both of Oakland. The others of the wed-
ding party were George Puekett, brother of
the groom, and Miss Annie O'flara. In
honor of th« occasion the gallant skipper
lionet his best suit of clothes and spent the
preceding night in hunting up a prayer-
book, 'ilie tug left Clay-street Wharf about
it o'clock in the forenoon, and ran out as far
as the nine-fathom buoy, where the cere
mony was performed. Both bride and
groom were too sick to stand up, and in-
terrupted the ceremony several times in
order to take a long, deep look into the
ocean, as if looking lor something. As soon
as the thing was over the party returned to
ban Francisco. Once more on terra firma
the gallant groom made up for lost time by
Imprinting several smacking kisses on the
lips of bis blushing bride, in spite of the
fact that half a hundred people on the
wharf were enjoying thespectacle. Puckett
is an engineer i>f an Oakland planing-mill,
and his bride is said to be the daughter of
the proprietor of the Palace Baths, on
Washington street.

These are the
first cars of the kind ever shipped from this
country to Australia.

THE RIO GRANDE.
A River That Both Takes and Gives on

the Journey to the Sea.
The great river both tike3and gives on its

journey to the sea. Smaller streams join it
from point to point, some leading^to it
down canyon bottom?, others meandering
as rivulets lv the middle of wide chaunels
filled only at flood, and often the waters of
the Inlet, as in case of the Rio de Sante Fe.
are hidden beneath the sands of a dry bed,
and ooze under ground to join the subtfr-
ranean current of the greater stream. Tiio
river gives of its abundance to villages and
cultivated fields through accquias.or irrigating
ditches, that lead from it to the grounds of
the dwellers upon its banks. Far enough
up the channel to secure the necessary fall
to the lands to be irrigated a little wing
dam of brush and stone serves to turn the
water from the stream into the ditches
which follow the bank at a slight descent
as compared with the downward llow o! the
swift current. These canals, which at first
run marly at a level, parallel with the
course of tlw stream, as the river's .surface
falls more and more below them, seem to
the untrained eyo actually to climb the
bunk, and the "tenderfoot," or uninitiated
stranger, is ready, almost, to assert th;it the
water iv the ditch is running up hill.

The main canals that lead from the river,
which are known as acequias madres
(mother ditches), distribute their watetl
into smaller waterways leading into the
separate fields, and these ditches, In turn,
through furrows like ramifying nrterits
diffuse the water evenly over the cultivated
ground. No manure is needed on lards
thus irrigated, far they are abundantly
fertilized by the fine, rich detritus in tiie
water. Tnere are productive fields in the
Rio Grande Valley that have been under
continuous cultivation for over 200 years.

The water drawn off for domestic use, when
;t Mowed to settle, is excellent, and by the
resident" on its banks aud the Now Mexico
nomads, that thirstily seek its refreshing
current, it is regarded with a veneration
akin to that which tho Egyptians and Arabs
bt stow upon the Nile. Tho New Mexicans
commonly call this river Ei Rio Bravo del
Norte (the Bmve River of the North).
