Terrible Fall of a Sailor From a
Jigzer-Mast Head.

Hunters and Arms Will Be Taken Out of the
Sealers — A Proposed Line of Steamers to
‘New York—Movements and Charters,

One of the finest ships in the harbor at
the present time is the big iron ship Bidston
Hill, which arrived a few days ago from
Londen after the fine run of 110 days,
though some very heavy weatiier was ex-
perienced off Cape Horn, several sails wers
lost, and three of the heavy fore and aft
stavs carried away. There was a terrific
ses running, and the decks: were constantly
flooded, rendering it dangerous for the crew
to walk along the deck. Oue of the most re-
markable escapes that has been recorded on
this coast was that of the second officer of
the ship, O. F. Wielke. On the morning of
June 10th, while the vessel was clese to the
entrance of tha harbor, Wielke and an ap-
prentice went alof: to do some work on the
jiggermast. They had reached the mast-
head, when Wielke lost his hold and fell to
the deck, 120 feet below. In his fall he
struck the spanker-boom topping-lift and
carried it away. He was picked up sense-
less and carried into the cabin, where every-
thing was done for him that the limited
surgical skill on boara could suggest. Every
one gave him up for dead, but to the sur-
vrise of his shipmates Wielke recovered
consciousness about two hours after the ac-
cident, and it was then discovered that no
bones had been broken. The injured man
was confined to his bed for one week, and is
now walking around, not much the worse
for his fall.

READY TO LEAVE FOR ALASKA.

The steamer Al-Ki is all ready to leave
for Alaska, where she will be used a3 a
prison ship by the Government. The
Uunited States authorities "are grimly in
earnest in their determination to enforce
the law regarding the close season, as every
sealing vessel met will be boarded, and the
hunters and all arms &and ammunition
will be taken out of them, and trunsferred
to the Al-Ki. The sailors will be allowed
to remain on board the schooners, but will
be ordered to take the vessels out of Behring
Sea. The Al-Ki is fitted up to accommodate
260 steerage passengers, and as soon as she
Lias that number will proceed to Port Town-
send, from which the prisoners will be sent
to San Francisco on one of the steamers of
the PPacifiec Coast Company.

GOING TO FIRES ASLEEP,

Firemen Can’t Help It, and Sometimes
They Get Hurt at Tt.

Fireman Gustave Nagsl of 70 First avenue
has been an all-round utility man at 25 En-
gine’s house in Fifth street for nearly six
years. lHe has just been made assistant
foreman. One night he went to his cot as
usual, fell asleep and dreamed furiously.
His cot is only two feet from the side of the
liole in the floor through which the sliding-
pole passes. On the other side of the hole
slept the engine driver.

About 2:30 o’clock the following morning
Fireman Finland was standing near the
door of the engine-house looking over the
list of firemen on duty. One of the horses
pecame restless, and finally got to its feet
with a scramble and a clatter. Finland
heard afterward a sound of a footstep up-
stairs, and before he had time to look up
