THE GOLDING CASE.

The affray between Captain Golding and
the police, which led to the infliction upon
the former of a wound which may prove
fatal, necessarily requires investigation.
The facts are rather complicated. At 15
minutes before midnight on Friday, 2Gth,
Oflicer Knott, armed with a warrant to ar-

rest one John Doe— the name of the alleged

criminal being unknown— for horse-steal-
ing, went to the house, GOT Turk street, oc-
cupied by Captain Thomas (.ohiinß. Gold-
ingis a veteran of the war, and lias served

as captain of steamers in the Pacific Mail
and Oceanic Beets. His son, Thomas S.
Golding .Jr., bad an Dial day become tlie
possessor of a horse by a trade withone
Clement Lacon.be; and the latter, repeating
of his bargain, had endeavored to regain the
animal by accusing Holding of borse-steal-
ing, and suing out a writ for his arrest
Tlie Grolding family bad been frightened
by stories of burgl irs; on that same Friday
evening, at about 8, hearing a noise
in the back yard, young Golding had gone
out, revolver in 'hand, and bad fired a shot
at a man whom be saw, but who escaped in
the darkness. The whole family were
nervous when, shortly before midnight, the
bell at the door was rung.

Captain Gold ing answered the hell him-
self, in bis nightclotbes; as a precaution, he
hud in his band his c.a navy cutlass. The
man who had rung the bell, who was in
plain clothes, said: "1 am mi oflicer. I
bold a warrant which Iwant to serve."
The captain renlied that he was no officer,

but a thief. The policeman then exhibited
his star, which in the darkness appeared to

the captain to be a bonus star, and lie
flourished his cutlass menacingly. On this
the policeman blew his whistle. This
brought to the scene Oflieer'Uiown, who,
though on leave ol absence, happened curi-
ously enough to be near at band, and shorty
afterward four other policemen turned up,
while Go-ding's sou and wifeappeared from
their bed-rooms. The police party fellupon
the Gildings and beat them pretty thor-
ougly; the old man was (el ed, and was shot
in the lack; the young man was knocked
senseless with a blow from a revolver; his
mother was knocked down; a seventy-year-

old paralytic named btansbury was dragged
about and thrown into n corner; a drunken
fellow who, happening to be passing,
slipped in to see what tbe row was about,
was Hooted and handcuffed; a hired man
who bad teen attracted by the scuffle, but
who bad taken no cart in it, was also
arrested and handcuffed. The six police-
men undoubtedly won the victory.

When tbe party were taken to the stat'.on-
hcuse itproved that Captain Guiding was
shot D the back, the ball lodging In the
pleural cavity, that the policeman Brown
had a slight bullet wound in the leg, and
tbat all the Coluings exhibited contusions
more or less serious. The question which
arose was who fired the shots which
wounded Captain Golding and Brown. To
this question Iiceman Knott and bis
comrades ieplied that no policeman fired a
a single shot— that the old man and Brown
were wounded by shots from two revolvers
which young Golding tired. Goiding's an-
swer was that be had not two revolvers,
but only one, and that the only cartridge he
possessed that day he had fired to frighten
the intruder at 8 o'clock in the evening,
The other chambers of bis weapon were

empty, and an expert testified that they did
not seem to have been used for some time.
The policemen bore to exhibittheir revol-
vers, though, ifthey bad been all loaded, the
circumstance would have been a confirma-
;
<-n of their .story. Neither did they pro-

duce the second revolver which young Gold-
ing is said to have carried, though they say

they made diligent search for it. Itwillde-
volve on the courts to unravel the mystery.

THE .-<\u25a0*- ESI ION.

The following idea is put forward by a
correspondent of an Eastern caper:

What lhe business n;eu, farmers and laboring
men need is steady employment. Now. steady

work aid lew wftges Is much better than high
wages with steady employes nt.

Whether a year*- earnings at low wages
with steady employment will be greater

tliau a year's earnings at high wages and
unsteady employment depends upon how
low or how high the wages are and the pro-
portion of the time of employment. Aman
could not afford to work for any current
wages without assurance in respect to the
proportion of days in which employment
will be given. But from a long point of
view* low wages and steady employment
present a hopeless outlook. If wag are
not high enough to enable a workingman
to save money in average years he lacks the
stimulant that every free laborer should
possess. Ambition dies out unless there is
some progress. The man who works for
wages that do not enable him to nfake pro-

vision for old age often becomes indifferent
as to what becomes of him. At best itIs a
life of toil and an old age ol privation.
Lifeunder such conditions is hardly worth
living. But when the rate of wages is high
enough to leave a march] between income
and expenditure, if employment were
steady '\u25a0 there is at least a chance to

make provision for the future. Intel!._
sobriety and skill become factors in the
struggle for work. The laborer lias an in-
ducement to excel in this work. With
wages so low that steady employment only
affords a living there is littlehope of rising

out of the rut. Capital is more deeply in-
terested than it seems to realize in establish-
ing rates cf wages that will enable the pru-

dent laborer to provide for bis future.
To tbe extent of this provision be is on tbe
side of law and order. The dangerous man
is one who has done his best and discovered
that he has nothing but his life to lose. The
vagrant may declaim about the injustice of
laws, but be is not armed with the resolu-
tion that makes the bard-working but tin-

succes-ful man so formidable when the day
of uprising comes. Capital is also taxed to
support paupers. Obviously it is not for
the interest of capital to make paupers.
\\ hen a man can barely live on his earning";
he sees himself ail the days of bis life on
the way to tlie poor-boose. The beast of
burden which has outlived its usefulness
maybe lawfullykilled, but the human be-
Ing must be cared for after a fashion. Capi-
tal should also see that iv our age of over-
production the remedy lies in an increase
of sumption. Itwill be a long time be-
fore overproduction will be more than a
relative term. With people well fed, well
housed and well clothed, production might

be vastly increased- The goods that are in
our overstocked warehouses ought to be on

tbe backs of wage-workers.
