» Ppopular indorsement of Lord Salisbury’s
policy. The Freisinnige Zeitung holds that
the general character of the celebrations in
bhonor of the Emperor, and especially those
of the court and Government, accordingly
must be taken as an open declaration of
England's adhesion to the Dreibund. Arti-
cles in the Russian and French press, illus-
trating the intensity of the irritation felt in
Russia and France toward England, are
Jargely quoted.

FRANCO-RU SSIAN ALLIANCE,

A startling report, which has caused con-
siderable talk in diplomatic circles recently,
has been circulated here. 1tis to the effect
that M. Ribot, the French Minister of For-

enemies.
THE EVACUATION OF EGYPT.

The game of dipiomacy against England’s
vetention of Egypt has alreaay been opened.
According to the Cologne Gazette the Sul-
tan, acting under the promptings of the
French and the Russian Ministers, recently
held a council at which it was proposed that
the Porte should call a conference of the
European powers to consider the guestion
of evacuafing Egypt. A telegram received
here from Constantinople with reference to
the diplomatic movements lostile to En-

-~ gland, state that the Torte has invited the

French Government to resume ths initiative
in the movement agaiust English occu-
pation of Egypt.

RUSSIA'S VINTAGE.

fcreage Cultivated With the Wine Grape
and (he Product.

NEW YoRK, July 11.—The Mail and Ex-
press’ St. Petersburg correspondent says:
According to the latest information obtained
by the Ministry of Domains, the vineyards
of the empire cover an acreage of over 464,-
000 acres, and produce anmually 54,000,000
gellons of wine. Thevineyards of the Can-
casus occupy 250,000 acres and produce 29,-
700,000 galions of wine. In Bessarabia, in
the provinees of Podelia and Kherson, the
vinevards cover about 162,000 acres, and pro-
duce wine aggregating 16,200,000. In the
province of Ekaterinoslaf of the Don dis-
trict, the provinces of Astrakhan, Orel and
in 'l"urkistan. there are over 5400 acres of
vineyard, which yield 1,330,000 gallons of
wine. The varieties of the wines cultivated
in the Crimea alone amount to 500. The
amount of land deemed proper for the eul-
tivation of vines is estimated at 13.500,000
acres. The annual production of wine per
acre is calculated at 405 gallons,

BAR HARBOR.

Slowly Regaining His Exhausted
Vitality.

How the Secretary of Siate Appears, and
What He Thinks of His Own
Physical Condition,

Epecial to THE MoRNING OALL,

NEW Yorg, July 11. — Ths Tribune spe-
cial correspondent had a talk to-day, Satur-
day, a2t Bar Harbor with Blaine. He ex-
pressed himself glad of the opportunity of
contradicting some of the false reports that
were in circulation. Mr. Blaine looked pale
aad exhausted but not seriously ill, and
spoke in a firm voice. He said: *“I have a
gocd deal of trouble with my back, my
eyes and my head, thoughit seems to me to
be merely a little nervous attack and noth-
ing to call for the great volley of sensational
accounts concerning the inner doings
of myself and familyy, I am much
better now. I am relaxing and takiug
rest from the heavy duties of official life.
1 don’s think 1 shall return to Washington
uotll fall. Itis very hot there in midsum-
mer and the early fall, and it wonld not be
a good move for me in my present cond ition.
The air at Bar Harbor seems to revive me.
It seems to drivelaway that stupidness and
“don’t-care” air which generally follow
nervous troubles, especially prostration.””

**Does your hiearing bother voun ?”

**N¢, indeed. I can hear as well as when
I was a boy. That is absurd. The next
thing I know they will have me dumb.”

“Dc you slesp well at night?” “Not
very well the first part of the evening, but
quite soundly the latter part. It seems to
me that I never can sleep when the tide is
going out, but when it comes rushing in
with that soft, gentle splash it just woos
me to sleep like a baby and I forget all
causes of worriment, even all the humdrum
duties of life, and drop cff into oblivion
until I awaken naturally. Then I am much
refreshed. I geta goodiy amount of sleep
every night, My headaches don’t seem to
grow much better, but time will remedy
that trouble. It took along time to break
nature down, and necessarily it will take a
long time to build up. I have all my favor-
ite papers and books sent right here
to Stanwood, and my wife and sons read
them to me. Emmous is my right-hand man
and anticipates my every wish concerning
business affairs. I am very fond of musi-,
toc, and my daughters, Mrs. Damrosch and
Mrs. Emmons Blaine, are both accomplished
musicians and play just the airs I like. Then
the children, the Coppinger children, who
are with me, are quite an amusement for
one person. They quite puzzle me with
their questions, their puzzles and their
conundrums. Idrive every day and often
twice a day it my health will permit. To-
day I enjoyed my drive very much more
than usual. I walk only across the piazza
or down to Emmons’ house.”-

“ When did you suffer the last attack ?”’
asked the reporter.

** I think it was last Tuesday—somewhere
about the first of the week. I was tempted
by some fruit which was sent me by my
friends. I think it brought on nervous dys-
pepsiz or something just as bad. But since
then I seem to have pi ked up wonderfully,
I am Guite encouraged now.”

“*Is there any trouble with your spine?”

“No; indeed, the doctors say the spine is
perfectly healthy. I lie down so much on
account of my bowels and thighs. I suffer
sometimes with quick flashes up through my
thighis, Perhaps that is neurosis or some-
thing of that character. Isometimes think it
is, for wher the weather changes from hot
to cold or from dryness to dampness I suffer
most. I am able to meet only my own
friends, and sometimes am not equai to the
task of spending the afternoon with them.
I have not been inside the Bar Harbor
drawing-room since my arrival this sum-
mer.”

Mr. Blaine is peraaps a little thinner than
when hie was in Washington aud may be a
trifis paler and less buoyant in spirits,
When ha was there he was nervously ex-
cited and worked up to a certain piteh, at
whichi it was absolutely necessary for him
to continue in order that he might carry on
his social and official business promptly and
properly. But now he is suffering from
that great strain and he must pay the pen-
alty ef overwork. He dresses in stout
woclen trousers, thick flannel underwear
and wears woolen stockings. He wears a
light cheviot vest and waistcoat, and when
driving always takes two overcoats, and
sometimes, if the wind is heavy, puis a
shawl around himself, His hat Is a white
felt siouch and his gloves buckskin. Mrs.
Blaine said: *‘The false reports which have
reached our friends in the city have worried
both Mr. Blaine and myseif more than any
one cculd imagine. I might say they have
quite aggravated Mr. Blaine’s illness. We
tried to keep them from him as much as we
could, but somehow or other he got hold of
the imaginative untruths gotten up by un-
requited reporters who came all the way to
Mount Desert from the town, and who, be-
ing unable to get an interview with Mr.
Biaine because he was ill and unable to talk
even 1o his own family, went to their hotel
and reeled off these imaginations by the
column., Mr. Baine in reality is ever so
much better than when bhe left New York.
To-day he had an excellent appetite and ate
some of his favorite old dlsh, raspberries
and rice. e eats a great deal of bread a'd
much butter.””

A SMELTING TRUST.

A PARTING SHOT.

A Fhiladeiphia Paper’s Caustic Address to
John (3. Nicolay.

PHILADELPHIA, July 11.—The Times
this morning publishes an editorial address
to Joiin G. Nicolay under the caption
“Spanked and Dismissed.” It says, in part:
“Had you known anything about the in-
side political movements in the White
House in 1864 you would have kpown my
letter to Lincoln, quoted in your defense,
was written because of a suddeniy de-
veloped effort in this State to divide the
lines drawn by tha then bitter Cameron and
Curtin factional war for and against Lin-
coln. The Cameron followers claimed to
be the special supporters of Lincoln and at-
tempted to drive Curtin and the State ad-
ministration into hostility to the President.
My justly assumed devotion to Curtin was
a pretext for declaring me as either re-
strained in my support of Liucaln or likely
to be in opposition. The moment I saw the
statement in print I wrota the letter you
quote to dismiss from Lincoln’s mind all ap-
prehansions about_either open or passive
opposition from Curtin’s friends. Egually,
iudeed even more fiagrantly false, is your
statement of only the minor troth about the
action of the Pennsylvania delegation at
Baltimore in 1864. ou say Camercn cast
the solid vote of the State for Hamlin. Had
you desired to be truthful you would have
added that Cameron east the solid vote of
the delegation for Johuson beforae the close
of the first bullot. Had you sought the truth
as au honest biographer, you could have ob-
tained it without offensive disputation, not
only from e, as far as I knew it, but from
such_ living witnesses as Charles A. Dana
and Murat Halstead, and frow the recorded
testimony of Geveral Cameron, Colouel
Forney and others, who kaew mueh of Lin-
coln and out little of you, Instead of seek-
ing truth, you flung your iguorance and
egotism with ostentatious indecency upon
thie bereaved household of the yet untombed
Hamlin, and when brought to bay by those
better informed than yourself you resent it
in the tone and term of a ward-beeler in the
wharf-rat district battiing f or constabulary
houners. Dismissed.”

NICOLAY'S REPLY.

WASHINGTON, July 11.—Mr. Nicolay is
out with a reply to the latest communica-
tion from Colenel MceClure, He says he
will not ailow McClure to retreat in a cloud
of vituperation, reiterates his previous as-
sertions as to McClure’s misstatements and
goes cver the cround to preve his position.

BARDSLEY’'S BANK ACCOUNT.

Efforts to Prevent the Payment of Checks
Drawn by Officials.

PaIivtADpELPHIA, July 1L.—Lawyer Alex-
ander, counsel for John Bardsley, has noti-
fied President Bell of the Farmers’ and
Mechanies’ Bank not to honor any checks
drawn by City Treasurer Wright and State
Treasurer Boyer on the account standing to
the credit of John Bardsley in that institu-
tion. 1f the bank cfficials act in accordauce
with the notice sent by Alexander it wiil
nullify the decision reached at a conferance
of the State and city officials at ‘I'reasurer
Wright’s oflice on Thursday. 1t was then
determined inasmuch as the city and State
each had an interest in the money which
Bardsley had in the various banks, that all
chiecks upon the accounts could ba jointly
signed by the State Treasurer and the City
Treasurer. It was thought in this way the
money could be drawn from the bank, and
both the city and State get its share of funds.

The Times says editorially: MecClure wiil
be glad to have an eariy opportunity to ap-
pear as a witness and testify uuoder oath
that he never in his life conversed, or di-
rectly or indirectly communicated with
Bardsley, or any other person, on the sub-
ject of the sale or the lease of the gas works.

The Judge of the Common Pleas Court
to-day refused to grant a writ of sequestra-
tion @asked for by the city against John
Bardsley. The Mayor asked that a writ be
granted with the clause of attachment
against a numler of individuals and cor-
porations, founded upon the statement that
the examination of the accounts of Bardsley

LoNvox, July 11.—The Emyeror of Ger-
magy remained at the state ball until 3
o’clock this morning. At 8 o’clock he arose
and breakfasted., Shortly before noon the
Emperor inspec‘ed the Yeomen of the
Guard. Then, in company with the Em-
press, and attended by a brilliant suite, the
Emderor drove to the residence of the Ger-
may Embassador, where the imperial party
wer’p entertained at lunch.

Ia the afternoon the Emperor and the
Em?ress left London for Wimbledon, to be
present at the review of the troops in
heayy marching order. Many of the volun-
teer regiments preferred to march to Wim-
bledon instead of taking the trains, as they
wanted to show the Emperor that they are
1 uch *rear rankers” as some supposc.
There were from 6000 to 7000 regulars in
lineand about 10,000 volunteers, all under
coﬂnnd of the Duke of Cambridge, the
commander-in-chief of the British Army.
At‘ o’clock the Emperor and party ar-
rivéd, and the artillery thundered out a
sal¥o, while the German imperial standard
wagrun up on a flag-staff at the reviewing
st instead of the British standard.

¢ Emperor was accompanled by the
Prifice of Wales and his staff in brilliant
uniforms, and followed Ly an escort of the
Life Guards. Asthe Emperorand his party
dréyv rein and saluted they were received
by the Duke of Cambridge and bhis staff,
w a royal salute was fired by the artil-
lery. The Emperor was dressed in the uni-
fora of a field. marshal of cuirassiers.

_Affar the salute they inspected the troops,

thedXmperor seeming favorably impressed.
Affer the inspectiou the troups passed the
reviewing staud, the march lasting an hour
anda half. The commanding officers of the
several corps were personally complimented
by the Emperor on the appearance uof the
trogps. After all the troops had marched
past they again re-formed, presented arms,
andther salute was fired and the review
ended.

The Emperor then started for Crystal
Palace, where he witnessed the parade of
the Volunteers of the Fire Department,
followed in the evening by a grand display
of fireworks.

NOT A MERE CHANCE.

The Kaiser’s Visit Arranged for Political
FPurposes.

New Yorg, July 11.—Smalley’s special
cablegram to the Tribune from London
says: Probably the most important inci-
deut of the German Empeior’s visit to En-
glond is that which begzins to-morrow and
endds Monday, his visit to Lord Salisbury at
Hutfield, Then, if not before, it is certain
theoousiness will be done. The absoiate
master of the most poweriul army in the
world and the virtual master of the most
powerful fleet will not meet and separate
without exchanging views on several sub-
jeets.

One subject interesting to both is the
use which each shall make of the fleet or
army. What has gone before did not pre-
pare the way for thisinterview and this dis-
cussion. Certainly it is not mere chance
that brings the Emperor here atthis mo-
ment, just after his alliance with Austria
and Italy has besn made public. No more
is it by chanre that the Emperor of Aus-
triz and the King of Italy have been visit-
ing the English fleet and toasting the
English Queen, while their great ally was
visiting England itself as her Queen’s guest,
and to no slight degree the guest also of the
Evglish people. Were he merely, like tie
Queen, the reigning monareh over a country
where Parliament governs, his visit to
Eungland would mean much less, though it
would mean much, and his visit to Hatfield
might mean next to nothing. Being a King,
and the Emperor over forty millions of val-
iant and sober-minded Germians, it is incon-
ceivable that he should not exchange views
with Salisbury on the relations of the two
powers, and most improbable that the good
understanding certainly existing between
them should not be strengthened. Of eourse
nobody knows what has passed between
them.

THE LASTING PEACE CF EUROPE.

Peace, the lasting peace of Europe, is
more likely because of their meeting. So
is it, in a measure, because of the Emperor’s
speech at Guildhall. There is in his peace
assurances a ring of sincerity. Here in
England, whatever may be thought abroad,
the people do feel that peace is more as-
sured than it was. In Russia and France
neither his Guildball speech nor any utter-
ance of his is likely to be well received.
There comes already from St. Petersburg an
ominous whisper that the Emperor’s mag-
nificent reception in England bas given um-
brage to the Czar. In France everybody
knows what feeling there is, whether whis-
pered or shouted. The Emperor has spoken
publicly, and far more often privately, of
Lis delight in the welcome given Lim, and
of his fresh appreciation of what is most
characteristic and most splendid in Enghsh
life. What has happened off Venice makes,
like a recent event at Fiume, & strong im-
pression abroad, probably stronger than
in England. Here people think it pos-
sible for emverors and kings to go on
board a British ship from motives of eurios-
ity or civility without deep ulterior designs,
Neot so on the Continent, and when two such
incidents occur in quick succession the sig-
nificance of them seems all the greater
while the German Emperor is the guest of
the Queen of England. Bear in ming, says
a Berlin paper, the chara:ter of the pre-
arranged demonstrations which remove the
last vestige of doubt respecting England’s
attitude toward the Triple Alliance. They
are meant to show openly the intimacy of
the Anglo-Italian relations, Perhaps they
are. Whather they are or not they have
that effect in France.

The Carlow election, with its tremendous
anti-Parnellite majority, is a great blow to
P'arnell and a great triumph for his ene-
mies.

POLITICAL SCHEMES,

Indications of an Impending Split in the
Texas State Alliance.

Fort WorrtH (Tex.), July 11.—The prin-
cipal feature of the State Alliance Conven-
tion this morning was a speech by U. S.
Hall, President of the Missouri Alliance.
He charges that Dr. McCune has sold out,
for money consideration, to the Protection-
ists, and in furtherance of that bargain a
third party move was inaugurated in the
South to divert the Democratic vote. He
said that it was no disgrace for such a dis-
honest man as McCune to get into the Al-
liance, but it would become a disgrace if he
is not turned out. President Hall was
loudly applanded. It is believed the out-
come of the unvention will be a split of
the State Alliauce, one faction representing
the third party and the other the Demo-
eratic wing.

B This afternoon resolutions were adopted
denouneing the Sub-Treasury and land loan
schemes and the Governmental ownership of
railroads as aviolation of the first principles
of guod government; as paternal in their
character; as centralizingin their tendencies,
and Dbecause, if enacted into a law, they
would createsuch a horde of office-holders as
would fasten the clutches of the party in

.

power upon the throats of the people. The
resolutions dewand that those men who are
not farmers be removed from national and
State offices of the order and appeals to all
honest members of the Alliance throughout
the United States to unite in putting down
this common enemy and disgrace of the or-
aer.

St. Louis, July 11.—A special from To-
gka, Kans., says: The Ailianceé leaders in

ansas are greatly chagrined at the action
of certain leaders of the Southern Alliance
in calling the Fort Worth Convention to re-
solve against the sub-Treasury idea, claim-
ing that it was a scheme of the Southern
Democrats to break up the Alliance and
that prominent Demoecratic Congressmen
were at the bottom of the scheme. They
fear this is the beginning of a movement to
disrupt the XKansas organization, as
thousands of Republicans who affiliated
with the Peop'e’s party last fall will follow
the course of the Southerners and go back
to the old party. .

COAST INTERESTS.

Census Bulletin of Population—Investigat-
ing the Grasshoppar Pest.

WAsHINGTON, July 11.—A ba!letin issned
to-day by the Census Office on the popula-
tion of Wyomiag shows the population of
that State to be (0,705, an Increase during
the past decads of 39,916, or 192.01 per cent.
In all the counties of the State a large in-
crease is shown. The largest increase was
in Crook County, where the increase was
878.24 per cent, and the smallest in Albany
County, where the increase was 91.63 per
cent,

The bulletin also gives the population of
Arizona as 59,620, an increase during the last
ten years of 19,180, or 47.43 percent. Apache,
Pima and Yuma counties show a decrease of
1002, 4333 and 544 respectively., The decrease
in Apache and Pima counties is due largely
to the decrease in their areas made by the
creation of other counties. The largest in-
creaso was 6938, in Cochise County.

THE GRASSHOPPER PLAGUE.

It will be of interest to farmers in Sacra-
mento and other counties in California,
which have baen infested by grasshoppers,
to know that the arrival of the much-dreaded
grasshopper in the Far West has already
been called to the attention of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture, together with the in-
formation that they have already spread
from Arizona and Utah as far north as
South Dakota. As yet it is not known here
whether the migratory nuisance are the old
reliable seventeen-year locusts or simply
the ordinary grasshopper of the plains in
unusual numbers. The return of the for-
mer and the more unwelcome visitors has
been prophesied for about this time and
there is considerable apprehension felt that
perhaps they really have materialized. A
specialist from the Agrienltural Depart-
ment, an entomolozist, will be sent West di-
rectly to examine into the sitnation and de-
cide as to how serious the pest is likely to
prove this year. The depar:ment issued a
bulletin to the fariners some time ago, t=li-
ing them how to distinguish between two
classes, the grasshopper and the seventeen-
year-locust, and also giving direction as to
Low best to fight them.

AUTHORITIES
ON NEUTRALITY.

—_——

Claims of an Envoy of the
Chilean Insurgents.

Noted Statesmen and Jurists on Rights of
Belligerents — Speedy Action Urged
in the Itata Case—Libel Filed.

Epecial to THE MORNING CALT,

WasHINGTON, July 11.—Senor Montt, a
Chilean insurgent representative, now here,
claims that the pursuit of the Itata was
without the authority of law; th:at the Itata
received the cargo from the Robert and Min-
nie as a merchant vessel, the same as she
would have received a load of flour. *“If we
admit that she is a man-of-war the libel falls
to the ground of its own weight,” said he,
“for it charges her with comiug here to be
fitted out and armed. If it was a war vessel
would it not have been already fitted out be-
fore arriving at San Diego? Most assuredly.
The very presence of the Esmeralda proved
hera merchant ship in need of protection from
Balmaceda’s ships. If there was any case at
all it was against the Robert and Minnie,
and she has already been released.” In
argying his claim that the Itata had not
vivclated the neutrality laws he read from
“ Wharton’s Digest” to prove that it is
proper for neutral countries to supply arms
and ammunition to a beligerent. Thomas
Jefferson laid it down as a principle that
‘*our citizens have always been free fo
make, vend and export arms. It would not
be expected that we should suppress their
calling on account of any war that did not
concern us.”” He quoted also these authori-
ties:

“‘Secretary of State Seward to Mr. Ro-
mero — ‘The transportation of arms or
money from the United States to either of
the belligerents in Mexico is not a breach of
neutrality either under international law
or the municipal law of the United States.”

“Secretary Evarts to Mr. Sherman—*‘A
torpede-launch in five sections ready to be
set up, though contraband of war, may be
exported from the United States without a
breach of neutrality. Suoch articles are a
legitimate element of commerce to the citi-
zens of the United States. Neutral powers
with either of the beliigerents in time of
war are the same in manner and to the
same extent that they would be in time of
peace, and afford no ground for the inter-
ference of the executive officers of the
Uunited States.”

“Federal Court Decisions—‘Neutrals in
their country may sell to belligerents, what-
ever belligerents choose to buy.” ‘The land-
ing of a cargo of coitraband of war on the
shore of a country of one of the belliger-
cnts, at a point not blockaded, is not an act
of hostility against the other belligerent.”

“‘Attorney-General Lee — ‘Belligerents
may come into the territory of a neutral
nation and there purchase and remove any
article whatsoever, even iustruments of
war, unless the right be denied by express
statute.”

*“Attorney-General Speed—'Thera is no
law or regulation which forbids any person
or government, whether the political desig-
nation be real or assumed, from purchasing
arms from citizens of the United States and
shipping them at the risk of purchaser.’

** I might still go on,” said Senator Montt,
“aud show that the English law upholds
these principles, but I think that enough
has been said to indicate very clearly that
there is not a shadow of foundation upon
which to hold the Itata. The seizure of the
arms aboui which there is no controversy,
has given direct aid and comfort to Balma-
ceda, ana has unnecessarily prolonged a
struggle that has for its objezt the overthrow
of a tyrant and dictator. What we
ask now Is that there shall be the
same swiftness in settling the legal
side of the question as there was in
following and persecuting the Itata. The
Government at Iquique has done all In its
power to hasten a speedy settlemeut by the
delivery of the Itata to the United States
authorities. In doing this our Government
gives evidence of the confidence with which
1t anticipates a quick and righteous decision,
believinz that it wiil obtain the same care-
ful and patient hearing and honest and
impartial decision that hive made the Su-
vreme Court of the United States honored
throughout the world.”

ANXIOUS FOR REPAIRS.

The Itata Wants to Get Away From San
Diego.

SAN DreGo, July 11.—The Itata officers
have not yvet paid the §500 penalty for sail-
ing from this port without clea rance papers.
She is still closed to visitors. Comandante
Tejeda made another hasty trip from Los
Apgeles yesterday and was again closeted
with Mannzen. While thers Marshal Gard
served moniticn papers upon him. Tejeda
is very anxious to fix matters so he can get
the Itata released to go on the dry-dock at
San Francisco and then take a cargo of pro-
visions to Iquique. The time set tor hear-
ing the charges by Judge Ross is September
14th. Mr. Tejeda’s mission to Los Augeles
is believed to be to tryand arrange bonds for
liberation of the vessel pendi:g the action
of the court. Itis justlearned that when
the Itata came here first Mannzen applied
to the customs authorities for clearance
papers, but upon instructions from Wash-
ington these were refused. Now the inter-
esting question arises—suppose the courts
decide that the Itata’s mission was lawful,
what position does it put the Government
in? Tejeda is very anxious to secure the
respect of the people and Government of
the United States, hence his readiness to re-
turn to have matters settled, He firmly be-
lieves the insurgents’ cause is a right one
and believes it will ultimately prevail.

READY TO PAY EXPENSES,

An Associated Press correspondent to-
day bad an interview with an American
seamnan who has been on the ltata for some
years. Since coming here he has shipped
on the Charleston. *All the wealtby men
in Chile,” be said, *‘belong tothe insurgents,
and if the bonds required for the Itata be
very large there will be no difficulty in
securing them. The Itata had scme pas-
sepgers up. One was Dr. Guzmanth and
another known as Mr. Walker. They are
very wealthy—one worth $10,000,000, the
other §6,000,600. They are prepared to see
all expenses paid and to put up any bonds
necessary. Since Balmaceda ran out of
ready money he has been issuing paper and
forcing the people fo accept it, but it is
only good in Chile. Other countries refuse

to take it. I am told that Balmaceda is

helding back gold and silver to take to
Europe with him if forced to flee from
Chile. He gets some specie from Valpar-
aiso, the only port he controls. The in-
surgents do not need money, but there is a
great scarcity of arms, ammunition and
food. Had the Itata succeeded in landing
her cargo the effect would have been imme-
diately appareat. The Itata was not armed
when she made her first trip to San Diego.
SHE CARRIED SOLDIERS.

“‘She had twocannon, one of them asalute
gun which carried no ball. The other was
larger and was unloaded at Iquique and
delivered to Admiral McCann. I neversaw
the big gun loaded in ordinary service. The
Itata carried twenty-four soldiers, but on
leaving Chile all who could be spared were
left behind ard only one regular soldier was
brought along. These were used as regular
seamen and so appeared while.in Sun Diego,
When the vessel left this port they donned

soldier clothes again. We Intended to toueh
at Acapulco going down, but met the Esme-
ralda aod were told of the pursuit by the
Charleston. If we had gone in we would
surely have been captured, so we hurried
south., When we met the Esmeralda the
Itata slowed down and the cruiser sent a
boat alongside. In twenty minutes we were
under full headway again, and arrived at
Tocapilla between 7 and 8 A. M., and ‘an-
chored 200 yards from shore. Nothing was
taken off. The same night we turned back
to Iquique, arriving there the mext nigmt at
7 o’clock and surrendered. We did not give
the Fsmeralda coal. We had plenty, but
when we learned the Charleston was chusing
us we could not take time to unload.”

The Itata will be open to the publie to-
moerrow from 10 to 5 p. m. for the firet time.
Large crowds visited the Charleston to-day,
an excursion coming from Los Angelés. She
will be closed to the public Monday, Tues-
day ard Wednesday for the purpose of tak-
ing coal. The Charleston minstrels gave an
entertainment to-night to a erowded house.

FILED A L1BEL.
The Arms and Ammunition on the Itata
Levied On.

Los ANGELES, July 11.—On instructions
from Washiongton the United States Attor-
ney to-day filed a libel against the arms and
ammunition on the Itata at San Diego.
The writ is made returnable August 8th.

THE CHILEAN WAR.

State of Affairs From an Insurgent Stand-
point.

NEw YoRrK, July 11.—A correspondent at
Iquique, Chile, under date of June 13th,
writes that the situation of the Congres-
sional party in Chile is grossly misrepre-
sented to the people of the United States,
and adds: “To a person visiting this port,
fully posted, as he imagined, on affairs
through the medium of dispatches and let-
ters published, nothing could be more strik-
ing than the scenes at Port Iquique June
10th. Although expecting to find a town in
ruins, in a state of anarchy, and business
disruption, I found there scarcely any signs
of demolition. The town is in excelient

order. The municipal officers have restored .

all damages to property, and nearly all the
building sites of the few burned blocks are
now occupied, either by hiouses in course of
re-erection or already completed. :

“Public sentiment deprecates in a marked
measure the action of the United States
Government in the Itata matter. The de-
taining of that vessel’s arms and ammuni-
tion at this critical period Is deeply de-
plored Ly the leaders of the party. It was
expected that with thess munitions of war
the dnily increasing force of volunteer sol-
diers would bave been armed and a meve-
ment made to the south. The é-termination
of the Congressional Cabinet to deliver the
Itata and in no wise offend tue United
States has, in a manner, retarded the move-
ments of the belligerent foree.

“The ultimate relrase of the Itata by the
United States Government is earnestly
hoped for, and in that hope there is no
doubt. The belligerents have the sympathy
of all foreigners ithroughout Chile.

“The revenues of the port of Iquique,
amountinz to $2,000,000 monthly, are in the
hanas of the Congressional party. This
sum is far in excess of any revenunes that
Balmaceda receives, and while the receipts
continue there is no doubt the Congres-
sionai party will be able to procure the
sinews of war and maintain their situation.”

A MASS OF FLAMES.

Disastrous Michigan Forest Fires Extending
for Hundreds of Miles.

St. IeNActo (Mich.), July 11.—Oae of the
most destructive forest fires which ever
swept the northern peninsula is raging
between Marquette and this city along the
line of the Duluth, South Shore and Atlan-
tic Railroad. For hundreds of miles nothing
ean be seen but a mass of lurid flames and
dense smoke. Large crowds of men are
stationed along the railway tracks fighting
the fire, but the flames are gaining head-

way. It is feared the  track
will be destroyed. Between New-
berry and Seny the bridges across
the small creeks nre now burning. At sev-

eral bridges to-day trains were compelled
to stop and extinguish the flames. Tele-
graph-poles are burned and the wires ren-
dered useless, Some of the small viilages
along the railroad track are in danger of be-
ing wiped out. The inhabitants who have
been fizhting the fire for the past few days
are now almost exhansted, and have ap-
plied to the railroad officials for aid. It is
feared that seven loggers along the banks of
the Tahquamaton and Fox rivers have lost
their lives.

SAULT DE STE. MARIE, July 11.—Reports
received here late to-night state that heavy
shvlers have checked to a great extent the
forest fires which have been raging the past
few days in this section,
